CONDOLENCES WITH BIS FAMILY

President McKinley and Many

PHILADELI'HIA, June 6.-—The sudden
death last night of Frank Thomson, presi-
dent of the Pennsylvania railroad, at his
country home, “Corker Hill,” in Merion, a
suburb of thiz city, caused nrofound re-
grel and surprise in railroad and financial
clreles, and among them many friends of
the late head of the Pennsylvania system.
Trelegrams of condolence have been pouring
in all day from sections of the country
from men of prominence In every walk of
life.

Among thase who telegraphed were Pros-
dent MeKinley and members of his cabinet,
the heads of all the rallroads of the coun-
try, presldents of Insurance and finanecial
irstitutions and personal friends of Mr.

Chief Parris Makes Report of the

The report of the chief of the fire depart-
ment for the month of May shows that
there were thirty alarms of fire sounded
during the month, a deerease of seven as
compared with the previous month, and
an inerease of four as eompared with the
corresponding pertod of last yvear.

NEW CABLE TO GERMANY.

It is Expected That Measnies Will Be
Sent In the Fall.

The final details have been arranged for
the laying of the cable between the United
States and Germany, the last atep bheing a
satisfactory a:rrang‘(-m{-nt concerning gov-
ernment messages and cable tolls. The
authoritiegs here have been informed that
the actual work of laying the cable will he.
gin during the present summer, so that the
first message may pass over the line during
the coming fall.

In this connection it Is denied in official
quarters that Germany reciprocated the
courtesy of allowing this cable to land by
granting a similar right to land an Ameri-
can cable line on one of the new German
possessions, the Carolines. At the time the
arrangements for the German-American
cable were'under negotiation here the Ger-
man authorittes were not aware of the pro-
spective cession of the Carolines, so that it
was not even referred to. There is little
doubt, however, that if the United States
required such a cable landing in the Caro-
lines, Germany would grant it in return for
the courtesy shown to the German cable.

GOVERNING PRIVATE LAMPS,
Regulations Promnizaiced Today by
the Commiscinners,

The District Commissioners today for-
warded to those interested the following

regulations concerning private lamps and
lamp posts:

“No private lamp post or lamp shall he
crected or placed in any publle street, ave-
nue, alley or road of the District of Colum-
bia, except as authorized hy special permit
in each case, to be obtpined previous to the
crection of the lamp post or lamp.

“No private lamp post or lamp or any part
thereof shall be palnted, ornamented or let-
tered as a sign or advertisement,

UEvery private lamp shall show a white
]t’g;lm. ad eolored lights will not be permit-
ed.

“No private lamp post shall have a
greater diameter than elghteen inchea,

“Ervery private lamp in  publie strisets,
avenues and roads shall be so placed that
the distance from the sidewalk to the hot-
tom of the lamp or Jantern shall he not less
than eight feet. and or public alliys shall
not be dess thaupfourteen feet from the
pavement. . o

“When a private lamp is suspended from
an arm attached to 2 building, the distance
of the point of suspension fram the bullding
line shall nog F!x?r‘ed six feet. When the
arm earrying the lamp is placed at the cor-
ner of a bollding the perpendicular distance
of the center of siispension from the build-

ing lines sh not excesd six feot,

Gen. Gomez Writes Another Long
Farewell Address.

DEPLORES ~ MILITARY  OCCUPATION

Exhorts Cubans to Be Patient and
Aid United States.

| SHOWS NEED OF CONCORD

HAVANA, June 6.—Gen. Maximo Gomez,
the former commander-in—chief of the Cu-
ban army, will issue his farewel! manifesto
today. In substance it will say:

“The mission T have been intrusted with
iz mearly concluded. 1 have attempted to
find a &olution of guestions concerning the
army which 1 commanded during the
bloodiest war known in America. I am now
leaving, regretfully, to attend to necessary
private business.

“A parting word to the people for whom 1
have sacrificed 1hirty years of my life and
to my friends in the army just disbanded,
which action should have been taken in-
stantly after the removal of the bloody
weight of Spain’s merciless regime.  We
armed ourselves, and, therefore, now we
no longer want! soldiers, but men for the
maintenance of peace and order, which are
the basis of Cuba's future welfare.

Views of the Future.

“It is necessary to understand that the
nation in this epoch, most Jdifficult and un-
equaled in history, should avall itself of the
opportunity to show it posscsses virtues, in
spite of the vices caused by colonial gov-
ernment amnd the harshness of warlike life.

“But none of us thought this »_-xtr_nfnrdi-
nary event would be followed by a military
cecupation of the country by our allics, who
treat us as a people incapable of acting for
ourselves, and whe have reduced us to obe-
divnes, to submission #nd to a T.ut:-.l.igv im-
posed by force of clrcumstances, This can-
not be our ultimate fate after the years of
strugzle, and we should aid by every ;15..-4:i‘=
method in finishing the work of organizing,
which the Americansg accepted in the proto-
cul, and which is disagreeable for them as
for ourselves,

This aid will prove useless without con-
eord among all the islanders. Therefore,
it is necessary to forget past disagree-
ments to completely anite all vh-rqt-ms and
organize a political party, which is needed
in any country.

It Is always said that n-mlm‘m-s huw-.the
government which they merit, ani Cuba
will have that whieh her heroism entitles
her to. Today she ean only have one
party in Cuba, with ane object, that of
vhtaining the aspiration of vears.

“We must devote ourselves to pacific
labors, gain the respect of the world u!hi
show that, though our war was honorabie,
PEATE mMUst come.

To Nullify Alien Occupation.

“We mu=t make useless by our behavior
the presence of a strange power in the
istand, and must assist the Americans to
complete the honorable mission they have
been compelled to assume by foree of cir-
cumstances.  This work was not sought by

those rich northerners, owners of a contl-
nent. 1 think doutvs and suspiclons are

unjust.

“We must form immediately a committes
or club to be a nucleus of a government,
This will serve Cuban interests purely, and
act as an ald to the intervenors,

as one of the first Cuhans, although
one of our last soldiers, and not far from
the grave, without passions or ambitions,

call on yvou with the sincerity of a father
#nd urge a cessation of the superfluous dis-
cussionz and the creation of parties of all
Kinds, which disturb the country and tend
to cause anacchy.

ORDER MODIFIED.

Further Time Given for Removal of
Fire Alnrm Connections,

The District Commissloners today modi-
fled their order of November 21, 188, re-
quiring that all connections of the Instan-
taneous Fire Alarm Company of this city
with the dstriet fire alarm boxes be re-
maoved by the 3oth instant. The modifica-
tion of the order allows such boxes as
have not at this time been disconnected to
remain until the company shall have had
an opportunity to secure legislation au-
thorizing the piacing of such wires as may
be necessary 1o connect such boxes with
its ecentral office, but not later than the
close of the next session of Congress,

It s provided, however, that the company
aErecs o require of its subsceribers that
whenever an alarm is sent from any in-
stuntancous fre-alarm box so disconnected
the subscriber for such box shall caus=e a

messenger 1o be at once sent to the Dis-
trict fire-alarm box with which such sub-
seriber's box  is connected, to notify the

lire department of the exact loeation of the
fire.  Fallure to comply with this require-
ment will be regarded by the Commission-
ers as a sufficlent cause for the removal of
the attachments from the DHstriet bhox,

The medification of the order was duoe
to the fact that the Commissioners are not
authorized to permit the stringing of over-
head wires, and to the furthoer faet that the
company did what it could to secure at the
lust session of Congress authority for the
stringing of Its wires, lack of time, it is
stated, preventing the authority being ob-
tained.
