Hesponse to Suggestion by Columbin
Heights Association,

It is wunderstood that Commissionor
Wight, who has immediate charge of 1hi
fire department and fire alarm syvstem,
will issue such directlons as will hereaiter
prevent the absence of a fire engine com-
peny in o large a territory as that men-
tioned In the resolution adopted at the re-
cent meeting of the Coluimbla Heights Cit-
izens” Assoclation, published in The Star of
¥Yesleriay. The association invited the at-
tention of the Commissioners to the fact
that at a recent fire in the business section
of the city every engine company wus for
a time withdrawn from the territory bound-
ed by 1st street on the east, Rock cresk on
the west, K street on the south and Tiright-
wood on the north.

The fire referred to was that of the <loth-
ing house of Chery & Moran, on Market
space between Sth and Hth streets. The box
sounded was 128, located at #th aad D
streets, to which engine companies 14, 2, 6
and 4 responded, in the order named, also
truck comnanies C and A, and chemiral
company No. 1. The fire at one time ‘hreat-
ening to develop into quite a serfous one, a
special alarm was sounded, which brought
engine companies 3 and 1 to the seone,
Thereupon it appears No. 11 enzine com-
pany, located in Mt. Pleasant, was trans-
ferred to the house of No. 1, K street Le-
tween 16th and 17th; No. 7. located on R
street between 9th and 10th, was trunsfer-
red to No. 6 house, Massachusetts ascnue
between 4th and 5th streets, aml No. B,
located on U7 street between i61h and 17th,
was transferred to the house of No. 2, D
street between 14th and 15th. These trans-
fers, as the resolution of the assoclation
stated, left the territory mentioned without
an engine company in it, the nearest being
for the time No. 12, North Capitol and
Quincy streets: No. 7, Massa~husetis ave-
nue between 4th and 5th streets; No, 11, K
street between 16th and 1Tth; the George-
town company and chemical No. 2, Bright-
wood. Two truck companles were, how-
ever, left in the described territory—B,
New Hampshire avenue and M street, and
D, New Jersey avenue and M street,

While Commissioner Wight is of the opin-
fon that the fire department should, even
after the going into operation of the twn
truck companies sand the chemiecal som-
pany provided for at the iast of
Congress, be increased by the addition of
three or four engine compaties and another
truck company, it is understood he fedls
that care should be taken meantime to
have at all times at leas! one engine com-
pany in quarters in S0 extensive a ter-
ritory as the one mentioned by the Calum-
bla Heights Association. At the recent ses-
slon of Congress the Senate inseriad in the
IMstrict appropriation bill provision for an
engine company in South Washingron aod
one in Georgetown in addition to the thres
companies above mentioned, but the House
struck out the appropriation for the two
engine companies. At the cominz sessicn
of Congress, it is understood, the Commis-
sioners will endeavor to secure an appro-
priation for tlhes: two engiie companies
and perhaps an addltional truck condany.

NAPHTHA LIGHTING CONTRACT.

Statement by Commissioners in Res
sponse to Inguiry.

The DMstrict Commissioners informed Mr.
W. 8. Knox, president of the Business
Men's Association, who requested that the
bids of local dealers for naphtha street
lighting during the fiscal year ending June
30, 1%M), be glven favorable conslderation,
that the contract has been awarded 1o the
lowest bidder. Mr. Knox stated that it
was understood the followlng blds had been
submitted: American Development Com-
pany of 8t. Paul, candle power, per sam-
ple, 16.23, at $18.69 per lamp: the Penn-
sylvania Globe Gaslight Company of Phil-
adelphia, candle power, per sample, 19.50,
at 320 per lJamp, and Lawrence 8. Nicolal of
this city, candle power, per sample, 25.22,
R10.90 per lamp. On this basis it was esti-
mated that the cost would be: American
Development Company, $1.14 per candle
power; Pennsylvania Globe Gaslight Com-
pany, #1.03 per candle power, and L. 8.
Nicolad, 78 cents per candie power. In view
of these figures, the assoclation suggested
that the lowest bidder reeelve the most
favorable consideration, provided he could
perform the service required most satis-
factorily.

In reply, the.Commissioners adopted the
following recommendation of Capt. Beach,
the Engineer Commissioner, in explanation
of the award to the American Development
Company, instead of the local bidder:

“The spacifications for furnishing naphtha
lights to the District for the fiscal year
ending June 30, 1K), contalns a reguire-
ment that the lght furnished should be
equal to sixteen candle power, and the bid-
ders understood that 17 the sample furnish-
ed by them was not less than that inten-
sity they were entitled to consideration in
the order of price and responsibllity. If
the District were going to award the con-
tract at a certain price per candle power
furnished, as {8 claimed by Mr. Nicolal
should be done, 1t would be necessary Lo
include such a provision in the specifica-
tions, so that other bidders would be made
aware of it

“The American Development
which is the lowest bidder, informed the
Commissioners verbally upon the day- of
the test that it purposely kept its light
close to the specification requirements, al-
though it might have furnished a higher
candle power had it tried to do so. Were
Mr. Nicolai’s contention to be admitted, it
would be necessary for the Commissioners
to reject all bids received and readvertise,
with specifications pérmitting the price per
candle power to be consldered, as it is be-
lieved that the only way fair competition
cun be obtained is by furnishing all bidders
with exactly the same information prior
to the letting.”
