And the Internationnl c¢ommercial
congress to assemble in the “vity of broth-
erly love' at the same time is drawing the
eyes of the commercial warld
tion and the congress are both unigue
projects in this country, and the present
indications, three months in advance of the
opening time of either, are that abundant
and dezerved success will crown the efforts
of the promaoters.

The inception of these ideas for the ad-
vancemaeat and betterment of the industries
of the country was not pureiy of Philadel-
phia origin, but grew from the commerclal
museums in that city, whose board of di-

Telephones in Sweden.
From the Philadelphla Record.

Sweden s sald to have more teleppones
per canita than any other country. There
are two companies—the Government Tele-
phone Compar.y and the General Telephone
Company. The first-named charges per
year S0 crowns, or ¥2 in every city, and
W crowns, or $25, in the country. The lat-
ter company charges 6 crowns, or 316, per
year in the cities, towns and villages, ex-
cept in Stockholm, where the charge is only
38 crowns, or $0.75, per year. Renters ure
entitled to have telephones repaired when-
ever needed, besides having it Inspected
twice a month. In the city of Stockholm
alone, with a population of 280,000, there
are no less than 356,000 telephones, and it
may be sald that no other city in the world
has so many instruments in ure. Outside
the city imis the charge for teiephoning
a distance of thirty English miles is 4 to 8
cents for three minutes’ conversation. The
telephone system has been extended to the
northernmost town of Sweden, Haporanda,
From this place to Stockholm, a distanca
of T2 English miles, you can telephane for
27 cents. There is hardly a vfl:age in the
whole country where at least a dozen tel-
ephones are not found, and it is sald that
even in woods you may find a telephone
put up for the accommodation of chance
truvelers or tourists.
