LAWYER, EDITOR AND POET,

John Pope Hodnett's Strange Claims
Conecerning Himself.

John Pope Hodnett, who says he is a
lawyer, editor, Poét'and all-round friend of
the laboring clhases, Is held as a prisoner
at the first prefinet police station. Detec-
tive Frank Helfn abrested him this morn-
ing in the office,of Aftorney General Griggs.
The Attoerney Gengpal's private secretary,
Mr. Cooper, made complaint against him.

It 1s alleged that'Hodnett is Insane, and
he is held until"jhr: police surgeons can pass
upon his mental Cf_;_iidil.lum Then he may
be given a trial;by g marshal's Jury.

Nine years ago .$lodnett left here and
went to Jersey!'Ulty, where he has flgured
in events affecting dabor and politics, and
three weelis ag# le feturned here to see his
old friends and’ also to eall on the Presi-
dent and Attorhey (deneral Griggs. One ob-
ject of his visit, heisald, was Lo secure an
apnointment ad @ cabinet nificer or as col-
iector of the pdri ofsNew York. The other
object was to have the President direct the
expenditure  gf $54 (00, the unexpended
bhalance of an appropriation of $75,000, for
the benefit of laboring men who had work-
ed for the board of publlic works Iin this
city.

Incidentally he says he is ontitled to a big
fee if thls money is properly expended.

In conversation with a Star reporter Hod-
vett said he could not understand why he
had heen arrested, for he had done nothing,
he eaid, exeept excreise the rights of a good
citizen.

After being assoctated with the laboring
clzsseg In this clity for fifteen years,
he =ald, he Ieft here and went to
Jersey City, where, he says, he has
since  edlted the Chroniclee He claims
he s the Duke of March, Earl of
Shrewshury, uke of Puckingham and York
of the house of Plantagenet and house of
York and Lancaster. In discoursing upon
this part of his life he gaid:

“I was disfranchised by act of settlement
of Willlam and Mary in 1681."

According to his own version of affairs
he was the laboring men's candidate for
mayor of Greater Noew York, and was only
defeated becapse the republiean party re-
fused (o indorse him.

“When I recaived the nomination at the

hands of the laboring men,” he sald, *it
was with the understanding that the re-
publicans would Indorse me. If they had

done a0 1 would today be the mayor of the
greatest ¢lty in the worla."”

He saud he founded and is now president
of the 1Talted Labor League of America,
and for fifteen years he has edlted the
hronicle tn Jersey City. In additlon, he
claims he has edited a number of bhooks
and has written a considerable amount of
poetry

Hodoett was questloned by Inspector
Boardman and Dr. Nevitt, as well as by
Detectlve Helan, and willingly gave a his-
tory of his life, When Hodnett lived In this
ctty he practiced law, and at one time, 1t is
said, had quite a large practice.

Dr. Nevitt thought he was a fit subject
for investigation, and ft was decided 1o
hold him for this purpose. Soom afier be-
ing placed In a witness room in the first
precinet station he sant for Attorney Camp-
bell Carrington, saying he wanted the lat-
ter to look after his interesta,

TO REPRESENT THE CUBANS,

Appointment of Senor Quesada as
Delegate Satisfactory to Officials,
The appointment of Senor Quesada as

the representative of the Cubans in Wash-

ington is satlsfactory to the officials here
with whom he has had dealings. He rep-
resented the Cubans in Washington prior
to the Spanish war, and, while he was
never regarded as a member of the diplo-
matic corps and never was accorded any
such rank, yef hi¥ representations were
alwuys listened’ to 'dnd he often presented
the case of thé Cdhans to officlals of the
administration ‘and to different congres-
sional committdes. The practical abandon-
ment of the sé-called Cuban government
which he represented before the war left
him unemployed, pxcept In a voluntary
capacity which he has assumed, doing what

he could for tie Cpgbane and assisting the
United States -nment in ite general

scheme of paclifyidg the Island and es-
tablishing tr; uillity among the people.
Mr. Quesada mpanied Mr. Robert P.

Porter to Cuba) and assisted in the nego-
tiations which fe ed In the arrangement
to pay the Cubdns §3,000,000.

Mr. Quesada ‘has''since acted as adviser
to different defegations of Cubans and
Porto Ricans .o Washington, besides at-
tending to all tha détails of matters placed
in his hands by C ne who were unable
to come to Washington. It is generally
understood that he has large influence
with many of the ,voiiunent Cubans, and
especially with those ' Weré organized
Yo obtain Cuba's freedom from Spain. It
is expected that his services as an officer
of General Brooke's government, with
headquarters in Wash'ngton, will be of
great assistance In brinring about better
relations between the peuple of Cuba and
the United States,
