Preparations to Receive Their Dis-

tinguished Visitors Tomorrow.

MEN IN EXCELLENT HEALTH

Special From a Staf Correspondent.
LBESBURG, Va., June 14.-At reveille

this morning Camp Ordway awoke to find
Itself, as usual, very, very moist and un-

pleasant. A drenching rain was failing,
and the guardsmen resigned themselves to
anot her day of personal discomfort, but a

change for the better soon occurred, and
by :0t0 o'clock the rain had ceased and the
sun was shining brightly. The warmth was

welcomed by all, and everybody and every-
thing were soon indulging in a drying-out
process.
The indications are that the remaining

days in camp will be under favorable skies.
There was nothing of startling moment to
break the quiet of the day. Preparations
were in order in anticipation of the coming
of official guests tomorrow. General orders
will be issued by Acting Adjt. Gen. Rob-
bins late this afternoon to cover the break-
ing of camo Friday. The "general" will be
sounded at noon, when all tents will be
lowered simultaneously. The tents will
be then carefully folded and tied and the
poles properly arranged and secured.
At 1 o'clock the brigade will leave camp

and march to Leesburg. The troops will
embark in railroad cars an hour later, and
it is expected will arrive in Washington in
ample time to begin the street parade at 4
o'clock.

Omeers Who Will Remain.
The quartermaster general and commis-

sary general and some of their assistants
will remain at Leesburg for a day or two
after the departure of the brigade in order
to close up all details relating to the en-

campment. The health of the camp con-
tinues to be excellent.
There was only one man in the post hos-

pital this afternoon, and he is soon to oe
discharged therefrom. In connection with
this gratifying state of affairs it should
be borne in mind that the battalions re-
turned this morning from practice marches.
which indicates that the men are standing
their somewhat arduous work hry satis-
factory manner. Major Bell and Major
Davidge of the general staff left for Wash-
ington this afternoon to escort the oficials
who wifl visit Camp Ordway tomorrow
afternoon.

To Review the Guard.
A distinguished party will leave here to-

morrow 'or Leesburg. Va., to review and
inspect the District National Guard, now
holding its annual encampment in that vi-
L.nlty. Among those who will make the
trip are Acting Secretary Meiklejohn of the
War Deparatment, Major General Miles,
commanding the army; Colonel Charles
Bird of the quartermaster's department,
Major William H. Johnson of the adjutant
general's office, Captain Henry H. Whitney,
4th Artillery; Chief Clerk Schofield; the
District Commissioners and several other
officials of the local government.

IRRIGATION IN MEXICO.

Osly Water Needed to Attain Wen-
derful Results With Crops.

United States Consul P. Merrill Griffith
at Matamoras, Mexico, writes to the State
Department regarding irrigation in Mexico:
"Vast areas of land In the states north of

the City of Mexico are now lying unculti-
vated, unimproved, unused, and conse-
quently almost uninhabited. This is caused
by the scarcity and uncertainty of the rain-
fall, anid yet it is quite possible by capital
and engineering skill to change the greater
portion of this desert into a garden.
"Several important undertakings, which

will undoubtedly be of great benefit to this
country, are now under contemplation. In
one place plans were submitted and esti-
mates completed at considerable cost as
far back as 1864. The locality referred to
is situated in the north of the state of
Tamaulipas. in this consular district, be-
tween the city of Camargo and the town of
Reymosa.

"It Is proposed to erect a dam across the
San Juan rivbr some twelve miles above
Camargo and conserve three-fourths of the
waters of that river. The canal is designed
to embrace about 20,Ouu acres of the land
between the foothills and the banks of the
Rio Grande. This land today is almost
werthiess, and scarcely suitable for goat
pasture. The soil, however, is the finest
alluvial, and is from thirty to forty feet in
depth. On the banks of the Rio Grands in
this vicinity are several small farna, the
owners of which are lifting the water from
the river and irrigating a few acres. Mag-
nificent results have been obtained in the
growth of cane, corn, ootton and vegeta-
bles; and one may ccnclude that with the
realisation of this project enough cotton
cculd be grown to supply the amount re-
quired by the Maxican cotton mills, which
are now importing the raw material from
the United States.
"One fact especially noteworthy in the

construction of irrigation works in this
country is that the expenses are paid inmilver, and that building stone, cement,
lime, sand., gravel, earthwork and labor
are exceedingly cheap in most of the states.
Often a water supply can be provided at a
charge to the landowner not exceeding $10
Mexican ($4.72 gold) per acre for the prime
cost of a water right, and an annual rental
may be contracted for at 31 Mexican peracra. At present, foreign investors seem to
be interested only in tropical land, which
costs from 3S to $12 gold per acre and about
the same amount to clear before anything
can be grown on it; while in the northern
states there is a large quantity of desira-
ble lanids that cant be bought at from 32 to
35 Mexican (30.94 to 32.36) per acre. andwhere the cost of irrigation, either by grav-itation from the rivers or by pumping, if
properly managed, would be comparatively
small.
'"The lands, when Irrigated, would realise

handsomely, returning possibly not less
than 20 per cent to the investor if planted
in cotton, cane, corn, beans, beets or other
products suited to the climate. Probably
the most important consideration n suc an
undertaking is the employment of a comn-pent englr.eer. I have been informed that
a great many of the large irrigation works
have failed because of a lack in this re-
gard."The arid states of Mexico have many
ntural resources; no great difficulty would
he experienced in bringing them under cul-
tivation. The climate is salubrious, the
soil fertile and everything seems to indicate
that by the introduction of practical sys-temns of irrigation works and the intelligentappliatnon of labor the most sanguine
expectations of the investor could be real-
Ised."

