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RELIEF FROM COSTS.

Judge Cole's Decision Adverse to Pe-
titioner for Divorce.

Justlce Cole, sitting in Equity Court No.
2 this morning denled a petition presented
to him in which a woman sought divorce
from her absent husband and desired to
file the suit under the statute granting a
pauper relief from a deposit of costs. The
judge took occasion to express his views
on certaln phases of the legal separation
of man and wife.

In the case in question the attorney ad-
mitted that the defendant to the suit was
outside the jurisdiction of the Supreme
Court of the District of Columbia; that nhe
had no property in this city on which' to
levy and there were no means of com-
pelling a payment of alimony and funds for
the support of his wife and children. In
denying the privilege to file without costs,
Judge Cole said there wae nothing to be
gained by the camplainant in the premises.

“A divorce without alimony Is a luxury
for the woman, not a necessity.” If she
were simply anxious to be separated and
free from her marriage vows she might
wait untll she could secure the necessary
funds. This case, llke many others, he
continued, does not come within the mean-
ing of the pauper’'s act. Judge Cole stated
he would refuse the pauper privilege in
such cases until compelled to do otherwise
through a mandamus from the Court of Ap-
peals, in the event of that tribunal glwng
a construction upon the law in conflict with
