GEN. MACAULEY'S FUNERAL

OeGemmwie to Be Held at Arliwgton Geme-
tery Tomorrow Afternoon.

Many Veteran Organisations to Be

Represented-Military Honors

to Be Paid.

Arrangements in detail have been com-
pleted for the funeral of Gen. Daniel
Macauley, whose body arrived in Washing-
ton Monday afternoon on board the United
States cruiser Detroit. now lying at the
navy yard The remains were transferred
yesterday to the receiving vault in Arling-
ton. The funeral will take place tomorrow
afternoon about 3 o'clock. Mr. Silas W.
Hastings, chairman of the committee of
Burnside Post, G. A. R.. of this city, ap-
pointed to co-operate with Lafayette Post,
No. 140. of New York, has been advised by
Adjutant Wilbur F. Brown of the latter
post tfiat he will arrive in the city tomor-
row morning at 8 o'clock. A representationfrom Lafayette Post will arrive at the Bal-
timore and Ohio station at 1:40 o'clock.
The funeral parade will start at 2:40 p.m.

sharp, from the west gate at Arlington,
where members of the Grand Army of the
Republic, friends and organizations are re-
quested to assemble. The military band at
Fort Myer, a suitable cavalry escort and
tiring party have been ordered out for the
occasion. After the military procession pro-vided by the War Department and the ac-
