THE HAGUE CONFERENCE.

Likelihood of Agreement on an Ar-
bitration Project.

Private advices received here from a high
authority are to the effect that the confer-

- ence at The Hague probably will be re-
deemed nominally from failure through an

agreement on an arbitration project that
will sa;isfy the apparently general demand
on that point, but which at the same time,
by carefully framed safeguards, will so nar-
row the field of matters that may or must
go before the arbitration tribunal as to
make it little more than arbitration in
name. The attitude of Germany is said to
be only a little in advance of that of some
of the other powers after all, in opposition
to the plans submitted, and the disaffection
is more ger.eral than appears on the sur-
face.
As for the other projects that were es-

pecially desired by the Americans, such as
p~rotectionl of individual property from seiz-
tUre at sea, they have all been irredeemably
lost, accarding to this report.

FIRED AT HIS WIFE
Alleged muriesous Admault by At-

torney Edward G. Niles.

COURT HOLDS BIN FOR GRAND JURY

Statement of Mrs. Niles Upon
Which Warrant Was Issued.

DIVORCE CASE PENDING

Attorney Edward G. Niles, who has an
office in the Gunton building, was ar-
raigned in the United States branch of the
Police Court -before Judge Scott this morn-
ing, on a charge of assault with intent to
kill. He had been arrested only a short
time before he appeared before the judge,
and his wife, who charged that he had shot
at her only two hours earlier, was not in
court to teil her story. In her absence her
husband was pernitted to waive an exam-
ination and give a bond of $)00 for his ap-
pearance.
The case was sent to the grand jury.

Wiliam H. Booker, colored, was accepted
as his surety. Mrs. Niles was both sur-
priscd and alarmed when she learned from
a Saar reporter of the action of the court.
She was surprised that the court would ac-
cept such an amount in view of the nature
of the charge.
Divorce proceedings are pending between

Niles and his wife, and, it is stated, the
decree was to have been signed today. Af-
ter their separation, Mrs. Niles left her
husbanu's house, at No. 1i8 Massachusetts
avenue -iortheast, and rented a room two
doors west of that number. His recent con-
duct toward her has been peculiar, so the
wife believes, and although she alleges hehas frequently threatened her life, she
never believed he would shoot her until this
morning.
About 8:30 o'clock this morning Mrs.

Niles was seated in the parlor of the house
where she is stopping, when the door hell
rang. Her husband was at the door and
he was admitted by the woman of the
house, r.ho answered the call. Entering
the parlor where his wife was seated, Mr.
Niles, it is said, engaged her in conversa-
tion for a few minutes. During this talk,
she says that he renewed his demands on
her for her diamonds and also spoke of
other matters of interest to them.
"Then you are not going to give me what

I want?' he queried.
"I certainly am not," was Mrs. Niles'

answer.
The husband then left the parlor and

started toward his wife's room on the sec-
ond floor. where she had the diamonds.
Mrs. Niles followed, and, she alleges, he
started to search the bed for the jewels.
In the meantime the wife seated herself
on the bed to watch the proceedings. Fadi-
ing to find the diamonds, the husband
seated himself on a chair near the bed and
repeated the question. The wife repeated
her answer, and then she charges he drew
a revolver from his pocket and fired. Mrs.
Niles sank on the bed and imagined she
was speeding to another world.
She was sure she had been shot, she said,

and it was not unti the woman of the
house had driven her husband from the
room that she realized she was unhurt.
Then she found that the bullet had gone
through the head of the bed and had
only stopped when it came in con-tact with
a brick in the wall. Splinters from the bed
and plaster from the wall fell to the car-
pet, and it was in this debris that the flat-
tened bullet was found. This Mrs. Niles
is holding as evidence against her husband
in the event of a trial of the case in the
Criminal Court.
Only one shot was fired, although it is

alleged Mr. Niles flourished the revolver
afterward. After leaving the house he went
to his own home and soon afterward he was
on his way to his office.
Mrs. N:Ies left the house soon after and

soughit the advice of Attorney French, who
represented her in the divorcea proceedings.
Then she obtained the warrant from Jus-
tice of the Peace O'Neal and called on in-
spector Boardman at police headquarters
to have the writ served. Detectives Boyd
and Helean soon found Nles and placed him
under arrest. He refused to discuss the
case.

It is giated that although the couple were
separated and divorce proceedings were
pending, the husband frequently sent his
wife delcacies, Including ice cream and
flowers.

