It is gratifying that an adjustment has

been effected in the matter of :apportioning
the appropriations for the improvem-nt of
the Potsomac river which will result in ie-
stowing a m ximum of benftit upon all the
interests ins ,ived. There is no local desire
that the funds he s. gregted solely to the
project of dredging the channels immedi-
ately at or near the city. It is "ovious
that while improvements in the strictly
local area are necessary, the Potomac chan-
nels behlow the city must be kept clear and
enlarged to make the dei pened harbor and
ehanneis at this end available. The various
features of the whole project stand together
as a single endeavor for the bettermnt of
the capital and its approaches.
The citizens of Alexandria have shown a

commendable desire to secure as large a

portion as possible of the appropriations for

the lower Potomac improvements. In their
first conception of the matter it appears
that they misunderstood the precise situa-
tion, but they have apparently been per-
suaded that th -, is no intention on the

part .f the officials to disregard the re-

quirements of their end of the line while
attending to the needs of the Washington
harbor in accordance with the act of Con-

gress.
The chief misfortune at present is that

the conferees on the river and harbor bill
saw tit in the closing hours of the sessioen
to strike out the provision for the improve-
ment of the Anacostia, which had barn in-
serted by the Senate. That undertaking is
virtually as important and, from a hygi.nit
point of view, quite as necessary as the
reclamation 'f the Potemac flats and the
deepening of the channels west of tie city
It is c.sntidently expected that Congrtss
will very soon, perhaps at the next s.ssirnu,
recognize this truth and make the lonag-

mdelayed start on this vitally essential un-

dertaking.
The three main features of the l1n.a! river

and harbor improvements are the r sto,-
Lion of the Washington harbor and chan-
neis, the dredging of the Anacostia and the
presrvation and deepening of the chlanneis
below the city. They all bear a dreet rela-
tion to the desire to preserve the Potomac
as a practicable. healthful waterway clear
to the bead of navigation. There need he
no fear that all the interests involved wil!
not work harmoniously to the end that the
largest possible funds may be secured or
that the engineer officers in charge will
not at all times make equitable distribu-
tion of the allotments and plan the most
effective and economical projects to carry
nut these important improvements.

The Proper Appeal.
