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JUNIOR REPUBLIC
Trustees Accept Generous Offer of a

Farm.

FIRST COMBINED iEETING

Getting Ready for ah Early Start
of the Work

COMMITTEES SELECTED

There is abundant reason to declare that
the junior republic, which will be devoted
to reclaiming and reforming and making
good men and women out of the wayward
or incorrigible youth of Baltimore and
Washington will be in active operation be-
fore the first frost comes. The movement,
as well known, was inaugurated here only
a few weeks ago, but the interest aroused
in it became at once so earnest and sub-
stantial that practical results were at-
tained almost before the promoters real-
ized that their project was under way.
The most important development in the
progress of the republic was reached at a

meeting of the trustees held last night at
the office of Mr. Blair Lee, in the Fendall
building, and attended by Messrs. Shriver,
Forrest and Murray of Baltimore and
Messrs. Blair Lee, Tom C. Noyes, Henry
F. Blount, G. A. C. Christancy and Herbert
Lewis of this city and Rev. E. Laurence
Hunt.

The Farm Secured.
Mr. Rawson Warren, who has been

chosen superintendent of the republic, re-

ported that he had examined the farm of
144 acres, situated near Annapolis Junction
and within a mile thereof, which had been
offered as a donation to the good cause by
Major Charles Newbold of the United
States army, and had found it suitable in
every respect. Superintendent Warren
stated that the farm was partly under cul-
tivation and partly wooded, and contained
a large dwelling house, a smaller dwelling,
a dairy and several outbuildings, and was
ordinarily adapted to the purposes of a
junior republic
After hearing Mr. Warren's gratifying

report the statement was made that the
farm was offered to the trustees on behalf
of Major Newbold, and that the donor had
given it in memory of his young son, Willie
Newbold, who accidentally met his death
on the place five years ago.
The trustees thereupon unanimously

agreed to accept the gift, and resolutions
were adopted thanking Major Newbold for
his generosity. The name of Willie New-
bold will be connected *ith the place in
some appropriate way.

An Early Start.
The general policy to govern the republic

was thoroughly discussed, and it was be-
lieved that arrangements can be so fur-
thered that the republic will be receiving
citizens within the next two months. A few
alterations to the buildings will be required,
a large water supply provided, and the
crops now on the farm gathered. Super-
intendent Warren expects to start in with
a small group of boys, and then to grad-
ually increase the number a few at a time.
He expects to have the assistance of sev-
eral boys from the original junior republic
at Freeville, New York, in getting the
movement under way and assisting the
young citizens of the new republic in fram-
ing and administering their laws.
The trustees also favorably considered theidea of dividing the citizens of the republicinto "families," each consisting of a groupof twenty boys occupying the same cottage,and it was decided to invite attention tothe desirability of donations for such cot-tages, time sum of $1,000 being sufficient to

erect a cottage such as contemplated.Messrs. Blair Lee, Tom C. Noyes and G.A. C. Christiancy were added to the execu-tive committee. Mr. Herbert Lewis wasmade chairman of the committee to con-sider applications for citizenship in the re-public. Mr. Hunt was made chairman ofthe committee on nublic meetings, and Mr.Noyes, chairman of the local committee, onways and means, Mr. Chas. J. Bell beingtreasurer of this committee.The vice presidents of the association aselected last night by the trustees are asfollows: Secretary Hay, Thomas NelsonPage, Maj. Charles Newbold, Dr. Mackay-Smith, Mr. John B. Wight and Dr. McKim.Arrangements are being made for a meet-ing Sunday night at the First BaptistChurch, 16th street, at which the proposedrepublic will be discussed.
INCREASE IN POLICE FORCE.

M. Seamab, WV. E. Rollins, David 0. Hayes,Jacob E. Peterson, George J. Burton, Wil-11am H. Skinner, Joseph A. Englehart, C.
D. Clementts, Ezra P. Collins, William A.
Fraser, Francis A. Rowe. Charles C. Par-
ker, Henry IV. Forteney, Ignatius Rosalter,
Romanus A. Pence, Eugene Davis, Joseph

Sanford and William Green.
In favorably indorsing the recommenda-

tion of Chief Sylvester, Commissioner
Wight, who has immediate charge of the
police department, stated to his associates:
"The men named are those who applied for
positions on the force, and who have pass-
ed the necessary physical and civil exami-
nations, and also the scrutiny of the major
and superintendent as to character. They
are named strictly in accordance with the
dates of their application, taken in con-
nection with the dates when they respec-
tively qualified fully under the rules gov-
erning appointments to the force."
Messrs. Peterson, F'raser, Rollins and

Sanford are members of the District fire
department. Peterson is quite an athlete,
having been a shipmate of Thos. Sharkey,1
the pugilist, on a United States man-of-1
war, and is said to have "put on the mitts,"
with Sharkey more than once. Chief Syi-
vester said this afternoon that the addi-
tional sergeant provided for in the appro-
priation act, will be announced -in a day
or so, when it is probable. that a number
of other changes in the force will be made.1
