COMMISSIONERS DECIDE NOT TO BUILD

Lack of Appropriations Assigned
as the Cause.

B3OARD'S FUTURE PLANS

Despite the fact that Mr. G. H. Richard-
'on. a co'ored member of the hard of pub-

lic school trustees, was informed yester-
day, as was stated in The Star, by the Dis-
trict (ommissioners that the Lovejoy
School. 12th and ) streets northeast, would
he rebuilt at once, the Commissioners today
changed front in the matter, and decided
not to construct the building until th-y
have been provided with additional funds
for the purpose.
The iistrict appropriation act of June :to.

la provided the sum of zEIn.IMt for the
reconstruction of the Lovejoy School, $17,-
.4: for a school in the northeast section
and -45.-4i for one in th southeast section
of the city. After inviting bids for the
construction of the three buildings three
times, the Commissioners today decided to
reject the bids received in response to their
third invitation. as they did in the matter
of the first and second sets of bids, and
inform Congress at the coming session
that they found it Impossible with the
funds at their disposal to er -ct satisfactory
structures. When they so inform Congress
thef will ask that body to furnish them
with such increased amounts as will per-
mit them to construct not only commodious
and safe buildings, but also ones which
architecturally will be ornaments to the
city.
Speaking of the matter to a Star reportertoday. Capt. Beach. the Enginesr Commis-

stoner. who has immediate charge of the
construction of school buildings. explainedthat through an unfortunate train of cir-
cumstances the plans for the three school
tuildings were not finished by the archi-
tects who were engaged to prepare them in
time to permit the Commissioners to invite
bids on them last year. When they were
finished and bids had been invited it was
found that building materials had very
largely advanced in cost. The result was
that the proposals received in response to
the Comissioners' first invitation far Ex-
ceeded the amounts respectively available
for the three schools. Changes were then
made in the arch'tects' plans. with the hope
that these ch::nges would reduce the bids
to be submitted in response to th-ir second
invitation to such amounts as would per-
mit of the erection of the buildings.
In this the Commissioners were greatlydisappointed, for the second set or bids ex-

ceeded the amounts available by about
$1o.M1. 'Then it was that the Commission-
ers decided that plans should be preparedin the office of the inspector of buildings.With these office plans, which contemplatedsimple structures in the colonial style. and
which called for cheaper and less commo-dious structures, it was hoped to securn
bids which would enable the Commissioners
to erect the schools with the funds at theirdisposal. Their thir I set of bids was
opened a few days ago, when it was dis-
cov ered that by acsepting the respectivelowest ones the three schools could justbarely be put up.

Critieimsn of Plan.
These office plans were adversely critt-

cised by many interested in public school
matters, or, to speak more plainly, the
buildings contemplated by the office plans
vere adversely criticised, and the Commis-
sioners sought the advice of the school an-
thoriti, s in the matter. Superintendent
Cook of the colored schoils and Truste,
Richardson, it is stated. favored the erec-
tion of the Lovejoy School. a school for col-
ored children, but the school board thought
it inadvisable to con:truct any of the three
buildings on the office plaits, believing it to
he wiser to delay their construction until
CIngress provided more funds for the pur-
lI re.
Nevertheless. the Commissioners wrote

Mr. Rieharidsnt yesterday as follows: "It is
Slec~ted to rebuild this (the Lovejoy)

so It-,o house with the present appropriation,
an that an award of the contract for the
purpose will be made in a few days.''

'ut. after the letter to Mr. Richardson
seas written. the Commissioners further eon-
sidered th matter, with the result that
they tinally decided to reject the third set
of bids for the three school buildings, and
to allow the balance of the appropriations
to b: turned back into the treasury. Of
course. the Commissioners were Influenced
to some extent by the advice of the school
authorities in the matter, but Capt. Beach
explined today that, after a most delib-
erate consideration of the subject. the board
reached the conclusion that it would be for
the best interests of the people of the Dis-
trict to take the action above stated.

Will Caune but Little Delay.
This action of the Commissioners, it is

believed, will amournt to less delay than is
generally expected. Had the bids on the
office plans been accepted, it is said, the
buildings would hardly have been ready
for occupancy before next April or May.
Their completion at that time would not,
it Is stated, have enabled the estatulishment
of schools therelin until the commencement
of the next schorol year. or September. 11KS0.
Congre ss. It Is believed, will act so prompt-
ly in the maitter of granting the additional
amounts required as to enable the Comn-
missionetrs to complete the three schools
early in thi schooi yc-ar of 1900I. Hence it
is thought the action of the Commissioners
in dleciding to await larger appropriations
will tnot amount to such a serious incotn-
vienience after all.

