Hogg's Speech Adds to Discomfiture
of Tammany Leaders.

%HEEHAN HAS FIRE II HIS EYE

Republican Leaders View the Sit-
uation Complacently.
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John C. Sheehan is fighting desper-

ately to hold his district. Wherever
one goes all that is heard is gossip
about this struggle for control of the
district. Frederick S. Gibbs. the repub-
lican leader, views the democratic spilt
complacently, and hopes it will aid th
chances of republican candidates there this
year. John C. Sheehan has now taken

personal charge of the political interests
for himself. There is lire in Sheehan's eye,
and his jaws are firmly set. He realizes
that if he should lose control of his own

district Croker and Tammany would be

pitiless, and attempt to drive him out of

politics fI-rever, and Sheehan has ambi-
tins. Edward Ilrowns, formerly Sheehan's
business partner, has been retained as

counsel in the Sheehan conttst. The bat-
tile has opened with two legal "demands,"
ene upon Daniel F. McMahon of Naughton
& Co., the favored Tammany contractors,
who,. incidentally, is chairman of the Tam-
many executive committee, and the other
upon the board of police commissioners.

Lieut. Gov. Woodruff, skeaking of the OUte

look for republican success in Kings county
this fall, says he has reasons for believiflt
that the county will be wrested from demo'
cratic control.
"The coming contest in the primaries,"

says Mr. Woodruff, "will stir up the repub-
licans and will not leave any dissensions.
There is a great enrollment of the party for
primary purposes, and the will of the ma-
jority properly expressed will give us an
effective county committee and the strong-
est executive committeemen from the sev-
eral assembly districts. Rivalry for control
in the several assembly districts can do no
harm. Our most notable victories in Brook-
lyn have been won after exciting contests
for control in the primaries. These primary
battles promote activity in the organiza-
tion and arouse republicans to duty. I have
no criticism to pass upon the men who are
seeking a change in the organisation. The
cutting down of membership in the execu-
tive committee from thirty-two to twenty-
one members will of necessity throw out
eleven district leaders, and these men can-
not be blamed for trying to continue their
political control.
The lieutenant governor was asked if he

would take command of the present organi-
zation forces.
"This is not a fight against me personally,

so far as I understand it." said Mr. Wood-
rufT, "but against men who are seeking con-
trol in their several districts. I shall take
an active part with my friends in the ninth
and twenty-second wards, which comprise
the districts in which I have home pride.
I shall not interfere in other districts unless
it be to give advice when asked by my po-
litical associates."

The Old Custom House Sale.
The sale to the National City Bank for

the sum of $3,265,000 of the custom house
property, and the announcement that the
bank intends to retain the present struc-
ture, slightly modified, have led to a deal of
gossip about the old structure. As It is gen-
erally admitted that the building is one of
the most impressive examples of classical
architecture in the country, the bank's an-
nouncement that the structure will be kept
essentially unchanged is particularly satis-
fying to many. The interior will be re-
modeled, and a large portion of the building
will be converted into banking quarters of
uncommon size and elegance. There will be
no material alteration in the external ap-
pearance of the structure.
The massive stone pillars which form an

important feature of the Wall street en-
trance will be undisturbed. Possibly the
William street side of the building may be
cut up into stores or offices, and such
space as is not needed for the use of the
bank will be converted into insurance,
brokerage or lawyers' offices.
Monoliths Weigh Thirty-Three Tons

Each.
The seventeen mammoth monoliths that

support the beautiful facade were brought
from the quarries at Quincy on rafts spe-
c'ally constructed to transport them. Each
one weighs thirty-three tons and is utter-
ly useless for any other purpose than that
which it now so artistically serves. Allow-
ing for reasonably expeditious work in the
construction of the new custom house, at
least two years, it is believed, will elapse
between the time of the beginning of work
on the new building and the surrender of
the old structure to the National City
Bank. In the meantime the government
will allow the bank 4 per cent per annum
on the purchase money as a rental for the
building. The establishment of the cus-
tom house at its present site, at the cor-
ner of William and Wall streets, dates
back to '12, when the national government
purchased the building of the merchants'
exchange for $1I.0,t!tiu in greenbacks, then
worth about $00,WNt) in gold.

WANTS TO SUCCEED THURSTON.

Assistant Secretary Meiklejohn a Can-
didate for United States Senator.

