Macdonald, the Westerner, Seemed
to Lose His Power.

rOR!T. Ill., July 7.-The feature of to-
day, the last but one of the amateur golf
Championship tournament at Onwentsia,
was the semi-finals, in which four of the
beet amateur players of the United States

were pitteo against one another. Findlay
-

. Douglas. the present champion, was

drawn against C. P. Travis of the Oakland
Golf Club, while Charles B. Macdonald. the
only remaining western golfer. met H. P.
Barriman of the Meadowbrook Golf Club.
The winners of these two matches will
neet tomorrow to decide the championship.
Followers of. the game almost universally
oonceded Douglas his game with Travis.
It Is not the first time they have met In
the semi-finals. A year ago Douglas and
Travis came together at Morristown, Doug-
las winning with comparative ease, and on

this account. and on the splendid form he
has displayed all week at Onwentsia. the
game was looked upon as almost certain
for Douglas.
Travis. however, has shown greatly Im-

proved form.

The match that was expected to result in
the finest golf. however, and the one which
veteran golfers followed with the closest
interest. was that between Macdonald and
Harriman. The marvelous green work of
Mac]. nild in his match yesterday with J.

His Busy Career.
Alexander Thompson Britton was barn in

New York city December 29, 105., Bis
father and uncles were among the last cap-
tains of the old "liners" plying between
London, Liverpool and New York. He is a
charter member of the Sons of the Amer-
Ican Revoluticn of the District of Columbia,
being a great-grandson of Major Isaac
Coren, aid-de-camp to Gen. Braddock, and
afterward major of artillery in the con-
tinental army under Gen. Knox. His grand-father, Capt. John Towers, first utilised the
water power of the Schuylkill river at a
mill at Manayunk, Pa.
A. T. Britton graduated at Brown Uni-

versity in 1857, and was admitted to the
bar through the supreme court of Rhode
Island in March, 1858. He practiced his
profession in that state until 1889, and then
at Madison, Fla., until the war of the re-
bellion compelled his return north. In
March, 1861. he was appointed a clerk in
the general land office anld entered the, serv-
ice of the United States on April 15, 1861,
as a member of the National Rifles, to pro-
tect the capital during the early days of
the war. Since that time, with an interval
in 1864. when practicing law in California,
Washington had been his home. In 1884 he
organized the firm of Britton & Gray, and
has since then by his ability made his name
a lead!ng one among the lawyers of the
city. In 1877 he was appointed by President
Hayes a commissioner to codify the public
land laws, the result of his labors being a
codification in three volumes, which have
several times been published by authorityof Congress.
He served Washington itn many high

and responsible positions. He was the last
president of the board of police commission-
ers in the early seventies. He was 1 direc-
tor in the Emergency Hospital. Columbia
Fire Insurance Company and Foundling
Asylum, and was one of the promoters and
directors in the Georgetown ani Tenky-
town Railroad Company, the Eckington and
Soldiers' Home Railroad Company and the
Columbia National Bank. He was a trus-
tee in the Tunlaw syndicate, which has
added so much to the beauty of Georgetown
Heights. He built the Pacific building in
1145. and was president of the Atlantic
buiidirg. He was chairman of the In-
augural committee having charge of Presi-
dent Harrison's inauguration, and was one
of the world's fair commissioners from the
District. In 1e15 he organized and became
the first president of the American Secur-
ity and Trust Company, remaining !n that
position for three years, when he resigned
in order to devote the time more fully to
the practice of his Drofession. He con-
tinued. however, as vice president of the
company, and during th. absence of the
president, Mr. Bell, he took his place.Mr. Britton was twice married. By his
first wife he had four children. thrae of
whom are still living. By his second wife
he had ive children, all of whom are living.

Sorrow at District Building.
The announcement of the death of Mr.

