LATE NEWS FROM CUBA

Gen, Ludlow Give. a Sumptuous Eater-

Jealousy Between Eastern and West-
ern Cuban Troops Still Exists-
Business Awaiting Tranquillity.

The reception Bull given Saturday
evening by Gen. dlow, the military com-
mander, outshonet ever other social func-
tion in Havana itn recesit years. Innumer-
able red, white End blue electric lights,
thousands of roses, hundreds et flags and
no end of sabers, bayonets and rifles, artisti-
cally grouped, made the scene within the
palace memorable. More than a thousand
guests attended. Music was furnished by
two military bands. All the foreign con-
suls were in evidence, most of them wear-
ing glittering orders, and many of the wo-
men wore handsome jewels. Gen. Ludlow
gave the function in honor of Independence
dey, and the representative Cubans and
Spaniards of Havana were present.
American officials in Havana are sur-

prised at the large number of Cubans now
applying in the province of Santiago for a
share in the American gratuity. The Cuban
officers had assured them that there were
rot a hundred men in the province who
would accept money from the itnited States,
basing the assurance on telegrams which
purported to come front Santiago. Even
when it became known that these dis-
patches were inspired by Cuban melcon-
tents In Havana and concocted in the In-
glaterra cafe, it was still felt that these
opponents of a rational solution of the
Cuban army question might be able to pre-
vent a large number from applying to the
American paymasters. Those who knew
the facts of the case believed that the San-
tingo insurgents were much under esti-
mnted on the pay rolls, especially as the
Cuban generals had always claimed that
more than 0) per cent of the army was in
Santiago province. It turns out that the
jealousy that existed in war times between
the eastern and western troops still exists,
nnd that those In Santiago province are
more likely to reject than accept advice
from Havani.
At Sancti Spiritus. out of 180 men mus-

tered out, payment has been made to 1T5.
Sixty weapons have been delivered to the
mayor of the city. Two hundred and
eighty-four applications have been refused.
The supplementary lists will be ready in
about ten days.

Outlaws Continue Active.
A dispatch from Puerto Principe says the

rural guat1s there were notified of the
presence of a band of forty armed men near
the city, and pursued them to Carvajal
plan:ation, where the outlaws gave fight
from behind a stone wall. After ten min-
utes of hot firing the band made a dash for
the road and escaped, losing one mal, Luis
Cruz, a former resident of Nuevitas, and
a ways a worthless character. The rural
guards had two men wounded. They cap-
tured fifteen horses. which the outlaws
had been leading. The band recentiy stole
eight rifles, a number of revolvers, a num-
her of machetes ani a quantity of cart-
r:dges, with which it was evidently intended
to arm additional men.

It dosu not give the name of
the farmer nor icate the farm, except to
say that the robbery took pace near
Maiel.

NEW DHIVICkl LimSPlECTED.

invention to Preieni Turning in of
False Alarms of Fire.

Distr'et Commissioner Wight, who has
irrmediate supervislon of the tire alarm tele-
graph system, inspected Saturday afternoon,
in company with Mr. Walter C. Allen, the
District electrical engineer, an invention of
Mr. Loudoun Campbill, designed to pre-
vnt the turning in of false alarms of fire.
Mr. Campbeil's device is so arranged that
in order for a person to turn in an alarm
of fire from a box it becomes necessary for
the person to pass the hand through a

small opening. This opening is protected
by thin metal shutters, and when the hand
pushe.s them apart to reach the key of the
box an electrical connection Is made. This
eontection instantly sets off a gong placed
in a latticed box located three or four feet
above the fire alarm box. The ringing of
the gong thereby attracts such general at-
tention as to make the turning iU of an
alarm a matter of publicity.
Mr. Campbell's device also contemplates

the substitution. if deemed desirable, of an
arrangement contrived .to secure the hand
of a person using a tire alarm box equipped
with it in such a manner aa to make the
party a prisoner. When this device Is used
the person desiring to turn in an alarm
passes the hand through a box-like ar-
rangement attached to the outside of the
tire alarm box. When- the key of the box
is .turned several metal points close around
the wrist of the party so tightly as to lire-
vent the withdrawal of the hand. The Iter-
son. indleed. cannot be released until the
arrival of a policeman, or of some other
person authorized to carry a release key.
The device can, however, so Mr. Campbell
claims. he so set by fire alarm headquarters
as to hold the hand of the person turning
in the alarm for such a length of time as
may be deemed desirable.
The hand-catching device neither Mr.

Wight nor Mr. Allen considered desirable,
as it would Imprison a citizen whose motive
was good as well a.9 one who simply desired
to see the tire department turn out. They
also stated that the gong device is not new.

GOLD STANR~&RP FOR INDIA.1
Important Reoeemandattons of the I

British Parttnentary Committee.1
A London dispatta e s: The report of

the parliamentargt cognnittee on Indian
currency, just Issesd 1g. the form of a blue1
book, approves the dedhsion of the govern- I
ment not to reveft to fil silver standard. It
argues that it gtouf be Impossible to
maintain the statls qutg permanently, and,
therefore, recomuunis/tthat measures be
taken to Introduce a gold standard, wIth
the British sovereign as legal tender, and
advises that the In4lan itmints be allowed
to coin geld without restrictiens on the
same terms as the Australian mints.
Finally, by a majority of votes, the com-

mitteo recommends fixing the rupee rate
at sixteen pence.
The report says in conctlusion:
"The effective establishment of a gold

standard is of paramount importance to
the material interests of India, not only to
promote existing trad,., but to encourage
the Influx of capitaI.
