AFFAIRS IN GEORGETOWN

Large Real Estate Transaction Put on
" Record.

-

Wires Under Bridge to Be Inapected—
Local Notes of General

Interest.

The Investment of money in real estate s
opening up lively in this section of the city,
as is evidenced by a sale which went on
record yesterday, the largest sale of prop-
erty in Georgetowh proper that has been
reported for several years. The property
scld is known on the official records as lots
40 to 6, square 1215, thirty lots in all. Kach
lot is improved by a two-story brick dwell-
ing, built a few days ago.

The property was owned by John Curtin
and was sold through John Heenan, the
real estate agent, to Theodore Barnes and
Wm. T. Weaver. While no consideration
is numed the amount paid Is sald to be
scmewhere around $1,000. The property is
lccated in the square bounded by Rock
creck, 2Tth, Olive and N streets, ineluding
what is known as Rock eourt. The sale was
censummated yesterday afternoon, and im-
mediately afterward the deed was placed
onh record.

To Inspect Wires.

The District government has given the
Potomace Electric Light and Power Com-
pany permission to take up the part of the
planking on the Aqueduct bridge, in order
to reach the wire cable beneath the struc-
ture and see that it is properly insulated
and held in peosition where no damage can
be done. This step was taken owing to the
recent fatal aceldent to George Bowers, a
canal boatman, who was instantly killed
while passing beneath the bridze on a pleas-
ure boat, his hands closing on the sagging
wire.

Theft of Milk,

For some time past complainis have been
received from the residents of lower George-
town, especially on 32d street, regarding
the theft of milk left at the residences early
in the morning. For the past three or four
mornings police have been on the alert,
and this morning at 5 o'clock George Con-
nolly, colored, aged twenty-elght, was ar-
rested by Pollceman Steinbraker. One hour
later Cora Lane, colored, aged twentiy-two,
was brought in on the same charge by FPo-
liceman Cornwell. Two pint bottles of milk
were recovered by the police.

Offers to Raixe a Regiment.

Mr. James E. Smith, who recently re-
turned from Cuba, in an effort to secure a
commissfon in the army for the Philippine
campaign called at the War Department
vesterday and submitted an offer to Gen.
Cirbin to ralse a regiment of soldiers for
the campalgn, to be part of the regular vol-
unteer army. The cost of the raising of the
regiment Mr., Smith offered to bear him-
=elf. While the offer was taken under ad-
visement. Gen. Corbin stated that such
would hardly be likely, as under the law all
of the men eplisted would have to be se-
cured through the regular enlistment bu-
reeus of the army.

REFUSED.

PETITION

Legal Controversy Over Stringing a
Messenger Wire.

Chief Justice Bingham yesterday after-
noon refused the petition of the United
States of America, on the relation of the
Mutual District Messenger Company, for
mandamus to compel the Commissioners of
the District of Columbia to issue a permit
authorizing the messenger company. to con-
nect the residence of Bear Admiral Thomas
O. Belfridge, jr., by electric wire with a
poule In front of the house.

It will bz remembered that the 224 ul-
timo Rear Admiral Selfridge took steps to
have a burglar alarm system installed in
his house, situated on the corner of Colum-
bia road and Kalorama avenue. To make
proper connection between the house and
a wire running along Columbia road it
would be necessarv to string a new wire
from the pole to the house over about four
feet of sidewalk on Columbia road.

The Commissioners declined to jssue the
permit to make the connection, on the
ground that they are without legal author-
ity to permit the stringing of wires by the
messanger company. They further an-
nounced that the wire strung along Colum-
bia road, with which it was proposed to
connect the house of Rear Admiral Self-
ridge, was strung without authority and
exists In violation of law.

The messenger ccmpany declared that the
refusal on th: part of the Commissioners
to nt the desired permit was an arbi-
trary refusal, the stand being taken that
the Commissioners had full leg#l authority
to permit the siringing of the wire, and
that the wire running along Columbia road
does not exist In violation of law.

Chief Justice Bingham, in declining to is-
sue the writ of mandamus, held that the
i=suing of a permit In the matter at issue
was largely discretionary, and the court
had no right to interfere. The chief justice
declined to pass on the question of the legal
authoerity of the Commissioners to permit
the strminging of wires by the messenger
company on the ground that it did not
praoperly figure in the dispute before him,

WILL ALLOW THE AMOUNT.

Aeting Controller Mitchell Sustains
Mr. Darneille’s Contention.

Mr. H. H. Darnellle, disbursing officer of
the District of Columbia, received today an
opinion from L. P. Mitchell, acting con-
troller of the treasury, in which the latter
sustained the appeal of the former from the
action of the auditor for the State and
other departments in the settlement of Mr.
Darnelle’s aceounts under the apprepriation
for improvements and repairs, District of
mmbh' 1898, for the month of Octcber,

The matter complained of by Mr. Dar-
nellle was the disallowance of the sum of
$250.26, which was paid in October, 1808, for
brick ordered and furnished in Seotember,
1808, The reason for the disallowance
given by the auditor was that *‘the amount
is an improper charge agalnst the fiscal
yvear 1898."" .

