EPIDEMIC OF LOCKJAW.

New York Physicians Alarmed Over
Prevalence of the Disease.

The New York World of today says: Six
deaths from lockjaw were reported yester-
day, making twenty-eight deaths in all in
the past tour days. Three new cases were
admitted to hospItals. There Is no longer
a djt that In New York and the cities In
Its nediate vicinity tetanus Is epidemic.
Every case reported Is due to a pistol

shot wound received on the Fourth of July.
Strangely, each of these cases shows that
the wound was received In the left hand,
with a single exception.

D1r. Cyrus Edson said last evening:
"The prevalence of tetanus Is giving the

medical profession much concern. The
germ of the disease has spread and there
Is danger in every cut and abrasion which
a person happens to get.
"The first thing to do. even In the case of

aln ordinary cut, say with a penknife or
any other instrument, even before a physi-
cian is sent for, Is to obtain an antiseptic
such as lodoform and treat with- it the
wound.
"Injuries which under ordinary circum-

stances would go unnoticed should be care-
fully attende-d to during the prevalence of
the tetanus term. The pecularity of this
disease Is that the germ dev'elops through
the action of hydrogen. The action of
oxygen in the air destroys It;"Cleatnliness. is an absonlute necessity. The
body duoring the period of the tetanus epi-
demie should be kept thoroughly clean, so-
that in case of a cut or an abrasion of the
skin the danger of taking the disease wilt
be minimized.
"It was not known until a few years ago

that t.'tanus was a germ disease. Sin-cethis disctvery the medical fraternity have
been exam~tning the symptoms and search-
ing for an ahsolute cure.

"I is impossible at this time to say
that the serum used for tetanus Is the
best thing to use..-but I will say that If I
had the dhrease tonight I would have the
serum adIministered to me.
"The tetanus germs spread the same as

do the dipihtheretic germns, in periods. The
profession did not register the last visita-
tion of the tetanus germ, because it was
not known as a germ disease at the time.

"I cannot too strongly recommend the use
of great precaution at this time to prevent
the disease from spreading."

Mick-
ens had give:s a coJorpd attorney, W. Cal-
vin Chase, all th money he had when he
was locked up yesterday, and this morning
he complained that be was penniless. Lee
declared that he believed the officers wers
medical students, and even last night while
in his cell thinking the ,natter over he
did not feel secure. Not until this morn-
ing did he fully realize that he was.in safe
hands. Mickens also repeated his story
of how badly he was frightened when his
room was invaded. When they had receipt-
ed for the few things they had left at head-
quarters Detective: Herrndon went with
them and saw Attorney -Chase. who had re-
ceived Mickens' money as a fee.

Declined to Give Small Sum.
Attorney Chase refused to return the

money, however, and he also declined a re-
quest for a small contr:bution. The pistol
that belonged to Mickens was sold for 25
cents, and then the men went thsir way.

It had been the intetitlon of Mickens to
go to Cliffwood, N. J., - where he had
been promised a position in a brick
yard. With his lirilted amount of money
he could not buy a railroad ticket, and both
men started in the ditection of the river.
They said.they were gdlng over in Virginia,
where they would .make an effort to get
work on a farm and earn money enough to
buy railroad ticket. to New Jersey.

An Investigation in Progress.
Maj. Sylvester is not exactly satisfied

with the cir.cumstances attending the arrest
of the two men. He is particularly anxious
to know about the drawing of the revolver
by Detective Lacy. This morning he called
upon Inspector Boardrian for a detailed re-
port of the affair. It Is likely that the de-
tectives will be called upon for written
statements of the case. The investigationof the affair will probably not be concluded
ur.til next week. when the result will be
made known. Maj. Sylvester has always
discouraged the use .of revolvers by officers,
except in cases of 'actual self-defense.

Last Words of Mrs. E. D. E. H. Southworth,
the Authoress,

Free Transfer System Commences
Tomorrow on West End Syndicate
Roads-General News of Interest.

"The last intelligible words I heard my
mother utter," said Dr. Richmond J. South-
worth this morning to a Star reporter, "was
in the afternoon of Thursday, June 2.), the
day before she died. I was sitting alone by
her bedside fanning her, when she seemed
to be asleep. Without question or sugges-
tion she turned her head toward me, par-
tially opened her eyes and said, 'I wish my
soul would leave this tired body.' These
were the last words my mother sponta-
neously uttered. After this, when she was
semi-unconscious, she would answer ques-
tions in monosyllables." Dr. Southworth
stated that this feeling of fatigue was due
to the fact that during her last illness she
could take but very little food, and duringthe last week took scarcely any, and could
not assimilate that. Her weakness was
due to exhaustion from lack of nutrition.
Besides the immediate family of Mrs.

