The excitement eaused by the publica-

tion of the war correspondents’ formal in-
dictment of Gen. Otis" management of the
ppine campalgn had almost completely
died n offlvial circles this afterpoon,
anid the statement was officially made that
the so-called “round robin™ culled for no
official ac‘ton. It was explalned at the War
Department ttat it must be assumed that
Gen. (Otls has done right unless thers is
some indisputable proof to the contrary.

According army officials, tke *“round
robin” showed merely that the newspaper
men did not approve of General Otls’ plan
of campaign, but dld not show that he had
made any mistakes. Nene of the officlals
was prepared to belleve that General Otls
had deiiberately deceived the President as
to actual occurrences in the Philipplnes.
1f it could be shown that he has done so
he would be !mmediately relieved of his
command and court-martlaled.

Secretury Long's View.

A Star reporter had a short conversation
with Secretary Long just before the latter
went to the cabinet meeting at the While
House this morning In regard to the
“round robin” newspaper attack on Gen.
Otis" manag=ment of miiitary affairs in the
Philippines. The Secretary expressed him-
goli emphaticaily ¢n several points. He
vas absolutely certain that Gen. Otis had
not hetd back anvthing of the least im-
portance toaching the sitvation in the Phil-
i} pines from the Presidert, and he sald he
Eknew that the Predslaent had not suppress-
ed any information he had received from
Gen. Otis. Secretary Long =ald It was In-
credible that Gen. Otis shouid bave de-
ceived the President as to the true condl-
tion of affairs in the Phillppines, and it was
a matter of personal knowledge that the
President had directed that the publlic be
fully aecquainted with all cfficial advices
from the Philippines. Moreover, it was un-
reasonable to suppose that Gen. Otis would
attempt to misrepresent the situation to the
President or that he would mivimize the
rezistance of the irsurgents,

No Complalints frem the Navy.

Secretary Long sald that he had received
no complaints whatever of Gen. Otis’ pollcy
toward the navy in the Philippines. So far
as he was aware Gen. Ous had never al-
tempted to Interfere with the transmission
of official tolegrams to the Navy Depart-
ment, and it was Incomprehensible to him
that any one should oave such an idea.
Admiral Watsen, in command of the naval
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At the War Depariment.

Generally, there was strong disinclina-
tion exhibited by the officials to discuss
the “round robin.” Gen. Miles, who was

acting as Secretury of War in the ahsence
of Secretary Alger and Assistant Secre-
tary Meiklejohn, would not comment upon
the dispatch.

Adjutunt General Corbin made a st -
ment, In which he sald: *““The :fm;sur:altce;f
the so-called censored press is without just
cause, and evidently made under misap-
prehension of facts. There has been no in-
formation received from Gen. Otis that has
not been given to the press promptly on
the bulletin board in the hall of this office
every falr-minded representative of the
press will bear witness to this statement.
What would the manager of any one of the
complaining papers say if information con-
cerning the business of the paper wasa in-
quired for of the printers, rather than at
the business office of the paper? This is a
case exactly In point.

““The stending Instructions of ths Presl-

WAS NOT DISCUSSED

Correspondents’ “‘Round Robin” Not
Taken Up by the Cabinet.

PRESIDENT'S SOURCES OF INFORMATION

No Probability That Newspaper
Men Will Be Expelled.

A LESS RIGID CENSORSHIP

— e o

Oniy four cablnet officials sat down at the
cabinet table today. Thesa were Secretaries
Hay. Hitcheock, Long and Postmaster Gen-
eral Smith. The others are away from the
city. A score or more of mewspaper cor-
respondents walted at the White House to
ascertiin if the Philippine situation, In the
light of the story of the newspaper cor-
respondents vesterday, had been discussed,
No light was thrown on the situation, how-
ever. One cabinet official sald that the
“round robin” of the newspaper men in Ma-
nila had not been talked about, for the rea-
scn that there was no way that 1t could
cume before the cabinet.

Another said that he ~counld not talk about
the subject. Postmaster General Smith re-
malned with the President fully half an
hour after the three other members left,
and the generally accepted view was that
he had remained to talk -about the latest
developments. As a newspaper editor him-
pelf, and as one of the Presldent’s most con-
servative advizers, it was natural that tiis
should be the subject under consideration.

Dispatehes From Cel. Denby.

Secretary Hay put before the cabinet dls-
patches he has received from Col. Denby
of the Philippine commiselon. It was given
out that enes or more of these dispatches
would be made public. It was officlally
stated that none of these dispatches Indi-
cate that Aguinalido is offering to negotiate
for a surrender, bt it is said that they now
show a =atisfactory 'mprovement in the
situation in the I'hilippines. They show, it
is stated, that the people are becoming ac-
customed to American ways, and that sol-
diers are deserting the Insurgent armies
almost daily. This leads 1o the impression
that sooner or later there will be a caving
in of the insurgent cause and that peace

will be established.
Seeretary Hay hag also recelved dis-
patches from Ambassador Choate in Lon-

don reporting renewed efforts for an agree-
ment on the Canadian boundary dispute.
These dispatches, it Is pasitively stated,
did not show any mater.al progress. There
iz probably a little more hope than fur the
past few months that negotiations may
fome time lead to progress and 1 an agree-
ment, but the Stare Department is not
sanguine on the subject.

In army circles in the War Department
today It is declared that no action will be
taken to deprive Gen. Otis of any of his
authority or command in the Philippines.

Fresident's Sources of Information.

t is further asseried that President Mc-
Kinley has at no time depended upon Gen-
erzl Otls alone for information as to the
situation in the 'hilippines. He has many
rees of information and is almost econ-
stantly in receipt of news from the islands.

