Funeral of Jeeph Anthony.
The funeral of Mr. Joseph Anthony, one

of the oldest merchants in Washington,-
took place yesterday from his late home,.
No. 1232 8th street northwest. The inter-
ment was in Congressional cemetery. Mr.
Anthony was born In Baltimore in lt815, and
consequently had reached the advanced age
of more than ninety-four years. He came
to Washington at a very early age, and
soon after becoming twenty-one embarked
in the hat business, which he conducted
very successfully for a long time, retiring
therefrom about thirty-five years ago. He
was ill but a few months, and then only
because of the infirmities incident to ad-
vanced age.
