PUBLIC BUILDINGS,

Sehool and Truek House on Columbin
Heights.

Messrs. Gleeson & Humphrey were io-
day awarded by the District Commission-
ers the contract for constructing the eight-
room public school for the seventh division
for the sum of $31,800, and Mr. H. 1. Greg-
ory was awarded the contract for furnish-
ing the heating apparatus for the school
for $2,575.

This school will be erected on lots 12, 13
and part of 14, Columbia Heights, on the
south side of Kenyon street between 12th
and 13th, Congress having appropriated for
the site and building the sum of $47,500.
Lots 12 and 13 were purchased as the site
for the school through Messrs. Brice &
-Lipscomb several weeks ago, giving the

ommissioners a piece of ground fronting
?)0_ feet on Kenyon street, with a depth of

bout 150 feet. As the school building, the

plan for which was drawn by Architect
Fuller, will have a front width of about
ninety-four feet, the Commissioners de-
cided to purchase additional ground, and
today completed negotiations with Messrs.
Erice & Lipscomb which glves them a strip
of twenty feet of lot 14, fronting on Ken-
yon street, with about the same depth as
lots 12 and 13.

The work of constructing the school
building will be commenced at once, and
it Is expected that it will be ready for oc-
cupancy next spring. The Commissioners
expect to construct another munieipal
building on Columbla Heights, the house
for the truck company which is to be lo-
cated on Whitney avenue, during the pres-
ent building season. This house will be
erected on the south side of Whitney ave-
nue between 15th and 14th streets, and the
bids for constructing it will be opened Sat-
urday next. The Commissioners hope to
have this building completed in time to
plia.tie the company In service early next
winter.,

BOTH BOYS DROWNED,

Two Soms of Mr, A, A. Birney Meet
Death at Ocean Clty,

James and Arthur Birney, sons of former
District Attorney A. A. Birney of this city,
were drowned SBaturday afterncon in Sine-
puxent bay, near Ocean City, Md. Mrs.
Birney has been spending the summer at
Ocean City with seven of her children, and
Saturday afternoon three of her sons,
James, Arthur and Willlam, went salllng
on the bay. They were flve miles from
Ocean Clty, and on their return trip, when
a heavy gust blew James' hat off. In Lry-
ing to recover it the boy fell overboard In
deep water, and, not being able to swim,
floundered about for some time. Seeclng
that he could not get back to the boat, his
brother Arthur, who was a good swimmer,
threw the anchor out and Jumped to his
brother's assistance. He succeeded in get-
ting his brother to the side of the boat,
but after struggling a few minutes in a
vain effort to get aboard their strength
Eave oul and they disappeared under the
water. The youngest of the brothers, Will-
iam, who is twelve vears of age, was not
able to assist his brothers, as he could not
swim. After waiting for them for some
tme, he marked the spot by sinking a
hatchet tied to a rope with a float on its
other end, and steered the boat to the near-
est shore. He made his way to the lsle of
Wight life-saving s=tation and a search for
the bodles was begun. The bodles were
not recoversd until ¥ eo'clock yesterday
morning. James and Arthur Birhey were
eighteen and sixteen years old, respectively,

Mr. Birney recelved news of the sad ac-
cident Saturday evenlng and at once start-
ed for Ocean City. The hodles of the
drowned boys will be brought to this city
this evening.

Mr. and Mrs. Birney had nine children,
James and Arthur being students in the
High Schoal here, Mr=. Birney went to
Ocean City at the beginning of the sum-
mer with seven of the chfidren, one son be-
:m‘c In New York and a daughter remaining
1ere.,
