the I'resi.lentt that the sent. nec of death
utn Wm. K. Reed of the District of ('n-
lumbia be co mmuted to life imprisonment.
as the c< nemslned man is insane. Attorney
Gene ral Griggs called at the White ilieuse
today alsut the case, and the President,
acting uaon his recommendation, com-
muted th- sentence of Reed to life impris-
or.ment.
Wm. K. Reed was convicted last May of

the murder of Elizabeth Logan. The jury
which convt'ited him recommended him to
the mercy of the court on account of his
low mental state. but the recommendation
was made in an irregular form, so the trial
jude could not adopt it. Tih case was
called to the Attorney (eneral's attention
and he decided to recommend that the
.ieath sentence should be commuted to life
imprisonment.

Gen. Otis Reports Another Brush

With the Robbers.

VOLUNTEERS ANXIOUS TO RE-ENLIST

Departure of the 19th Infantry
for Manila.

SENDING HOME THE TROOPS

Three cable messages from General Otis
were recedved at the War Department to-
day. One reports another engagement with
bandits in Cetu, is which the American
farce was victorious. It bears date of to-
day, and Is as follows:
"Following from Cebu today: 'Bandits in

Cebu mountains robbing and impressing
people. coast towns. On Monday Lieuten-
ant Moore, with detachment 23i Infantry,
while scouting in mountains, fired upon
from strongly fortified position: one pri-
vate killed, name not given. No other
casualties. Enemy's loss, five bandits kill-
ed, seven captured.'
Another refers to the organization of the

volunteer regiments in the Philippines, as
foltows-
"Bell has enlisted about 500 men. Wal-

lace. still south. has about 400. Lockett
now enlisting: has over 40) applications.
which are coming in rapidly. Might raise
here an additional regiment, exclusively
volu nt.ers."
Colonel Bell referred to in the dispatch Is

in command of the 36th Infantry, and Co!-
onel Wallace of the 37th. Colonel Lockett
is in command of the cavalry regiment
which is to be raised in the Philippines.
The third dispatch says:
"Storm has abated. Sherman coaled,

leaves today witn all troops, California.
Grant being coalkd, leaves in about four
days with troops. North Dakota. Wyoming
and Idaho. Minnesotas preparing to leave
on Sheridan soon as transport can be un-
loaded and coaled. Other volunteer organ-
izations leave soon as transports are avail-
able."

MOB DERAILS A CAR
Naval Reserves Make Bayonet

Charge on Cleveland Rioters.

MAYOR FARLEY'S PROCLAMATION

Presence of Troops Has Quieting
Effect in the City.

ALL LINLS IN OPERATION

CLEVELAND, Ohio, July 2.-A riot.
which was not reported until today, occur-
red at Collinwood, a suburban town, late
last night at the crossing of the Big Con-
solidated and Shore electric lines. A spike
placed between the ends of two rails caused
a car to jump the track and block both
lines. A mob of 400 persons quickly gath-
ered and pelted the non-union crew with
all sorts of missiles. A second car came
up, and the non-union men on it received
similar treatment. Eventually the crews
of both cars were chased away. A call for
assistance was responded to by Capt. Rad-
der of the naval reserves with fifteen men.
Capt. Radder addressed the crowd, and said
that he would order a charge unless it
immediately dispersed. The mob answered
with a shower of stones and bricks. A
number of persons, including several mem-
bers of the reserves, were struck and
slightly injured. A charge with lied hay-
enets was then ordered, and the mob quick-
ly scattered in all directi.ns.

It is stated that a meeting of the motor-
men and conductors employed by the Little
Consolidated lines, of which company Sen-
ator M. A. Hanna is president, will be held
tonight for the purpose of discussing the
strike on the Big Consolidatel lines. It is
not believed, however, that these men con-
template a strike, as they heretofore have
repeatedly announced that they had no
grievances.

Mayor Farley's Proclamation.
Mayor Farley late last night issued the

following proclamation:
"All persons are hereby warned not to

assemble or collect for the using of force
or violence against persons or property.
"All persons are warned not to explode

or fire any squib, rocket, cracker. Roman
candle or other combustible fireworks or
substance or fire any firearms of any kinI.
This is not to apply, however, to any oli-
cer ci person autLorized to bear arms or to
such firing in the lawful defense of the
person Cr proper ty of any one.
"Parents and guardians are n.irn i to

keep children and minors from the stret is
and t-> restrain them from participating in
any noisy or riotous demonstrations.
"Ia view of the riotous conduct whichhas occurred and the resulting active

measues to stop riot and anarchy to hetaken by the authirities of the city. all
persons are expectei to heed the warningsherein given, under pain of suffering theinevitable consequences of the measurestaken and necessary to suppress disorderand lawlessness,

