CAPE HAYTIEN, July 23.—A report has
been recelved here to the effect that the ad-
versaries of the government attacked Moca
last night.

The news of the death of President ileu-
rexux was hardly credited here by the peo-
ple generally until last evening, when un-
doubted confirmation was received. Then
there was great rejoicing among the Domni-
niean many of whom live in and
around Cape Haytien. Thesge exiles, who
were Jdriven out of thelr country by Heu-

exiles,

Tenux, are now preparing to arm them-
selves and enter Santo Domingo, where
they expect thelr chief, Don Juan Isidoro

Jiminez, to join them.

The funeral of President Heureaux of
Santo Domingo tock place at 5 o'clock last
evening in Suntlago de las Cabarellos. The
population was panie-stricken, but uiere
wWas no disorder.

Attack on Moca Confirmed,

FORT DE FRANCE, July 28.—The fun-
eral services over the remains of President
Heureaux, which took place at Santiago
de las Cabarellos at 5 o'clock last evening,
wire attended by a large number of peo-
ple, and were conducted with great solem-
nity.

The body, which had lain In state
throughout the day, was buried in the
cathedral. The governor of the province
uperintended the public mourning. Yes-
terday throughout the island cannon were
fired hourly and flags were placed at half
mast on all publie buildings. The govern-
ment has issued a decree ordering a perfod
of national mourning for nine days.

The city of Santo Domingo is in a state
of great unrest and business is entirely
suspenided, The people fear an outbreak.
Last night a band of armed men attacked
Moca, where Presldent Heureaux was kill-
ed, and fired a number of shots. It Is re-
ported that the forces supporting the as-
eassin have been augmented considerably.
Thne government has taken measures to put
down the threatened insurrection.

There was another meeting yesterday of
the creditors of the government to con-
elder propocitions made to them last Tues-
day for the consolidation of the iInterior
debt. The creditors will probably accept
ceriain of the government's propositions,
but will refuse others. The meeting broke
up wiikout any definite deeclsion having
been reached. The government will now
muke new propositions to the creditors.

Result of Expert Investigation of Depart-
ment of Justice Euilding.

Absence of Effeetive Bond Between
the Front and Mest of

the Stracture.

At the request of Attorney General
Griges an expert investigated the condition
of the old Depariment of Justice bullding,
which Iz now in process of demolition, and
a8 made the following report:

An examination of the old Freedmen's
Bank building, until lately occupied by the
Department of Justice, and now in process
of demolition, proves not only that the
fears expressed for the safety of ils occu-
pants were fully justified, but that it was
a menace to public safety as well.

While the construction and workman-
ship ar- in general sound, there Is an un-
accountable exception in the absence of
any effective bond between the Pennsyl-
vanla avenue frent and the rest of the
building. The tloors are formed of brick
arches between 1 beams laid parallel to the
Fennsyivania avenue front, and, while these
beams are well secured to one another by
iron rods. there i{s no tie between this floor
construction and the front wall,

To Thrust the Walill Ont.

The last floor arch being sprung directly
from the last I beam to the front wall, its
cffect is rather to thrust the wall out than
to tie it back. The two brick interior walls
running north and south would, If well
bonded with the front wall, and left with-
out lurge openings in its neighborhood, af-
ford to some extent the necessary tie, 1‘1\1{
Loth these walls are pierced within a lew
inches of the front wall by large doorways
in each story above the first. .

Thes: openings destroy the effectiveness

of the interfor walls as ties, and the re-
lieving arche=s over them tend further to
st the front wall outward.
The result of these intluencet is shown by
ks extending from the top of the
doorways last mentioned to the . celling,
and thence across the entire central por-
tion of the building near the middle of ihe
last floor arch, .

These cracks may be seen in the {'.t-lumg
of each story above the first, and are much
wider in the upper floors than in the lower,
indicating that the front wall has already
begun to lean forward, and the opening of
some of the stone joints on the Pennsyl-
vania avenue front also shoews the bulging
that has taken place. It appears that this
front wall is only retained In place by the
bonding of the two end exterior walls.

Consegquences if Continned.

It is impossible to say how long these
wallg would continue to be effective In this
manner, but if, under the influences already
deseribed and the thrust of the roof tim-
bers, the movement already begun should
have continued a little further, some of the
consequences may be readily foreseen.

