Filipinos Repulsed With Heavy JTioss—

PATENT OFFICE CLERKS’

Ability to Use a Typewriter is Likely to
Figure in Promotion,

The Commissioner Thinks That a
Change Should Be Made in
Existing Distinctions,

Just at present the patent office Is dis-
turbed by all manner of absurd rumors, to
the effect that all examiners' clerks who
are not stenographers will be dismissed or
transferred. As there are thirty-six exam-
ining divisions, and as only some half dozen
examiners' clerks are stenographers, a ru-
mor of this kind naturally causes some -
easiness.

The facts in the case appear to be about
as follows: Commissioner Duell, in his s¥s-
tematic efforts to increase the efficiency of
the clerical force in the office, was obliged
to upset a time-honored but obsolete and
unfair custom of assuming that the exam-
iners' clerks took precedence over the ex-
aminers' stenographers.

This custom dates back to the time when
letters were written in longhand, so that
while the clerk had to keep a set of books
and prepare the various reports of the di-
vision, the letter writer had only to copy
letters in longhand, substitutes being fur-
nished from the assignment division or
some other clerical division when the ex-
aminer's clerk was absent.

Typewriters More Efficlent.

With the coming of the typewriter, more
highly educated and efficlent clerks came
into the office to write the letters; these
were accustomed to act also as substitutes
for the examiners’ clerks when the latter
were absent, but the examiners’ clerks, not
being typswriters, in many instances, could
nol take the places of the typewriters
when the latter were on leave, so that sub-
stitute typewriters were still turnished
from the clerical divisions. As this made
the work of the clerk easy and the work of
the typewriter hard, it was natural thet
the clerk's place should be sought after,
and regarded as more deslrable than that
of the typewriter.

With the advent of stenographers the
efficiency of the typewriter was still more
increased, and the clerk was even less able
to act as her substitute when absent, the
examiners then, as far as possible, placing
thelr old handwriting or typewriting em-
ployes on the clerk's desk and calling for
atenographers to write letters.

It is evident that a higher degree of edu-
cation and intelligence 1s requlired to be-
come a master of typewriting and stenog-
raphy than is required to write a letter in
longhand alone, so that gradually there has
grown up an ecfflcient force of Stenogri-
phers and typewriters, who were still
lcoked down upon by the examiners’ clerks,
but who, {t is said, realiy should have been
regarded as their superiors in youth, inte!-
ligence and value to the office, not or}Iy
beinz able to perform their own special
work, but alsp to do all that the examin-
ers’ clerks could do as well

Preference to Typewriters.

The commissioner, with his pronounced
fdeas of fairness to all, began to give pref-
erence to the stenographers in matters of
promotlon, and certain Iinquirles as to the
ability of the seventy-two clerks in the ex-
aminers’ rooms to perform the duties of
clerks, typewriters and stencgraphers h_aH
led to the present rumors concerning dis-
missals.

In the absence of the commissioner it is
impossibie to obtain accurate information
as to the further steps to be taken to right
the wrong claimed to have heen done the
better clerk.

In the spring the work in the office had
increased to such an extent, more especially
in the clerieal divisions, that it was found
impossible to furnish substitute typewriters
for examining divisions, Accordingly these
thirty-aix divislons were formed into twelve
groups of three divislons eaeh, the Lhree
eclerks and three stenographers In each
group being responsible for the work of
that group.

This appears to have been but a prelimi-
nary to making each division self-support-
ing. No division ecan be self-supporting, it
is clalmed, undess its clerk is at least a
typewriter; and as this 1s true In only about
two-thirds of the divisions, several changes
will evidently have to be made, by transfer
or otherwise, to secure the desired result.
Commisstoner Duell, from his well-known
kindheartedness, 1s not likely to work any
hardship to a deserving clerk, even to pro-
duce a wholesome change.

NO SYMPATHETIC STRIKE ORDERED

Chieago Bullding Trades Unions Dis-
cuss Brickmakers’ Troubles.

CHICAGO, July 31.—While the strike of
the local brickmakers may result in calling
out the building trades unions of the city,
numbering about 30,000 men, the conference
held today between the business agents rep-
resenting the various crafts terminated
without a definite decislon In regard to the
matter. With one accord the delegates re-
fused to disclose the incidents of the meet-
ing, but it is believed that the majority of
the bullding trades representatives argued
against striking Iin sympathy with the
brickmakers, inasmuch as the latter are
merely trying to foree ten non-union yards
to recognize their organization. A strike
would affect many unlon industries, and
these labor leaders do not belleve, it is said,
that the time for this is at hand.

FOR THE QUEEN TO DECIDE,
Home Seeretary Answers Question Re-
garding Mrs, Maybrick's Liberation.

