Ohicgo Invites Many Prominent Men to
rail Fetivail.

President McKinley',&dmirals Dewey,

Schley and Sampson and

Cervera Are Expeeted.

CHICAGO, August 1.-The members of
the fall festival committee are confident
that Admiral Dewey will accept their Invi-
tation to be present at the laying of the
ccrnerstone of the new federal building.
Postmaster Gordon. chairman of the fed-
eral committte, is In possession of an in-
formal notice to the effect that the admiral
will accept.

It Is expected that Admiral Dewey will
arrive in New York on September 27, and
will spend three or four days in that city.
From there he will go to Washington,
where a sword will be presented to him by
the people of that city. October 4 has been
selected as the date of the admiral's de-
parture for Chicago. On the same day that
Admiral Dewey leaves Washington two
other special trains prepared for the oc-
casion will leave that city. one bearing the
Presideat and the members of his cabinet
and the other the judges of the Supreme
Court and other prominent invited guests.
The three trains will travel over different
reads.
A meeting of the federal committee will

be held this week and an invitation will be
sent to Admiral Cervera through Minister
Storer. who will be asked to use all his in-
fiucnc2 to have the admiral accept the invi-
tation. Admirals Sampson and Schley
already have been invited, and the commit-
tee hopes that the four admirals will meet
in the city. An invitation will be sent also
to ex-President Sanford B. Dole of Hawaii
through San Francisco.
The committee which conveys the invita-

tion of the federal committee to President
Diaz of Mexico will be selected during the
week. Preparations for its departure
already have been made and transportation
facilities se'ured. The committee will leave
the city on Friday, August 11, for the City
of Mexico.

The first one made its ap-
pearance at 47th street and Indiana avenue
early last week. Now they are as common
as screen doors.
An inquisitive citizen who could not fig-

ure out what on earth this fantastic decor-
ation was for nearly went crazy as theyincreased in number. He was curious over
the first one he saw. Presently he noticed
another. Then he began 'watching for
them and counting. Soon he began to
dream about them. Then he asked his
friends what they were for. Nobody knew.
At last he could stand it no longer. le
walked into a restaurant at 47th street and
Lake avenue.
"I know T'm Ignorant, and I suppose it's

none of my business-but what are those
paper flaps on the screen door for?" lie
asked of a pretty waiter girl.
"Flies," said the girl. with an expres-sion of wonder on her face.
"How-why-what?" gasped the inquisi-tive citizen.
"Why," said the girl wearily, "they flapin the draught and scare the flies awayfrom the door, so that when any one opensit they ain't there to fly in. See?"

Gen. Torres, commander -of the first mil- 1
tary zone, which includes Sonora, Sinaloa
Lnd Lower California, who was in the field
vith the 12th Regiment, is reported amonghe slain.
No information is obtainable as yet of
he number of fighting Indians under arms,>ut if the outbreak is of the proportionsof the war ended in 1897, the number mayye placed at between three and four
housand. This outbreak is a surprise to
he state and army officials.

ires as to the total number killed to date,
out the estimate at fifty on each side Is
iot considered excessive.

ind central Colorado. .oocal storms, ac-3ompanied by excessively heavy rains, have
)roved damaging in Alabama, western
Florida and southern New Jersey. Not-
withstanding these conditions, the week
nay be said to have been, upon the whole,
,enerally favorable, the most unpromisingreports being received from the Dakotas,where high temperatures and lack of mois-
:ure are being seriously felt.
While corn would be benefited by rains
n central Illinois and portions of Missouri,Iowa, Nebraska and South Dakota, the
2rop has made satisfactory progress in theprincipal corn states, a marked improve-nent being reported from the states of the
)hio valley. Iowa also reports a decided
mprovement, and the outlook in Kansas
s considered the best for a number of
vears. Early corn is now n'atured as far
iorth as Missouri and sduthern Illinois.

Messrs. Daggett & Dugan, who hold the

Warner Stutler, superintendent of the Dis-
rict street cleaning department, of falling
o observe and carry out the requirements
>f the contract, were given a hearing today
)y the Commissioners. The hearing was
iot concluded, an adjournment being taken
intil 1t o'clock tomorrow morning. in order
:o enable the contractors to prepare to
meet certain specifications of the charges
if which they claimed to be unaware.
The contractors were represented at to-

lay's hearing by Attorneys Wilson and
E-oehling, and, at their suggestion. Mr.Daggett made a statement designed to cov-
tr the charges filed by Mr. Stutler, explain-
ng that the whole trouble seemed to be
lue to what he termed is a forced construe-ion of the specifications of the contract.
lie claimed that he and his partner every
lay go over the whole area, about 1,20)AOt
;quare yards, which they are required tolaily clean, and thoroughly clean it, al-
:bough, he admitted, that they do not
tprinkle the whole area, and only sweep
tnd clean those portions of the area which.
n their opinion, stands in need of cleaning.
Ar. Daggett felt that Mr. Stutler has noright to compel him to clean streets which
ire already, in the opinion of the contrac-
ors, clean; "for," as Mr. Daggett put it,
'you can't clean something that is already
,lean."
Superintendent Stutler's Position.
In reply to this Mr. Stutter explained
hat he could not conscientiously recom-
nend payment to the contractors for areas
ver which they never worked. Mr. Stut-
er also stated that, in his opinion, the
ontractors are required to go over the
xrea and thoroughly clean it by noon eachlay, and where there is a failure to do
hat one-half is deducted from the amount1lowed for cleaning that area, and one-*ourth where the area Is cleaned by mere-
y removing the droppings.
In his statement Mr. Daggett explained

'low the firm had been delayed in sepur-
ng bag carriers. in which the dirt is taken
lp and placed in bags, and he submitted
i number of letters and tclegraius whichmased between the firm and the manuf:turers of the machine-s in support of ih-:ontention of the firm that it had made
,very effort to secure them in time. Whenthe work was first comrmenc.'d, said Mr.Daggett, 140 men were placed on it, anhat number has been inercasr-d from darto day until 155 men are now at work.rhe firm, he stated, does not question theight of the Commissloners to approve de-luctions for failure to provide a sufficient
rlumber of bag carriers or for failure to
emove the dirt promptly and thoroughly.Mr. Daggett alsp admitted that the firm

not fully equipped with bag carriirs.While a man can ordinarily, in his opoinin,

nonth, and until they struck. on the 21st
f last month, he was not aware that the
nen were dissatisfied. Heretofore, he said,he men have been paid weekly, and the
ontractors twice a month, and he denied
he charge that the men were forced byhe firm to deal at a store run by the firm.

Store Run at a Loas.
