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PATH OF A STORM
Much Damage From Rain, Hail and

Wind.

TREES AND HOUSES QYERTURIED

Wide Extent of the Devastation in
District and Maryland.

SOME NARROW ESCAPES

Washington was visited by a severe rain,
hail and wind storm yesterday afternoon
about 4:::0 o'clock that did more damage
than has been done by a storm since the
tornado September 2a, IS1iM. In some sec-
t. ns the damage done yesterday was even

greater than that done by the storm three
years ago. Houses were unroofed. window
panes smashed and trees were blown down
by the wholesale. Thousands of branches
were blown from trees and some streets
were rendered impassable. Police reports
cf the damage done are necessarily incom-
plete and the amount of damage done can-

not be estimated. So heavy was the down-
pour of water that sewers were choked
and the streets were flooded. Many cellars
and basements of houses were water-soak-
ed and leaky roofs let through water
enough to do considerable damage. Per-
haps the most serious damage done was in
the county, where green houses and hot bed
glass ectuld not stand the continued pelting
of the big hail stones. Then, too, the grow-
ing crops suffered. Whole fields of corn
were laid low or severely cut, while can-
teloupes and tomatoes were literally ruined.
Some fruits and vegetables, gathered after
the storm and taken to market this morn-
ing, showed with what force they had been
attacked by the hail stcnes. On the lines
of street cars the motormen and conduc-
tors were obliged to remove fallen trees
and broken limbs in order that their cars
might get along. Telegraph and telephone
wires A ere disabled and for some time af-
ter the storm the telephone service was not
in goed shape. Early this morning the Dis-
trict had a force of men at work removing
the debris and many citizens got in a sup-
ply of wood for the winter.

Weather Furean Statistics.
The report of the weather bureau last

night showed that thunder storms were

prevaler.t between central Virginia and cen-
tral New York. According to the report
the wind reached a velocity of forty-two
miles an hour. The rainfall, which lasted
only a short time, registered .i2 of an inch.
A n ,ticeable feature of the storm, as shown
in the weather bureau report, was the line
of violence. which was sharply marked.
The severity tf the :torm was felt in the
northeastern section of the city, east of fith
street. The temperature yesterday regis-
tered Mt degrees at the highest and 71 at
0. I. in the evening. The report says:

S , viol.ent and sud-
den nas the windstorm that pedestrians
wer,' forced t". take refuge In stores and
private dwellings to keep from being blown
away. The overhead wires suffered. and,
it is rentorted. some live ones were blown
d..wn atross the streets. endangering the
lives of pedestrians.
In the vicinity of the National Base Ball

Park the wind did considerable damage.
Some of the fencing was carried away and
two houses just north of the park were un-

roofed. Two local clubs were playing a
game of ball and a number of the specta-
tors took refuge in the office of Mr. Wag-
ner. Between the base ball grounds and
Brightwood the storm seemed as severe
as it was in the eastern section. William
Freeman's green houses were almost com-

pletely wrecked so far as the glass was
concerned, and his loss will amount to
something like $1,000. The Brightwood
Hotel was denrived of most of its glass,
and the school only a short distance away
was deprived of part of its roof. In the
neighborhood of Brightwood many private
residences were damaged, and a wall be-
tween two houses in course of erection was
blown down.
Mrs. Annie Ammon and her two children,

living on the Anacostia road, narrowly
escaped being killed. Their home, a frame
structure, was unroofed. and the occupants
then left the house and braved the storm
to the house of a neighbor. Hardly had
they left the damaged house when they
heard a crash. Loo~king back, they saw
their home a mass o~f broken timber. At
Twining City a new building that was un-
Iccuie~id was unroofed. In Anacostia the
roof o.f D. Shanahan's tin shop was blown
off. There were numerous other inslances
in andl about Anacostla and Twining City
of losses caused by the storm. Some of the
green houses In this section suffered nul
truck farmers lost heavily.

some damage was done about the vicinity
of the power house of the Columbia road.
The current of this line was shut off for a
few minutes during the storm, and many
department clerks who were in the cars
experienced some ditieulty keeping out of
the water. Several streets between the
Capitol and Lincoln Park were obstructed
by broken trees and many window panes
were shattered. South of East Capitol
street. all the way to the river, the trees
suffered, and many cords of wood were cut
today. The stables of the herdic company
a) 10th and C streets were damaged, part
of the roof being blown away.
In addition to le blowing down of several

telephone poles in this section, the storm
injured one man. He is Ernest Duckett,
colored, thirty-four years old. He was
working in a building at 15th and G streets
that was unroofed, and was struck by a
piece of timber, injuring him Internally.
The police removed him to the Washington
Asylum Hospital for treatment.

