One of the most comical watches 1 ever
Baw was set In a baby's skull, said a jewel-
er.

Twenty-elght
diamonds encircle the watch and two
bands of rubies take the place of teeth.

A certaln soclety lady wears a pretty
watch set in a bracelet of human skin.
The timekeeper has nothing to recommend
it. belng of orthodox type, but the girdie
that hoids it has a history. Composed of
the hide of an African chief, the wearer
guards it with superstitious diligence—it
brings good luck, she says. Rumor goes
that a favorite actress daily wears a watch
the chain to which is made of finely twisted
strands of the tanned skin of a notorious
murideress, <

Losing the second finger of his left hand,
a wealthy gentleman paid an  enormous
price for an artificial member, so artisti-
cally manufactured as to defy any but close
serutiny. To hide the joining of stump
and dummy, he ordered a ring, in which
was set a miniature watch, no larger than
a sixpenny-plece. This baby timekeeper is
of keyless actlon, keeps excellent time,
and fts dial is decorated with blue forget-
me-nots and wild pansies; the hands gilded
and the figures painted deep purple. So
tiny is this wateh, that few notice it—it
seems like a gem of many colors to the
casual eyve, and what is mora to the point,
it hides the disficurement of the wearer.

A watch on a finger-nail sounds like a
penny novelette. Believe me or not, I tell
you that a lady, who frequently orders
rings, brooches, ete., at this establishment,
hoasts a wee chronometer on the third
finger of her right hand.

The watch was given to him
by a lady admirer, and is studded with
Hamnnds, rubles and emeralds,

Perhaps a wateh set In the human body
may sound rather tragical. Yet a minute
specimen of timekeeper wanders wherever
Itz owner wills, as the upper part of the
leg supperts the iiny marker of fleeting
hours, Saffering from cancer, a hole was
left in the thigh after the operation, and
desirous of filling up space our hero es-
tahlished a wateh therein, which s held in
place by a goldan ehain embracing the leg,
easy of removal when winding up and
reguiation are required.

Watches In searf-pins are not uncommeon,
and only a few weeks ago we provided a
gentleran with a pair of cuff-links, a tiny
watch belng placed nn each fastener.

In fancy pins for ladies’ evening wear,
we fregquently establish diminutive time-
keepers, and rather pratiy these look when
the hair is nicely dressed. Watches on the
outside of satchels and purses threaten to
become popular, and dainty chronameters
set in the palms= of gloves are sported in
Paris. We also hear that tiny watches are
to be installed In the borders of handker-
chiefs. readily detached when they require
the attentions of the laundress. This is
going a little too far.

But we know that many continental gen-
tlemen of gffluence are wearing buttons,
every fastener being a timekeeper of some
kind. And watches are being worn as
skirt-pins by ladles. Even garters do not
escape. A pair of dainty silver things
were recently so embellished; the watches
thereon being about the size of a half-
penny, with gem-studded brims and gilt
faces. When I tell you that a lady lately
desired us to fix a watch on her travellng

STORIES 0OI' HEUREALUX,
Characier of the Late Presideant of
Snn Domingo,

Many interesting stories are told of the
late President Heurcaux of San Domingo.
It was observed that when the first an-
nouncemenl was made ot his assassination
tkat the consul representing the San Do-
mingo government in the Uniled States, at
New York, sald that he would want officlal
cenfirmation of the report before saying
anything about it. 'This statement by the
consul recalls the fart that some years
ago Heureaux, who was an absolute die-
tator instend of a president, went out into
the country somewhere, two or three days'
distant from telegraph lines, and caused
the repert to be sent out broadeast that he
had beesn asszesinated. The result was that
Lls maay enemies, including the army offi-
cers and pecple of Influence in his house-
hold, were jubtlating and celebrating the
event with great glee. He took this method
of finding out just who were his enemies
and who were his friends, and the result
was that he had every person whe was
jubilating over his death, whether a per-
;gnla‘l friend or enemy, killed when he came

K.

Another story is told of where he suspect-
ed a regiment of being disloyal to him.
He ordered this regiment out on parade
and surrounded it with the rest of the
army. He thereupen made a speech to the
soldiers, saying that all the officers of this
regiment were found to be disloyal, and ac-
cordingly ordered the men to kill the offi-
cers. This was done very promptly, the
men knowing that their only hope of life
was In obeying the order. He then told the
men that non-commissioned officers were
disloyal and ordered them shot, which was
done by the regiment. He then divided the
reglment up into squads, and had one squad
kill another until the entire regiment was
destroyed. This regiment had Joined in a
slight rebellion raised by some opponent of
Heureaux, and he had taken this method of
ridding himself of it. It is needless to say
that the balance of the army, either
through fear or affection, remained loyal
to him after that.

