NEWPORT NEWS, Va., August 8.—Re-
ports from the home this morning siate
there are no new cases of vellow fever and
no deaths today. Phoebus sends the same
report.

Sitnation at Norfolk Tmproves.

Special Dispatch to The Evening Star.

NORFOLK, Va., August S.—The yellow
fever situation is considered most encour-
aging. The new case of yesterday did not
renew the excitement, for it was inside the
precinets of the home, to which, it appears,
the scourge has been effectually confined.
Marine hospital experts continue to arrive,
and the corps of immune nursea at the Sol-
dlers’ Home has been largely increased.
The business men of Old Point Comfort
have petitioned the board of health of this
ety to ralse the quarantine. Efforts to this
end have been futile, Norfulk deciding to
take no risk whatever. It is expected that
the fever will have disappeared in an-
other week.

Situation Encouraging.

Dr. Vickery, in charge of the Hampton
Soldiers’ Home, reports to the marine hos-
pital officials that one patient was admit-
ted to the yellow fever hospital yesterday.
The man has been ill for seven days. There
were no deaths. Taken altogether, the offi-
ecials say, the sitnation continues encourag-
ing. 1In the territory surrvunding the insti-
tution the situation likewise continues sat-
isfactory, and, according to reports re-
celved, shows a freedom from any fever
fnfection. The telegrams received by Dr.
Wyman in this connection include the ful-
lowing: Dir. Wasdin says there is nothing
new in Phoebus; Surgeon White expects to
finish the house-to-house Inspectivn  at
Hampton today. There is nothing new at
Hamplon and the surgeon Is hopeful all
will ¢continue well. Surgeon Donaldson,
telegraphing from Lee Hall, Va., says he
has inves ted Yorktown, Graften and
the swrrounding district. He feels justified
i £ that the zone beginning at Grove
1l terminating at Newport News
is entirely clear of infection.

NEW SILVER CERTIFICATE.

Government Turning Out an Artistic
Piece of Work,

The bureau of engraving and printing Is
now engaged in printing a new $2 silver
certificate, which will be ready for Issue
in a few days, to take the place of the
present certificate of that denomination.
The greatest care has been taken by the
officials of the Treasury Department (o
produce a note which would be not only
artistic, but would present as many diffi-
culties as possible to the counterfeiters. It
is noticeable that the note, on both the
face and back, contains more blank space
than probably any other that has been
issued in many years.

The border of the face of the note is
composed of intricate lathework, having
prominent counter numbers in each of the
four corners., The title is incloged In an
ornamental panel of scrollwork, and in the
lower center is a portrait of Washington,
inclosed ir an artistically carved frame.
On either eide of this portrait are figures
representing “agriculture” and “mechan-
ics.”" The border contains uumemus_:'.upn-
cations of the figure and word “Two.” The
note will have a seal and numbers printed
on its face in blue. There will also be a
.arge counter number printed in the same
cclor.

The back of the note iz made up of =even
difterent pieces of geometric lathe and
scroll work, with fine white-faced lettering
and also an engraved panel contzining the
words “United States of America.” This
surmounts an ornamental shield composed
of serall and lathe work on which are the
words “Two dollars.”

GENERALSMAY BE ARRESTED

RENNES, August 8.—The police arrange-
ments in the vicinity of the Lycee this
niorning were exactiy the same as those of
yesterday, but not more than 100 persons
had gathered at the early hour (ii:30 o’clock)
fixed for the opening of the day's proceed-
ings in the trial of Captain Dreyfus. The
prisoner was conducted to the Lycee at 6:156
a.m., and exaectly the same precautions
were observed as on yesterday. As soon as
Dreyfus was inside the Lycee, howaver, the
police eordons were removed, and the few
spectators were allowed to circulate freely
in the streets around the building.

No demonstration was made upon the ar-
rival on foot of Maitre Labori or Maltre
Demange, counsa] for Dreyfus, or the mem-
bers of the couri-mertial, or of General
Chanoine, former minister of war, who at-
tends the court to give necessary explana-
tions as to the secret dossier. General
Chanoine appeared in uniform. Flis pres-
ence, it is expected, will be needed today
or tomorrow, when M. Paleologue. one of
the prominent officia’s of the foreign office,
will take up the task of enli;;!m-:ung“l.he
judges regarding the dossier, General Cle-
noine was accompunied by an officer carry-
ing a leather wallet. in which were M. Cha-
noine's notes and other papers referring Lo
the dossier, which itse { remains in a strong
box in a room contiguous to the court room.
This strong box is puarded night and day
by an officer speclally detailed for this duty.

DECIDES AGAINST ~ SOUSA

Philadelphia Cours of Common Pleas Sus-
taing Referee's Deoision,
Bandmaster Must Account to Mrs.
Blakely for All Money Recelved

Under Contraet.

