JOHN VINTON DAHLGREN.

He Died at Colorado Springs of Con-
sumption Yesterday.

A telegraph dispatch from Colorado Springs
announced the death there yesterday of
John Vinton Dahilgren of this city. Mr.
Dahlgren, son of the late Admiral John A.
Dahlgren, U. S. N., was born at Valparaiso,
Chile on April 22, 1868. his father being a
that time in command of the South Pacific
squadron. Mr. Dahlgren received his early
education from the Society of Jesus, and
was gi aduated from Georgetown University
in 1889, being the valedictorian of his class.
He then studied law, receiving successively
the degrees of LL. B. and LL. M., in addi-
tion to that of A.M.
Mr. Dahlgren's mother. Admiral Dahl-

gren's second wife, was .the daughter of
Samuel Finley Vinton of Ohio, one of the
leaders of the old whig party. She was a
woman of great force of character and lit-
erary attainments. Her work, ''Etiquette of
Social Life in Washington," called forth a
storm of condemnation and praise at the
time of its publication. June 29, 1889, Mr.
Dahlgren married Elizabeth, daughter of
the late Joseph Wilhelm Drexel, the banker,
at whose house on Mount McGregor Gen-
eral Grant died, and his widow and one son.
John Vinton Dailgren. born June 30t, 18192,survive 1-im. Mr. Dahlgren's brother. Eric,also maried a Miss Drexel, and he and his
sister, the wife of Dr. Josiah Pierce of this
city, are now the only surviving' children
of Admiral Dahlgren.
After his graduation in law Mr. Dahigren

removed to New York City and for a
time practiced his profession. In March.
189-. he was appointed first assistant attor-
ney in the department of buildings there,and so well did he fill this place that when
General Thomas Ewing resigned his place
as attorney and (hief of th~e law office on
January 1, 1886, Mr. Dahlgren was promot-
ed to the vacant place. In the course of his
incumbency of the office of first assistant
attorney he collated and published all the
laws relating to his department, under the
title of "The Dahlgren Building Law Man-
ual."
In December, 1896, ocular trouble. superin-

duced by overwork, compelled Mr. Dahigren
to resign. On March 23i, 1898. Governor
Black appointed him commissioner on the
state board of charities. He was active In
politics and always a consistent republican
on local and national questions.
After his retirement from the building de-

partment Mr. Dahigren did not resume the
lractlce of the law, but was actively en-gaged in looking after shipping and other
business interests. He was president of the
New York and PennsylvanIa Brick, Tile
and Terra Cotta Company at the time of his
death.
Mr. Dahigren's wife gave the Dahlgren

Memorial Chapel to Georgetown University.
Mr. Dahlgren's remains will be brought to
this cfty, which he has made his home, for
Interment.
