KILLED BY EXPRESS TRAIN

Mangled Body of Unknown Colored Man
Found on Long Bridge.

Police Believe the Man Was Stealing
a Ride-Remains Removed to

the Morgue.

A horribly mangled body of a colored
man was found on the Long bridge last
night about 11:30 o'clock by Orange Mc-
Neal, who is employeri by the railroad
company as a signal man. It is h-lieved
the man was killed by the Richmond e-

press train. dut here at 11:1. o'clock. Su-
perintendtent S,hoenberger was summoned,
and r:,raoved the body the morgue to he
held for identifiration.N1oth feet of the
man were cut off, as was one hand. His
right arm was almost severed.
The condition of the tracks showed that

the body had been dragged some distance
by the train. His left hand was not found
until this morning. It was picked up by a

railroad man and sent to the morgue.
It is believed that the body is that of a

-.rulatto. abmit twenty-five or thirty years
01. The man was fa'rly well dressed in 'a
dark suit of clothes and striped shirt. Sil-
ver link buttons were in his cuiffs. A key
was tie only thing found in his poekes.
There was no paper or anything else found
which would assist in the i:lentification of
the body.
In exactly what manner the man lost his

life is n-,t known. The plloe believe he
wNas s'ealing a ride between the cars. and
that ,hile the train was tn the bridge he
fetl and was run over. The body will be
bel at the morgue two or three days for
Identificatlion.

S11OULD NOT iEr O'STRUCTED.

Those Seeing Other Loentitles En-
titled to Speedy Exit.

In taking the personal bonds of several
prisoners today Ju(dze Taylor took occasion
to remark that he thought when men who
are classed as vagrants come to the Dis-
trict frc-m Maryland and make up their
miids to go back to that state and start
on the way back to the locality whence
they came they should he permitted to do
so rather than be hindered by officers of
the law.
Special Officer Gibson of the Baltimore

and Ohio Railroad Company had told the
court that he fourd John Ziegler, Frank
Iteman and a small colored boy named
Eugene Brown asleep in one of the cars
of an outgoing freight train. The train, he
said. was stopped and the accused parties
taken off and locked up. It was at this
point that Judge Taylor made the remarks
quoted, adding that he thought the Balti-
more courts able and willing to enforce the
law against vagrancy.
Gibson rEplied that there seeped to be

an indisposition on the part of the police
officials in the Maryland city to send
tramps to prison.
"Before coming to Washington," he add-

ed. "I had in a short period twenty-five
cases of that kind be'fore the magistrate at
the southern police station and twenty-one
of them were dismissed."
"That was probably because you did not

have good cases." was the suggestion of a
former resident of Baltimore. who had
been called into the pending case.
Judge Taylor asked the prisoners what

they had to say for themselves. ZIeg!er
and Heman said they came from Parkers-
burg, W. Va.. with a view of getting into
the navy, and, having failed, were trying
to get back home. Sidney Love. who had
later been arrested by the same officer and
was charged with th.- same offense, told
the court that he was a railroad man by
occupation and his home is in Idaho. He
only reached Washington about 8 o'clock
this morning. he said, and it was his in-
tention to seek employment with one of
the railroad companies. but his arrest pre-
vented htm from doing so.
Brown, who is apparently not more than

eight years old, said his home is in Sa-
vannah, Ga.
"Will you look out for this boy?" Judge

Taylor asked Mr. C. A. Massie, agent of
the National Prisoners' Aid Society, who
was in court.
"I will," was Mr. Massie's reply.
The court directed that Brown be given

into the care of Mr. Massie. which was
done.
Addressing the other three prisoners.

Judge Taylor asked them if they would
leave the city at once if given a chance.
The reply of each was in the affirmative.

and after their personal bonds were taken
they left the court room, apparently in
a hurry to get beyond the District limits.

CONSTRUCTION FORBIDDEN.

Applieation of Railway Company De-
nlied by Commissionera.

The District Commissioners have declin-
ed to grant a permit requested by the City
anad Suburban railroad to construct over-
head trolley approaches at either end of
the Anacostla or Navy Yard bridge. This
construction was desired, it was explained
by the railroad company, thati plow pits
might be established on the tracks near the
bridge. These plow pits are used for
changing the cam in order that they may
traverse both overhead and underground
systems.
When the application for a permit was

received the plans of construction were re-
ferred to Mr. L. P. Bradshaw, an inspector
of the electrical department, who reported
favorably to the granting of the permit.
Mr. Bradshaw claimed that the plan sug-
gested and submitted by the railr,ad com-
pany was the only feasible and practica-
ble one. Mr. Bradshaw also set up the con-
tention that the approaches to the bridge
should be considered as a part of the
bridge, inasmuch as the shore line was
necessarily changed for their construction
and from the fact that the approaches are
maintained out of the bridge appropria-
tion. Mr. Bradshaw was of opinion the ap-
proaching trolley line might be constructed
within the meaning of the law allowing
the same on the bridge proper.
Mr. C. B. Hunt, the District computing

engineer, did not agree with Mr. Brad-
shaw. however, and after a consultation
with the attorney for the District. Mr. A.
B. Duvall. recommended to the Vommis-
sioners that the application be dentkgd. Mr.
HUnt did not helieve the law could be h-ld
to allow trolley constru,t-ion heyond the
limits of the bridge itself. The Commis-
sioners have agreed with Mr. Hunt and
will so inform the railroad company.

Georgetown and Wne*own Eletrio Road
to 3 muit.

Expected That qWotM Will Be Com-

pleted by Weeekber 1-Other

ItemalrUt "terest.

