The Hetels Are Full.

The hotels all over town are full, while
applicants for quarters Keep appearing in
greater and greater numbers. Weeks and
weeks the howel men predicted that
many persuns coming to the eity for the
Dewey celebration” would have difficulty In
getling any place to sleep while In town,
and today It begins to ‘ook as if the predie-
tion would be fulfilled. Those far-sighted
persons who ordered rooms long ago had
in many cases abundant cause for elation
of  spirits today when they appeared at
thelr hotels and made themselves known.
Almost alwars they found the clerks tel'-
ing other would-be guests who had made

no previous arrangements that they could
not be taken in. The far-sighted ones
emiled when they presented thelr orders
and were marched away, bound for their

Many steamship lines are turning the
criuft inta fluiting hotels. Steamers tied up
at the foot of West 23d street will be so
utilized. They have on an average berths
and cabin accommodations for GO0 persons
each, and the managers say they ecan fur-
rish meals for all of these. And the com-
ll_w of Dewey has sent up prices all around.
Every means of transportation bas large’y
appreciated in value, except the street cars,
which will have more than they ean do to
transport the throngs. Extra eclerks and
cashiers. most In demand at business
places, wil be paid $10 a day. A weijl-
kiown caterer who has hired 100 extra
walters for the day of the land parade will
pay them 35 cach,

All the Boaix Chartered.

Practically every seaworthy  steambost
and tughoat within twenty miles of this
ety were engaged to CArry passengers who
desired to witness the Dewey naval parade.

At the present time It would be impossi-
ble to charter a steambouat or a tugboat

without going to Boston or Philad

gy = elphia,
and it is said that even at those pgu‘es
most of the available boats have been

taken.

All of the steamboat companies in and
about this city have chartered most of their
boats to clubs and other organizations, or
{£o speculutors.  Each company, however,
has reserved one or two boats for the gen-
eral publie, and tickets at from 52 to 83
each are still obtainable, Speculators are
al!so selllng tickets for the boats which they
have obtained and they are reaping a rich
harvest. The demand for eraft of all kinds
began several manths ago, when the plans
of the Dewey celebration were in an em-
bryonic state. A few far-sighted specula-
tors obtained options on several of the best
boats, butr it was not untll the celebration
was assured that the general rush for boats
began. Since that t!me the demand has
been unprecedented and unusual prices for
the chartering of boats were asked and
readily paid.

At the office of the local board of steam-
boat inspectors it was said today that the
Otfice for the past two months had been be-
steged by steamboat owners with applica-
tons for permits to carry extra passengers,
The steambeat laws require that all steam-
Mboat owners who wish to ecarry extra pas-
sengers in their boats must obtain a special
dnspection before the [eense is granted.
FPerzons who desire to see the Dewey naval
Pparade need not stay at home for fear that
the boats will be dangerously crowded.
Chief Inspector Petrie is looking out for
Ahat. and he says that he will see to it that
oo steamboat captaln takes risks.

Speculators Fortunate This Year.

Bpeculators on events of this kind have
been particularly lucky this year, and this,
too, in splte of the fact that many of them
have suffered losses In  past ventures.
Many speculators, for instance, greatly
overestimated the number of persons who
would zo to see the last two international
ya:-h! races. and as a result their protits
feil far below the sums they had expected
1o make. This year, however, theéy have
anapped up every vessel they conld lay their
hands on, and It Is even =aid that they have
br:_)ugh: Loats from distant  ports. The
Pprices pald for boats have beén enormous.

Nearly all the seats for the land parade
have been disposed of, in seme cases enor-
mous prices having been pald. From the
list of persons who have already purchasei
boxes and windows it may be seen that
“soclety” will turn out in full force to hon-
or the hero of Manila. Rear Admiral Sch'ey

the officer In command of the Olympia dur-
ing the battle with Montojo's fleet and the
forts of Cavite.

There was some talk about
Gov. Roosevelt and Elihu Root for the po-
sition, but Senator Platt Is guoted as say-
ing that he did not helieve elther gentle-
man would sceept. It Is eurrent gossip that
Mr. Woodruff stands a good chance for
the nominatlon. The Heutenant governor
is on the best of terms with Senator Platt
and can have the support of the senator, and
hence of the state organization, in the con-
vention next year, unless present conditions
eh.n'm.

Opposition to Croker.

