Higbest Masonic Body in the World
in Session.

SUPREME COUNCIL, SCOTTISH RITE

Important Gathering at the House
of the Temple.

PROGRAM FOR THE WEEK

A Masonic body of the highest degree,
the Supieme Council of the Ancient and
Accepted Order of Scottish Rite, of the
Southern Jurisdiction of the United States,
convened at noon today in biennial session
at the House of the Temple, corner of 3d
and E streets northwest. It is the oldest
Supreme Masonic Council in existence, and
includes all the Scottish Rite consistories
south of lason and Dixon's line and west
of the Mississippi, exclusive of Michigan
and Wiensin, embracing those in thirty-
three states. It was organized at Charles-
ton. S. C.. in Isol, on a charter granted by
the Frenchi council, and its original mem-

bers were John Mitchell, grand com-

mandor; Dr. Fred Dalcho, lieutenant grand
commander; Emmanuel De La Mata,
Abraham Alexander, T. B. Bowen, Israel
Dibelen, Dr. Isaac Mudd, Moses C. Levy
an(d Dr. James Moultrie.
When the Church of Rome interdicted

Masonry In France the French council,
which was then the mother council of the
world, gave up its charter, and this honor
became the possession of the council now
in session here.

Composition of the Conneil.
The Supreme Council is composed of act-

ive, honorary and emeriti sovereign inspect-
ors general. The active members, one for
each state Included in the southern jurisdic-
tion, form the executive branch of the
council and transact virtual'y all its busi-
ness, their deliberations being conducted
behind closed doors, the honorary and
emeriti members being disbarred from any
participation. Vacancies in the ranks of
the active members, which are caused only
by death, are filled by those surviving by
selections from the emeriti or honorary list.
During the pr-sent meeting seven vacan-
cies will be filled in the active list and
forty honorary members will be added.

END OF A NOTABLE CAREER.

Death of Lieut. Com. T. B. M. Mason
at Saugerties, N. Y.

Word has been received here of the deat-
at Saugerties, N. Y., yesterday, of Lieut.
Commander T. B. M. Mason, U. S. N., re-
tired. Commander Mason was a native of
New York and was fifty-one years of age.
He was instrumental in developing the of-
flee of naval intelligence, which proved of
great value to the government during the
Spanish- American war.

He also received a silver
medal from the King of Italy for saving a
native bark from fire in an Italian harbor.
His wife is the daughter of Admiral T. S.
Phelps. His mother, Mrs. Thomas Bailey
Myers, and his sister, Mrs. Julian James,
live at l60; 20th street. He was of a long
line of officers of the army and navy. His
paternal grandfather was Major Myers, whc
commanded the 6th U. S. Infantry at the
battle of Plattsburg, in the war of 1812,
He was a grandnephew of Rear Admiral
Theodorus Bailey, U. S. N., second in com-
mand at New Orleans in 182. He was a
grandson on the maternal side of Sydney
Mason of New York city.

Generally the report seems to show that

although the reduction of duties may ac-
count for some diminution in the customs
collection, the decrease in the value of the
imports must to a great extent be ascribed
to the general depression in trade during
the 'ast twelve months, and to the want
of confidence on the part of business houses
and commercial and mining companies.

UPRISING IN MANILA FOILED.

Three Native Policemen Accused of
Complicity in Plot.

A dispatch from Manila yesterday says:
The authorities were informed yesterday
from reliable sources that an outbreak in
the poorer districts of Manila had been
carefully planned for daylight on Sunday.
It failed to occur, probably on account of
the vigorous measures enforced. Many na-

tives of the Tondo district left, taking their
valuables. All the small shops, which the
guards usually forced to close at 8:30 p.m.,
were shut at sunset. A general feeling of
uneasiness was apparent.
The guards of the city were doubled and

a strong force stationed at the slaughter-
house, the center of an unruly section. The
guns of the 6th Artillery were stationed
near by at a point commanding the native
quarter. The commanders of the reserve

troops were ordered to be prepared for a

call at daylight.
Three native policemen have been arreet-

ed on a charge of plotting an uprising. The
fact that their comrades informed the au-

thorities of their treachery indicates thai
the police force is loyal.

ADDED TO THE ZOO
Valuable Acquisitions Recently Made

From Foreign Forests.

AGUINlALDO REPRESENTS PHILIPPINES

Birds and Beasts of Rarea Familes
Received.

