Methodist Episcopal Church South.
The new pastor of Epworth Church, 7th

and A northeast, Rev. William S. Ham-
mond, said in the course of his morning
sermon:
"Southern Methodism stands in ureciuiv-

oeal opposition to the liquor traffic in all its
forms. Our bok of discipline calls drunk-
enness immorality; it forbids, by specilic
rule, our people engaging in the manufac-
ture or sale of intoxicating liquors, the
:igning of petitions for such sale, the be-
coming bondmen for those engaged In the
traffic and the renting of property to be
used for saloon purposes.
"From what I know of the work of the

Anti-Saloon League I fully indorse its aims
and its methods. It affords a platform
broad enough to accommodate all who are
opposed to the saloon, regardless of reli-
gious sect or' party affiliation. In my judg-
ment it affords the most practical plan yet
devised for the destruction of the saloon."

Methodist Protestant.
Rev. J. W Gray, pastor of the First

Methodist Protestant Church, 4th street
southeast, in his sermon Sunday morning
said: "The only law that could settle the
liquor traffie, as it should be settled, would
be a law to abolish it. But there is little
or no hope of such a law being enacted by
the party that has been. or the one now
in power, for both parties court the liquor
ir;tluence to secure an election. It was this
irfluence that put the canteen in the army,
and the same influence is keeping it there.
No matter if parents do weep and pray.
and good people appeal to the powers that
be to abolish it, this will not be done. To
do so would be to lose the vote of the
liquor and beer interest, and that vote is
more valuable to a political party than the
lives of the boys who are fighting in de-
fense of their country. The government is
now saying to the parents of this land:
'Give me your boys to defend the flag and
if they are not killed on the field of battle,
I have made the necessary provision to
send them back to you confirmed drunk-
ards.' I believe God will hold every man
resporsible who has the power to prevent
evil and fails to do it, for the harm that
evil nmay do. 'To him that knoweth to do
good and doeth it not, to him it is sin.'
Thus every man who rents his ptoperty' a§
a place for the sale of liquor and every
one who signs an application for license to
sell it becomes a partner in the business
and responsible for the evil it may do."

Christian Church.
Rev. F. D. Power, LL. D., pastor of Ver-

mont Avenue Christian Church, discussed
the temperance reform at morning service
in reporting as to the "Jubilee Convention
-if the Disciples of Christ." He said In
part:
"Mist signilleant expressions on the

moral qustions of the day were delivered
by this great convention of '1,00 dele-
gates, among them protests against the
army canteen.

BATTLE OF TALANA HILL

Detailed Account ofthe British Victory Near
Dundee.

Fight Was Won by Accurate Artillery
Fire Followed by a Dash-

Ing Charge.

A London correspondent in Glencoe camp,
iflegraphing on Octobcr '.', and describing
the fighting th'at followed the first engage-
ment in the Boer attack upon the British
position that day, says:
"It was after the battle was renewed.

following the lull that ensued upon the
sharp cannonading of the British which
silenced the guns of the Boers on Smith's
Hill, that our casualties began. The In-
dian hospital corps of coolies, under Major
Donegan of the 18th Hussars, ran out,
keeping in the rear of the advancing in-
fantry and artillery that had galloped from
the second position through the town, amid
the cheers of the citizens.
"At this point the Boers became erratic.

Our artillery was firing on the hill where
the Boers were stationed in great num-
bers, but the return fire did little damage.
The enemy kept up an incessant shooting,
but our shrapnel began to tell its tale, with
the result that the Boer fire visibly slacken-
ed. From a ceaseless rattle the rifle firing
dwindled to straggling shots.
"A corporal of the Dublin Fusillers was

carried past me to the rear on a stretcher.
Major Davidson of the Irish Fusiliers was
shot through both legs and Color Sergeant
Anderson of the Dublin Fusiliers was
brought in wounded in the right shoulder.
"The artillery in front was shelling the

hill, 'and the King's Royal Rifles. on the
right front, were busy with the N1axim
making the Boers anxious about their posi-
tion. Their artillery had been silenced bythe splendid service of ours.

Where Casualties Occurred.
"Meanwhile a squadron of the 1Ith Hus-

sars and a mounted company of the Dublin
Fusiliers were creeping around on the ene-
my's left flank, while another squadron of
the Hussars and a mounted company of the
King's Royal Rifles deployed to the right
flank, at the cornfields.
"The artillery continued to play onSmith's Hill with a range of nearly 3,00(1yards. Under its cover the Dublin Fusiliers

and the King's Royal Rifles pressed for-
*ard. It was in the execution of this ma-
neuver that the casualties to our infantry
cecurred, several men being killed or
iounded.
"The firing now eased off on our side, and

only a solitary shot was returned now andthen. Gen. Symons, taking advantage of
this lull, rode forward with his staff in
front of the guns, taking cover at the rear
of the plantation, near the base of the hill.
All this time our infantry, in extended for-
mation, had gradually pressed forward.
watching the Boers from the rear of the
artillery and massing on the extreme left
of the hill.
"I saw three shells in quick succession

cut some to pieces and dIrive others away.Tlhe lioer fire was becoming hot, but the
first battalion of the King's Royal Rifles
and the Irish Fusillers. led respectivelyby ("o. Gunning and ('ol. Carlton, con-
tinned to mount the hill. Gralually theyextended along t he ridge,. and at 1it
o'clock, after four and a half hours of ar-
till-ry tiring to ser(e,-n Ih-m, t hey man-
aged to reach a wall running parallel
with the: ridge. about in yards from th-
summit.
"This position was gained under cover of

