Interesting Showing in Regard to

the Internal hevenue.

MISCELLANEOUS,' SO URCES

A statement of much interest, just is-
sued by the treasury, shows the detailed re-
ceipts of the government by states for the
fiscal year, which ended June 30. This
statement gives the shares borne by each
state in the operating expenses of the
United States government.
There are three sources from which the

government receives its revenues-internal
revenue, customs and miscellaneous. The
miscellaneous receipts are from sales of
public lands, copyright fees, profits on
coin'age of all kinds, interest payments and
reimyments; revenues from the District of
Columbia, which are considerable; receipts
from United States courts, the sales of
buildings, old war vessels and a large va-

riety of matters. These receipts, therefore,
cannot be apportioned under the heads of
states and consequently the amount paid
by'each state is not known. Compared,
however, to customs and internal revenue
receipts the miscellaneous are very insig-
nificant.
The total receipts of the government for

the last fiscal. year were $495,069,912, di-
vided as follows: Customs, $197,864,857;
internal revenue, $273,345,302; miscellan-
eous, $23,859,751.

Customs Receipts by States.
By states the contributions in customs

receipts were as follows: Maine, $320,223;
New Hampshire, $2,849; Vermont, $555,560;
Massachusetts, $15,681,956; Rhode Island,
$250,824; Connecticut, $267,834; New York,
$138,693,853-all but $2,000,000 was received
at the port of New York; New Jersey, $100,-
064; Pennsylvania, $22,653,869; Delaware,
$27,283; Maryland, $2,062,163, the entire
amount being from the port of Baltimore;
District of Columbia, $60,254, which is much
larger t1-an several of the large states; Vir-
ginia, $390,979; West Virginia, $985; North
Carolina, $10,477; South Carolina, $107,420;
Georgia, 380,407; Florida, $722,020; Alabama,
$26,267; Mississippi, $8,W40; Louisiana, $3,-
829,033; Texas, $64,738; Kentucky, $261,294;
Tennessee, $41,965; Ohio, $1,376,631; Mich-
igan, $950,667; Indiana, $168,159; Illinois,
$6,427,156, practically all of which was at
the port of Chicago; Iowa, $82,103; Mis-
souri, $1,453,976; Colorado, $66,211; Oregon,
$418,591; Washington, $311,012; Montana and
Idaho, 345,328; Arizona, $128,511; Minnesota,
$489,264; North and South Dakota, $85,513;
Nebraska, $94,865; Wisconsin, $296,389; Cal-
ifornia, 36,829,147, San Francisco supplying
nearly all of this; Alaska, $47,979. It will
be seen that the total amount of these re-
ceipts is fully $8,000,000 more than the total
receipts given by the treasury, but the dif-
ference is caused by the refunding of duties
paid in excess and otherwise.

Internal Revenue'by States.
The receipts from internal revenue are of

more interest than the customs receipts.
By states the receipta were as follows: New

Asiatic station. A better idea was given
of the singular people inhabiting the celes-
tial empire than can be derived from the
a.verage traveler's descriptions, and the il-
lustrations were exceptionally interesting.

somewhat unusual point of view.
The lecture was greatly enjoyed by the

large and interested audience present.

In Red Cross Service.
Miss Jessie A. Ackerman, who is well

known in this city, now in Chicago, has
volunteered for Red Cross service in South
Africa. Miss Ackerman is saId to be the
first American woman to enlist in the cause
there. She was in the Transvaal at the
time of the Jameson raid, and at that time
became acquainted with President Kruger.

The Party' Has Left Him.
Gen. Horatio C. King is in the city to re-

Chesapeake Day Tide.
From the National Gleographie Magazine.
A successful attempt to fix a permanent

tidal plane for the Chesapeake bay has
been Tecently made by the United Btates
coast and geodetic survey. During the last
fiscal year nearly forty stations were occu-
pied, at thirteen of wbich we are in pos-
session of simultaneous tidal observations,
extending over one cplete lunation.
The average tide for the entire bay is

about one foot, possibly less. For Old Point
Comfort we have tito and one-half feet;
for the mouth of the. Potomac, one foot;
for Washington, threE feet; for Richmond,
three feet; Elk river1 at'the head of the
bay, two feet, and Ailapelis, less than one
foot. The wind effect, hewever, is some-
times more than the total tide. For ex-
ample, at Baltimore 'the *vind effect may
amount to three feet, while the tide prop-
er,*uninfluenced by fical:'disturbances, is
only one-third am machi '-This diminution
in the height of the tidles a# we come north-
ward from the entrence, and the subse-
quent increase as we 90tftinue on in the
same direction, is on of :the peculiar fea-
tures of the tidal ph 'mp of the bay.
Thie small range at A~~ lis is due part-

ly to the change in 4he width of the bay,
but principally to the fact' that there is an
interference at this beint~btween the in-
coming and outgoing tidal waves. When
the crest of the southbound movement
reaches the mouth of the Severn river it
meets the northbound 'wave from the capes
and a partial neutralizaton of the vertical
motion of the water takes place, Another
interesting point in connlection with the
subject is that the rate of progress of the
tidal wave from the mouth oL the Potomac
to Washington is somewhat less than that
of an ordinary steamer, so that a vessel
requiring the greatest depth possible would
be able- to enjoy the Condition of high
water during its entire pasage up the riv-
er.

SMALLPOX SITUATION
No New Oaes Developed in the City

Today.

PECAUTIONS O E HELTH OFMCE

Confidence That Disease Can Be

Kept Under Control.

