‘I'lu- Commisston’'s Sessions.

There should be no question whatever as
to the pro p:-io['y of the Phillppine commis-
slon sitting behind elused doors. It would,
in fact, be unusual for such a body to open
its deliberations to 'the public.© The com-
mission {2 sktting as an advisory council to
the President, charged with the task of
ascertaining eertaln conditions,  analyzing
them and reporting recommendations for
caoping with them. It iz now purely a de-
liberative body, taking no testimony, hear-
ing no arguments and in no sense a praper
object of intimate popular scrutiny. There
Is probably but little fermality about thdé
sessjons.  Four representatives of the gov-
crnmeéent assemble and discuss the gques-
tions before them in a manner best suited
to secure the fullest exchange of sentiments
and the broadest enlightenment. When the
topic has been exhaustively considered in
this manner it is likely that one of the
members will be authorized to draft a re-
port, preliminary or final, and this draft
will be amended later Lo suit the wishes of
the majority of the commission.

It is difficult to understand what good
purpase would be served by opening the
lhors of the sessions. The report, when
published, will speak for itself. It will
matteér but little to the public to know the
intricate and detalled processes whereby
the conclusions were reached. There will
doubtless been many pros and cons
advanced and swstained by facts and the-
ories before the views of the eommissioners
huve crystallized into conerete form.

Should the Insurgents
be compelled to sramper with thelr eapital
to the hills, and there set up the forms of
their so-called government, they would
probably lose much prestige with the na-
tives. Aguinaldeo s said to have difficulty
ilready in maintaining his army, and his
appeils for recruits are deseribed as fre-
quent and peremptory. Transports with
Amerlean troops will arrive In quick sue-
cessfon, and a radical change for the better
in conditions pay reasonaubly be expected
at an early date.
