SEATOFGOVERNMENT
The Events Leading to Location in

Washington.

CENTENNIAL ANNIVERSARY PERIOD

Discussion of Subject Before the
Columbia Historical Society.

PAPER BY DR. S. C. BUSEY

The various events in the year 1800 con
nected with the removal of the seat of gov-
ernment of the United States to the Dis-
trict of Columbia were discussed in an in-
teresting fashion at a meeting of the Co-
lumbia Historical Society, which was held
last evening In the banquet hall of the
Shoreham. As it is proposed to commemo-
rate during the coming year the centen-
nial aniversary of this period in the his-
tory of the District, the facts brought out,
both in the paper read and in the discus-
sion which followed, had to the large au-
dience more than a mere historic interest.

It was the first meeting of the society
since the summer vacation, and there was
present not only a large number of mem-
bers. but also representatives of the c:ti-
zens' committee on the proposed celebra-
tion and of the public generally. Mr. John
A. Kasson presided, and before announc-
ing the program of the evening stated that
the bibliography of the District, a work
which it is believed will prove to be of
great interest and value, had been com-
pleted under the auspices of the society and
would shortly be published. He also stated
that the third volume of the proceedingsand records of the society would soon be
issued.
lie then announced the paper of the even-

ing to be by Dr. Samuel C. Busey, on "The
Centennial of the Permanent Seat of the
(overnment of the United States." Dr. Bu-
sey was present, but at his request the
paper was read by the secretary of the
society. Mrs. Mary Stevens Beall. It proved
to be a valuable and interesting narration
of the events which lead to the location
here of the seat of government. At the
outset Dr. Busey said:

Th. autLhr ti ited the various acts ef
ngress. of the President of the United

States, of the commissioners of the city,
etc., in selecting the territory of the Dis-
trict of Columbia. and in preparing it for
use as the seat of government of the United
States. Continuing, he said:
"Such is the story of the selection of the

location for the permanent seat of the gov-
ernment and the foundation of a city with-
in the limits of the federal territory. The
word city, cr any reference to suich a fcun-
dation, does not appear either in the pro-
vision of th- Constitution or in the ants of
cession by the states of Maryland or Vir-
ginia. the act of Congress of July 16, 1790,
the amendatory act of March 3, 1791; the
letters patent, the proclamation of January
24, 1791. prescribing the method of fixing
the beginning of the survey of the ten miles
square. at which point tile corner stone
was laid by Dr. Elisha Cullen Dick, April
15 1791. in the presence (if a large con-
course of citizens: nor in any of the pre-
liminary official sets relating to the loca-
tion of the permanent seat of government.
except In the letter of Jefferson to the
commiss!oners of January 15, 1791. in which
occurs the reference to the sketch of the
outline of the city. The designation 'cap-
ital city' appears first In the preliminary
report of L'Enfant. bearing date March 26,
1791, but not .n any other of the early offi-
cial documents relating thereto. It may be
that the authority granted to the commis-
stoners by the act of July 161, 1790, 'to pro-
vide suitable buildings for the accommoda-
tion of Congress and of the President and
for the public officers of the government
of the United States,' and the provision in
the amendatory act of March 3, 1791, 'that
nothing herein contained shall authorize
the erection of the public buildings other-
wise than on the Maryland side of the
river Potomac. as required by the afire-
said act,' may have. at least by implication,justified and impelled the acquisition and
laying out of an area around and about the
pubile buildings sufficient in extent to ac-
ciommodate w~th residences the officers and
'-mpl'oyes of th. government, and such a
community of citizens and visitors as it
was reasonale to suppose would seek a

initiali Form of Government.
tntinuirng, thle :iuthor stated that the

intiti form 'of government in this District
was a commission of tinren appointed by
lhe P'residenlt, a ni thact It was to all in-
tents tid lurposes a government by the
P'rei~dent. This form of government, he
add-id, aot inuedi unrtil May 1, 150L, when it
was aholishbed anrd the utti-e of s uperin-
enduenit was ereateod. Cogress did not
tnmke tihe city of W\ashringtonu a body politic
until May 3, 1Mo. when an act was passed
to '"incorporat.' the inhabitants oif thle city
of Washigton.' Dr. Busey added that
this date is perhaps logically and legally
thr- inaugural date and year of the city
if Washington. certaly. as a holv cor-
l'irate.
Tfhe paper quoted the act of July 16, 179.0,

