Of what material our frocks shall

be made is an easy question to answer com-
pared with the moment us one of what
shall their trimming be? For after all the
realm of materials is hounded on the south
by linen alnd, cotton, on the north by fur,
flannel and cloth, and on the west and east
by silk and a combination of iinen and
wool. But trimmings. What are they,
shalt they be contrasting or blending, shall
they be costly or economical, and above
all are they artistic when applied?
Except for stitching, tucks and buttons

there are not two trimmings alike, aid
even in the realm of buttons there are so

many extremes that one can either have
them of an infinitesimal cost, or of a gor-
grousness which makes them more suitable
for a safe dtelW.sit vault than for wear on
the street. The one rule is to trim, the
discre-tion and amount depend on the good
sense of the trimee.
