PLEADS GUILTY.

Defendant Was Disorderly, but Re-
sembers Nothing Ese.

"Fm guilty," pleaded Charles Hilton in
Judge Kimbal's court yesterday afternoon.
on a charge of disorderly conduct in a
barroom on New Jersey avenue.
"You are further charged with having

made an assault on Luke J. Brennan," read
the clerk; "what say you to this charge?"
"I don't know anything about it," was his

answer.
Luke J. Brennan is a policeman. He told

the court of the trouble he had with Hilton
Saturday night. Hilton's conduct was such,
he said, that he (Brennan) had to throw
him down.
"I had trouble with him the previous

Saturday," the oicer added, "and he
threatened to get even with me."
The prisoner was questioned, but his mem-

ory was such that he evuld not tell much
about the occurrence.
"Your honor," said the officer, when all

the testimony had been heard, "this man
has a wife and children and I hope you
won't be severe on him."
In consideration of the officer's request

the judge fined Hilton $10 in each case, and
told him the penalty would have been
more severe if the officer had not made the
request for clemency.