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ENSIGN STANDLEY'S STORY

His Expedition Which Beuld. Ia Y4SeW
Gilmore's Oapture.

Warmly Praised by His Supersef@-
,eers for His Daring Work- A

Mystery Still Unsolved.

The Navy Department has made public
the onicial reports in regard to the capture
of Lieutenant Gilmore and party of the
United States ship Yorktown at Baler, Lu-
son, by Filipinos In April last. Ensign W.
H. Standley supplied the following details
of the affair, under date of the United
States ship Yorktown, off Baler, April 12,
18e:
At 4:40 a.m. (before daylight), April 12,

1808. Lieutenant Giltnore, in charge of sec-

ond cutter, with Colt's automatic gun
mounted in the bow and an armed crew of
fourteen men, landed J. Lysaght, quarter-
master, third class, and myself on the
beach at a point about a quarter of a mile
to the south and east of the mouth of the
Baler river. Before I landed Lieutenant
Gilmore informed me that he would puln
down to the mouth of the river and at day-
light would be sounding near the bar, as a
blind, and as soon as I signaled he would
pick me up. He said that he would not
open or draw fire unless the insurgents
tried to cross the river, end if I heard firing
I was to understand that the insurgents
were corning across.
"Lysaght and myself went down the

beach about 200 yards toward the mouth of
the river, wading a deep, narrow slough,
and thence up the mountain- dn a course
nearly parallel to the river at its mouth.
After one hour's climb we were on top of a
high hill overlooking the Baler river valley,
but owing to the thick brush and trees,notiing could be seen from here. While
meditating upon the best course to take to
obtain a good view, we heard three shots
close together, followed by desultory firing.
I concluded that the insurgents were cross-
ing the river, and, as this firing was to me
only a means to further my purpose, I paid
no further attention to it except to notice
that it continued, and, with this idea in
mind, my whole attention was given to ob-
taining the required informatien and get-
ting back to the boat as soon as possible.
To this end we desoended some distance
nearer the river on the west slope of the
mountain until we found a suitable tree.
This I climbed, and from here I made a
sketch of Baler, Baler river, church and
village. * * *

"During the time I was in the tree-that
is, from 6 to 7 o'clock-there was firing at
times rapid and then desultory. Lysaght,who was on the ground, states that he
heard at least 300 shots, and that he heard
the natives calling. 'Mira oste' hombre'
(look at that man). I also heard natives
shouting and saw seven or eight of then
at the second bend of the river, shoutingand splashing the water, and they seemed
to have a boat of some description around
which they were gathered. I supposedthem to be natives In bathing, and the boatcould not be seen clearly on account of the
trees along the bank of the river."At 7 o'clock we left our position on thehill, made the best of our way to the beach,and signaled for a boat; the signal was an-
swered from the ship, and the whaleboatcame in to take us off, instead of the sec-ond cutter, as agreed upon. I respectfullydesire to call attention to the conduct of J.Lysaght, quartermaster, third class. Ly-saght did not know the character of theexpedition upon which he was asked to go,and, notwithstanding, he willingly consent-ed to go, and his cool and collected mannerunder trying circumstances I deem worthyof special notice."
Commander Sperry's Indersement.
In his report to Admiral Dewey of Stand-

ley's exploit Commander Sperry says:
"No map or plan of Baler was to be had,

and no persn was to be found who had
any knowledge of the place. Upon arrival
off the town it was found that It was so
far back from the beach -es to be com-
pletely hidden, and until it could be located
no operations were possible. Any attemptto proqeed through the jungle up the nar-
row and tortuous creek on which the town
was believed to be situated would evidentlybe fatal, and Er.sign William H. Standley,United States navy, suggested climbing themountain side and overlooking the insur-
gent camp and volunteered for the'-ser-vice. I considered the attempt verymsard-
ous, but finally permitted it to be made, asthere seemed to be no alternative.
"Landing in the dark without a guide,wading breast high through an unknownslough, Standley and Quartermaster Ly-saght forced their way up the mountainside, over bowlders and through dense andthorny underbrush, and when the firingwas conmenced. which indicated an at-tack, they descended still lower toward theinsurgent camp to a point where Stand-ley finding a suitable tree' climbed it withthe aid of a rope and made a completesketch with a hand as steady as if at hisdesk, first directing Lysaght, who stood atthe foot of the tree, should they be at-tacked to make for the beach, as he hizh-self would probably not be discovered inthe tree. Fortunately they were not at-tacked, and Lysaght had no occasion toviolate onders which he certainly would