UABLE TO PAY TAXES.

Condition of Heirs of Late Memaber of
Fire Department.

Mr. Alexander H. Bell recently invited
the attention of the District Commissioners
to the unfortunate condition In which the
children of the late Joseph Daniels, a mem-
ber of the District fire department, find
themselves. Their father was killed in 1882
while In the line of duty. Shortly after-
ward, through the efforts of the department,
a fund was raised for the support of the in-
fant children of their dead comrade, the
fund being invested in the name of Samuel
Bacon, as trustee for the children, in lot
11, square 776. The children took possession
of the property, and several of them still
reside therein. This property was all they
had for their maintenance. They found
life quite a struggle, and, although they did
the best they could with their limited
means, they have been unable for some
years to pay the taxes on the property.
On behalf of the children of the dead fire-

man. Mr. Bell asked the CommIssioners to
remit the taxes now dte on the property,amounting to nearly $130. hoping they would
be able to be as generous to the children of
a deceased servant as was the public in
1882. The property is assessed for only $851,
and Mr. Bell doubts If the real value Is
much above the assessment.
The Commissioners, however, while de-

sirous of assistIng the children of the dead
fireman, find they have no authority In law
to remIt the taxes, and they regret, there-
fore, that they are unable to grant Mr.
Bell's request.

CHARGED WITH ASSAULT.

O8eer Gaine. Alleged to Have Beatem
Downey Woodward.

FORT MYER HEIGHTS, Va.,

June 21. 1899.
Offieer Gaines of Rosslyn is charged with

brutally clubbing Downey Woodward, a
resident of Washington, whIle the latter
was under arrest. The affair occurred, it is
alleged, at Jackson City Sunday last, and
resulted in the serious Illness of Woodward,
who was immediately conveyed to Wash-
ington. Officer Gaines was arrested upon a
charge of assault wIth intent to kill.
In company with Officer Marcey of Alex-

andria county and severali others, it is said.
Gaines went to Jackson City Sunday morn-
ing to preserve order. Woodward appeared
on the scene In company wIth a woman,
but the omcers found no cause for inter-
ference of any kInd. When Woodward an#his companion approached Gaines5 hiowever,he immediately placed the man under arrest,
preferring a charge of profanity against
him. Woodward objected. it ,is said, to
being taken into custody, whereupon Gaines
is said to have struck him with his club. In-
flicting severe injuries. Offeer Marcey hap-
pened to be near when the alleged clubbing
took place, and he at once interfered, plac-in~g the colored officer under arrest.
At the court house here today justice

Hull gave Gaines a hearing, and In the ab-
sence of Woodward, who Is believed to be
unable to attend, the court dismissed the
case. Before discharging the prisoner,
however. Justice Hull stated that his ac-
tion was jnutifled in the absence of wit-
neses for the commonwealth, but in case
of serious complications in the condition of
Woodwat'd subsequent proceeding might be
brought in the case.

Small moat With Eight Oeempants
Ran Down by SteamerMra

ter-Particulars of A r.

Michael McGrath, nineteen yeafW oid son
of William McGrath, a grocer, in business
at No. 140 I street northeast, was drowned
in the river in front of River View about
8:30 o'clock last night. He was in a row-
boat with seven friends, and his death was
the result of the small craft being struck
by the steamer Charles Macalester. Philip
F. Brady was also thrown from the small
boat, but ho was rescued after he had
floated down the river almost as far as
Fort Washington.
The steamer Samuel J. Pents took down

a large crowd last night on an 'excursion
given by the Young Men's Institute of Gon-
saga College. Brady and McGrath were
among those who accompanied the party
to enjoy the evening, and they were suc-
ceedingly admirably until the steamer Mac-
alester came along. In the small craft
with these young men were James Wilson,
H. Ivers, Misses Mamie and Jessie Galla-
her, Miss Norah Leahy and Miss Sullivan.
Mr. Brady was at the oars, and the party
was enjoying the moonlight night on the
water.
The steamer Macalester was headed up

the river from Marshall Hall with a party
of excursionists, who had been at the resort
named with the Knights of the Gorden
Eagle. Some of those in the small boat saw
the approaching steamer, but not until the
bow was almost over them did they realize
that they were In danger. It was also
about this time that Pilot Ross of the M-Jac-
alester discovered the small craft in his
course. He lost no time in giving the en-
gineer a signal to reverse his engine and
back the boat. At the same time he
changed the course of the boat and made
every effort to avoid an accident.