This stim is b~eliev-
ed to be ample for the purposes, and It is
hoped to complete It In time for Its oc-
cuipancyv at the commenecment of the
i'chi->l year of 1900).

Takomia Park, Also.
It is also believed that the sum appro-

tirinted for the school ir Takomai Park will
b~e sutficient. The site for It has heen se-
cured, and the tolancee of the appiropria-
tioin will nrobably entable the Commission-
ers to erect an attractive and satisfactory

For the eight-room school In Hillsdale,
the site being uwr ed by the District. Con-
gress appropriated but $9iP.000, and in view
of their inability to secure satisfacetory
hids for the Lovejoy school for which the
same amount was prouvided. the Commis-
sioners doubt whether they will he enabled
to erect the Htisdale school without addi-
tional funds.

WILL NOT GRANT PERMIT.

(omnaisioneN Deellne to Autborise
Construction of Railway Loop.

As was exclusively announced in The
Star several weeks ago, the loop which the
Capital Traction Company proposed con-
structing at the Mt. Pleasant termins of
its 14th street liue will not be built. The
p ople of the District have been made by
The Star familiar with the matter, and,
although the attorney for the District ad-
vised the Commissioners that, under the
provisions of the act of 1812, incorporating
the Wiashington and Georgetown Railroad
Company, they could authorize the company
to construct the loop, should it appear that
the business of the road and the conveni-
ence of the public so demanded, the Com-
missioners, in view of the vigorous opposi-
tion of the property owners and residents
in the vicinity of the loop, and in view of
a reported opinion of Senator McMillan.
lairman of the Senate District committee,

that the matter should be deferred util
Congress meets, decided to act adversely
oon the company's application for permis-
sion to construct the loop.
As The Star stated when it announced

that this action would be taken, the Com-
missioners based their action upon the fact
that the company's adoption of a shorter
chedule obviated the parking of its cars
on 14th street, and because they became
convinced that it would hardly be proper
for them to act upon so important a subject
during the recess of Congress, when they
could not obtain the advice of that body in
the matter.

TO INCREASE TRADE

Reciprocity Negotiations With the
Jamaica Commiasion.

ARRANGEIBITS NEARLY CONCLUDED

London Will Promptly Signify Its

Approval.

KEEPING DETAILS SECRET

A reciprocity arrangemen-t between the
United States and the British colony of
Jamaica will be concluded this week or

early next week. The delegates from Ber-
muda have already left Washington with a

copy of an agreement in their pockets for
submission to the local legislature. Action
must be taken by the local government of
the British dependencies in both these
cases before July 24, in order to bring them
within the limitations of the Dingley law,
which was approved on July 24. 1897, rnd
required arrangements for reciprocal trade
to be made "within the period of two years
from and after the passage of this act."
This provision has been interpreted at the

State Department as requiring the signa-
ture of the representative of the British
government to the agreement in order to
give it binding force. The attitude of the
London foreign office is that approval of a

reciprocity arrangement on behalf of any
colony will be given promptly upon the
ratification of the arrangement by the
colonial legislature. The negotiations
which have been going on for the past few
weeks have been nominally conducted di-
rectly by the charge d'affaires of Great
Britain, who acts for Ambassador Paunce-
fote in the absence of the latter. The dele-
gates from Jamaica have been present only
as advisers, but it has been the intention
of the British government, in accordance
with its usual liberal policy, that the ad-
vice of the Jamaica delegates shall be ac-
cepted in every detail unless it goes be-
yond the reasonable limits of imperial poli-
cy and grants preferences against Great
Britain of a serious character.

Concessions to This Country.
It was supposed when the delegates came

here that no concessions could be made
upon the products of the United States en-

tering Jamaica which were not granted
also to the products of the united kingdom.
The economic situation in Jamaica is so

serious, however, owing to the closing of
the market for sugar by means of the com-
petition of sugar from bounty paying coun-
tries, that the British government consent-
ed at the last moment to seriously discuss
some special concessions to the United
States which are not granted to the united
kingdom. The Jamaica government cannot
make large concessions without destroying
the balance of the colonial budget, since
their tariff is essentially for revenue pur-
poses. The effort has been made, therefore,
to make concessions upon classes of ar-
ticles where the price would be directly af-
fected by the tariff and reduced prices
would be likely to lead to increased impor-tations.
Among the articles selected for this policyhave been salted and canned meats, which

are largely used by the laboring classes in
Jamaica. The United States on their parthave promised a reduction upon sugar and
oranges and grape fruit from the British
colony.