According to advices from Chicago Geo.
D. Meiklejohn, first assistant secretary of
war, is a candidate for United States sena-

tor from Nebraska to succeed John M.
Thurston. whose term will expire on March
4, 190,. Mr. Meiklejohn said in an inter-
view there that he would be guided by
events.
"Mr. Thurston has stated that he is not

a candidate for Vice President or any other
office, and that he expects to resume the
practice of law," he said. "I believe there
is no doubt that Nebraska will swing back
into the republican column next year.' '

Mr. Meiklejohn went to Chicago direct
front Washington, and Is on his way to
insect the Fox river improvement work
in Wisconsin.
Speaking of the Philippine situation the

Our Orchestras Rank With the Best
in Europe.

WHATTHEFUTURE-MAYSHOW

Every patriotic American music lover

must feel a thrill of pride in looking back
at the marvelous growth of music in the
United States within the last quarter of a

century, and in looking forward to the im-
mense development of the near future !n
our national musical activity, when we shall
certainly become one of the great musical
nations, if not the ultimate musical nation.
The rapidity of the musical development

of the United States since the early sixties
is unparelleled in the musical history of
any nation. At that time the support of
music of the better class by the people
generally was almost nil. We had no

American orchestras, no permanent opera.
few oratorio societies and only occasional
concerts by traveling European artists.
Now, a citizen of one of our larger Amer-
ican cities has fully as good an opportuni-
ty of hearing the great works of music as
the citizen of the average European city.
In the larger European cities the govern-

Inent comes to the rescue with subsidies
in the case of opera and some other forms
of high-art music, which, owing to the
high cost of production, cannot be main-
tained by the sale of tickets to the general
public. In the United States the people
are king, and the wealthy classes of all
our great American cities are coming to
the support of music by way of subscrib-
ing large sums for the production of op-
era, for the building of music halls, for the
foundation of permanent orchestras, con-

servatories, colleges of music and other
forms of musical activity.
Foreign Governments Meet Deficit.
Take the case of opera, for instance. In

Paris, Berlin and other European capitals
the government pays whatever deficit ex-

ists at the end of the season of opera. In
New York, grand opera is given at the
Metropolitan Opera House on a scale sur-

passing in expense that given in either
Paris or Berlin. At certain performances
in the past season it has cost 510,000 to
raise the curtain on a single performance.
It is the wealthy people of New York who
make the existence of a permanent season
of opera possible there.
Thirty years ago there was no such thing

as a permanent American orchestra of the
first class. Now we have several entitled
to rank with the very first European or-

chestras, and every American city will, in
a short time, have its "symphony" orches-
tra, just as it has its public library end Its
museum.
The Boston Symphony Orchestra and the

Theodore Thomas Orchestra of Chicago are
justly entitled to rank first of our Ameri-
can orchestras. The first requisite for an
orchestra of the highest rank is that it
shall be a permanent body, the members
of which receive an adequate salary, and
are not obliged to depend upon outside en-

gagements. Constant rehearsals result in
perfect ensemble, and the body of musi-
clans achieves an esprit de corps impossible
in the case of an orchestra put together
for a special occasion.

Wealth to the Rescue.
In the case of the Boston Symphony Or-

chestra this was achieved through the
generosity of Mr. Henry L. Higginson, who
became its ilnancial sponsor: and in the
case of the Chicago orchestra, through the
subscriptions of wealthy citizens.
The establishment of orchestras is be-

coming popular all over the country. In
Cincinnati leading citizens subscribed funds
for the formation of a symphony orchestra.
Frank van der Stucken, the New York
conductor, was engaged, and concerts have
h(( n given semi-monthly during the season
with great success.
In Pittsburg a similar movement has re-

sulted in the formation of an orchestra,
now under the direction of Victor Herbert.
Regular concerts are given at Carnegie
Hail, in Pittsburg.
Although not yet on a permanent basis,

most of the larger American cities, such
as Philadelphia (which has two organiza-
tions), St. Louis, Baltimore, Cleveland, In-
dianapolis, Kansas City and San Francisco,
have orchestras which give concerts of
high-class music from time to time, and
which, with the advancing years, will no
doubt be made permanent in character.
One of the most encouraging features of

the orchestral situation is the constantly
increasing number of performers in our
best orchestras who are of American birth
and education.