Britton both surprised and shocked the
officials and employes of the District gov-
ernment, he having been well known to
most of them. Every one spoke -of him in
the most favorable terms, and at the Dis-
trict building, as elsewhere in the city, his
death is regarded as a great loss to the
District.
Commissioner Wight did not even know

that Mr. Britton had been ill. "I have
known Mr. Britton.' said Mr. Wight, "for
n.any years. and intimately so since I
served as secretary of the board of trade.
He was in every sense a public-spirited
man. and never hesitated to support, both
with his means and labor, any movement
tending to the improvement and to the ad-
vancement of the best interests of the city
and District. I am sure no man was more
highly regarded and respected by the peo-
ple of the District, and his death will,
therefore. be a severe loss to the District.
He was at one time a member and chair-
man of the board of police commissioners,
and filled both positions with conspicuous
ability. He was connected with many of
the local charitable institutions, being one
of the directors of the Emergency Hos-
pital. I am both pained and shocked by
the news of his death."
('ommissioner Ross is out of the city, but

his secretary. Mr. Nye, stated that Mr.
Ross knew Mr. Britton intimately, great-
ly respecting and admiring him, and his
death would, therefore, be learned by Mr.
Ross with great regret and sadness.
'Mr. A. A. Thomas. formerly president of

the U'nited States Electric Lighting Com-
pany. said he regarded Mr. Britton as

abtout the brainiest man in the District.
"le was a man of the highest integrity,"
said Mr. Thomas. "one who unselfishly
worked for the best interests of the na-
tional capital. and one whose death will
long be mourned and regretted."
Dr; William Tindall, secretary to ths

board of Distrit Commissioners, said of
Mr. Britton:

" I was very much attached to Col. Brit-
ton. I first knew of him as a member of
the police board. In that capacity his tal-
ents as an organizer and manager of af-
fairs were pre-eminently conspicuous. His
integrity was byond question. On the few
occasions when he' addressed the board
of Commissioners I was struck by his ex-

traordinary power of presenting the salient
points of his subject in the fewest possible
words and with a clearness which left no

opportunity for misunderstanding. I am
sure that the District never had a more

capable or worthy citizen nor one who
m-,re zealously or effectively sought to ad-
vance its welfare."
Major Sylvest er, chief'of the police de-

partment, said:
"In the death of C'ol. Britton the District

sustains a great loss. He was an active
and powerful advocate in support of all
interests tending to the welfare of the
community. Col. Britton was at one time
at the head of the police board, and since
that time has been the firm supporter and
frien-i of good police administration. Many
me-mbers of the d'-partm'nt have enjoyed
his personal acquaintance for years. and
he never hesitated to say a kInd word or
to go to the front in behalf of those he
deemed worthy of assistance. We all re-
gret to learn of Col. Btritton's death."

"i've known i'ol. Biritton for more than
thirty years." said Mr. E. 0. Davis, col-

'etr of taxes. "I knew him both In a
business way and socially, and I am frank
to say that the District could not have
sustained a greater loss than it has in his
death. 1 am exceedingly sorry to hear
the sad news."
Chief Parris of the fire department said

he had known Col. Britton Intimately for
many years and, he said, he never knew
a better man. He was the noblest hearted
man that ever lived.-

Grief at City Hall.
The announcem. nt of the death of Mr.

Britton was received about the city hall
with expressions of sorrow that were
unquestionably genuine and sincere. Every
one to whom the news was imparted was
deeply shocked, and in a manner that was
apparent.
"I am quite shocked," stated Chief Jus-

tice Bingham of the Supreme Court of the
District of ColumbIa. "I had not heard
that Mr. Britton s even sick. He was a
very excellent lawyer and a very strong
man in business affairs; altogether, he 'was
a very valuable citizen. I am indeed very
sorry to hear of his death."
"Mr. Britton v as a man of excellent

character and of great ability." said Mr.
Henry E. Davis, United States attorney for
the District of Columbia. "His death Is a
great loss to the bar and to the com-
munity. I do not know of any man who
was more of a figure as both lawyer and
man of affairs."
"The District of Columbia has lost one

of its most representative and valued cit-
izens by the death of Mr. Britton," re-
marked Mr. Simon Wolf. "He was a de-
voted and zealous friend."
"The news of Mr. Britton's death Is a