In his opinion Mr. Mitchell says at first
glance the action of the auditor would ap-
pear to be correct. The fact that the brick
were not ordered, delivered or pa’d for until
after the close of the fiscal yamr 1808, which
was June 30, and that they were were not
purchased under any contract made in 1898,
would seem to bring this payment within
the provisions of section 3690 of the Revised
Statutes, which allow the money appro-
priated for any one fiscal year to be applied
only to the payment of expenses properly
incurred during this year, or to the fulfill-
ment of contracts properly made within
that year.

The contract under which the purchase
was made was executed in 1898, and pro-
vided that the contractor should perform
such additional work as might be ordered
by the Engineer Commissloner.

Mr. Mitehell says: It seems clear that
the purchase of the brick, while not di-
rectly under the contract, Erew so clearly
out of its completion as 1o bring it within
the ruling of this office that expenses, al-
though incurred 1n a subsequent fiscal year,
if incidental to a contract made in a prior
fiscal year, are payable from the appro-
priation for the year in which the Hability
of the contract is payable.™

The acting coniroller concludes that upon
revision the amount will be allowed.

Council Considers the New Water and
Sewer Plan,

The Takoma Park town council held a
meeting last night, which was informal, or,
in other words, a meeting of the committee
of the whele, for the purpose, as was stated
in Monday night's Star, of looking toward
the inauguration of the water and sewer
plants and considering names of the civil
engineers who have been suggested to be
employed by the town before the actual
censtruction of the improvements shall
have been commenced.

The meeting held last night was in the
nature of an executive affair, however. One
of the councilmen stated that no definite
action would be taken in regard to the ap-
pointment of an engineer until the council
holds a formal session.

The residents of Takoma and those ye-
siding along the route of the Brightwood
railway were considerably inconvenienced
this morning on account of the long inter-
vals between which cars were run. Only
about half the cars were in working order,
the others having been disabled, it was
stated, by reason of the bad condition of
the tracks and roadbed of the company.
New troliey polls and rails are rapidiy -be-
ing hauled along the route of the road, and
it is hoped that work on the reconstruction
will be started shortly. The tracks have
been relaid and ballasted along that portion
known as the Washington, Woodside and
Forest Glen branch of the City and Sub-
urban.

The officials of the Metropolitan branch
of the Baltimore and Ohlo railroad have
caused crude oil to be sprinkled between the
tracks at the principal crossings of thor-
ovghfares for the purpose of dispelling the
enormous amount of dust created as the
fast trains pass. The crossings usually be-
ceme, in course of time, as hard as con-
crete, owing to the chemical action of ‘the
oil and limestone, the latter being used as
ballast.

CHARGEDTWITH FORGERY.

Edgar H. Ové@mu® Held to Await
Farthé® Idformation.

Edgar H. Ovefmany’ thirty years old, ie
in custody charghd with forgery, and it is
the intention of ¢he a#ithorities to hold him
until further informiition of his alleged
misconduet In Chicagb is received. In re-
sponse to telegrams samt out by Major Syl-
vester last night me#sages were received
this morning frén tMe authorities of Chi-
cago and Peorla, Ill,"and Lexington, Ky.,
saying that a mlin aMswering his descrip-
tion is wanted by them on charges of pass-
ing forged checls. In the message from
Peoria the amoulit ofimoney Involved was
given as $300. Owermen was arrested last
night by Detectives Herne and Weedon be-
cause he trled #o ps#ss a forged check
on Mr. Scott, proprietor of the Howard
House. The amount of $35 was made paya-
ble at the National Metropolitan Bank to-the
order of the Young Men's Christian Asso-
clation, and purported to bear the signa-
tures of J. E. Bates, treasurer, and Charles
E. Foster, chairman of the finance commit-
tee of the assoclation. Both names were
pronounced forgeries, and although the
check was made out on ome of the blanks
of the assoclation there were irregularities
about it showing it was not genuine.

According to Overman's slory he came
here from Chicago five days ago to \cislt
the national eapital for the first time. Yes-

.terday he tendered the check in payment

for a bill of $16.50. Mr. Scott informed him
that he scldom accepted checks, but if he
found upon Inquiry that the paper was
good he would ecash it.

“Never mind,"” gaid Overman, “I'll get

‘the money from a friend employed in the

government printing office."”’

Overman took the check away with him.
He rsturned later In the night and the offi-
cers arrested him. In the meantime in-
quirtes had been made about the check.
While under arrest the prisoner sald he
was employed as a solicitor for the Inter-
national Cable Company of New York. The
check, he claimed, he had received from a
man with whom he had played poker. He
could not give the name of the man nor
could he tell just where the game was
played. Friends of Overman’s family call-
ed at headquarters to see the young man.
They stated that his father is a prosperous
merchant in an Indiana town. When the
prigoner was younger they knew him as a
Sunday school boy, and it was their bellef
that the check had been givenm him, and
that he had not committed the forgery.
They were anxious to settle the hotel hill
for him and get him released, but this ar-
rangement did not satisfy the authorities,
and he was held. This morning he was
photographed and committed to jall to
await the arrival of a requisition from
Chicago.