Southworth, her son, daughter and daugh-
ter-in-law, who attended her in her lastiline:s, was Mrs. Alice V. Hunt of Tcnley-town. whom the authoress had known and
loved since she was a little girl. Mrs.
Hunt during the last week was as devoted
as a loving daughter. She watched her all
night when alive and sat beside her bodyafter her death. Mrs. Southworth's chil-
dren appreciate this devotion to their
mother.
Free Transfer of Metropolitan Road.

A NAVAL BATTLE RECALLED.

One That Took Place Elghty-Slx
Years Ago Yesterday.

"Eighty-six years ago yesterday." said
an offictr of the navy, "'a naval battle took
place which demonstrated that officers of
the lower grade are as capable of acts of
heroism as those of the higher grades.
On July 14, 1813, the Asp was anchored

In Yeocomico creek, Va., when a boat party

from several English men-of-war attempt-
ed to carry her by surprIse. -Midshipman
J. B. Sigourney, who had served under
Master Commandant James Lawrence in
the Hornet when he fought his brilliant
action with the Peacock a few months be-

fore, and undoubtedly had Lawrence's idea
of 'don't give up the ship,' defended the

Asp wiih extraordinary heroism. Although
greatly outnumbering the Americans, the
British were repelled in their first - attack
with heavy loss. Unfortunately, however,Midshipman Sigourney was shot throughthe body, but he refused to go below, and
remaIned on deck, animating his men by

his heroic actIon and example. lie soon
became so weak from loss of blood that

he was obliged to slt on the deck, leaning

against the mast for support. The British
soon returned with reinforgements, and
finally carried the Asp. They were so ex-

asperated by their heavy losses In the firstattack that they now shouted, 'No quar-

ter.' and carried out the brutal battle cry
to the letter. All the W9unded were de-
liberately butchered in cold blood, and a

marine. stepping ulp -to Sigourney, deliber-

ately shot him through the head. Not sat-
isfied with this, the British set the Asp on

fire -and returned to their boats. The suir-
viving Americans who had escaped -return-

ed to the -Asp and succeeded in putting'out

the fire. Of the crew ~of twenty-one-4he
Americans had ten killed, while the less
of te -.rish ias -far. greater.

sentiment was largely in favor of Inde-
pendence for the islanders; the Oregon vol-
urteers and the California Signal Corpsreturned to San Francisco from Manila.
Admiral Dewey arrived at Port Said on his
homeward voyage. Gen. Leonard Wood
returned to duty at Santiago and instituted
rigorous measures to stamp out the yellowfever there. Gen. Asa B. Carey, paymas-
ter general of the army, retired and was
succeeded by Col. Alfred Bates. In a hear-
ing at Concord, N. H., before Civil Service
Commissioner Brewer to investigate
charges preferred against United States
Senator Gallinger for violation of the civil
service law an altercation occurred be-
tween Senators Gallinger and Chandler,
causing a violent scene. The republicans
of Kentucky unanimously nominated Attor-
ney General W. S. Taylor for governor. A
new move by Gov. Pingree to establish a
3-cent street car service in Detroit caused
great excitement. George M. Valentine,
cashier of the Middlesex County Bank of
Perth Amboy, N. J., disappeared, leaving
a heavy shortage in his accounts. The an-
nual convention of the National Education-
al Association was held at Los Angeles,
Cal.; a trainload of delegates to the con-
vention was wrecked at Newman, Cal.,
killing two women. An epidemic of lock-
jaw developed in the vicinity of New York
as a result of Fourth of July wounds,twenty deaths being rep'orted within the
week.

Foreign Affair.
Great enthusiasm for the French army

was displayed by the people on the occasion
of the national fete day; M. Denlel was re-
moved from his position as governor of
the Isles du Balut, on one of which Capt.
Dreyfus was imprisoned, because of charges
that he had treated his prisoner with un-
necessary harshness. The British govern-
ment continued to dispatch war materials
and batteries to Cape Town in preparation
for a possible conflict with the Boers; the
Transvaal volksraad passed the preamble
and two sections of the new franchise bill
granting reforms to the Outlanders. Sir
Richard Webster concluded his speech be-
fore the Paris arbitration tribunal in the
Venezuelan boundary case. German salvors
succeeded in pulling the steamer Paris
from the rocks at Land's End, England,
and she was towed to Falmouth. Grand
Duke George. heir to the Russian throne.
died of consumption, and Grand Duke
Michael, a younger biother of the czar,
was proclaimed heir.

In the District.
The Commissioners rejected all proposals

for electric lighting as excessive. Plans
submitted by competing architects for the
r-ew public library building were opened by
the commission in charge of the construc-
tion. Upon the solicitation of Representa-
tive Hawley the Communtoners caused a
mass meeting of citisens to be held, at
which steps were taken for the collection of
a' fund for the relief of the flood sufferers
in Texas. The management of the new
street railway syndicate announced a plan
for the exchange of free transfers between
the city and suburban portions of the lines
under its control. Members of local union