WHAT HAS BDEEN DONE FOR PEACE.
Synopsis of the Work Accomplished

at The Hague,

The work accomplished by The Hague
conference a8 represeéntel In the conven-
tlons and treatles which have just reached
the Btate Dwpartment, are divided into
three classez. The first relates to the re-
vislon of the rules of war relatlve to the
rescue of shipwrecked and wounded per-
soms In marine battles. Included under this
general head l= a provision for extending
to hospital ships immunity from capture in
threa cases, namely, in the case of official
national vessels under proper {usignia; sec-
ond, private hospital ships fitted out by be-
nevolent persons; third, hospltal ships fit-
ted out by neutral powers henevolently in-
clined for the rescue of wounded and ship-
wrecked sallors.

Conventions under the second class relate
to the revision and supplementing of rules
for the conduct of war on land. hese un-
dertake to define who are and who are not
proper combatants. They also provide for
the proper treatment of prisoners of wuar,
etc.

The third clesz of conventions contaln
articles looking to the peacelul adjustment
of international dAifferences, including a
scheme of mediation, a scheme of 'ntaerna-
tional courts of inquiry, and a scheme for
a8 permanent arbitration tribunal. All of
thesa are under careful scrutiny, and {f they
comply In terms with the brief synopsia al-
ready furnished the government, thay will
securs the adhesion of the State Depart-
ment.

Senator Nelson Thinks Otis Has Not Pushed
the Uampaign.

Did Not Follow Up His Victories—De-
Iay in Senate Action Cansed

“There seems to be a strong feeling
among the people,” sald Senator Nelson of
Minnesota to a Star reporter today, “‘that
(Gen, (Mmis has not pushed the campaign in
the Phillppines as vigorously as should
have been done, and that it might be well
for the President to put another general in
authority.

“I telleve the people would like to see
(ien., Miles sent to the Philipplnes and
placed in command. There s a general
confldence in his abilities as a soldler and
a campalgner.

“The trouble in the Phllippines sesms to
have been that Gen. Otig did not follow up
his victories. I do not think the President
or the War Departmment have been to blame
in the matter at all., Otis should have asked
for more men, and should have seen to it
that when he tock an insurgent sironghold
or village he had strength enough to hpld
it. lL.ook at his eampalgn around the lake.
All that he accomplished was practically
wiped out by fallure to hold the positions,

Aguinaldo Must Be Put Down.

“I do not know Gen. Otis, and personally
have no disposition to eriticise him, but I
think I reflect the views of many peaple in
making these statements. Out in the west,
and, for that matter, 1 think the same feel-
ing prevalls all over the country, the peo-
ple are united in demanding that Aguinaldo
musl be put down. We will have to con-
guer the Filipinoe before we_can do any-
thing with them.

“After they have been foreed to stop hos-
tilities we can afford to be as liberal with
them as we choose. It may be that we can
got along all the bhetter with them in the
future for having overcome them.

“The inception of all this trouble was In
the Unfled States Senate. The delay in the
ralification of the treaty caused the out-
break. If the treaty had been ratified
prow ptly the Fllipinos would have realized
that we wére presenting a united front,
and would have sccepted the benefits In-
tended for them.

“he dily-dallying of the opposition sena-
tors not only gave the Filipinos an incor-
rect Impression of the attitude of this
country, but also afforded them time to
prepare for war. The only thing to do
now Is to whip them into subjection, and
the people would like to see that done as
soon as possible.'’

Troops Do Not Complain,

Senator Nelson was asked whether the
Minnesota troops in the Philippines had
complained to any extent.
“I do nmot think so. I think our boys are
contented to remalm and fight as long as
may be nevessary. From my own town a
number of young men enlisted, and T have
not heard a word of complaint. The only
protest we have had was from some moth-
ers and other relatlves whose sons or rela-
tions had enlisted without their consent.
They huave formed an auxiliary to try to
get the boys ount, and they have made the
only trouble of which I have heard.”

ALL KNEW IT WAS FORGED

Estprhazy Implicates French Generals in
Knowledge of Bordereau.

It Was a Necesaity to Conviet Dreyfus,
of Whose Guilt They
Felt Certain,

PARIS, July 18.—The Matin this morn-
ing publishes a statement by Comte Fer-
dinand Walsin Esterhazy, in which he sayvs
that he wrote the bordereau by order of
Col. Sandherr, and that it was sent to the
house of Col. Schwartzkoppen, then mili-
tary attache at the German embassy In
Parls, whence 1t was relurned to the war
office. Col. Schwartzkoppen, belng at that
time in Berlin, never saw the bordereau,
which weas forged In order to supply ma-
terial proof of the guilt of Dreyfus.

The statement contains the asgertion that
secret agents In Berlin, whose testimony it
was impossible to use, had demonstrated
that leakages had occurred in the war
office, and the fact that treason existed was
undeniable, and everything indicated Drey-
fus as the traltor.

All the war ministers, the sgtatement fur-
ther says, knew the facis and thought the
forgery of the bordereau necessary. The
evidence Implicating Dreyfus was the
words of Col. Schwartzkoppen's own mouth.
Gens. Mercler, de Bolsdeffre and Gonse
knew that the bordereau was forged and
that Dreyfus was illegally but justly con-
vieted.

Passage From Dreyfon' Cell.

RENNES, July 18.—Work was begun this
morning on the construction of a passage
from the cell of Captain Dreyfus to the
hall in which the court-martial before
which he iz 1o be tried will slt. This will
enable the prisoner to escape the annoyance
of observation by the curious.