Troops Exert Good Influenee.
That the presence of the string force of

militia now doing service in this city has
already had a most salutary effect up-mthe lawle~s element was evidenced this
morning by the fact that the obstructions
placed upon the tracks of the Big Con-
solidated st re-t car lines during the nightwere found to be much less than at anv
time since the present strike was inaugu-rated.
Cars on four of the most important linesin the Big Consolidate"d system were ol-crated throughout the night. This morn-ing practically the full quota of cars wererunning on all lines except the AbbeyLUnion and Clark avenues. It was, how-

ever, a notable fact that most of the <ars
were either empty or carried only a veryfew passengers, even during the car!yhours of the day, when trafie is usuallythe heaviest. Either through fear of vi,-lence or out of sympathy for the strikers,
a very large proportion of the people de-cline. under present conditions, to ride onthe Big Consolidated lines, and in most
cases walk many blocks in order to reachthe cars of the Little Consolidated com-
pany, which is not involved in the strike.

WATSON'S MOSQUITO FLEET.

Capt. Barker's Deseriptin of the Gun-
boats Patrolling the Philippines.
The Navy Department has just received

from Captain A. S. Barker, at the moment
of sending in command of the Asiatic sta-
tion, a report showing the characteristics
of the fleet of gunboats which the navyhad acquired from the army. Very much
is expected of these little craft, for the
officials of the navy maintain that the only
way the war in the Philippines can be ter-
minated will be through the enforcement
of the strictest blockade, even between the
islands, to prevent the insurgents from re-
ceiving ammunition and food supplies. For
such blockading work the heavy vessels nowin Manila bay are not suitable, while, on
the other hand, these little army gunboats
are exactly adapted to it. Captain Barker
assigned each one of the gunboats to the
care of one of the big vessels of his fleet,
to be known as the parent vessel, and to
man and equip and provision and arm and
generally care for the smaller boat.
The gunboat fleet consists of the Pam-

panga, Ensign Mclamnee, -commander, 2t2
to-ns, four small guns, 250 horse-power and
twin screws. The Princeton is her parentship. The Paragua, 201 tons, Ensign V.
C. Davidson. four guns, :2Zs horse-power,with twin screws. The Concord is her par-
ent ship. The Samar, Ensign H. G. Mc-
Farland. 201 tons, four guns, twin screws.
The Oregon is her parent ship. The Albay,
Ensign W. H. Standley, three guns, 151
tons, 125 horse-power, twin screws. The
Yorktown is her parent ship. The Mani-
lenu, Ensign Blamer; the Mariveles, Lieu-
tenant Onan; the Mindoro. Ensign McCor-
mack and Cadet Lewis, and the Panay, En-
sign Laning, are sister boats, with four
guns, 142 tons, 125 horse-power, and twin
screws. The first is fathered by the Charles-
ton; the second, by the Helena; the third,
by the Baltimore, and the last, by the Mo-
nadnock. The Basco, 42 tons, two guns, 44
horse-power, single screw, Cadet Dungan,
the Baltimore as a parent ship. The Gar-
doqui, two guns, 42 tons, 44 horse-power,
single screw, Ensign Chester, the Monterey
as a parent ship. The Urbaneta, two guns,
42 tons, 44 horse-power, single screw, Cadet
Wood. The Oregon is the Tawent ship. The
Elcano, 560 tons, and the Calamianes, 151
tons, are so far unassigned.

THREE WERE ITALIANS.

Status of the Men Recently Lynched
in Louisiana.

Count Vinci, the Italian charge here,
had another interview with Assistant Sec-
retary Hill at the State Department today
respecting the inquiry now in progress into
the lynching of the five Italians last week
in Louisiana. Governor Foster, who was
requested by the State Department to in-
vestigate the matter, has not yet submittedhis report, but it has been learned, unoffi-
cially, that three of the five men killed
were undoubtedly Italian subjects, and two
were naturalized American citizens.
The exchanges between Rome and Wash-ington on this subject have been markedby the most friendly spirit. Out' charge ofembassy at Rome was instructed to expressregret at the occurrence, and to promise

an inquiry, and on its part the Italian gov-ernment expressed entire confidence in thecorrect disposition of the United States.
ROME, July 26.-An ofoial communica-tion says that the United States Secretaryof State, Mr. John Hay, has instructed theAmerican embassy to assure the govern-ment of Italy that the United States willadept every legal measure warranted bythe facts to insure justice in the Tallulahaffair.