The front watl toppling forward on
Pennsylvania avenue would have left the
roof timbers unsupported, and the roof,
with its two heavy waler tanks, would have
crazhed down, carryving with it the attie
floor. It is doubtful whether the iron and
brick econstruction of the floors below, al-
ready heavily loaded, would have with-
stood the impact of this mass. It the
fourth-story floor or a portion of It had
vielded, its added weight falling on th:
tioor below wonld have earried it down,
and so on to the ground. It appe-ars._theu,
that the tearing down of the old building
removes a daoger che extent of which
was not suspected, unless by the officers
of the department.

TESTS AT

Explosive Gelatine Shells — Quick-
Firing and Paenmatic Guns Fired,
The report of the board of ordnance and

fortitfication on tests recently made at

Sandy Hook was made public at the War

Depariment today. One of these was the

tiring of an JIsham shell containing 113
pounds of explosive gelatine. This was
fired from a twelve-inch gun with 415

pounds of powder, the shell weighing 1,018
pounds, loaded. XNo fuse was employed, as
it was desired 1o test the abillly of the load-
il shell not only to endure with safety the
shock of discharge, but also the shock of
fmpact. The result was most satisfactory.
These shells are now to be tested aguinst
armor plate to complete the tests of ap-

ol
. The board witnessed a firing test of the
g0 mm.  Maxim-Nordenfeldt quiek-firing
mountiin gun. The board says that in gen-
eral excelience of design, simplicity of
mechanism, and in the ease and quickness
with which it can be operated, dismounted
and mounted, this gun is believed to be su-
perior to any other of i1s Kind now in serv-
fre.  The rapidity of aimed fire, and the
fauct that the complete gun and carriage
can be carried by rfour puack mules, are of
ezpecial value in field use.

The board then Inspected fragmoents of
shells in which the high explosive thorite
had been used as a bursting charge. A
number of shells of different sizes had been
loaded with charges of thorite small in
quantity compared to other explosives, and
the fragmentation was satisfactory. These
were fired by electricity. Shelis filled with
thorite, but without fuse, were fired from
eight-luch guns, one against an armor plate
and the other into the sea. The thorite
charge dia not explode in either case. ihe
results of the tests so far made with this
explosive are considered to be very satis-
factory, both for fleld and slege projectiles.

The board at this same time tested the
Simms-Dudley powder pneumatic guns of
five-inch and two-and-one-half-inch caliber.
The projectiles were loaded with explosive
gelatine bursting charges. The Merriam
fuse, which was used in these projectiles,
has proven both safe and rellable.

The commlittee on high explosives has
prepared a program to subject thorite to
finul test in order to fully establish its
value. These tests will include chemieal
analysis, safety of handling, storage effect,
effect of molisture, heat and cold, power and
kind of detonator, fragmentation of shells
and explusive chamber, subterra tests in
comparison with other explosives, and, in
fact, all other conditlons required by the
vrdnance board.

The report is signed by Gen. Miles, presi-
dent of the board.

LAHN'S ENGINE DISABLED,
The Stenmer.

17 for London, passed the Lizard today and
reported that in latitude 50, longitude 10,
she sighted the North German Lloyd
steamer Lahn.

UNEKNOWN MAN KILLED,

Run Over by a Passenger Train Near

Quadruple Hanging Takes Place in
Baitimore This Morning,

ALL TG MEN WERE NEGROES

Three Condemned for Rape and
the Other for Murder.

HISTORY OF THE CRIMES
e

BALTIMORE, July 28.—~1Tpon one scaf-
rold, and simultancously, four negroes were
at V48 a.m. today ushered into eternity in
the Baltimore ecity jail vard. Three of the
men—Cornelius Gardner, John Myers and
Charles James—paid with their lives the
penalty  for criminally assaulting Annie
BEailey, a thirteen-year-old negro girl, while
Joseph Bryan, the fourth member of the
quartet, killed Mary Pack, a negress with
whom he had lived.