LONDON, July 31.—In the house of com-
mons today Mr. Michael Davitt, nattonalist,
asked what actlon the government of the
United States had taken in behalf of Mrs,
Florence Maybrick, the American woman
now undergoing sentence of imprizonment
for llife after having been convicted of poi-
soning her husband; whether petitions had.
been received from public bodies and per-
sons in America, and If the secretary of
gtate for home affairs, 8Bir Mathew White
Ridley, would present the papers to the
house with the government's replies.

The home secretary answered the ques-
tions, saying representatlons had been
made In favor of Mrs. Maybrick by the
American government, through the [Tnited
States ambassador here, Mr. Joseph H.
Choate, and that numerous representations
hag been made by private individuals., But,
he added, it would be contrary to practice
to present papers dealing with the exercise
of the royal prerogative.

CARS STONED AT CLEVELAND.
Another OQOutbreak of Lawlessness
Over Street Car Strike Yesterday.
CLEVELAND, Ohio, Juiy 31.—Beyond an
outbreak in the Polish settlement, which
was promptly suppressed by the militia, the
night passed without serious trouble. Many
cirs were stored In the suburbs, but so far
as learned no one was injured. A muob
which formed on Fleet street in the south
lend of the eily, was disperzed by the mili-
tia with fixed tayonets and a number of the

r.ngleaders arrested.

Several Cleveland military companies wiil
probably be relieved from duty today by
Adjutant General! . Axline. The troops
which have been brought here from other
cities wiil be retained until all danger of
ricting is past. Even then the outside com-
pantes will be withdrawn gradually.

FOR TEACHING LATIN

The Head of St John's College Order-
ed'to Paris.

ROLES OF fHE CHRISTIAN BROTHERS

La Salle’s Order Against the Classics
Being Enforced.

THE AMERICAN POSITION

St. John's College, in this city, has suf-
fered a severe loss, Brother Fabriclan, for
ten years in charge of that institution, hav-
ing been deposed from his ofice and order-
ed to appear before Brother Gabriel-Marie,
the superior general of the Christian
Brothers, in Paris. This action was taken
as a matter of discipline on the part of the
head of that order, who, since his eleva-
tion to his present office, kas endeavored to
sirictly apply the rules of government es-
tublished by La Salle, the founder of the
Christlan Brothers.

La Salle's Instructions.

The Christian Brothers were organized
into a soclety of the Roman Catholic
Church early in the last century. La Salle
founded it as a brotherhood of lay men,
whose purpose was to give the children of
peasants an elementary education. In or-
der to restrict the work of the order to
this field of usefulness the study of Latin
was forbidden. This restriction, it is sald,
was alsn to prevent the order getting iu
the control of the priesthood, for no priest
can be ignorant of Latin. For many gen-
erations the order thrived under these reg-
ulations. Thirty wvears ago, however, the
study of Latin and the classics was taken
up in this country, and the teaching of
these courses progressed rapidly. In thirty-
nine of about ferty-four such Institutions
for higher education in this eountry Latin
and the classics are taught. There are a
great number of schools maintained by
the brotherhood which do not give instrue-
tion in these higher branches, the Catholic
parochial school system of the country
gencrally being under them.

Brother Fabriclan is the ninth member of
the Christian Brotherhood of America to be
deposed during the past spring and present
summer for their failure to cease teaching
Latin and the eclassics, and unless other
heads of similar institutions bow 1o the
will of the superior general in France like
diseipline will be enforced om them and
they will be ordered to obscure places, with
instructions to teach a prescribed course.

The American Position,

The American Brotherhood defend their
action by the claim that they are ecarrving
out the spirit of the instructions of the
founder of their order, that being the edu-
cation of poor boys.

_'I'he)' claim that times have changed
since La Salle laid down his rules of gov-
ernmant. and that if he were alive today
he would approve whet they are doing.
They say that there is in America no
peasant class, and that every boy, no mat-
ter how poor he may be. aspires to as good
an education as any other boy, and it is
'thrrir purpose to give such an education.
'ney will tight the ruling of the superior
general before the propaganda at Rume
rext Novembwr, the bishop of Tennossoe
having been delegated to appear before the
propaganda and argue their case.

PRINCE LEADS CONSPIRACY

Pak Young Hyo Instigates Late Dynamite
Outrages in Seoul.

SAN FRANCISCO, July 31.—Oriental ad-
vices by the steamer Gaelic contain the
following:

YOKOHAMA, July 13.—Advices from
Beoul, the capital of Corea, glve the de-
tails of a sertes of dynamite outrages
there, evidently the work of a band of con-
spirators, whose head is Prince Pak Yung
Hyo, and whose efforts were directed lo
demolishing the homes of the premier and
members of the royal houschold depart-
ment. About 1030 o'clock Thursday night
the ecity of Secul was thrown into a state
of great excitement by six terrific explos-
ions,

An Investigation disclosed the fact that
attempts had been made to wreak ven-
geance on Sin Ko Sin, the present premier,
Pak-Ki-Yang, and Pak-Chung-Yong, mem-
bers of the household department, by blow-
ing up their residences.