In the Southwest.
In the southwest section the damage was

not great. The trees In the Smithsonian
grounds were not even badly treated. Many
branches were broken, but very few of the
trees were uprooted. The damage In the
Agricultural grounds was greater than in
the adjoining park. While considerable
damage was done in the northern part of
the city the northwest section was more
fortunate than the northeast. In addition
to the damage done about the base ball
park, the roof of the cadets' armory on 0
street was taken off, and Felix A. Heley's
drug store at 9th and P streets was simi-
larly treated. Part of the boardwalk on
Grant avenue was carried away and the
trees In Howard University grounds suf-
fered from the effects of the high wind. J.
T. Hoge, a letter carrier, was near the
university grounds with his horse and bug-
gy during the storm. Trees fell about him,and he narrowly escaped injury. A horse
attached to a buggy belonging to George P.
Killian of 121t 7th street northwest ran
away from the corner of 10th and F streets
during the storm. At 10th and E streets
the horre was caught by Policeman Coch-
ran, after the buggy had been injured and
a letter box had been demolished.
Today the police are making written re-

ports of the damage done by the storm, and
when these are all finished an estimate of
the amount of damage done may be made.

Damage at the Asylum.
Mr. W. H. Stoutenburgh, the intendent

of the Washington Asylum, reported to
the District Commissioners today that the
storm which struck the city about 4:31) yes-
terday afternoon inflicted damage amount-
ing from $2,54m, to $300X to the institution.
In response to his request, the Commis-
sioners have authorized him to make the
repairs made necessary by the storm at
once.

According to Mr. Stoutenburgh's report,
the east side of the nurses' home was par-
tially unroofed, and the building and fur-
niture were damaged by water. The tin
roof, rafters and sheeting on the north end
of the cow barn were blown away, and
ahout the same damage inflicted upon the
horse stables. The covered gateway con-
necting with the carpenter shop was de-
stroyed, and the roof of the shop blown off.
The roof of the boiler house was taken
off, and the smokestack blown down.
One side ard end of the brick work were

blown down,. and the steam boiler damaged
to such an extent that it cannot be used
until repaired. The roof of the balke shop
was also blown off and its chimney de-
stroyed, and repairs must be made before
the olen ei. be used. The hal: and wind
brok" vcry many panes of glass in lt
different huildings cn the asylum ground-
ard in th greenhouses.

The "Dilly Barber" had great cir-
cumference of trunk. She was hollow and
four men could stand upright within her.
The "Dolly Barber" was used extensively
by surveyors as a starting point for all thelines run in her section. She was namedafter the famous beauty, "Dolly Barber,"who attained a notoriety many years agothrough her physical charms and daringescapades.

They Had a Narrow Escape.
Jacob Diemer and' Henry Berens were

caught in the squall Wednesday afternoon
while out fishing in a sailboat. The wind
played havoc with the sails, tearing them
entirely away, and the boat nearly cap-sized three or four times.

The Storm at Kensington.
KENSINGTON, Md., August 3, 189J.

Ten minutes' violent strm wrought havoc
in Kensington and vicinity yesterday af-
ternoon. Hundreds of trees were uprooted
or split and stripped of branches and
leaves. Fields of growing crops were flat-
tened by wind or guttered by the down-
pour. Fruit ,trees had their loads scattered
far and wide. Scarcely a house escaped
without broken windows and wrecked chim-
neys. Nearly all the windmills in town
were torn down, that of Mr. J. W. Town-
send carrying with it the porch which
reached entirely across the back of his
house. Great danmage was done to thneprinting office of the Montgomery Press.
The entire front of the building, which is
a brnck omne, was blown In, and bricks were
scattered both without and within. The
front door of the store building in the town
hail, occupied by Mr. J. W. Hopkins, was
also blown In, A dayton belonging to Mr.
H. K. Maninakee was carried by the wind
across the railroad track and coxmpletely
demolished. The Agricultural Department's
experiment station here, under the charge
of Mr. W. W. Tracy. was nalmost washed
aiway), aind the electric car tracks running
through that portion of the town were
flooded by three feet nof water.
At Capitol VIew, a short distance from