An officer of the United States govern-
ment was some years ago a visitor in San
Domingo, and became acquainted with
Fresident Heureaux. and relates interest-
ing conversations that he had with him.
This visitor asked him if he did not expect
that he might be nssassinated some time
on account of the method of his govern-
ment. He replied that probably he would
be killed some time, but his method was
the only one by which he could govern
those people, and that in killing off sus-
pected enemies he was merely pro'onging
his own life. He predicted that the time
would come when he would of course be
killed, but meanwhile, he sald, he would
protect himself and his government to the
best of his ability. The visitor also asked
him what would be the result if some man
in the army or some man other than he
should become a candidate for president
at the elections that are held from time to
time, ard should make gpeeches against
Heureaux
shrugzed his shoulders and said that such
a thing was not likely to oeeur. “But SuUp-
pose it should oecenr?” persisted the vis-
itor. Heureaux made a motion with his
thumb across his throat, and without say-
ing a word, emitted a sound like s-8-s-s-t,
and then grinned in a flendish sort of Way.
Heureaux never came to the United States,
saying that he would not be regarded as
president of San Domingo, but would be
considered as a negro in the states,

FREAKS OF LIGHTNING,

Singular Anties Cut by Electrieity
From the Skiex in Mnaine.
From the New York Sun.

PITTSFIELD, Me., July 22 —_Tales of
narrow escapes and strange adventures ex-
perienced by the farmers and woodsmen of
eastern Maine are growcing more plentiful
as the season advances and summer visi-
tors begin to hang hammocks and Chinese
lanterns on the piazzas of their cottages.
During one short thunder shower last week
more than twenty persons were knocked
down and rendered insensible. but among
them all there was not one who was killed
or seriously injured. Dr. Partridge of Stet-
son, who was riding home when the sky
was raining thunderboelts, met a shaft of
lightning on top of Benson's hill. The
horse fell dead in the shafts and the steel
tires were pecled off from the buggy wheels
as If they had been ribhons of paper, hut
the doctor came out unharmed, never sKip-
ping a puff from his cigar from the time
the accident happened until he had reached
shelter in the house of a neighbor.

Charles Curtie of Springfielu, asslsted by
a small dog, was driving his cows home
from pasture when an angry bolt lighted
on a tree above his head, stunning him
until long past milking time. When he re-
covered he found that three of his five cows
had been killed and the dog converted into
a4 shapeless mass of cinders, The metal
callar about the dog's neck had been melted
and lay in the dust in the form of beads
ani buttons. The next day Mr. Curtis was
able to go out and buy cows to fill the va-
cancies which lightning had made in his
herd. Three men were plling hemlock bark
in the woods back of Amherst when the
shower struck with fury. Two of them
wanted to run to camp a hall mile away.
Fred Archer piled some bark sliintwise
against an overturned trec and persuaded
hiz companions to crowd in out of the wet,
While they were smoking their pipes in
safety ughtning broke into the emply camp
and scattered the log walls over an aoere
lat, throwine the camp siove into a gully
ten rads away. In Dedham lightning struck
a pine stub containing u swarm of bees.
The honey beds melted and ran down to
the ground, leaving (he emptly combs .n-
tact. Every bee was killed,

The weather has vied with clectricity in
eutting up queer pranks among the resi-
dents. On the night of July 21 a fros killed
all the beans and other tender vegelables
in northern Aroostook county. In the town
of Blaine, where the farmers rglse large
quantities of late strawherrics for the Buos-
ton markets, the pickers had 1o Wear over-
coals and gloves to keep out the cold. The
sixty  beoted and fpurred amphibious
Woodsmen  who are steering  the west
branch drive to the Bangor sawmills wore
avercoats and mittens for three days. At
the fuet of Hine's pond In Owington the
wentherwise muskrats began to construet
thelr conical mud houses, convineed beyond
doubt thut winter was near at hand.

Built From One Tree.
From the San Franclsco Chroniele,

At Santa Clara, Cal., there is a Baptist '
church which was built of lumber made
from a single giant oak tree, Under its
branches the first Baptist Bervice in thiur.
region was held in 1853,

When It was decided to bulld 4 church
edifice It was thought best to use the site
of the original meecting place,

With appropriate ceremonies the great
tree, whose shade covered an aecre of
ground, was consecrated for its pew pur-
pose. Workmen then cut off the tree
twenty feet from the ground. This big
stump was partially hollow and was al-
lowed to stand for the church tower. A
tapering steeple was built on top of ir.