PHILADELPHIA, August 8 —The suit of
Mrs. Ada P. Blakely, administratrix of Da-
vidd Blakely, deceased, against John Philip
Sousa, the famous composer and band-
master, has terminated by a decision of
common pleas court sustaining the report
of the referce.

The referee recommended that Mr. Sousa
account to Mrs. Blakely for all moneys re-
ceived by him for the sale of musical com-
positiors, surrender to her the musical li-
brary in his possession and account for the
use of it from May 23, 1807. The referee
also decided that the Blakely estate had
the right, without regard for the duration
of time, to one-half of all royalties which

would be earned from Sousa’s musical com-
positions provided that such compositions
were made prior to Mr, Blakely's death.
As to whether the Blakely estate had an
exclusive right to the use of Sousa's name,
the referee found in Mr. Sousa’s favor, on
the ground that it would be against public
policy to permit any band not conducled by
Mi. Sousa to be called Bousa's Band, as
such name might mislead the public.

The case has been in litigation for more
than two years.

AGUINALDO'S APPEAL

State Department Eatirely Without
Information of It,

ATTITUDE OF OTHER GOVERNMENTS

May Be Brought to an Issue by the
Address.

CHINA HORSES

MANILA, August 8.—Aguinaldo has ap-
pealed to the powers for recognition of
“Filipino independence,” in a document
dated from Tarlae Juiy 27, and signed by
Buencamino. It has been received by all
the forelgn consuls in Manila, with the re-
quest that they forward it to their respect-
ive goverpments.

The Filipinos use their old argument that
they had conquercd the sovereignty of
these islands from Spain hefore the signing
of the treaty of Paris, and therefore Spain
was In no position to cede them to the
United States. They argue that the pos-
session of 7,000 8panish prisoners, captured,
with their arms, fizhting against the Fili-
pinos, "is eloguent proof of the nullity of
Spanish soverelgity, as when they surren-
dered Spain's hold was frrevocably lost.”

The document then says:

Case of Spanish Prisoners,

“Repiving to the Spanish com:mission’s re-
guests 1o release the priscners because
8paln no longer has political interests in the
isiands, we asked for a treaty of peace and
friendship between Spain and the Filipinos,
whereby the peisoners would be released.
But the ecommis ners refusced, becphuse 1t
would mean recognition of our indepen-
dence.  This is equivalent to sayving that
the prisoners mus ay in our hands in-
delfnitely, becavse their possession is our
mos=t efficact method to adjust our ac-
count with Epaip and eptain from her rec-
ognition of cur indenendence.”

The
appeal is looked upon, however, as creating
ny partie s change, as it bas been the de-
sire of Aguinaldo and his assaciates from
the first (u sveure such recugniton.

The appeal puts this desire into rather
formal shape, and it may bring 1o an issue
the attitude of ouiside governments., There
iz no apprehensios, however, that any for-
clgn government will pay the slightest heed
1o thiz insurrectivnary address.

This Spanish idean was never accepted,
however, and the American sentiment at
thil time favored considerable lberty of
action among foreign powers In recogaizing
thit an insurreciion constituted a state of
wir, It is hardly Likely, however, tihat any
furelgn power will inveke these precedents,
fur while recognition of a state of war in
the Phiippines wouid nou be a casis bretdd, 1t
would certainly be an unfriendly act.

Action of Voreign Governments,

Up to the present tirge there has been no
Imtimufion to the State Department that
any forelgn power entertained even the re-
motest ldea of giving recoznition to Aguin-
aido and his assceintes. On the contrary,
there has been the most frieadly fesling

muintained betwern this government and
fore'gn powers throuzhout the Philippine

contlict, aml any popular and press criti-
s of the American conduct of the war
s not been reflected in any offic al auar-
ter of Burope. There s considerable fellow-
feeling among the first-class pations in
dealing with incurgents, most af them
have their own trials in this regard, anid
there Is little disposition in any quarter tu
give indircet succor to an outbreak aguainst
a frivodly nation,

Xo Ltuprelension About China.

The Btate Departiment does not share the
apprehension which Iz sald to have arizen
ameng army offleers that China has siven
indireet recegnition to the Wil pnos. This
apprehpension zrew out of a report from
Gen. Otlr that horses could not be secured
for cavalry use from China beecause they
were “econiraband of wer.” At the Stale
Diepartment {t is said that the mat*sr has
not assumed a form invelving the recognt
tlen of a state of war, but that China's
course s due entirely to certain Jdomestic
regulations on her horses,

Some time ago Gen. Otis made requisition
on the War Depariment for 2500 horses to
mount *the cavalry in the Philippines. He
stated in the dispatch that horses from the
Isliands were not satisfactory and that con-
tracts for horses In China had Called, the
wurds “contraband of war” bwing added.