The Georgetownt and Tenleytown electrio
railroad will shortly ommence the entire
reconstruction of its line, from M street out
to the District libe, Md thence to Rock-
ville. It is expected the work will be com-
pleted by the first part of December, when
new rolling stock will be placed on the line
and connections made so as to permit the
running on the tracks of the Metropolitan
cars to the eastern section of Washington.
A permit has been granted the company

to open the streets for the reconstruction
of the road from i2d and Water streets to
the Tenleytown road, and thence along that
road to the District line, under the follow-
ing conditions: All work shall be done in
accordance with plans and specifications ap-
proved by the District Commissioners. The
company shall, during construction, keep
open for travel a sufficient and reasonable
width all foot crossings and roadways, so
as to incommode the public as little as pos-
sible. There shall not be open at any one
time more than six squares, but this num-
ber may be modilied by the Commissioners,
nor shall any place in the streets be kept
open for more than sixty days. Every pre-
caution against accident shall be taken,
such as barricading the work and lighting
the same, and also lighting all piles of ma-
terial at night, as provided for by the po-
lice regulations. Construction material to
be deptsited near the curb, so as to ob-
struct the street as little as possible.

Gasoline Fire.
Engine company No. 5 responded to a lo-

cal alarm this morning for a slight fire in
the frame and brick dwelling at 1225 :2d
street, which is occupied by D. H. Hubart.
The alarm was turned in about 9 o'clock,
the fire being caused by a gasoline stove.
The blaze was extinguished after trilling
damage was done. The building is owned
by Mrs. Jane A. Godey.

A Halt in Street Improvements.
The work of improving R street has been

stuppej. due to a lack of funds, it is said.
The street has been partly improved be-
tween ::4th and 3s5th streets, a roadway of
asphalt blocks being laid. The sidewalks,
however, have not been touched, and there
is a belief that they will be kept unim-
proved until next season. The remainder
o! the street, between :;2. and 34th streets,
will not be touched this year, it is under-
stood. One of the residents of the thor-
oughfare wrote to the Commissioners re-

garoing the matter and received a reply, it
is said, that only $4,00H) of the appropria-
tion was left to complete the improvements.
This sum was not suflicient for the work,
and it was therefore laid over until some
tine next summer.

MEMENTO'OF THE PAST.

Copper Box Deptsited in Corner Stone
1" 1*40.

A copper box which was deposited nearly
sixty years ago in the corner stone of the
Fourth Presbyterian (hurch edifice, on 9th
rear G street northwest, was found yes-

terglay afternoon In the progress of the
work of razing that structure, which has
been going on for some time. Mr. John W.
Ilolliday, the treasurer of the board rf
trustees, who 'has charge of the work,
placed the box in a safe deposit vault, the
intention being to open it at a service wh!ch
is to be held iu the future in*the chapel
ired now a- a place of worsh!p and erected
by the congregation at l3th and Yale
rtreets.
The box was found in a big block of

granite weighing about .40 pounds, and
up(-n it rested a caist,ne. carefully fitted
to form an almost hermetical seal over the
rf cess that contained the copper box. When
this capstone was removed the box was
discovered buried in a bed of rosin, and its
surface was as bright apparently as when
it was placed there, June 2-, 1810. From
the account of the corner stone ceremonles
which appeared in the National Intelligen-
c,.r it is learned that there was d-posited
in the box a silver phite containing a list
of the names of the offleers of the Grand
Lodge of Masons. whihi boly was in charge
of the ceremonies: also an account of the
institution of Free Masonry, and of its or-
ganization in the District of Columb:a;
copas of the newspapers of the day, andi a
coIlection of the coins of the United States.
It is said that the box contains some of the
early church records. and in addition the
manuscript of a sermon preached by Nev.
John C. Smitn, the pastor of the church,
the theme being "Let Us Rise Up and
Build.'

DEPOSIT REQUIRED.

Electric Company Mont Guarantee
Repair. of Streets.

The District Commissioners have ad-
dressed a letter to Mr. George Truesdell,
president of the Potomac Electric Power
Company, which concertn is a part of the
syndlicate holdings known collectively as
the Washington Electric and Traction Com-
pany, requesting that a deposit of $2,000 be
made with tile District to cover expenses of
restoring streets to their normal condlition
after excavations for the extension of con-
duits, etc.
Mr. Trruesdeli's attention is dIrected to the

fact that August 5 a permit was granted
the Potomac company to extend its electric
conduits frotm Maryland avenue and 15th
street noertheast to 13th and D streets
northeast, and August 9 to extend them on
1tth street northeast and southeast. By an
oversight, the Commissioners explain, no
deposit was exacted of the company in
either of these cases to insure the restora-
tiotn of surface conditions. The letter then
states as follows:
"You have hitherto been advised, in tihe

case of a previous application, of the Cotm-
missioners' desire that your company
shotuld make a deposit of the sum of $2,0for such purposes on account of extension
of conduits, the said amount to be restored
on the first of each month to the original
sum of $2,0030 by dieposit to the credit of
such account of the amount exp)ended dur-

ing the month, ddtailed statement of which

will be furnished for tyour inspection; and
in defeault of such deposit all permits to
be suspended."
The Commissioners state that up to the

present time no response has been received
from the Potomaci company in this matter,
and othler applications for permits for ex-
tensions are now held up to await action as
indtcated in their' ietter. The Commission-
ers linally declarelt becomes necessary for
them to insist "upon the deposit of the sum
mentioned without futther delay.