An organization has been effected of
democrats who are opposed to Richard
Croker and his management of Tammany
Hall. Among the men who took part in the
discussion were ex-Justice Joseph F. Daly,

ex-Representative Edward Dupphy, Roger
A. Pryer and Dr. William H. Pryor, son
of ex-Justice Roger-A. Pryor of the Su-
preme Court, and now senlor partner in
the law firm of Pryor & Truax; Assem-
biyman Lyman W. Redington of the thirty-
fourth district, and Andrew A. McCormick.
manager of the Broadway Theater. Every
effort was made to keep the fact of the
meeting secret, and no details of the organi-
zatlon's personnel and alms were wvouch-
safed other than that next week a public
announcement of Its purposes would be
made and an Invitation extended to all who
are in sympathy with those purposes to
join the organization. The movement was
started last summer by a number of demo-
crate who believed that Mr. Croker's meth-
ods were harming Tammany Hall and the
demoeratie party generally. So much en-
couragement was received by these men
from democrats of both local and natlonal
reputation that it was decided to ecall a
meeting for the purpoese of forming an or-
ganization. Already many democrata of
national reputation are pledged to the
movement, and thelr names will probably
e announced next week. Letters indorsing
the movement were read at the meeting
from some of these men, and also from men
well known In the Wall street district,
pledging their hearty support and good
will. All of the men back of the new or-
ganization believe Mr. Croker |3 unpopular
with the rank and file of the party, and that
he can be displaced from the head of Tam-
many Hall if leaders can be found to con-
duct the fight agalnst him.

THE WORK OUTLINED.

Plans of the Y. M. C. A. Educational
Department.

Nearly two hundred young. men gath-
ered in the parlors of the Young Men's
Christian Assoclation last evening on the
oecasion of the opening exercises of the
educational department. The program of
the evening consisted in the presentation
of the members of the faculty to the stu-
denis and the explanation by these gen-
tlemen of the courses of study assigned to
each. Mr. Harry O. Hine, the educational
director of the assoclation, presided, and
rpened the exercises of the evening with
Orayer.

Mr. Hine, who is the instructor in Eng-
lish, arithmetic, book keeping and commer-
cial law, briefly reviewed the work io be
taken up in these suhjects. He then intro-
duced the veteran shorthand teacher of the
association, Mr. E. P. Hanna, who enters
upon his fourteenth vear of service in this

connection at this time. Mr. Hanna made
a happy speech and was greeted by the
stuidents with enthusiastic applause. The

absence of Mr. Crawford, the Instructor in
typewriting, prevented any extended men-
tion of this branch of the work.

Penmanship was presented by the instruc-
tor, Dr. J. Clarence Hation. Algebra and
geomelry received the attention of the in-
structor, Mr. W. H. Kerr. Mr. A. M. P.
Maschmeyer, who for six or seven years
has been instructor in mechanical and ar-
chitectural drawing, gave a brief outline
of the work to be undertaken in these
subjects. Mr. Williams Welch, the instruc-
tor in free-hand drawing, was abhsent on
account of sickness. Prof. Manuel Fratle
spoke of the Spanish classes, Prof. Rene
Samson of the French instruction, and
Pruf. Charles 8. Ilyide of the work to be
taken up in the study of German. Mr.
Louiz D. Bliss gave an outline of the pro-
posed lectures on physitcs and electricity,
and Mr. J. D. MecFall spoke brlefly of the
proposed work in vocal musi¢, in which
subject he is to be the Instructor. Prof.
D. B. McLeod, who I8 to have charge of
the branch of orchestral muwsic, being ab-
sent in New York at the Dewey celebra-
tion, no extended mention was mada of
this work. Mr. William E. Teodd, the in-
structor in banjo, mandolin and guitar,
gave a very enjoyable exhibitlon of his
work, accompanied by Messrs. Galllher and
Wilson, in a trio on the mandolin, gultar
and violin. Mr. Todd also spoke of the
prospects for the formation of a mandolin,
banjo and guitar eclub In the assoeiation.

The actual class sesslons will begin next
week. The first class to meet will be that
in orchestral music, under Prof. McLeod,
which will meet next Wednesday evening
at X:30 o'clock. The other classes will be-
1gh1 their sessions on the evenings follow-
ng.

Extra Room Required.

The large number of students applying
for admission to the educational depari-
ment has rendered it necessary for the as-
suclation to use rooms outside of the main
building for educational purposes. The
rooms in the old building en New York
avenue have come In most opportunely for
this work, and the commercial branches,
the shorthand and typewriting, and lec-
tures on physics and electricity wiil he
given at the rooms formerly occupled by
the association, which have heen fitted up
thoroughly for the work to be done.

The educatlonal department of the asan-
ciation thls year comprises sixteen differ-
ent branches under instructors as follows:
Mr. Harry O. Hine, English, arithmetie,
hookkeeping and commercial law: Mr. E.
P. Hanna, stenography; Mr. J. W. Craw-
ford, typewriting; Dr. J. Clarence Hatton,
penmanship and ecorrespondence: Mr. A.
M. P. Maschmeyer, architectural and me-
chanical drawing: Mr.Williams Welch, free-
hand drawing; Mr. W. H. Kerr, algebra
and geometry: Mr. Louis D. Blisd, physies
and electricity: Prof. Manuel Fralle, 8pan-
ish; Prof. Rene Samson, French: Prof.
Charles 8. Hyde, German: Prof. D. B. Mac-
Leod, orchestral music: Mr. Jasper Dean
MeFall, voral music; Mr. Willlam Edward
Todd, jr., banjo, mandolin and guitar; Mr.
H. P. Hoover, accompanist.