CUBA AND PORTO RICO

There have been a number of Interest-
ing and valuable acquisitions to the Na-
tional Zoological Park of this city during
the past few weeks, most of the <niribu-
tions being the result of a circular sent out
recently through the State, War and Navy
Departme nts to officers and age-ms of t he
United States forces requsting a secure-
ment of as many specimens of certain va-
rieties of animals as pissibile.
While It has not ib-een uficially anmorI

from the War Dep-artment. it Is a taet.
nevertheltss. that Aguinallu of the l'hil-
ippiie Islands has been -apttre-d ait. is
now in caged custidy. The cr.lit fir this
piece of important military work is due.
whojly aid undeniably, to a member of th-
Schley family. Aguinaldo was Lrought to
bay by Lieut. T. F. Schley of the 23d
United States Infantry. who has recetntly
been in Washingion -n lkave as a r-ult
of wounds. The tapture tiooik p;i-.-1 on the
Island if C-lu. lit the Philippine :riup.where Aguinaldo was located, in ompanywith a number if his tribe. The Viio ,tti-
ciali. howiever. do not nake the hain that
their Aguinaldo is the only inc in exist-
ence. There may be an insurgent lelad..r In
Luzon hearing the cognmrinen. who has si
far escaped detention, lbut I. is of little
moment to the Zoo-at present. The Wash-
ington prisoner, Aguinaldo, is a Filipin.
monkey. a rare specimen, presented Iy
Lieut. Schley. The oither monkeys at the
park have not as yet spiketti to) the new-
comer and keep themselve-s at a haughty
distance They seem, instinctively, to
know him as a traitir to their adoipted
country. Aguinaldo is a very wise monkey
and he is aware that his test Interests de-
mand temporary silence, to say the least.
He Indulges in unbroken doses of it.

Next in Importance.
Next in interest to Aguinaldo is a flock

of nine Cuban flamingoes. recently sent to
the Zoo in this city by Gen. James H. Wit-
son, governor general if Matanzas and
Santa Clara provinces in the island. Gen.
Wilson secured the specimens from an inn-
keeper near Matanzas. They are very fine
birds and have attracted a large amount of
attention.
Through Gen. Wilson the Zoo has also re-

ceived a Jutia-Congo, a sort of 'tree rat.
found in Cuba, and one of the very few
mammais of that island. Gen. Wilson has
taken a deep interest in the work under-
taken by the Zoo officials of securing ani-
mal specimens from the new possessions of
the United States, and will no doubt be a
further contributor to the collection here.
Another notable addition to the animal

family is a magnificent fe-nale nylghau
from a New York collection. The nylghau
belongs to the antelope family. Last spring
the Zoo received a buck frim the Central
Park Zoo at New York, and now has one
of the finest collections of this species in
the country.
Added to the acquisitions from outside,

the Zoo's population has been increased
during the past -ason in the birth of live
elk, now frisky, young ani healthy.
Five brown pelicans fron Florida make

up an interesting recent consignment to the
park. They are a happy family, and may
be watched for hours with the interest un-
flagged.
The antelope house at the Zio has been

surrounded with yards, connected with the
interior cages, and the animals now have
free access to the open air on pleasant
days. The east wing interior has been
completed and fitted with cages. The col-
lection in this house is deeidedly interesting
and is rapidly growing. It includes the
nylghau family, a number of ant-llpes,
kangaroos and Sambur deer, the latter be-
ing one of the mist important game ani-
mals of the East Inuies.

Circular to Dliplomatle Agents.
The circular sent out by the Zisiligical

Park, through the Smithsonian Institution
and the State. War and Navy Diepartments,
to officers of the army and navy and diflo-
matic agents, is quite attractive and coin-
tains a number of handsome half-t-ne illus-
trations of scenes in the Washington park.
In the circular it is pointed out that if ofti-
cers stationed abroad, who may be interest-
ed in animal life, would bear in mini the
necessities of the park many additions
could be made to the collection. AlIist
any foreign animals would be receivd
gladly. The Zoo pays all of the necessary
expenses .f boxing and shipping, and it is
stated that in exceptioinal cases it will pur-
chase the animals.
The Washington park, it Is stated. is in-

tended to form here a representative ia-
tional collection, which, while especiaily
rich in native American animals, shitild
also contain specimens frim all parts of
the world, and be to America what the zoo-
logical parks of London, Paris and Berlin
are to their respective coiuntries.
The new possessions oif thie United States

are comparatively proir In animals, bt It
is especially desired by the *iark ilmeia~s
to have as coimplete a repre's ntatiion of
the fauna as possible.

What the Islands (Contain.
Cubia and Port, Ico afford the manatee,

or sea-coiw, w~hich frequents bays and
mouthso of rivers; the flamingo, spooinhill,
ibis, pelican, several species of parrots
and parrakeets, a variety (if pigeons, the
ai and other interesting birdls. Lioas of
several kinds occur in these islands, and
large lizards oif different spiecies are very
abundant. The agouta and the julia. ani-
mals a little larger thani a cimmin rat.
and the crocodile are also found in Cuba,
and an Interesting macaw occurs in the
isle of Pines.
In the Philippine islands the most nota-

ble mammals are the "tamarau,' a small
wild buffalo, found on Mindoro, several
species of deer, the "'babui," or wild hog.
monkeys of two species, a small cat, two
species of civet cat, or musang, fruit-eat-
ing bars of different species, several pe-
culiar large rats, the colugo, or flying
lemur and the very remarkable and inter-
esting tarsier, or "'magou." Among these
the last two and the "tamarau"' are espe-
cially important. Specimens of the domes-
ticated buffalo also are desired.
Of the bIrds, the eagles, hornbills, cock-

atoos, parrakeets, the pheasants and
pigeons, the megapod, pelican and the
ground cuckoos are perhaps the most imn-
purtant.