"A large! body of Boers, driv4en fromSmith's Hill, took refuge in a cattle kraal.intending to cross fire. The 13th Batteryopenr-d lire, however, and poured in such

a hall of bullets as caused them sp-edilyto shift the position.
"Thus far the enemy have displaved un-doubted courage, perhaps unentualed' by the

best European troops. They hol stool
up to our scattering artillery fire with the
greatest determination, and then, on Ta-
lana rih'ge, standing clearly out on the skyline, they still appeared unbeaten anrd .Ie-
fiant. The battle had now raged six and ahalf hours, when the Qirh Battery was or-
dered to limber up and advance. The bat-
tory galloped into a new position in splen-did form, and was in action at the front
in a moment.
"So effetive was the apparent result of

this close range firing that the 13th Bat-
tery was at once ordered up, and after
two rounds from each battery perfect si-
lence reigned over the enemy's front, bro-
ken only by the whirring of the Maxims,
served by the Dublin Fusiliers, who had
secured an excellent position to the right.During a momentary cessation the Boers
had taken up a p~osltion otn a hill to the
right of the read leading to Maima col-
liery, but the 13th Battery soon opened fire
on them and compelled them to retire,
"Meanwhile the two infantry battalionscontinued to climb the hill, and at 1:30

p.m., after eight hours of desperate fight-
Ing, the position was carried, the Boers
having precipitately evacuated the hill.
Thus, what had commenced with a battle
at Dundee, ended in a glorious victory for
British arms at what must be known asthe battle of Talana Hill.
"Just as the King's Royal Rifles and the

Dublin Fusiliers gained the hilltop, themounted infantry could be seen workingaround the left flank of the Beer position
and actually getting In their rear, without
any attempt on the part of the enemy tocheck the miovement, while the bulk of the
mounted volunteers, well hidden in the
plantation to the right, were ready to fail
upon the retreating enemy in that directionwhen the moment came.

Inantry's Galat Charge,
"Finally our batteries ceased their mur-

derous fire, and the Infantry charged up
the rocky heights, still separating them
from the enemy, and reached the summits
of both peaks of Smith's Hill and of the
Neck between without a check or halt,
"It was gallant work on both sides, andscores of men fell within a distance of a

couple of hundred yards, but the situation
soon became too hot for the Boers, who
broke and fled for their horses, which they

bad left at the toot of the hills on the

northeast. There, however, they were re-

tteived with a fusillade from the Hussars,

who had captured or stampeded all the
trorses.

"The enemy swerved in their line of re-

treat, Some surrendered there and then;

tthers made for Hatting Sprult, while se
mnoved toward Landman's Drift,

"A& who fled were closely pursued byouur cavalry and a field battery.

"It seems pretty clear that when the

main fight was drawing to a close, peart at
least of the Dannhauser contingent under
Commandant Erasmus, came upon the

ground, as well as a detachment from aFuree State contingent, which had made

forced march from the south.

Capt. Blake With the Boers.
The dispatches from South Africa have

made several references to an American
army officer named Blake, who is serving
with the Boers against the British, and who
Is credited with having once resided in De-
troit.
Blake Is a graduate of West Point from

Missouri. ie was a dashing cavalry offi-
cer, ard while stationed in a western fort
he became acquainted with a wealthy
young society woman of Omaha. They
were married and Blake resigned his com-
mission to return to that city with her.
This was the first known of him there.
In 1M)5 Blake left Omaha, announcingthat he was going to Africa upon an ex-

tended hunting trip. Divorce proceedingsfollowed, and the unhappy knot was untied.
Blake has been heard from several times-
first as a hunter, then as a civil and miningengineer, and now as a soldier again. It is
said that over a trivial incident he took a
deep-rooted dislike to Cecil Rhodes, and:this is thil cause of his enlistment with theBoers.

Victoria's Heart Bleeds.
A London dispatch says: The secretary of

state for war, the Marquis of Lansdowne,
has received the following message from
the queen, dated today as Balmoral Castle:
"My heart bleeds for these dreadful losses

again today. It Is a great success; but, I
fear, very dearly bought. Would you con-
vey my warmest and heartfelt sympathywith the near relatives of the fallen andwounded, and my admiration of the con-duct of those they have lost?"

Boer Death List at 11afeking.
A message received at Cape Town from Col.
Baden-Powell, in command of Mafeking,
dated October 15, says that fifty-three Boers
were kled and a large number wounded in
the encounter with his force. It is believed
that the explosion of dynamite at Mafe-
king, so cle" erly arranged by Col. Buden-Powell. resulted in very large loss to theBoers. s: that it is quite probable that Gen.Cronje will not resume the attack, and willperhaps retire altogetlier.
It is reported that the British at Mafekingfired from the grand stinild on the racetrack upon Boer patrols who were guardingthe water works. The burghers replieo,but the patrols evacuated.