HOSPITAL EQUIPMENT

No new cases of smallpox had up to noon
today developed at 941 H street, the house
in* which two cases of the disease were
discovered yesterday. Last evening three
of the inmates were removed to the small-
pox detention camp by the health depart-
ment officials, two colored servants and a
Mr. Hill, the latter having been a room-
mate of the two young men found suffering
from the disease yesterday. The rest of
the occupants will be kept confined until
the extreme period of incubation, said to be
sixteen days, has expired, when, provided
no additional cases meantime develop, the
house and its inmates will be released from
quarantine.
It transpires that one of the boarders at

the house, a Miss Ballinger, is a public
school teacher in one of the schools located
in the Berret building. 14th and Q streets.
The room in which Miss Ballinger's school
is located has been closed by order of the
health officer, and is today being thorough-
ly disinfected. The children attending the
school will be kept under surveillance by
the health department, and it is understood
all of them will be vaccinated. Another in-
mate of the infected house, a child, has
been attending one of the schools located
in the Franklin building, 13th and K
streets, and this school room is also being
disinfected today, and will probably be kept
closed until all danger of infection shall
have passed. The children attending this
school will also be vaccinated, it is uztder-
stood, and every precaution taken which
the health department officials may deem
proper and necessary.

Cause of Removal.
The two colored servants who were last

evening removed to the detention camp
were taken there because it was found they
could not be accommodated at the house
where the two cases were discovered yes-
terday, and Mr. Hill was removed to the
camp because he had been a room mate of
the patients. The sick men occupied the
top floor, and for that reason there is less
likelihood of the others in the house hav-
ing come in direct contact with them after
they became ill. The Bliss Electrical
School, which the afflicted young men at-
tended, has been thoroughly disinfected,
and a 'watch will be maintained over stu-
dents there who may have come in contact
with the sick men.
According to information obtained by the

health department, it appears that the only
place lately visited by Messrs. Stevens and
Grant, the afflicted men, is Alexandria, Va.
Together they visited Alexandria the 12th
instant, the day of the sesqui-centennial
ceremonies there, as stated in yesterday's
Star, and as smallpox is reported to have
existed there at the time, it is believed by
the District health officer that they con-
tracted the disease in that city. The day
of the celebration was two weeks ago to-
day, and as the period of incubation is
said to seldom exceed fourteen days, it is
believed that no further cases will develop
among those who visited the Virginia town
two weeks ago. The outbreak of the dis-
ease here last season was attributed to its
presence in Alexandria, and, as it is still
said to exist there, that fact, if it be a
fact, continues, of course, the possibility,if not the probability, of its further de-
velopment here.
Heating Apparatus Nearly Completed.
It is expected that the heating apparatus

now being installed in the District small-
pox hospital will be completed in two or
three days, when those suffering from
smallpox will be removed there. This hos-
pital, as has been heretofore stated in The
Star, is splendidly equipped for the pur-
pose, and is considered as one of the best of
its kind in the country. In support of this
claim, and as evidence of the care and
treatment which patients receive at this
hospital, it is pointed out that, out of the
nearly 100 cases treated there during the
outbreak of the disease last season, but
one resulted fatally. Of course, every pre-
caution has been taken in the present in-
stance, and will be taken, by the local
health department officials to prevent the
spread of smallpox, and the health officer
today expressed the belief that he will be
able to confine the disease to the house in
which the two cases were discovered yes-
terday, 941 H street. The fact that one of
the inmates of the infected house has been
teaching a public school, and that another
attended a public school, while adding to
the serious nature of the situation, is not
believed by the health officer to warrant
any great amount of alarm. Nor does he
feel that people should be greatly troubled
by the fact that the afflicted young men at-
tended a private institution of learning.
Fortunately, there remains quite a large

amount of the appropriation of $50,000 made
by Congress the 28th of last February to
provide for the care of smallpox patients
and to prevent the spread of that and other
contagious diseases here, and with this bal-
ance the health officer feels that he will be
enabled to fully accomplish the purposes
for which the appropriation was made.

Account for All but One.
The health department officials stated to-

day that they have accounted for all of the
inmates of the infected house but one, a
young mar. named Shaw. Mr. Shaw, they
state, has been employed in a down-town
store, and as he did not report there this
morning it is supposed by the health de-
partmen't that he has gone back to his
home, said to be in Virginia. It is under-
stood he did not come in personal contact
with the sick men, and therefore it is felt
that there is little, if any, danger to be ap-
prehended from his contact with others.

Extent of the Organisation's Opera..
tions Last Year.

The Ladles of Charity is an organization
that in a quiet way does a great deal of
good in the community. Its efforts are not
restricted to any particular parish, but
cover the entire district. The recipients of
its bounty include persons ef all races, and
there is no discrimination made in the, be-
stowal of charity. The officers of the so-
ciety are Mrs. Mary L. Stephens, president;
Mrs. George Croghan Reid, vice,-president;
Mrs. Hoffilger, secretary, and Rev. D. J.
Stafford, director. The extent of its work
is shown in its report for last winter, which
says that from October 12, 1898, to May 24,
18199, the following was accomplished:
Number of families supplied with foogl,

clothing and fuel, 206; visits to families,
1,236; families supplied with Xmas dinners,
including provisions for one week, 103; in-
fants baptized, 13; children put in asylums,
15; women sent to House of Good Shepherd,
8; people for whom employment was f'ound,
12; boys put in Marine Corps, 21; persons
brought back to practice of religious duties,
14; institutions visited regularly, 11; gar-
ments given to the pool, 1,115; yards of
raw material distributed, 5i06. The society
shows an increase of membership of 49, and
the work stows an increase in garments
made of 401 over last year and 053 more
distributed.
Those composing the Ladies of Charity

are preparing for a bazaar that will be held
in Cerroll Hail and will commence October
30 and last until November 10. The object
of this bainne is to furnish means for the
prosecution of the work of the society dur-
ing the coming winter. The members hope
that much more can be accomplished than
last season.