which proivides, among other things, that
the' first Miday in December, 1M00, the
se-it of governmetit of the United States
shall. by virtue of the act, be transferred
to the District, and that all offices at-
tached to. thie se-at of government shall he
T'emov'edi thereto, and after the said date
shall ('ease to be exercised elsewhere. The
President. by the act of April 24, 18tH), Dr.
Itusey stated, was authorized to anticipate
the removal of the various ollces belonging
to the several executive departments to
the city of Washin~gton, and by the act of
May 131. 1800,. Congress directed, as was
statedi in the paper, that "an adjourned
session should be held at the city of Wash-
lngtoin, to commence on the third Monday
of November next ensuing." In neither' of
these acts is the city of Washington desig-
nated or referred to as the capital city, nor
is section 6 of the act of July 16, 170 re-pealed or altered, except so far as may be
implied by the atithority granted to the
Presidenit to anticipate at his pleasure the
removal of the various offices "before the
time heretofore appoirted by law for such
removal." The Supreme Cotirt of the
United States "adjourned its last session
at P'hiladelphia to reassemble at Washing-
ton February 4, 1801."
In conclusion, Dr. Blusey referred to the

public building outside of the original limits
of the city of Washington, and the appro-
prtiatien by Congress of money for im-
provements and the purchase of property
beyond the same limits, and said these
facts are signiticant of the intention of
Congress to maintain a permanent scat of
the givernment as defined by the Constitu-
tioti arnd the initial act of Congress of July
16. 17901. lie said also: "The transfer of
the government was not complete until the
departments were in actual and entire co-
operation at the permanent seat, which
could not be accomplished before the as-
sembling of Congress on the first Monday
in December. 140, the date fixed by the
initial act of July 16. 1790. at which dateall the offices attached to the seat of gov-
ernment should cease to be exercised else-
w her-e."

Justice Mforris* Addressn.
Upon the conclusion of the reading of the

celebration of this anniversary, to say
something on tItis -subject. Mr. Wight re-
sponded, and after. expressing his gratifi-
cation that thelodety had made such a
valuable contribution to the information re-
lating to this important period of the Dis-
trict, he gave a brief account of the com-
mittee and the york, He said that in Oc-
tober of last year a &iblio meeting of citi-
zens was held to consider what should be
done to prepare for he proposed celebra-
tion. He was chosen' chairman of that
meeaIng, and was authorized by a resolu-
tion to appoint a committee of nine. He
performed this duty and selected those who
had been previously jin charge of large
ceremonies, such' as Inaugurations, etc. It
was decided by the:,-committee that the
celebration should be national in charao-
ter, and a conferende was had with the
President, with the result that a reference
was made to thie prdposed celebration bi4
the President Ii his;.message to the last
session of Congress.
A public meeting was then :taled, said

Mr. Wight, which was held at Willard Hall
February last, and a report was made of
the appointment of the committee and what
action it had already taken. The report
was approved and the committee was au-
thorized to proceed. He then referred to
the law passed by the last Congress pro-
viding for the appointment of a committee
by the House and Senate, and of a
committee at large by the President
to act In conjunction with the citizens of
the District of Columbia to prepare plans
for the. proposed celebration. This plan Is
to be submitted to the President and Con-
gress. He stated that a meeting of the
entire committee would be held the 21st
of December, it being supposed that by
that time the House would appoint its
committee. He said the local committee
had no power to make plans, but in order
to facilitate matters, it has been consider-
ing the subject, and also a date for hold-
ing a celebration. It was thought there
ought to be something permanent to com-
memorate the occasion, but exactly what
that was to be had not of course been de-
cided. A suggestion was made that the
corner stone of the proposed memorial
bridge across the Potomac should be laid
at that time, and the structure be made
memorial. A memorial arch has been sug-
gested, and also a building for municipal
purposes. He said that as soon as the full
committee could meet and decide upon some
definite plan it would be necessary to
have the co-operation of all citizens in
perfecting the arrangements so as to make
the celebration worthy of the occasion.
Brief remarks were made by Messrs. SI-