never have obeyed.
"I earnestly recommend that J. Lysaght,quartermaster, third class, be given a per-manent appointment as chief quartermasterin recognition of his conduct He is thor-

oughly competent and has been conspicu-ously and uniformly efficient in the perform-
ance of his duty, notable instance being the
discovery of the steamer San Joaquin in thehands of the insurgents at St. Thomas, Gulf
of Lingayen. For Ensign Standley the spe-cial commendation of the commander-in-
chief and the department is asked, not only
that his conduct may receive its merited
reward, but that the service may know of
another of the gallant deeds which are its
pride."
Chlptain Whiting, who forwarded Com-

mander Sperry's report, indorsed it as fol-
lows: "Approved and respectfully forward-
ed. From conversation with the command-
ing offleers and other officers of the York-
town, I personally consider Ensign Stand-
ley's action heroic and that he Is entitled
by his brave and courageous conduct to
all the reward the department is able to be-
stow. I recommend to the depatet that
J1. Lysaght, quartermaster, tidclass. be
given a medal of honor for conspicuous
gallantry.''

report to the Me at engineers, showing
that goad progress I. being made in the
repair of the aqueduct tunnel, with a view
to incraing the water amply of the Die
tract. A tabular statement shows that
since the commencement of that work the
following has been accomplished toward
the Completion of the tunnel: Trme.
5,817 feet; track laid, 20,19 feet; material
reoved, 2594 cubic yards; tiber-rmine-
ed from back of old arch, 51 cords; new
brick lining-invert, 1,l22 feet, aide waB,
1.19 feet. and arch. 94 feet; Invest -pase/
in old ining, 285 lest; ei nmeg raered,
270 feet; encrete in place, 617 cuic yarda?
iron lining, 39 plates; rubble masonry in
place-old arch, 888 feet; new asuc. 854 feet,

It is proposed during the present months
to continue the work of excavation. pub-
ling in new lining, repairing old lining and
placing iron lining plates under Rock
creek.
During the month of May the Condition

Col. Miller says he is studying and in-

vestigating the subject of the filtration of
the water supply of Washington with. a
view to the preparation of a report to COn-
grem in accordance with the provisions of
an act of the District of Columbia appro-
priation bill appropriating $3,000 for that
purpose. He recently visited Albany, N.
Y., and inspected the filter plant at that
place, and has completed the construction
of experimental filters at the Washington
aqueduct office in this city and says they
are in successful operation.

of great importance to held, having made
a perfect line of intrenchments in front
of the entrenchments held .by the Opanish
troops against the insurgents. Capt. Mur-
phy's advance is deserving of great credit'
and he should be rewarded. It was during
this advance that the gallant IAeut. Mitch-
ell fell, having received a mortal wound,
from which he died February 7, 1890, the
last words of this brave and exceptionally
fine officer on the battlefield being: 'For-
ward, men-advance! Don't mind me*
"Words cannot express the cool behavior

and femaieas conduct of bath offoers and
men of the 14th United States Infantry
during the battle of February 5, 189. in
front of Manila, P. I. The battalion com-
manders and company officern had good con-
trol of their men through the engagement
and the men responded to their orders with
a will and obedience, the result of which
caused the enemy to evacuate their post-
tion on a run, al who ware so fortunat
as to be able to do so. The battaolao com-
manders, Capt. Matne, Capt. Murphy and
Capt. Eastnan, deserve credit; alse all
their company officers, F ret ieut.- Alfred
Hasbrouck. Jr., commanding Company K;

W. H. Michael, State Department; Mr. W.
H. Hills. Treasury Department; Mr. John
C. Seofeld, War Department; Mr. B. F.
Peters, Nevy Department; Col. J. B. Brown-
low, Post Office Department; Major Frank
Strong, Department of Justice; Prof. Frank
W. Clarke, Department of the Interior; Dr.
F. W. True, Smithsonian Institution and
National Museum; Mr. W. deC. Ravened,
U. S. commission of fish and fisheries; Mr.
W. C. Fox, bureau of American republics,
and Mr. C. H. Verrill, department of labor.
All these gentlemen are the accredited rep-
resentatives of their respective departments,
with the exception that Mr. Soofleld, who is
chief clerk of the War Department, was
designated to act as a member of the board
for his department In the absence of Major
J. B. Guthrie of the 15th U. S. Infantry,
who was some days ago appointed the War
Department representative. Major Guthrie
is at Fort Porter, Buffalo.
The majority of the members of this

board were members of previous govern-
ment exposition boards, especialy of the
Nashville and Omaha expositions of 137
and 189E, respectively. Mr. Verrill pre-
smeted a letter from the commissioner of
labor stating that owing to the Illness and
absence from the city of Mr. O. W. Weaver,
the original representative of the labor do-
partment, Mr. Verrill had been appointed,
to succeed hint.