The Crash Comes.
Finally the crash came, and Brady and

McGrath jumped to their feet to save their
boat and companions. Brady caught hold
of the braces beneath the guards, and it
is presumed McGrath did the same, al-
though nobody saw just what he did.
Neither did anybody see him go into the
watcr. When the Macalester tacked water
and moved from the small craft Brady was
seen to fall into the river. Chairs and life
preservers were thrown from the steamer
by excursionists, who expected to see all
the occupants of the rowboat thrown over-
board. In the event of such an occurrence,
they thought, the presence of the floating
material would he of assistance and would
probably save life.
As soon as the people on the steamer

Pentz realized what had happened First
Officer George Cook lowered lifeboats and
went to the assistance of the party in the
rowboat. McGrath and Brady were miss-
ing, but he rescued the other members of
the party and took them ashore. Electri-
cian Moore of the steamer Pentz witnessed
the affair from his boat, and it was by his
prompt action, it is said, that First Officer
Cook had the search light turned on and
then went to tne assistance of the panic-
stricken people in the boat.
As soon as the six who were rescued

reached shore inquiries were made for the
missing members of the party. Mir Mamie
Gallaher was the first to notice McGrath's
absence. She did not see him go'overboard,
but she missed him when she lcgked about
to see if all members of the party were in
the boat. They had been on slhre only a
short time when Mr. Brady returned, He
had floated down the river, and' had been
rescued by Edward Daly, who is eml1oyed
at Fort Washington.

An Order to "Go Ahead."
Capt. Blake of the Macalester. was',con-

siderably disturbed over the affair. Answers
to inquiries from the boat indicated that
nothing serious had happened. An order to
"go ahead" from some one in a'mall boat
was obeyed, and it was due to tiis that the
Macalester's crew did not remin at the
scene of the accident and lend'a helping
hand. When Capt. Randall became aware
of the sad occurrence he directed that his
men render all the assistance possible, and
he also rendered personal service. He sum-
moned some of the members of the ill-fated
party and questioned them. It was stated
that a schooner was moving along the river
near the scene of the accident, and some
of the passengers on the Macalester, as well
as friends of the missing man, imagined he
had been picked up by this boat's crew.
Others thought he might have grabbed a
life preserver and saved himself. It was
known that he was not on the Pentz, but,
thinking he had been saved in some way.
his friends hoped that the worst had not
happened.
The affair did not cause much excitement

except among those who were on the
water. and many of the excursionists re-
turned home with no knowledge that any-
thing unusual had happened. Officers of
the steamer Macalester, who regret very
much the saa occurrence, say that they
have considerable trouble on the river
after dark to avoid accidents of this kind.
Harbormaster Sutton returned from the

scene of the drowning at 2 o'clock this
afternoon. He left two boats' crews at the
place, both of whom were dragging for the
body.

CAPT. JOKE ARRESTED.

Commander of a Company in the 6th
Immunes in Trouble.

Isaac T. Jobe, a captaIn of the 6th Regi-
ment of Imenunes, was arraigned before
United States Commissioner Shields. in
New York city, yesterday morning, on a
charge of defrauding the government. He
was arrested at the Astor House. He is
accused of issuIng false vouchers for the
transportatIon of fifteen men over the
Pennsylvania railroad from New York to
Cincinnati, Ohio, on the strength of which

ing offices at No. 1190 Broadway. He
waived examination and was held by Com-
missioner Shields in $2,500 bail for exam-
ination, after which he was locked up in
Lud-low street jail.
Capt. Jobe was mustered out of the vol-

unteer service with his regiment in Porto
Rico, and arrived in New York in the lat-
ter part of May. He retained the muster
rolls of his company, and soon after his
arrival here applied at the offices of differ-
ent railroad companies with vouchers made
out on the regular blanks issued by the
government for the transportation of en-
listed men discharged from the service.
From Frederick 3. Fleischhauer, an agent
of the Baltimore and Ohio railroad, he ob-
tained individual passes for the transpor-
tation of fifteen men to Columtbus, Ohio.

NO lE-UNIQI REPLY TIGOROULY

Six Men Baly Wounded; Three
Will Probably Die.