May Admit Coffee Free.
There is talk of giving an assurance that

coffee shall not be removed from the free
list, when imported from Jamaica, for the
period of live years. The authority to make
an agreement of this character was grant-
ed directly by section four of the Dingley
law. A high grade of coffee has been pro-
duced to a certain extent in Jamaica, of
which the entire product has been invoiced
to England at a good price. The destruc-
tion of the sugar industry is leading to ex-
periments with larger plantations of coffee
and an assurance of free entry into the
United States for five years might greatly
encourage Jamaica planters. The pledge
would have special value if Brazil should
fail to make the concessions which hav,
been asked of her by our government and
the President should decide to levy the duty
of three cents per pound upon Brazilian
coffee which he is directed to do when he
is satistied that any country producing that
article is not granting a fair equivalent to
the United States.

Concessions on Tobacco.
Tobacco is another article which is the

subject of experiments in Jamaica and
which is likely to become an important
product in the island in the future. A small
concession upon tobacco is under considera-
tion betv;een Special Commissioner Kasson
and the delegates from Jamaica. It is not
proposed to make public the terms of the
agreement in advance of the action of the
two governments. Special Commissioner
Kassan would like to keep the arrange-
ments secret until it goes to the Senate
for approval next December. The Jamaica
envoys have assured him of their aid in
this matter, but they anticipate some dif-
ficulty in keeping the secret after the text
of the arrangement is laid before the colon-
ial legislature upon their return to the is-
land. It will be submitted in executive ses-
slon and the effort wIll be made to rush rat-
ification through the legislature, with as
little debate as possible. It will hardly be
practicable to keep the leading provisions
of the arrangement from members of the
legislature who are interested and the de-
tails are likely to filter through their mind<
to those of other interested parties until
they become public property.

Keelping Details Secret.
For the present, however, the wish of

Special Commissioner Kasson will be re-

spected and thc details of the arrangements
made in respect to the Bermudas and Ja-
maica will be kept secemt both by the spe-
cial delegates from those Islands and by
the British charge d'affaires. Arrange-
ments will be made to cable the action of
the colonial legislature promptly to the for-
eign office in London, and a cable message
will then be sent to the British charge, di-
recting him to sign the arrangement on
behalf of the British government. Copies
of the arrangement will be forwarded in
the meantime to the foreIgn office in Down-
ing street. in order that the home govern-
ment may be satisfied that they contain
nothing hostile to the imperial policy of
Great Britaln.

SLOWLY SINKING.

Condition of Mrs. E. D. E. N. South--
worth Somewhat Worue.

The condition of Mrs. E. D. E. N. South-
Worth, today at noon, was somewhat worse
than yesterday at the same time. She is-
slowly and gradually sInking and her re-
covery is not looked for. Death may occur
at any time, though today it looked as
though she would be able to battle for life
for several days longer. Dr. Robert Rey-
burn, who, with Dr. Richmond J. South-
worth, a son of the celebrated novelist, Is
attending the patient, visited the house
shortly before noon today and remained by
the bedside for about a quarter of an hiour.
"Mrs. Southworth is gradually sinking,"
said he to a Star reporter, upon leaving the
building. "and while 1 do not anticipate
any immediate fatal result, 1 hardly think
that she will last much longer. I do not
think that she will expire -this afternoon.
She is in a semi-unconscious state, but
recognized me when I talked to her In a
rathet loud voice. She is taking only
liquid 4iutriment, and very little of that.
She is not suffering with any special dis-
ease, but just a general breaking up of her
system, due to her advanced age and the
active life she has been living."~

It is -stated that life was only sustained
by the wonderet vitality of Mrs. South-
worth. She Is constantly attended by her
son, and is nursed by her daughter and her
daughter-In-law, the wife ot Dr. South-
worth. No one Is admitted to the bedside
of the novelist, except the members of the
family. She is reported to be free from
pain, while the spark of life Is gradually
ebbing away.