Festival Idea In England.
As in England, where it has been the

means of a wonderful dissemination of
musical culture, the festival idea is grow-
ing rapidly in this country, and the num-
ber of cities which look forward to annual
or biennial musical festivals, consisting of
choral and orchestral works of the highest
character, is rapidly increasIng. Among
the cities which have regular musical fes-
tivals ate Cincinnati. Indianapolis, Pitts-
burg. Springfield. Mass., and Worcester,
Mass. The Cincinnati festivals have been
held biennially for over twenty years, un-
der the direction of Theodore Thomas. The
chorus is a body of over 500j singers, which
practices on the works to be given for two
years. Eminent soloists, some of them
Ispecially engaged to conme from Europe for
the. festival, are engaged, and the Thomas
-Orchestra furnishes the orchestral portion
of the programs. Almost every great choral
and orchestral work known to music has
-been given one or more times at these
-festivals. The festivals in the other cities
Sare similar in character, but on a smaller
scale.-The society which gives the Worcester
festival dates from 18:i, when the organi-
zationi was known as the Worcester Hiar-
monic Society. The festivals have been
given annually since 1571, with a chorus
of 500J voices, and with eminent soloists.
The present director is Mr. George W.
Chadwick of Boston. The mustering of a
chorus of 500) voices in a city of 115,000J
populatiop is certainly a remarkable show-
ing for Worcester.

Constantly Growing" Interest,
The interest in choral music in this coun-

try Is constantly growing. There is hardly
a city in the United States of 50,000 popu-
latIon or more but what has its choral
society, as well as a male singing society.
It is doubtful whether a single year passes
in the United States but what every choral
-work known to music is given by some one
Sof the legion of musical societies through-.out the country.
The building of great halls suitable for

'giving concerts of the highest class in soe-
eral of our larger cities has been a greattincentive to the cause of music. The Car-
negie Music Halls, one in New York city
and the other in Pittsburg, built through
the generous co-operation of Mr. Andrew
-Carnegie. who subscrIbed for most of the
stock to build them; the Cincinnati Music
Hail, built through a bequest of Mr. Reu-
ben Rt. Springer; the Auditorium in Chica-
go, and the new Music Hall in Boston
soon to be built are halls which will com-
pare favorably with any in the world in

s.point of utility for musical purposes and
Sbeauty of architecture.

The love for chamber music seems to be
~constantly growing. The Spiering string
-quartet of Chicago and the Kneisel string
quartet of Boston report the most prosper.
sous year in their history, while other less-
known Quartets have done equally wefl.

ably with many of the best conservatories
in Europe; while the ranks of private
teachers of our large cities must be ad-
mitted to Include some of the most emi-
nent pedagogic talent in the world. The
tendency of late years has been toward the
formation of conservatories-in the smaller
cities at least-and the number of music
schools has probably quadrupled within the
last ten years.
With our corps of teachers constantly be-

ing enriched by some of the brightest mu-
sical minds of Europe, and with the op-
portunities of hearing music of the highest
class constantly increasing in our Ameri-
can cities, It will not be long until it will
be considered entirely unnecessary to send
our sons and daughters to Europe to be
educated in music; or, dare we hope that
in the not illimitable future we may even
attract students from Europe to study in
our music schools, which American inge-
nuity and American genius, assisted by the
best talent of the old world, will make the
best in the world?

COURT OF ARBITRATION.

Revised Proposal, Concerning Estab-
lishment of Persnanent Tribunal.
The revised proposal regarding the insti-

tution of a perma.ien't court of arbitration
which will be submitted to the committee
at The Hague today consists of fifty-six
articles. Those regarding the constitution
of the court itself are substantially identi-
cal with Sir Julian Pauncefote's original
project.
Clause 23 is Interesting, in that it provides

that each signatory power shall designate
within three months following the ratifica-
tion not more than four persons recognized
as competent to deal with questions of in-
ternational law who are ready to accept the
office of arbitrators. The bureau will keep
a list of the nominees who will be entitled
to sit as membe'rs of the court, and will re-
port to the ignatory powers all modifica-
tions therein. Two. or more powers can
designate the same member. Members will
be nominated for six years and eligible to
renomination. In case of the death or re-
tirement of a mernber of the court the va-
cancy shall be filled in the same manner as
the original nomination.

Transit Gets Brooklyn Elevated.
The sale of the Kings county and the

Fulton Avenue Elevated railroad properties
in Brooklyn, under foreclosure, yesterday.
was made without opposition. The only
bidder was August Belmont, chairman of
the reorganization committee. The bid for
the Kings county property was $2,00,u0
and for the Fulton avenue property $1,-
500,100.