great shock to me,"' maid Mr. William 7.
Mattingly; "particularly as I saw him in
good health only a day or two ago. He
was a strong man intellectually, decided
and firm in his convictions, an excellent
lawyer and safe counsellor, and, withal,big-hearted."
"I am very deeply affected by the news,"

stated Mr. Rt. Ross Perry. "Why, 1. re-
ceived a letter from Mr. Britton only yes-
terday. I had known him since I was a
comparatively small boy. He was a man
of most genial qualities, a whole-souledand faithful friend always. Mr. Britten
was a man of very great executive ability.
I never knew anybody who was quicker to
appreciate the necessitis of a aituation,and to act on them without delay. Freommy wh'ole knowledge of the man, I con-
seder his death a very great ls'to' the
community and an irreparable one to his
friends. I am deeply grieved -because ~of
his death."
"I entertaIned a very high regard for

Mr. Britton," said Mr. A A Birey, *Mwa's a man of great vaJ~e to~the om-

death is p great loss to Washington. Be
was a cordial, genial, courteous gentleman.
I am very much shoe00d to hear of his de-
mise."
"Mr. Britton was a most ascellent and

useful eltissa." said Mr. Charles Maurice
Smith; "respected by so because of his en-
prgy and public spiritednesa. His death
means a great loss Indeed to Washington."

Mr. Charles J. Bell, the president of the

Amestean Security and Trust Company,
said today that he felt such a personal loss
in the death of Colonel Britton that he could
not talk about It at this time.
General George H. Harries said today,

speaking of Colonel Britton's death, that
the city had lost one of the most forceful
men, one who had always believed in and
worked for Washington. He himself had
lost one of his warmest and best friends.
"Col. Britton was beyond doubt one of

the best all-around men we ever had in
ths District, and nothing but good can be
said of him," said Major Samuel H. Walk-
er. "Personally he was a man or large ac-
quaintance and had the highest social
standing. His judgment was respected by
everybody. Before starting the American
Security and Trust Company on a success-
ful career he was the life of the Columbia
Bank. He was a man whose death will be
regretted by everybody."
"Colonel Britton was a man about whom

everything good could be said," Judge Kim-
ball said, "and his loss will be very greatly
felt by a large circie of friends and ad-
mirers. He was a man who was particu-
larly active in all matters which he believed
were for the best interests of the District.
He was a man of the very highest char-
acter, and too much good cannot be said
about him."

Regret Everywhere.
When the news of Mr. Britton's death

reached F street today there was a general
espression of regret, and the leading busi-
ness men of the city in one accord spoke
of the great loss the city had suffered.
"He was one of the most forceful men

I have ever known," said Mr. John Joy ,d-
son, referring to Mr. Britton. "It Is well
known he was the leading land lawyer of
the United States, and in addition was at-
torney for several railroads. During the
past ten years he has taken an active in-
terest in various business enterprises and
in local affairs of the District. Everything
that pertained to the advancement of the
interests of the District appealed to him.
and he could always be relied upon for in-
telligent and correct counsel. I consider his
death is a great loss to the District and
the business community here, as well as
to his profession. It is well known that
largely through his efforts the new District
code of laws was prepared and is now
ready to be submitted to Congress. Per-
sonally I deeply regret his death."
"I have known Mr. Britton," said Mr.

Noble D. Lamer, "since 1861, when he was
a clerk in the general land office, and 1 was
in the pension office. He was a man who
entertained his own opinions and expressed
them regardless of what any one might
think of them He was one of the most in-
dependent men I have ever known. Some
time ago I asked him if he had ever known
Senator Simmons of Rhode Island, and I
then learned that it was Senator Simmons
who brought Mr. Britton to Washington
and secured a place in the general land
office for him."
Ex-Commissioner Douglas was intimately

acquainted with Mr. Britton.
"Courage, intelligence and industry made

him what he was," said Mr. Douglas to-
day. "He was a lawyer of pronounced
ability, and his views, as expressed for a
long period in the Financial Review, were
always exceedingly clever. He had a re-
markably retentive memory, and had a
large fund of information at his fingers'
ends. Only a week ago I met him on the
street, and he was telling me regarding his
business methods. He remarked that he
had a record in his office of every business
transaction of his entire lifetime. Mr. Brit-
ton was outspoken, and I always felt well
satisfied that I could rely implicitly on
whatever he promised me. He was scrupu-
lcusly careful to keep his promise on all oc-
casions."
"I have known Mr. Britton for fifteen

years," said Mr. Louis D. Wine. "and I
have always admired his admirable busi-
ness ability, his uprightness of character
and his personal qualities. I am sure his
loss to the city will be felt for many years
to come."
"Only day before yesterday I met Mr.