A fifth negro, Daniel Rodgers, convicted
of Kiling his brother-in-law, Charles Low-
is, was to have occupled the same scaffold,
but his sentence was commuted to life im-
prisonment by Gov, Lowndes, and he now
occuples a cell in the benitentlary.,

As early as T o'clock crowds of morbidly
curious persons throngel tha streets lead-
Ing to the jail, in the hape of getting a
glimpse of the execution. Sheriff Hoffman
had been overrun with applications for
passes, but to all these he turned a deaf
var. His deputies. the jail wardens anid
twenty witnesses, as the law reguires, the
spiritual advisers of the condemned and
representatives of the press were the only
persons allowed within the inclosure,

Gardner, the only Catholic in the quartet,
was attended hy Father Busche, the oth-
ers belng aceompanied to the gallows by

Rev. C. W. Guins, Rev. J, W. Beckett and
Rev. R. Parker, evangelists., ) :

The Final Preparntions.

Shortly before 8 o'c¢lock Sheriff Hoffman
arrived at the jail and the final preparations
for the execution were begun. At 9:15 Lhe
prayers and songs of the prisoners were
cut short by a notice from one of the depti-
ties to get ready for the march to the gal-
lows., The witnesses Eathered in the corri-
dor to catch a glimpse of (he men. All eyes
were on the cells. The men made their
ﬂll?tll preparations in thelyr cells, with the
assistance of the death wateh and their
spiritual advisers, They seemed particular
as Lo thelr appearance,

Then, accompanied by the clergymen, the
:-'n_h»mn procession started to the office of
Warden Hall. The crowd of spectators in
the corrider was parted by the deputies
leaving a wide bassageway. Along this the
men walked with attempted bravery and
eourage, although their downeast EYES Weroe
raised only oceasionally to meet the curi-
ous glances of the spectatars. In the
warden's office the final statements of the
men were made and their farewells sald.
Then the deputies garbed the men in black
robes for their death,

Agaln the procession was formed, and
the mareh began out through the Jjafl cor-
ridor to the back entrance. The hlack-
robed figures moved slowly by the side of
the clergymen, and the deputies surround-
ed them. Every sound was hushed and the
spectators did nothing more than whisper
in making comments to each other. [Upon
arrival at the seaffold the men Immedi-
ately ascended i, and the deputies per-
formed the final offices of binding the limbs
and pulling down the masks over the faces.

All Fall Together,

This done, deputies and clergymen left
the structure, Sheriff's Clerk Helne being
the last to descend the steps. When all was
pronounced in readiness Sheriff Hoffman
sprung the trap and like a =hot the four
men dropped to their death.

The necks of James, Myers and Bryan
were broken by the fall and they di=d al-
most instantly. Gardner's eap became dls-
arranged In the fall and his contorted fuce
was vislble to the horrified spirctators. He
was apparently congelous abaut one -
ment, after which  he slowly  strangied.
This acecldent, which was entirely unavoid-
at Y Wiks the only feature to mar the oth-
erwise perfecl action. James' body was the
first be lowered, at 10:17. Gardner's
Infl_\'_ was suspended forty-four minutes, the
sheriff preferring to be satisfied that lifa
was extinet in all cases bhefore he moved
the bodies from the scaffold.

The remains of the four men were turned
over to undertakers, to be burled at the
direction of the families of the dead mien.

History of the Crimes,

Cornellus Gardiner, Charles James and
John Myers were convicted of eriminally
assaulting Annie Bailey, colored, thirteen
years of age, at her home in Vine strect.
The crime was particuliurly revolting. It
was committed on April 25 The men were
indicted on May 1 and found guilty on June
12 On the following day, in passing sen-
tence, Judge Wright dwelt at length upon
the nature of the charges against the men,
and said it would have been a lasting dis-
grace to the court had the jury returned
any verdict other than gullty, " He added
that he was disposcd Lo give prizaners the
benetlt of all doubt, but in this case thoere
was nelther doubt nor extenuating circum-
stances. In order to thoroughly satisfy
himself before passlng sentence, he saiid
he had employed a deteetive to E0 over the
ground independent of the testimony be-
fore the court, and to find, if possible,
some extenuating circumstonces, The de-
tective had failed to find one circumstance
tending to lessen the aggravated nature
ol the offense.

The girl was in her room on the second
floor of her little home, alone, at the time
of the assault. The men entered one at a
time. A sister of the girl discovered the
crime and reported it to the police. Gardi-
ner was found hiding in the house In a
small attie room. He was coverad with
dust and dirt and presented a woebegone
appearance, No trouble was expericnced
in locating the other two and the trio was
soon under arrest. For a time it was fear-
ed that the victim's injuries would cause
death. She underwent convulsion after con-
vulsion. After two weeks of suffering, dur-
ing which the child was unconscious most
of the time, her strength returned and she
was sufliciently recovered to appear before
her assailants.