The explosions were repeated in different
parts of the eity on the 10th, 12th and 13th
of the month of June, the last being in the
Louse of Prince Pak, which demolished a
part of the building, Injuring two coolles,

Police investigations in ths latter case
led to the arrest of seventeen persons, of
whom six were women. Two of those ar-
rested were injured coolies and to the as-
tonishment of the police it was discovered
that they had made the bombs used in
the outrages in the house of Prince Pak,
and were engaged in making more when
the explosion oecurred. Of the other fif-
teen, one had econfessed that the whole of
the plot was hatched at the house of
Prince Pak Yung Hyo, and that some of
the meén who are under arrest are the
men who have been laying the bombs
about In the streets.

SAMPSON'S .PRIZE MONEY

A Suit Filed Libeling the Spanish Vessel
Maria Teresa

On Behsalf of Himself and the Officers
and Men in the Santiago
) Naval Engagement.

Rear Admiral Willlam 7T. Sampson has
filed & suit in the Supreme Court of the Dis-
triet of Columbia,llibeling the Spanish vessel
of war, Maria Teresa, and miscellaneous
stcres and supplies captured upon her and
other Spanish war vessels, In his suit he
claims that in his ewn behalf, and also in
the behalf of all the officers and enlisted
men of the United States navy who served
with the United States naval force and
took part in the naval engagement off San-
tiago de Cuba on July 3, 1888, and in cap-
tures made subseguent thereto, and also
50 far as he is by law permitted on behalf
of the United States, he brings this libel
against all persons clalming any Interest
in the prize property.

Admiral Sampson says that the fleet of
the United States was acting under his im-
mediate command as commander-in-chlef;
that Commodore Winfield 8. Schley was the
commanding officer of a division of the flect
tnder his orlers and Capt. French E. Chad-
wick was fleet captain or chief of staff. He
enumerates the following vessels as com-
pesing _he fleet: The New York, commani-
ed by Capt. Chadwick; the Brookiyvn, com-
manded by Capt. Cook: the Texas, com-
manded by Capt. Fhilip; the Jowa, com-
manded by Capt. Evans: the Indiana, by
Capt. Taylor: the Oregon, by Capt. Clark;
the Gloucester, by Lieut. Commander
Wainwright: the Hist, by Lieut.

RATE OF INTEREST

An Advance From Four to Four and a Half
Per Cent.

-
Some Reasons Advanced to Explain

the Change Which Has Taken

Plince in the Loral Market.

Four per cent money is not to be had any
longer In this clty, at least for the present.
The rate for those who wish to borrow has
now advanced to 414 per cent. Some woeeks
ago, under the pressure of abundance of
funds and a slight demand for 1t. the rate
gradually sunk to 4 per cent. This was
quite a change In this city, where up to
some two years ago the prevailing rate was
6 per cent, although, of course, loans were
made at a less rate just as recently loans
have been made for less than 4 per cent,
and also some have been made at a higher
rate.

Still, the rate for the average loan has
been recognized to be 4 per cent. Now,
however, it i3 said there has been an ad-
vance, and 4% i being asked. for money
loaned under the same conditions as a short
time ago 4 per cent was demanded. The
cause of the change Is attributed by
some, broadly not to local conditions, but
to the sympathetic influence of the New
York market, where money rates have
stiffened lately,

It is sald that this is liable to happen at
this time of the year as the demand for
money quickens owing to the need (or it in
the moving of the crops and in the buying
for the fall, which begins about this time.
It is thought that under these circum-
stances local bankers have reached the con-
clusion that money is going to be dearer,
and so in anticipatton have advanced the
rates. In this view the present advance
may be only a temporary character, as it
may be found the business conditions will
not warrant a continuance,

The change Is aiso accounted for by the
fact that under the Improved conditions
which have prevaiied here In business for
some time past the money which was in
such abundance in the banks has found,
to a large extent, an outlet, and the ad-
vance in the rate Is looked upon as an
evidence of the lessening in the amount
of avallable money. It is said by thuse
who hold this view that the large sums
of money which were placed in the local
Hrancial institutions as the result of the
sales of sireet railway and electric light-
ing properties which were closed out dur-
ing the past few months have now found
an mvestment and that the amount of
money available {s not so lacge as {1 was,
However, men who are in a position to know
say thal money is still abundant here and
that the change in the rate of Interest is
nol «due o ils scarcity, but is probably
caused by the sympathy with the advance
in the New York rate.