Kensington, a nearly completed dwelling
house was unroofed and practically torn
to pieces, while three men, who had taken
refuge in it. narrowly escaped injury. At
the home of Mr. Pratt the kitchen was
'torn away from the body of the house, and
a redhuit cook stove sent flying throtugh
the air.

Diamiage in Montgomery County.

ROCK VILLE, Md., August i, 1899.
Between 4 and 3 o'clock yesterday after-

nonon this conunty was visited by a storm of
tunusual severity. The downpour of rain
amounted almost to a cloudburst, and it
was naccompanied by a terrific wind, and in
some sections by hail. The storm spread
over nearly the entire county, and was the
worst since tine tornado of three years ago.
In Rockville and vicinity there was no hail,
and the damage in this section was very
slight, amounting to nothing more than in-
juries to trees. In the lower' part of the
county the storm was terrific. In this sec-
tion a great quantity of hail fell and grow-
ing crops were almost completely destroyed.
A large number of trees were also uprooted
and several houses were unroofed. At Ken-
sington several wind mills were blown over
and the brick building In which the Mont-
gomery Press is located was considerably
damaged. At Capitol View a house In
course of construction by Mr. Robert Head
was blown over. The storm was not severe
In the upper section of the county, and but
little damage was done there. An out-
building belonging to Mr. Fred Pratt wasdestroyed.

Struck by Lightning.

FALLS CHURCH, Va., August 2. 1890.
The large barn of Mr. William N. Febrey,

near here, was struck by lightning and to-
tally destroyed this afternoon about 5
o'clock. The barn was well filled with feed
and hay and many cattle, as Mr. Febfey Is
largely engaged In the dairy business. All
the cattle were, however, -saved except two.
He also lost a valuable mule. His resi-
dence, situated only about 100 feet from the
barn, was saved with difficulty. Every-
thing was removed from the dwelling and a
heavy rain coming up greatly damaged the
honsehold effects. Mr. Febrey Ines. havi-

ly, as the property was only ally- My-
ered by insurance.

THE STOHR IN -MARYLAWD.

Several Towns E1perelnee Heavy
Rainfall and High Winds.

Between 4 and 5 o'clock yeterday after-
noon the village of Clarksvlile. in Howard
county, ten miles from Ellieott City, was
badly wrecked by a torna o. Mr. A. F.
Lawrence of No. 6 West Saratoga street,
Baltimore, who resides at Paradise, Catons-
ville, was driving in a dayton wagon at the
time and experienced the full force of the
storm. He was blown out .b the -vehicle,
but not hurt. The wind carried him some
distance like a feather. 74 wagon cover
was torn to shreads and the vehicle over-
turned. Mr. and Mrs. Snyder, who were
riding with him, were both badly bruised,
but not seriously injured. Mrs. Snyder's
nose was broken.
Mr. Lawrence says: "The storm was the

most severe ever experienced in this part of
the country. Fully a third of the village
was wrecked. The Methodist Episcopal
Church was torn to pieces, the Catholic
Church was unroofed and' two or three
dwelling houses were swept away. The
house of Mrs. Dorsey in the village was
damaged and a new dwelling house in pro-
cess of erection by Mr. Zetts was wrecKed.
A country wagon loaded with farm produce
was overturned and trees were so thickly
strewn about that the highway was ren-
dered impassable. A large cherry tree in
the village, five' feet in diameter, was torn
up by the roots.
The duration of the storm was between

fifteen minutes and half an hour.
Near Guilford, also in Howard county, a

mammoth barrack on the farm of Johh
Selling was struck by lightning, torn to
pieces and burned, with its contents. Thos.
H. Hunt's barrack not far distant had the
end torn out by the wind and lightning, but
the building and its valuable contents were
saved.
Reports from the swept district say the