The upper part of the tree trunk and its
huge branches were sawed up into lumber
for the main body of the chureh.

When the church stood completed, a suh-
stantial building thirty feet wide by sfven-
ty feet deep, 1,200 feet of lumber remalned
unused. A more sturdy building could not
be Imagined. It i= as strong as the old

Yankee Ingenuity Neeffed to Frighten Away
the Bizds.

“A Pencbscot (county crow knows nigh
onto as much as a Maine Frenchmman,”
sald Joel Richardson, « ‘A crow can count
as fur as seven, but he doesn’'t know eight
from eighteen. As for the Frenchman, he
can count up to the end of his fingers and
thumbs, after which he {8 as much lost as
a crow. But, howsomever, I'd a durned
sight ruther try to skeer a Frenchman
than a crow. Ef you creep behind a
Frenchman and yell ‘Mojee’ at him he'll
Jump outen his boots. Try the same thing
on a crow and he will laugh at you from
a tree when you are in the field, and then
come and h'ist all your corn as soon as you
go away.

“My idee is that as a searecrow is intend-
ed to take the place of a man he should be
made to look like a man. He should be
dressed better and have more style about
him. Jest look at it. Ef you want to dress
up a man you take him to a tailor and
have him measured and fitted to a suit.
With a scarecrow it is right the other way.
You take any old suit or parts of two or
three suits, and then hope to make ‘em
into a man by jamming and twisting old
straw out of shape to fit the old clothes. I
don't wonder the scarecrows get discour-
aged and loaf when the farmers are away.
1'd do it myself.”

Mr. Richardson, who has fifty acres of
sweet corn growing for the cannery, says
the Santiago style of searecrow, with
Rough Rider's suilt and wooden Winches-
ter rifle, which was so popular last vear, is
no longer in fashion, the crows seeming to
demand something more gaudy than brown
hemlock garments decorated with brass
buttons. Among the sixteen temperate and
Industrious individuals who are on duty in
his field at present, he thinks a natly little
college student, with high collar and orange
and black blazer, the most useful. The
crows seem to respect the fleld in that
nelghborhood and will not pull corn any-
where near the student unless sorely press-
ed by hunger. The second best man in his
searecrow company is a fat and pompous
citizen with a blue cutaway coat and tall
white hat. This image has a broken glass
tuinbler fastened to his shirt front to serve
for a diamond pin, and, when the sun is
out and the wind blows, the prismatic rays
from the shattered glass flash half way
across the fleld, conveying terror to all the
crows in the neighborhood. A figure of
Unecle Sum dreszed in regulation styvle and
mounted aloft on a bhicycle has proved a
complete failure, a faect which leads Mr.
Richardson to infer that crows are of the
dark-skinned Latin race, which has little
love for liberty of anything else except
corn and corn juices.

While the original creative faculty of con-
structing new and terrifying forms of
scarecrows seems to have departed from
the farmers of Maine for the season of
18659, the corn growers have made up for
the loss along other lines. Many worthy
scarecrows have no doubt been without em-
Pployment at' a time when work is generally
good, but this fget dogs not imply that the
crows have had the full run of the fields
or that the cori'crop will show a marked
shortage at harvest titne. June Is the busi-
est month of the yvear‘for the crows. The
young birds hateh late;in May, and for the
next five weeks the ents are kept busy
hunting food for thefr helpless offspring.
Under ordinary conditions a crow will not
look at corn or any form of vegetable, hut
in hard times, when carrion is scarce and
insects overspry, the Hungry birds are com-
pelled to take anything that offers. Know-
ing this fact, the farmers are beginning to
encompass the tuin of thelr anclent ene-
mies by new and cruel ways.

Judson Hart of Holden put a barrel of
meat offal in hig cornfield at planting time.
When the corn was ready to come up the
mass was full of-creeping things and gave
forth a smell which is: perfume to the nos-
trils of all crows. Then he placed a small
steel trap in the barrel and hitched it by a
long line to a stake’ in the center of his
cornfield. For the next week a sad crow
with a trap attached to ‘one foot clreled
above his growing crop, uttering pitiful
eries.  When the erow died from exhaus-
tion another one was caught and guarded
the fields from Invasion urntil the corn was
too big to be pulled. After Mr. Ha:rt had
caught one crow for sentinel duty he moved
the harrel away and set another trap,
which caught other ecrows that were let out
to the neighbors for 10 cents a day. By
exercising a little Yankee cunning and a
good deal of cruelty Mr. Hart made one
barrel of offul protect his own fields and
rented crows enough to other farmers to
¥ield an income of 8820, The ldea being
too good to keep., he told all about it one
day in Bangor. 1 was a great success.
Before the people of Bangor would allow
Mr. Hart to go hame they took him befare
the courts and compelled him to pay &0
and egsts for cruelty to animals.