The matter was then referred to the State !

Department for investigation, and Minister

Conger, June 5, wrote a letter to Secretary

Hay, inclosing the correzpondence that had

pacsed between the Chinese foreign office

and the minigter relative to the refusal of

China to allow the ponies to be exparted.
The Prohibition of Horses,

It appears from this correspondencs that
E. 8. Dalton had contracted at Tien Tsin
for seventy-five ponies and twenty-five
mutes, but was refused an export pass
Minister Conger not only addressed a letter
to the Chinese forelgn office, but visited the
minister in person. Minister Conger sald
that the refusal is based upon a law or
China refusing the export aof
ponies, He adds “They seem (o think

own army, heace the prohibition ae tn ex-

Minister (Conger says that small lots
of po have been exporied, but with the
ct understanding that they are for
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racing and polo. Russia has been refused,
as well as other countriese, and the Chinese
foreign office said they could not make any
exception in favor of the Unietd States.

No suggestion is mude that the ponies are
contraband of war, and Gen. Otis must
have bLeen misinformmed when he sent his
dispatch to the War Department.

Navy Hax No Diglienlty.

In connection with the report that China
had refused to permit the shipment to
Manila of horses designed for the use of
cur army in the Philippines, having de-
clared them to be contraband of war, Act-
ing Becretary of the Navy Allen was today
asked whether the navy had experienced
any ‘diﬂ‘lcully in purchasing or obtaining
suppiies of any sort at Chinese ports.

Secretary Allen said that no report of
any refusal had been received by the Navy
Department, but that as a matter of fact,
su far as he knew, no naval supplies had
been purchased in China, The supplies were
either sent to the navy from here on naval
ships or transports, or, as in the case of
some meats, obtained from Australia.

Filipinos' Status.

The attitude toward the Filipinos credited
to China on the assumption that she had
refused to sell horses to the United States
on the ground that they were contraband
of war is attributed in some quarters to
the interpretation put by the State Depart-
ment at Washington upon the terms of our
acquisition of the Philippine Islands from
Spain.

If the sovereignty of the United Siates
over the hilippine Islands and people were
held by this government to be completely
esiablished, as the American pubiic believe
it to be, a refu=zal on the part of China 1o
sell horses tu the Uniied States on the
ground that they were contraband of war
wouid be tantamount to the recognition of
the belligerency of the Filipinos. China,
however, understands, as ceriain other for-
€ign governments do, that the oilicial status
of Fillpinos, as recognized by the Siate
Deparument, is not exactly as the Ameri-
can public generally regard it.

The American sovereignty over the Phii-
{1.;‘;11: 8, according to the interpretation of

B¢ Spanish peace treaty by the State De-
partient, k. not yet compicte, and will not
be until after Congress has acted directly
on that question. By the terms of the
1rvul_§' Spaln “ceded or relingnished™ to

I'hilippine 2, but this government, accord-
ing to official interpretation, did not by
the mere ratidcation of the treaty, in the

luierpretation of the Treaty,

This is inle:rpreted to mean that the
Unlted States does not assume comp ete
Soverc.enty untill Congress has by legis-

lation taken the Philippines into the damin-
ion of the United S:ates, and that shouid
Congress take olber actlon than this the
sovereigniy of the United States would
never be complelely established over the
calands.

Under the ru'es of International law and
the decisions of the highest cour:s
ler of sovereigniy carries wiih it t
slance and ciuizenship of ail native-bor
wnhaldtants of *le territory. But this gov-
crnment does not hold that the Fuipines
nave become citizens of the United Siates
anid subyeci to lis proteciton. for Lhe rva-
sun that the sovereignty s interpreted
be incomEpeete.

sunie a neutral attituae aid not Lo concede
a greater degree ol duthorily w thus gov-
eranment than is officially cialmed.

MANILA. August 2, via Hong Kong. Au-
gust B—The gunboat Napidan last week
shelled Paete, on the lake near Santa Cruos.
The town was full of people, who had been
encouraged to return after General Law-
ton’s expedition, having been assured that
they would not be molested if they peace-
ably attended to their business. Lieutenant
Copp, who was In command of the Napidan,
heard that the Insurgenis had reoccupled
the town, and, steaming close in, opencd
fire with his six-pounders without warning,

The people, seeing the boat approaching,
fled to the hills in a terrified condition and
with barely tiine to escape. One child was
killed and many buildings were damaged.
The authorities expressed great regret on
account of the Incident,

After the taking of Calamba by the
Americans, Gen. Lawton ordered that
Capt. Otis of the Washington Regiment he
relieved of his command and placed under
arrest, on dccount of slowness and seem-
ing reluciance of the companies under his
command In obeying the order to disem-
bark from the cascocs and wade through
the marshes under fire.