mon Wolf. J. M. Cutts. A. R. Spofford and
W. B. Bryan in regard to the question of
the date when this District became the seat
of government. It was thought by some
of the speakers, as well as by President
Kasson, who closed the discussion, that
there was historically quite a wide optionfor the choice of a date, and that local
and general conditions and the season of
the year might well have weight in deter-
mining the question.
Upon the motion of Mr. Spotford, the 4

chair was authorized to appoint a com- 4
mittee of five to prepare a statement of the 4
historic facts connected with the removal
of the seat of government to this District,and to report at the next ineeting. The
chair stated that he would announce the
names of the committee later. The societythen adjourned.

CommisAloner Wilson Iielieven That
the Government is Being Cheated.
smirissioner WVilsn of the internal reve-

nutj bureau has for some time b-en seri-
ously considering the matter of requiring
pers ins who use internal revenue stamps to
lerforate them with machines instead of
by the present procest of cancellation. The
)mmissioner, however, is in hope that he

may not have ti res6it to this, as the ma-
chin-s would cqst considerable money and 4

the people who use few stamps would be
put to the cost of purchasing the nuichines
at a heavy price.
The whole subject pf requiring machines

has come about'becau'se of the sale and use
of second-hand istan'p in New York and
other cities. The frauds are being practiced
upon the government to a considerahle ex-

tent, and the whole detective force of the
government is engaged to a more or less
extent in trying to run down the violators.
The greatest armount of the fraud is in
New York, where the violators secure

stamps which have been used, wash them,
thereby restoring them to their original ap-
I" aran ce, and then use th,-m again.
One of the agents of the internal revenue

has made several arrests in New York. He
believes that the government is defrauded
of at lIast $5,000 a day by the use of re-
stores canceled revenue stamps. This esti-
mate is considered too high by Commissioner
Wilson. lie admits that the evil exists,
but thinks it has been magnified. If he
thought that the amount named was lost
daily the would issue an ordier requiring the
uise of machines, but as he thinks the loss
Ls small he believes that preferable to re-
quiring the users of small quantities of
staips to buy costly iwrforating machines.
Criminals have begun the use of washed

Leer sta mps, on which the government re-
eelves an immense revenue. The beer deal-
rs have suggested perforating machites,

nnd the matter has len under considera-
tion.
Frank, G. Thompson, the chief of the in-

ternal revenue bureau in New York, says
that messenger boys are engaged to a large a
extent hy the stamp swindlers in carrying. i
on their work. H4e recently sent for a New v
York messenger boy and found ten $5iO bills
on his person. a

"T will venture to assert," Mr. Thompson a

said, "that I can go through New or Broad t
street and take into oustody the first fifty 1
rrssenger loys indiscriminately, and by
s-arohing these fifty boys find at least
twenty-five with washed or restored reve-
nume stamps. Some house's allow messenger
boys and clerks to aifix and cancel stamps, C
ani eve-n if the hoys receive good stamps
they often suibstitute washed stamps and
s-ll the good apos at a discount. C
"Whenever any one. offers stamps for saleC

at a gre-ater discount than one per cent for
$100) worth the perrson offering them and the
stamps themselves should be looked upon
with suspicion. The greatest discount any
one i-an get is one tar rent on $100) worth,
which is the most the government allows."''
Chief Thompson said that although the C

dlenominationg of revenue stamps varies
from %, cent to $1,000, he has never discov-
ered any greater than $50 being discounted.
H-e- said that stamps of the denominatiotns
of $1. $-t, $5' and $14' were most offered, and i
that the $t stamps were used with greatest
frequr-ncy by swindlers.