TROOPS MAY BE CALLED OUT

EVANSVILLE, Ind., June 21-Th coal
miners' strike assumed a serious aspect
this morning. Operators of the Sunny Side
mine had imported -thirty aego miners
from Kentucky and were delivering them
at the mine when unknown parties conceal-
ed in bushes near the mines opened fire on
the negroes. It was very dark, and a stam-
pede followed.
Some of the non-union men responded

with revolvers, and many shots were fired.
Six men were badly wounded. James
Moore, a stockholder in the mine, was shot
in the back and is likely to die. Henry
Smith and John Phillips, both colored,
were protably fatally shot. Ed Geiger, a
merchant; Charles Smith, colored, and John
Hersweather, colored, were each badly
wounded.

Shots From Ambush.
The company's plant is located in the

northwestern edge of the city, about a
mile frem the salt walls, and Is reached by
a road branching from the right of West
Maryland street. While the vehicle with
the negroes and guards was passing a va-
cant lot just before making a turn in the
road to go to the mines, parties on sides
of the road tired in the dark upon the men
in the wagonette. The driver, whipping up
his horses. hurried to the mine. A few min-
utes later Patrolman Ruston reached the
scene, and was ired upon from the bushes.
Thu shot struck against the back part of
his helmet and he was not injured. Three
other oiiicers reached the place soon after-
ward, but they were not tired upon.
Physicians were summoned immzdiately

and the wounded men given attention.
James Moore was taken to St. Mary's Hos-
pital ami physicians entertain some hopes
for his recovery. Charles Smith, one of
the wounded regroes, is considered in a
critic} condition. John Phiiipps was bet-
ter this morning, with hopes for his re-
covery.

THE HACK STANDS.

Hotel Men Subanit a Proposition to
Commissioners.

As was indicated in yesterday's Star, cer-

tain of the local hotel men today notified
the District Commissioners that they pro-
pose to solve the question of hack and cab
stands in front of their houses by placing
in front of their respective hotels private
carriages of their own. The Commission-
ers recently notified the hotel men, as has
been heretofore explained, that the stands
maintained in front of the hotels would be
abolished, on the ground that unless such
stands were made public ones, open to all
public vehicles, they would amount to the
occupation of public space for private pur-
poses. The hotelkeepers thereupon inquir-
ed whether, in the event of placing their
own vehicles-on the stands in front of their
respective houses, such a thing would be
in violation of law. They were advised to
submit such a proposition ,to the Commis-
sioners, who promised to lay it before their
attorney, intimating that should they be
advised by him that such a course would
be lawful no objection would be raised in
the matter by the Commissioners. Today
Messrs. Birney and Woodard, attorneys for
the proprietors of the Arlington, Shoreham,
Ebbitt, Riggs, National and Willard's Ho-
tels, advised the Commissioners as follows:
"The hotel proprietors propose, with the

consent and approval of the Commissioners
of the District of Columbia, to keep and
maintain in front of their respective hotels
such number of their own private carriages
and other vehicles as may be necessary for
the accommodation of themselves and their
guests, in like manner as other business
houses of the city are permitted to use the
public streets for business purposes. We
are advised that such use of the streets
and avenues of this city would be lawful.
We take it that no license or special permit
will be necessary to such action upon our
parts. However, we desire an expression
of approval from your board."
It is understood that the Commissioners

will lay the question before their attorney
for his opinion before acting in the matter.

STILL UNDER CONSIDERATION.

Question Affeetina the Right to Keep
Cellar Doors Open.

The chief of police has recently received
a number of requests from citizens for per-
mission to leave their cellar doors on the
sidewalks open during the daytime, in or-
der to afford air and light to those of their
employes engaged at work inside. It was
recommended to the Commissioners by the
chief of police that permission be granted
to those applying. Commissioner Wight re-
ferred the matter to Captain Beach, the
Engineer Commissioner, who has imme-
diate charge of the streets, with the sug-
gestion that the police regulations might
be amended so as to grant the authority
desired. It is understood, however, that
Captain Beach has called the attention of
his associates to the fact that some time
ago permission was refused for such a pur-
pose, on the ground, It is understood, that
the opening of the doors on the streets
would be occupation of public space for
private purposes.
The Commissioners will, however, permitthe replacing of the solid cellar doors by

grated ones, the gratings, of course, to be
of sufficient strength to bear the weight of
pedestrians. . But they will not allow the
cellar doors to be raised or opened in such
a manner as to obstruct the free and un-
restricted use of the sidewalks, and theyhave so instructed the chief of police.