Britton while at luncheon." said Mr. J.
Fred Kelley, "and while taking lunch the
proprietor of the place was complaining of
some carelessness on th4e part of one of themen employed there. Mr. Britton listened
for some time and then said: 'If he was
more careful, perhaps he wouldn't be work-
ing for you.' Mr. Britton was a thoroughlycompanionable man, outspoken on all occa-
sions and possessed of a degree of ability
and integrity that would have won him suc-
cess in any profession."
"Although I had," said Captain Lansing

H. Beach, the District Engineer Commis-
sioner, "but a slight acquaintance with Mr.
Britton, I knew him well enough to observe
that he was a man who was always inter-
ested in everything beneficial to the inter-
ests of the District. I know, too, that he
never hesitated to do what he could to pro-
mote these interests, and I tilerefore feel
that his death cannot but be a loss to the
District."
"In the death of Col. Britton," said Mr.

Frank P. Madigan. "the District loses one
of its best cttiscns. He was always kind-
hearted and public-spirited, and was a par-
ticularly good friend of young men. There
are many of our respected citizens who
owe their present standing in the commun-
ity to the good advice of Col. Britton. All
classes alike, however, will miss him, and
no words can express his many good quali-
ties."
Campbell Carrington said: "There was

probably no man in the community who en-
joyed the confidence and esteem of the peo-
ple generally as did Col. Britton. He was
a man who had achieved success in every-
thing he had undertaken, and it was due to
his good work and influence that many a
young man was brought from obscurity and
placed in a position to make a mark in the
world. Col. Britton was a man who knew
the needs of the people perhaps as well as
almost any other citizen, and his every act
showed the deer Interest he had in the
affairs of the District. There was nothing
of a selfish nature in his character, and his
life is a monument that will guide many
and will last longer than any marble shaft
that can be erected."

AT THE WHITE HOUSE.

Only Routine Matters Discussed at
the Cabinet Meeting.

The cabinet did not remain In session
long today, and discussed few' subjects of
general interest. Postmaster General Smith
talked some about postal affairs in Cuba,
and the President talked some about the
appointments for the increased army. Sec-
retary Alger was not present. The Presi-
dent said that he had appointed the com-
manding officers for eight regiments, and
would appoint two other colonels. Gen.
Otis, he said, will name the commanding
officers for two other regiments, having
selected a number of men he desired to
promote for gallantry and merit. Geon. Otis
will name these men, and the President wil
appoint them.

A Cuban Hee Promoted.
The apportionment of officers among the

states has been Increased by tihe addition of
one lieutenant, giving a captain, first and
second lieutenant to each state. A batch of
appointments was sent the President today
to be signed. Among them was that of Ed-
ward O'Flaherty, one of the heroes of San
Juan Hill. He was 'at that time a sergeant
in the 16th Inflantry. He has served ten
years in the regular army, and has a splen-.
did record. He had no political Influence,
and as soon as he presented his case to the
President, with a record of his work in the
army, the President -Immediately ordered
his appointment as a first lieutenant. The
President has the greatest adiration for
the gallant privates and noncommissioned
offcers who made the fight of San Juan a
story of American bravery and dauntless
courage. Whenever he has opportunity he
orders a rogition of this bravery. Mr.

Scarcely anybody found a dry spot to sit
upon, and it raiedingside the tent almost
as hard, and in places harder, than out of
doors. The long decorative bands of red
and white sagged and drooped like sponges,
and the banners all looked tired.