Hryan Murdered His Wife.

Joseph Bryan was convicted of the mur-
der, on April 23 last, of his common law
wife, Mary Pack, colored. Bryvan had lived
about six years with the woman, who had
deserted her husband to take up with him.

They were both of a quarrelsome di=pn-
sition and their fights were the talk of the
neighborhood of thelr home, at 122 Rogers
avenue. About a week prior to the murder
the woman upbralded Bryan for not giving
her enough money to keep thelr estab!!sh-
‘ment. with. After the usual quarrel Mary
left the house and went to live with a
tHend at 205 Scuth Dallas street.

Bryan did not diseover her whereabouts
until the day of the murder, when he went
to the Dallas street house and demanded
that Mary return with him and bring some
of his clothing, which he claimed she had
carried away with her. A quarrel fol-
lowed. Bryan says the woman threatened
to scald him and lunged at him with a
knife, Bryan overcame her, took the knife
away and dellberately cut her throat. The
woman's fifteen-year-old daughter wit-
nessed her mother's death. Bryan con-
fessed, but sald he was drunk at the time.
This was denled by witnesses, and the jury
on June 13 rendered a verdict in the firat
g;si'ee after twenty-five minutes’ -

He Wrote a Cabinet Officer Criticising the
War Department.

Also Urged & Mere Vigorous Policy
in the Condunct of Philippine

Campnign.

The interesting statement is made In
connection with the retirement of Mr. Al-
ger from the cabinet that Gov. Roosevelt of
New Yook wrote a letter urging his retire-
ment and also that Gen, Otls be relieved in
the Philippines and Brooke be succceded
by Wood as military governor of Cubia.

This letter, it Is stated, was written by
Governor Roosevelt to a member of the
cabinet some time ago, prior to the last
general outburst of anti-Alger talk, some
weeks betore his aetusl resignation, aund
this letter is said to have been the cause of
theé revival of the matter after Alger had
safd severa! times, iIn answer to earller
rumors, that he would not resign.

It may be remembered that there was
some frietion between Roosevelt and Alger
in connection with the famous “‘round rob-

i’ Roosevelt partleipated in getting up
while he was with the Rough Riders at
Santiago. Secretary Alger severely criti-

cized Hoosevelt for a letter of protest he
wrote to the Secretary in this connection,
and there was considerable excitement
cver the matter at the time.

This is said to have been entlrely made
up by the two men after Roosevelt’s return
from the war, but Roosevell never ap-
proved of the management of the War De-
partment,

Criticised the War Deportment.

It is stated that in his letter to a cabinet
offlcer several weeks ago he was very se-
vere in his criticlsm of the general course
of the War Department and insisted that
the administratlon could not afford to be
held responsible for Alger, nor to continue
the military policy in the Philippines or in
Cuba.

H« urged more vigorous and effective op-
erations. It is said that this letter was
shown to the Preslident at once, as It was
intended to be, and that from this started
the renewnl of the demand for Alger's re-
tirement that resalted in his resignation,
When the Preszident sent for Gov. Roo
velt, as he did some lttle time before A
resiened, it is said that the object in ¢
him to the White House was to talk over
this letier, and to try to reach some under-
standing that would.avoid hasty action in
the maitier.

[t was supposed after this interview lLie-
tween the President and Governor Roose-
velt that the whole matier would go over
for two or three months before final action,
and the Immediate and sudden resignation
of Alger is attributed to friction between
the Seeretary and another War Depart-
ment official.

The committee agreed to close the sub-
ceriplions before the arrival of Admiral
Dewey in New York in September and then
to proceed, after consultation with the ad-
miral as to location, ete., to purchase the
home with whatéver funds they may at
that time have in hand.

“We will purchase the home if not an-
other dollar is recelved,” is the declaration
of the committee, *'so that the question
now Is whether the patriotie and generous
people of the country will permit the pur-
chase of a home at the nation's capital for
the hero of Manile with twenty or thirty
thousand dollars.”

The Yellow  Fever  Situation at
Havana. i

at Havana:

some Improvement past two dayvs.