terrific force of the wind, twisting and
rending everything in its course, was never
surpassed. Continuous thunder roared -or
half an hour, and in the war of the ele-
ments there was rain and hail and a driv-
ing mist of the nature of snow, all causing
the greatest alarm. No person could keephis footting out of doors and there was im-
minent peril in such a storm in any house.
The storm did not cover more than seven-

ty-five or 100 yards in its sweep. The wind
came from the north or northwest.
Damage in Washington County.
A dispatch from Hagerstown says: One

of the most disastrous hailstorms in many
years passed over the northern section of
Washington county, Md., between 3 and 4
o'clock yesterday afternoon, doing a great
deal of damage. The wind blew with ter-
rifi: force. Hagerstown escaped. Hail two
inches thick by actual measurement fell
around Leitersburg, covering the ground.
Some of the stones were an inch in diam-
eter. Acres of corn were partially ruined.
and some of the farmers say they will not
get half a crop. The hail cut off all the
blades, leaving nothing standing but the
hare stalk and half-developed ears. Hun-
ureds of bushels of apples, plums and other
fruit were knocked from the trees, dying
birds hit by the hail were found lying on
the ground, and large trees were uprooted
and denuded of their branches. Lowlands
were inundated, and the roads badly
washed.

Hail in Frederick.
A heavy wind, rain and hail storm of

much violence visited Frederick about 4
o'clock yesterday afiernoon. For fifteen
minutes the rain came down in sheets, fly-
inr, with blinding fury, tinUgh the air.
Old residents say it was the heaviest
downpour they have ee s-rn in such a
chort :t.pace ot time. Munh hail fell about
the size of marbis. lorses and cattle in
the lit-ds suffered from, the p telting. and
s:everal teams in Urederit-k rail off. Many
trees were blown down in the city, and re-
ports from lie county statd that much
nonage was done the torn ami garden
Iruck, atil many trees and 'outbuildingsarad lences were blown down. A good natnytelephone wires were prostrated.

'he Storm at Other Points.
During the progress of the camp meeting

at- Washington Grove, in Montgomery
county. the thunder stornN, accornpanled by
hail and lain, scattered the worshipers to
tneir tents.
At Cumberland, M(1., the rain stormmoved the hjouse of Jcshuk Turner, in SouthCurnherland, nearly f rm -its foundationand bent many trees over to the ground.Some roofs were torn off.
A cloudburst, acccmpanied by violentwind and vivid lightning, visited Hyatts-ville and vicinity between 4:31 and 5 o'clock.For fifteen minutes the sheet of rain cut offthe vision 30 feet distant. This was fol-lowed by hail as large as pigeon eggs. The

streets were flooded Several inched. Theelectric current of the City and Suburban
railway was grounded, interrupting travelfor an hour or nire.

In Cumberland County, Pa.
A dispatch from Carlisle, Pa., says: A

terrific storm passed over the western sec-
tion of Cumberland county yesterday after-
noon. Newburg, a thriving village, was de-
vastated by the violent winds. Cornfields
were laid low, fences demolished, trees up-rooted and buildings blown down.
The United Brethren Church roof wasblown off and landed some distance away.As far as known now there were no fatali-ties, although many persons escaped in amost miraculous manner. A portion of thisstorm passed over Carlisle but most of itsfury had been spent.
THE STORM IN NEW YORK.

T'wo Killed by Lightning-Much Dama-
age by Wind and Rain.

The New York Herald says: This city
for two hours yesterday afternoon was
afloat. From a sky as black as night, which
spread unbroken from horizon to horizon,
there pouredi over New York from 3 o'clock
until 5 a deluge of rain which speedily
transformed sidewalks into turgid torrents
and roadways into rushing fioods. The rain
was preceded and accompanied by a gale
of considerable force.
At Coney Island, Rockaway and the near-

by resorts it caud'ht all unprepared the
thousands of excursionists who had beendriven to the seaside by the heat of themornmng and the lprotmise of a pleasant dayheld out by clear skies. At Coney Isla .d
the rainfall was remarkably heavy.In the H-udison valley and in New Jorseyit swept city anti town with territle force.
In lKingston, N. Y., the storm was the

most severe ever known.At South Rand-out, near Kingston, a bolt of lightningstruck the river and shot over the surfaceof the water to a boat at H-illerbrain'sshipyard, on which were at work fourteentmen. All were hurledl from the boat to the
Wharf.