James Hengan of Frankfort has sought
safety for his crops and death to erows by
utilizing the eopper teeth of worn-out cat-
tle ecards. The tooth of a catile card is
ke a wire halrpin that is bent to one side
in the middle until it forms a right angle.
Afier boiling corn in sweetened water un-
til It was soft, i inseried one of
these crocked win In every kernel and
then sowed the grain along the rows in
the cultivated fields. The greedy crows,
finding the corn soft and palatable, made a
dash for the grain, swallowing it until the
sharp wires stuck In their gullets. As one
kernel of corn was enotugh to satisty one
crow, and, as Heagan had sowed nearly a
peck, it took but a few days to satinte all
the crows in town. The deceived and suf-
fering birds flew about the flelds for two or
three weeks befare they died. In cozes
where the wire had penetrated toe voeal
organs the crows uttered strange whistles
and reed organ sounds that led bird stu-
dents to believe a new speécies of the genus
carvus had come to Maine. Meantime the
birds grew weary of life and finally died
from starvation.

In Somerset county the farmers have
Preen soaking hard eorn in wood alechol un-
til It was soff and feeding it to the crows,
making them o Intoxicated that they could
not fly away.

She then be-
gins to go on lakz péddling journeys with
her mother, eldér sistr, or responsible fe-
male friend, walking barefoot as many as
fifteen miles a day. At eighteen she is vig-
oroug and toughtas amountain pony, and,
like most mouffzin-Bred women, she is
comely. She ca.ﬁ‘.,l_es é_pw upon her head a
tray and burdengf from 120 to 150 pounds,
earning less tham 30 shillings a month by
traveling fifty miles 4 day as an itinerant
seller. Forty of'fifty’ miles a day, always
bearing a burdep of over 10 pounds—for
stones are added:as the tray is emptied of
merchandise, to maintain the ecustomary
welght—and thig'for #n Income of a franc
a day! Out of 1fils frane she has her food
and sleeping quarters to procure, and her
clothes to get. Twenly francs a year will
keep her in elothes.

A brief chemise and a light eallco robe
constitute her travellng apparel. On her
head she wears a soft toche, or pad, upon
which the talt (tray) is' placed. She wears
no shoes; she needs none. The soles of her
feet are toughened to something like indla
rubber, feeling no asperities of surface, bid-
ding defiance to the sharpest flints. Her

Some Characteristlies of Cascaes, the
Fashionnble Seaxide Watering Place.
From Chambers® Journal.

At Cascaes everybedy who iz anybody
geis up at 5 o'clock, and—in flannels of
every shade and style, white linen coats
and frocks, and such Hke easy and airy
garmonts—wanders down to the Httle sandy
bay to bathe. Here the arrangements are
very primitive. Little flimsy cotton tents,
ton small for an average Englishman to
stand up or turn about in, are pitched
anyhow in a compact mass; they are near-
Iy transparent, and collapse at a puff of
wind or an incautious foot treading on a
guyrope. Their discomfort is intense, yet,
although several Frenchmen have tried to
get a concesslon to put up bathing cahins,
to be removed in winter, they are always
refused, and things go on in the old happy
way.

Trouville and Dieppe, but at Cascaes the
old-fashioned blue serge shapeless gar-
ment of our ancestors is de rigueur. By
7 all is over, the beach deserted and the
tents struck, and the gond folk bhetake
themselves home to breakfast, and then,
with elosed sun blinds, sleep away the heat
of the day. At lepst this is the preva-
lent idea. but should you get a peep be-
hind the jealously closed green shutters 1
fancy you might =ee many a merry card
party, in lght and airy costume, in the
cool and shady north rooms, iced drinks
being much in evidence.

ANIMAL INEBRIATES,
Facts That Prove the Fondness of
Bird and Geuast for Alcohol.
From Tit-Bits.

Many animals, after once having tasted
strong liquor, evinee such a craving for it
that nothing short of a keen supervision
an the part of thelr masters will prevent
their becoming habitual drunkards. It is a
familfar sight outside“some of the large
Zondon brewerles to see the draymen, after
indulging in a draught of ale themselves,
replenish the vessels in order that their
horses may have the same luxury. Some
of these animals show such a liking for it
that they are not content until they have
drunk before their masters: and the lat-
ter, nothing loth, frequently drink from
the same pots.