Mr. Justice Martin F. Morris of the Dis-
triot Court of Appeals.. responded, and
spoke as follows:
"There seems to be grave reason for

doubt as to the true date of the removal of
the seat of government of the United
States to the Distriot of Columbia; and
therefore doubt as to the day to be selected
for the centennial celebration of the event.
And this doubt to natural enough, since it
takes time to remove all the machinery of
government from one place to another, and
the work cannot be done In a single day,
or In a week or a month; and, in fact, In
this Instance the work of removal was
spread over several months. When, there-
fore, It is desired to select a day, a special
day, an the anniversary of the event, it is
not entirely easy to determine the properday for the purpose; and, after all, for the
purpose of expediency, it may be found
convenient to take a date that might not
technically be the correct one, or a date
that might be wholly arbitrary. It seems
to me, however, that it may not be impos-
sible to establish the true date with rea-
sonable accuracy and certitude.
"If we followed European, or even Eng-lish ideas, the day on which President John

Adams took up his residence in the city of
Washington would be accepted as the date
of the establishment here of the seat of
government. In England, at all events, be-
fore the present century, the place of resi-
dence of the monarch, who was the chief
executive of the realm, was always regarded
as the seat of government; and In former
ages that seat of government was very fre-
quently changed. It may be remarked, in
passing. that the common impression that
the city of London has been for several
centuries the capital or seat of govern-
ment of England Is wholly erroneous. The
city of London is not now, and never has
been, exeept at rare Intervals and for verybrief periods, the seat of government of
England. For upward of four centuries the
English seat of government has been locat-
ed at Westminster, vrhich down even to
about the middle of the present century
was a distinct and separate municipalityfrom the city of London, although it is now
contained within what is known as the
metropolitan district of London, which is
greatly larger than the city of London,
properly so called. In the palace of St.
James at Westminster the Tudors, Stuarts
and Hanoverlans established their prin-
cipal place of residence. In Westminstey
Hall they summonel their parliaments to
assemble. In Westminster they had longestablished their judicial tribunals. In-
deed. the c'urts of law were permanently
established at Westminster long before the
royal residence was offictally located there,
or the meetings of parliament assigned to
take place at Westminster Hall. And it
was the location of the courts of law that
ultimately determined the location there of
the sett (of all the governmental machinery
of England.
"But iur President has no such function

in our governimental system as has, or
rather cme had, the English monarch. The
plae of residence of our President would
not ietermine the seat of government. Let
me suppose that the President's residence
was in Georgetown. when Georeetown was
a separate municipality from Washington.
and that Congress met in Washington: then
undoubtedly Washington, and not George-
town. would have lbt b"st right to he re-
ganIded as the siat of government. Loot me
suopo'se tle conditions reversed, and that
ongres. mact in Georgetown, while the

Preside-nt's residence was in Washington,
then Gi-"rg.-town. and not Washington,would he entiti-d to be regarded as the
capital city of the nation.

District the Sent of Government.
"And, by the way. again, the city of

WashingtOn is not under tiht- Constitution
the seat of government of the UnIted
States. That instrument provides that
Congi"ss shall 'exercise exclusive legisla-
tion in all ciasvs over suclh district, not ex-
icodin'g t.n m ilus siuare, as mnay, by ces-
sion 4f Iartlcular states, become the seat
,f gove rnmeont of the U'nitei States.' The
lDistrict of ('>lumhla, therefore. and not
nerly the city of Washington, is the seat
,of government of this V'nion. And this
provision of the Constitution would seem
to hav a "v'ry important baring on the
question of date of establishment of the
federal government in this District. For it
contemplate.s that the exircise of XeClusive
legislation here by 'ingress and the estah-
lishment of the seat of government in this
District shall be simultaneous. Now, the
first act of exclusive legislation here byCongress was on February 27, 1801, when
Cingress organized the Distriot of C)lum-bia, established courts here and enacted
what laws should he In force. In a tech-
nical and strictly legal sense I presume we
should have to acc.-t this dat., the 27th
day of February. 1s1, as the tru' legaldate of the establishment of the seat of
government in this District.
"But. while in a !egal sense this would

probably be regarded as the true date, it
would seem that in the popiular sense we
are justified in the acceptance of an earlier
day. It is somewhat like the case of war,
which we know freque-ntly commences be-
fore there is any formal proclamation to
that effect, all.] freountly comes to an end
before there is offlilal recognition of the
fact. ('an we deternmine the proper date In
the pol Ia sense?
"Our governm,-nt is thre-fold-dIvlded