Speech Gave Way to Song.
The audience appeared large enough to

fill the tent, but it was mostly umbrellas.
For a long time the muffled roar of falling
rain on the roof precluded hope of speak-
ing or audible prayer, so the people sang
instead, led by four brass wind instru-
ments. sticking out from under more um-
brellas on the stage. After a time there
was a short, partial cessation of the down-
pour, a'id the "quiet hour" was carried
out, amid surroundings which made the
title a misnomer.
Hundreds of young people braved the ele-

ments and appeared at the grounds for
the two main 10 o'clock gatherings, but
postponement for the time being; at least,
wad inevitable.

Trustees Make Protests.
Soon after the break of dawn the trwi'-

tees of the United Society of Christian En-
deavor, gathered, In the Hotel Cadillac to
discuss several matters left undetermined
at Wednesday's meeting. The most im-
portant of these was the consideration of
a protest from the Ministerial Alliance of
Toledo against the-opening of the gates of
the Ohio centennial' on Sunday.

FIREMEN TO HAVE WHEELS

Each of Several Local Compaies to Be
Supplied.

Squad Thus Formed to Respond to
Local Alarms as Required--

The Purpose In View.

Acting upon a report made to the chiefof police and by him approved, the DistrictCommissioners will authorize the purchaseof thirty bicycles, for the use of the bicyclesquad of the police department. The termsat which the wheels are to be purchasedare private, but very reasonable, it is un-derstood. The wheels are guaranteed bythe company, will be kept in good repairby the company for one year and will en-able the chief of police to increase the bi-cycle squad to forty men.
It Is the Intention of Commissioner

Wight to establish a bicycle squad in the
fire department. A number of the com-
panies of the department will be providedwith a wheel each, to be used by a man inresponding to what are known as localalarms of fire. The bicycles will be placedin the engine houses determined upon in
a convenient position, and the riders will
carry each a pump, provided with sev-.eral. feet of hose. The wheel and pumpwill always be kept In readiness for in-tant use, and the bicycle will only be usedin responding to an alarm.

What the Records Show.
The records of the fire department show

that during the fiscal years ending June
30, 1897, and June 30, 1898, 629 local or
silent alarms of fire were sounded in the
District, or 103 more local alarms than bell
alarms during those two years. In many
of the local alarms, if not a majority ofthem, It is believed that a man providedwith a pump, or with a small chemical fireextinguisher, could have put out the fires,and thereby obviated the necessity of call-ing a full company to the work.
Being of the opinion that the District firedepartment is not as large as it should be.Mr. Wight hopes to materially increaseboth its efficiency and strength by the es-tablishment of this bicycle squad. No ex-

tra men will be appointed, for that cannotbe done without special legislation, but
several men in the companies to be provid-ed with the bicycles will be designated as
wheelmen. and one of these will be dis-
patched to the scene of the fire immediate-
ly upon the officer in charge of the com-
pany receiving notice thereof through a
local alarm.

A. an Experiment.
Mr. Wight recently instructed the chief

of the fire department to experiment in the
matter, and in several of the companies
men who had bicycles of their own were
designated for the purpose. A report was
received a few days ago from the foreman
of one of these companies, and he re-
ported adversely. He Is understood to have
said among other things that the companycould reach a fire about as quickly as a
man on a wheel, and he Is also said to
have expressed a fear that the man on the
wheel would not be able to keep out of the
way of the apparatus in responding to the
alarm. The foreman's report failed. it is
stated, to impress Mr. Wight as being
worthy of acceptance as a conclusive argu-
ment against the establishment of a fire-
men's bicycle squad, but rather as a dis-
inclination on the part of the foreman in
question to adopt the wheel as an addition
to his company. Therefore, it is under-
stood. that the company referred to will
not be provided by Mr. Wight with one of
the wheels he expects to purchase for the
benefit of the fire department.
Six or seven of the companies of the de-

partment will be first provided with wheels,
the companies to be selected being those
which are shown by the records of the de-
partment to respond most frequently to
loeal alarms. Engine companies 1 and 7,
it is believed, respond to as many, if not
mnte: local alarms than any other two
companies. and those companies, and en-

gine companies 3, 4, 5, 6, and possibly one
or two others. Mr. Wight expects to first
provide with wheels.