“Acting Assistant John V. Hamilton died,
Matanzas, 2uth, evening, chronic nepthri-
tis.” Surgeon Hamilton was appointed
from Durant, Miss., and has been in ser-
vice for a year. )

A private letter from General Ludlow at
Havana, to a friend in this city, gives a
very encouraging account of the sitgation
in that eity. He says that the healthy con-
dition of the city is such as to leave the
doctors without employment Lo a greal ex-
tent. The 2200 troops in Lthe Havana com-
mund are in excellent health and condition,
It is in Havana now the time of vear when
there is usually the most sickness, but the
precautions taken by the American author-
ities in cleaning up the city and prevent-

ing disease has Dbeen to make the
health  conditions such as never before
known. General Ludiow also leels very

much encournged aboat the government of
the city and the establishment of municipal,
pulice and general regulations for the city,
and says the reforms !nstituted by the
Amerfeans are working suecessfully.

Gave Rise to Predictions of Early

Independence.

THE COMING CENRSUS

Recent reports from Cuba indicate that
the people there have been given to un-
derstand that President McKinley has re-
cenlly made some new and far reaching
declarations concerning the independence
of the island. These reports grow out of
several conferences held at the White
Hcuse, prior to the President’s departure,
when he talked over the Cuban situation
with a number of representative Cubans,

including Senor Quesada, the government
representative for Cuba; Mr. Horatio
Rubens, and alse with a Cuban  party

headed by the younger Garcia, son of the
late General Carcia.

During these conferences the future of
Cuba was gone into very fully, and many
questlons involving the betterment of the
island were discussed. It was rather an
abstract discussion, however, when
sume of the Cuban ecallers gaskKed the Presi-
dent if he would nol make a disdnet an-
nouncement of policy, he rendicd thar acts
are better than nromises, aml that instead
ol making a general anncuncemesnt of what
it was proposed to do in Cuba, and when
the Cubans would be given direction of af-
fairs, it would be beiter to furmulate a
policy and then proceed o carry it out,
leiting results speak.

While some of the Cuban callers had at
first. hoped for a definite announcement,
they came away convineed that the Presi-
dent’s view was the cor 1 one, and they
have informed their friends, both here and
in Cuba, that whlie no speeific declaration
of pollcy would be forthcoming, ye
mignt rest assured that the spird
act of Coungress concerning a ithdrawal
from Cuba would be fully carried out by
the administration in Washington, and that
Instead of a general promise to tnat ef-
fect, there would b a series of acts in-
tended to develop the capacity of the Cu-
bans for self-government,

and

Local Seli-Government First.

The manner in which this self-govern-
ment could be inaugurated was gone Into
quite fully during these conferences. It
appeared to be the general view that the
first step should be confined to giving the
Cubans a vote on the choice of their eity
and town officers, and after that the elec-
tiona could be extended, untll, if the first
experiment proved satisfactory, an ¢lection
cuuld be had for a federal form of govern-
ment tor the igland at large,

This was discussed in most goeneral terms,
the President being a listener rather than
a partlcipator in the discussion, but his
Cuban callers came away convinesd that he
shared wiih them the view that the calling
of a4 constitutdonal convention of the island
large, for ithe establishment of a fed-
erial government for the whole island,
should be preceded by gradual steps, begin-
ning wiih the most elementary form of lo-
cal self-government In the towns.

The Cuban Census.

In thizs connection the Cuban census
which is about to be taken was discussed,
as it will be a starting point for the grant
of the [ranciise, and the elections. It was
felt that difficulties over the manner
taking the censuas, whether by native Cu-
bans under military supervision or under
Census Director Merriam, could be just-
eid, although there i considerable differenes
a5 to the manner of procedure.

But superior to these points of detail are
ral quesilons of policy involved, and
thes scussed at considerable length
during the confercences. One of these was
as to the extent of the franchise to be
granted in Cuba, whether a limited fran-
chize, or cne with restrictions as to educa-
tion, properiy holding, ete,

In this connection also the suggestion was
made that a precedent should not he estab-
lished in Cuba in granting an unrestrieted
franchise, which would form a precedent
for Hawail and the Dhilippines,

On ithe oiher hand, it was felt that un-
restricted suffrage was in line with the gen-
eral sentiment In this country. The ques-
tion is more than academic, as it must be
decided very soon in connection with the
list of inquiries which the census inspectors
must makes in Cuba. The mere enumerntion
of the number of inhabitants could be
speedily made, but if there is to be a limit-
ed franchise the questions answered by each
Cuban inhabitant must show the extent of
education, property holding, ete.