Mount Coelum, the heaiglful countryhome of John E. Van Etten, was struck

by lightning and destroyed.
Between Bbtokan and Bicleville there was

a washout on the Western and Delaware
railroad, which delayed traing for'the Cats-
kill mountains more than an hour and ahalf.
In Chautauqua county~field,'and orchards

were ruined by the hali'stones, which werefully an inch in diameter'. 'A house was
struck by lightning and etrgyed near Be-
mus Point. The occupn-s escaped. The
storm was particularly heavy on the lake.
In Sehenectady lightning truck several

buildings and two perscfsg ire stunned.
In Cahajoharie five btzlldings were struck,in one of which Peter Van Schaiek's son,thirteen years old, was stunned by light-ning.
In Dover, N. 3., Harry MIller. twelve

years old-, was struck by lightnInig arid in-
stantly killed. He was riding on a wagonload of oats with Monroe Hill, a farmer,and Hill was stunned- and the horses were
killed.
In Long Branch lightning struck Alpheus

Borden's cottage. -.Every room except oneIn the cottage was destroyeod by the bolt.
In this room Mrs. Borden's youngest child
Say asleep and was not harmed.
Mrs. Borden, her daughter Abbi~e, Mrs.

1iereely that eighty cars were destroyed.

Gale at Elliabeth, NI. J.
A dispatch from Elizabeth, N. J., last

night says: A tornado swept over this city
this afternoon, doing great damage. Houses,
churches, factories and all buildings in the
storms' path, which was three blocks wide,
suffered.
The storm came from the southwest and

passed to northeast Its velocity was eighty
miles an hour, and its duration ten min-
utes. The towers of the First Presbyterian,
Third Presbyterian and Central Baptist
churches were thrown down. The Lyceum
Theater was totally unroofed, and the Star
Theater roof was ripped off and hurled two
blocks away. Scores of dwelling houses
were without roofs. The streets are filled
with the debris. Trees and electric poles
went down before the gale.
The roof was lifted off a three-story shirt

factory in which several score of girls and
men were at work, and the building was
blown five inches out of plumb. There was
a panic in the building, but all escaped in-
jury.
In many cases the wind. after unroofing

houses, whipped all the furniture out of
the upper stories and scattered bureaus.
bedsteads and chairs through the air and
deposited them in streets and yards many
blocks distant.
The streets are almost impassable be-

cause of debris. Electric wires are c.. 'ed
In a fearful tangle, mixed with wrecked
portions of houses. roofs, cornices, furni-
ture and small buildings which were whip-
ped from their foundations and plied in the
streets and against the sides of buildings
against which they landed. The rain which
poured down Into the houses and buildings
that were unroofed half filled many of the
cellars and ruined everything in the lower
floors.
No one was killed or seriously hurt, but

many persons were slightly injured by be-
ing struck by flying debris.

HIGH TEMPERATURE.

The question of putting this city in a

better sanitary condition and of taking pre-
cautionary measures against the possible
advent of yellow fever is engaging the at-
tention of the city authorities. Since in-
spectors from Washington were detailed to
watch the cars and steamboats coming up
from southern Virginia citizens have been
spiecultting as to what disposition would be
made of a yellow fever suspect should one

be discovered upon the arrival here of a

train or steamboat. It has been suggested
that such suspects would be detained here.
but Mayor Simpson this morning derided
the idea: saying that under no condition
would it be allowed. Yesterday afternoon
Health Officer Miller called a meeting of
the board of health, but, no quorum ap-
pearing. the meeting was postponed until
this afternoon at 4 o'clock. Dr. Miller,
when asked this morning. could not predict
what action would be taken. The questions
to be considered. he said, were the im-
provement of sanitary conditions, and the
prevention of yellow fever. In general Dr.
Miller thought that some recommendation
would be made to the council, which will
probably be called together tomorrow

night. Existing conditions bring up the
matter discussed in council last winter if
the health officer's position and authority.
Mayor Simpson favors a divorcement of
the omtees of physician to the poor and
health officer. and will probably so recom-
mend to council.