Rats especially are extremely fond of
spirituous liquors, which, perhaps, ac-
counts for the large number always to be
found in wine cellare. Not long ago the
extensive stores of a Toulouse wine mer-
chant were raided by rats, which complete-
Iy took possescion of the place. It appeared
that some had set to work and gnawed a
hole through one of the barrels, with the
result that in a short time the floors were
running with red wine. The proprietorse,
on making this discovery, set traps, and,
a-.a_thpy thought, caught the culprits,

Not many days afterwards, however, they
found they were mistaken, for the rodents
brgan to arrive in hordes from sll parts of
the town. Before long the place was so
overrun that it had to be vacated until ade-
quate means could be brought to cope with
the plague. After a time the intruders
were dispersed, but not before some hun-
dreds of pounds in liguor had rolled down
the drains in consequence of the many vats
grawed through.

WAYS O0F THE

A Fourteen-Fooi Octupus From Pazet
Sonnd Furnishes the Text,
From the St. Louls Globe-Dhenoerat.

The largest devilfish cavght in many
years in Puget sound was captured this
weekk by rock cod fishermen at the Nar-
rows, near Tacoma. The monster meas-
ures fourteen feet from tip to tip, having
eight arm:z over slx feet long and a body
iwo feet in diameter. The rock cnd are
cianght in water at least M feet deep, and
it I= in depihs like this that the devilfish is
usually found.

Rock cod fishermen use set lines, to which

DEVILFISH,

are attached several hundred hooks, fast-
ened three inches apart, and baited with
herring.  The devilfish sometimes attach

themselves to the baft or the cod or salmen

caught on the hooks. If the devilfish is
abave the bottom, cr if the bottom be =andy
or gravely, he can be raised 1o the sur-

facs when the hooks are pulled up.  If the
botiom is rocky the devilfish simply fastens
himself to the ks and allows himself to

be cul to p the hooks before he
will reiease hi acles and come up. It
frequentiv happ 1t they are tor it

. When the fishermen rafse
one to the surface great care must be taken
that he docs not grab the boliom of the
beat, in which event he might overturn a

I thiz nu

emall boat, or, to get rid of him, the boat
must be tiken ashore and overturned. The
suckers of the devilfish are ithen released

from the boat by the dexterous use of a
large spede, which is shoved beneath them.
The suckers and tentacles are fastened so
lightly 1o the boat as to form a vaenum,
and their release is attended by loud re-
ports like those of a rifie. This is the way
the fishermen releaged the octopus recently
caught.

The wonderful sucking power of the dev-
ilfish is better understood when it is real-
Ized that each of the eight tentacies or
arms s covered with 400 or more suckers,
ranging In size from three inches in diam-
eter near the mouth to the size of a lead
pencil point near the ends. Onece caught
in the powerful grasp of one of these ten-
tacles, nothing, whether it be fish or human
being, is ever released, unless the tentacles
themselves be cut in two and the octopus
slashed to piecez. Even four or five of the
eight arms can be cut off and the monster
will still Hve and thrive, Two summers
age an old gentleman and his two daugh-
ters were cut boating on the Narrows when
an ugly devilfish attacked the boat and at-
tempted to overturn it. He was vigorously
pounded with ®he oars, which seemed to
increase hiz fury, He threw two of his
arms into the boat, and was winding one
of them around the foot of one of the
young ladies when she withdrew just in the
nick of time. Had the monster eaught her
she would have been pulled out of the boat
in a jiffy.

Everything caught by the tentacles s car-
ried to the mouth, just as the elephant per-

forms the same act with his trunk. The
stomach eontains a crude digestive appa-
ratus. The octopus has nelther flesh, blood
nor bope, but seems to be composed of
gristle. The eyves and small head are lo-
cited on the opposite slde from the mouth.
The only use to which the octopus has been
rut o far is to make food for the Puget
Sound Indians. The Siwashes take off the
ouMide skin and boll the remaining mass
of gristle into a stew.

The arch encemics of the octopus are the
dogfish and shark. His only means of de-
fense is the black fluld or ink which he
emits when attacked or in danger. This
Auld discolors the water all around and en-
ables him to escape. Three drops of this
fluid will Impart an inky blackness to a
large pall of water. A GNyv-four-pound deyv-
ilfish caught several years ago had a quart
of this fluld In the Ink =ack located pear
fts intestines. The big devilfish under no-
tice weighed nipety pounds and had nearly
two quarts of the fluld. As found in
Ink sack the fluld = much thicker