into three great co-onlinate. indlependent,
although interdeperndent. branches-legis-lative. ex.cx.utive ani juillcial. We have
been most int-lrestingly told this eveninghow the machiniry if these different
branches was transfinril here at diff-rent
times during the years 1SA. and 1861. The
executive departments came first, Congressfollowed, and thin came the judiciary.Shall we regari the si-at if government a.
having been established when thi removal
began. Or when it was 'onsummatl? Was
it when the President cam.- hen' to reside,
or when Congress first assembled here? Or

HIstory of Occupation.
Mr. Hugh T. Taggart made an important

contribution to the discutssion in the course
of some remarks, in which he traced the
recupation of the District as the seat of
government by the various branrches of the
government.

thority of law in April, 1800, the President
was directed to remove the executive dec-partments of the government to the new
location, and that by the 14th of Junie, 18mtithe executive departments were located in
this city and transacting business, Con-
gress by a law tiassed May 13, 1800), direct-
ed that the second session of the Sixth Con-
gress should convene in the city of Wash-
ington the third Monday in September, 1l8.The House. he stated, met the 1'7th of No-
vember, which was the third Monday, but
did not have a quorum until the next day,
while a quorum of the Senate was not pres-
ent until the 21st oif November. The next
day they received the message of Presi-
dent Adams. and the speaker pointed out
that the President in his message, as well
sas biith houses in their replies, referred to
the assembling of Congress at the seat of
government.

The Actual Date.
He said he had no doubt that November

21, 1800, might properly be considered as
the date when the District became the seat
of government. He referred to the fact
that the United States Supreme Court met
in Philadelphia in August, 1800, and In the
entry of that meeting on the minutes of the
court it was recorded that the court had
assembled at the seat of government, Thle
opinion of such an authoritative body, Mr.
Taggart dryly remarked, was the only con-
sIderation that caused him to hesitate in
pronouncing in favor of the November
date.

YOU'NG HERO OF TELEGRAPH KEY.

Stuck to His Pont With One Hand
Shot Away.

A dispatch from Altoona, Pa.. says: How-
ard Bowman, little more than a boy In
years, Is the hero of the hour. With one
hand terribly mangled, and weak from loss
of blood, he stuck to his post in the Penn-
sylvania railroad signal tower at Garway.
his uninjured hand at the key of his tele-
graph instrument. When assistance came,
six hours later, the plucky young operator
collapsed.
The superintendent of the Cambria and

Clearfteld division received a message from
Bowman about 9 o'clock Saturday morn-
ing, just after the morning train up the
mountain had departed, asking that a sub-stltute, be sent up at once, as he had acci-
dentally shot off one of his hands. Bow-
man was informed that the train had gone.
and that no help was available unless anengine were sent up with an operator
aboard.
"Don't send engine." was the quick re-

sponse. "Several freights coming down. I'll
stick to it till afternoon train."
At 3 o'clock, when a substitute operator

reached Garway, Bowman was prostrate
on his desk, his bloodless face telling of the
pain he had suffered. At sight of the re-
lief man he sank back in his chair in a
faint.-
During the six hours that he nursed the

stub of his hand he answered every call on
the line and kept a careful record of every-
thing that transpired.
For several days a squirrel had been dis-

porting himself on the boughs of a birec-tree within a stone's throw of Bowman's
window. Bowmare finally borrowed an old
shotgun, intending to take a shot at the
squirrel. Not being familiar with guns, he
rammed home a double charge of powder.
When the squirrel appeared again he fired-
at it. The gun exploded near the butt, a'm-Bowman's left hand was almost carried
away.
Grasping a coil of Insulated wire. Bow-

man wound it about his wrist, inserted his
pocket knife as a handle, and with it twist-
ed the wire around his wrist so tightly that
the flow of blood was retarded, though not
stopped entirely.
Bowman is twenty-three years old, and

recently was married. His heroism in
standing to his poet as he did will probably
bring suibstantial recognition from the raIl-
road company.