The Result of the Conferences,

It is out of these general talks between
the President and his Cuban callers that
the reports now in cireulation in Cuba
have originated. Some of the reports have
been considerably magnified and have glven
the impression that there has been some
new and speeific declaration of policy as to
Cuba. As a matter of fact, however, the
talks were quite general and informal, the
President  being desjrousg of hearing all
shades of opinion on the future of the is-
lend.
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MELINE INCONSISTENT.

Attacting Coneessions in the Treaty,
buot Wouid Have Made Greater Ones,

The semi-official statement in Paris that
Ameriean leather does not get the minimum
rate under the new reciprocity treaty, al-
though M. Meline's cabinet offered this low
rate to American leather, eauses considera-
ble amusement in official ecircles here, as it
is one of the recordad facts of the recent
negotiations that M. Meline, who is now
attacking the new treaty, offered far great-
er concessions on American goods than the
present minisiry permitted (o be inserted
in the treaty as finally formed. M. Meline
wits at the head of the ministry during the
2amy etages of the reciprocity negotiations,
and at that time Commissioner hasson re-
ceived a proposition from the French awp-
thorities that the minimum tarif would be
granted on the entire list of Ametlcan guods
sent to France. This proposition of tLhe
Meline cabinet stood until two weeks ago.
although a new ministry had come into
power. The present ministiry-decided, how-
ever, that the coriginal offér of the Mellga
cabinet had gone too far, and as a result
a new proposition was put forward two
woeks ago, (0o omit from .he minimum hsc
a large number of agricultural producis,
leather, horses, cattle, butter, produced
largely in France. <dn the final draft, twon-
ty-four of these exceptions are made, large-
ly In the interest of French agriculiural
products, so that the insirument is much
more considerate of French interests than
it would have been if framed under the or-
iginal propesition of M. Mellne, who is now
at the head of the opposition to the treaty.

Twelve-Year-0ld Danghter of T, F.

Kerfoot, the twelve-year-old daughter of

SCIENTISTS MEET WITH SUCCESS,
Harriman Party Discovers New RBay

and Glacier in Alaskn.

Catalan Manufacturers Will Not
Readily Surrender Their Markets.

Cuba, Porto Rico and the Philippines af-
furded a market for over $40.000. 0 waorth
of Spanish gooda per annum, according to a
statement of the British consul at Barce-
lona, just received by the treasury burcau
of statistics. About three-fourths of this
amount was in manufactured goods, and
considerably more than one-half of this
market was that of Cuba alone. According
to the statement which Consul Hoberts
sends to the British forelgn office, dated
June 18, 1899, the exports of Spailn to Cuba
in 1M amounted to 134,461,675 pesetas; to
Forto Rico, 37660808 peseias, and to the
Philippines, 38357707, making a total of
210,450,241 pesetas; and, accepting the value
of the peseta at X cents, this makes a
total of $42.0M 048,

Will Not Give Up the Markets.,

Consul Roberts expresses the oplnlon that
Spanish manufacturers and dealers are not
going to give up the markets of Cuba, Por-
to Rico and the Philippines without a strug-
gle. He also intimates that other national-
IZleg have in the past participated in the
so-calied Spanish trade wtih these islands
by locating in 8pain and thus getting the
advantage of low tarlff rates Into the is-
lands which was originally given to com-
merce originating in Spain. On this sub-
Jort he says:

“In the year 1882 the Spanish customs
tariff on manufactured goods was wvery
considerably increased with the view of
virtually giving a monopoly to goods man-
ufactured here for exportation to the col-
onies. This, of course, gave an enormous
Impetus to manufacture in this provinece,
factories increased largely In number and
the Catalan manufacturers grew rapidly
rich. The only way in which foreignera
who had good clients in the colonies could
mect this competition and retain their mar-
kets was by starting factories in the coun-
try, the goods thus being manulactured In
the peninsula entering the Spanish enlonies
on the same terms as those of the Spanish
manufacturers, whereas, It shipped from
England or elzsewhere, the prohibdtive duty
rendered competition fmpossible; or, by
having a resident agent in this city. whe,
purchasing from ths Catalan manufactur.
ere, exported the merchandise from here
free of duty.”
