A Dinappointed Anariblat.

There sailed from New York yesterday
fo.r Europe a personage whose room in this
country is far preferable to her presence,
and whose departure is a most welcome
event. This is Emma Goldman. agitator
and anarchist. who was concerned, it will
be remembered. in the murderous attack
upon H. C. Frick in Pittsburg several years
ago. She goes away thoroughly disgusted
with the American laborer. She calls him
a slave. a besotted brute, indifferent to his
sufferings and willing to kiss the hands of
his masters, the capitalists. She has tried
for ten years to arouse him to an appropri-
ate sense of his wrongs. She has lectured.
agitated. demonstrated. But in vain. When
the police have allowed her to talk. within
the license of the law, she has faced un-

moved audiences. There is no hope for
such stolid creatures, and so Emma sails
away, perhaps to agitate elsewhere, and
maybe to find a less genial despotism than
that of the United States.
Emma Goldman may be sincere. It is

known that some of her prototypes are sin-
cere. But the American workingmen are

equally sincere in their appreciation of
good times and their understanding of the
American law and the American traditions.
There is no more intelligent class of la-
borers in the world than those in the
United States. There is nowhere else a
similar body of toilers with as high a rate
of literacy, as high a scale of wages, as
coImplete a year's working record. as few
debts. as large a hank account, as broad
an *pprtunity for betterment. There is,
in short. nowhere else as poor a field for
the tillagre of the anar- hiist as in these
states. despite tha teachings of Altgeld and
othor dmsticato'l dematcogues.

This
fact, however, does not obscure the other
fact thft mechanical carriages are coming
Into favor and use steadily, as their prices
are lowered and they get within the reach
of a larger number of buyers. It Is Im-
possible to stop this progression toward the
vogue of a device which represents the
spirit and the tendency of the times. When
horse cars began to be supplanted with
cable cars and other forms of rapid transit
a cry went up that the horses would surely
be frightened into desperate and dangerous
antics.

.ra of the Dewey home fund regarding his
di:spoisal oif the house given to him is not
unnatural, and it is so strong and general
that it cannit ihe wholly ignored. The sub-
sequent transfer to his sonl appeared to bie
so direct a conisequence of the dissatisfac-
lion of a part of the subscribers and of the
ii alppoiintmfenit oif a part of tha
pulblic that it will do little to modIfy the
pubilic teeling. Tihis feeling is pretty accu-
tately and( temperately stated by one of the
contributors in a letter to one of the Wash-
intoun papli.rs. '"I consider.'' he says ''the
liroposai to transfer this house to Mrs.
I) wey as a most ungracious anid ungrate-
ful act.'' The existence of such a feeling
is unfortunate, and it is so because the
feeling cannot bie uinqutaltledly condemned.
It may be said that it would be more
gracious atnd graceful in the part of the
subiscribers to the fund if they should re-
frain from pubilic mnanifestatiion of their
diisap~o it men t, buttt t hey cantnot lhe blamed
v'ery severely for being disappointed.

It rernains trute, however, that the service
rendleredl to his country by Admiral Dewey
is not diminished by the lack of conform-
ity he has shown to the general standard
of good taste. and that that service amply
justitiedi the grittittude it awakened in the
pubice mind. The admiral is no less the
hero of Manila hay than he was two years
agii. andl his c'ontribution to the glory of
the American navy and to the confidence of
the American people in the navy is no less
signal and e'nduring. What we may be
sa Id toi have discovered is that strong pop-
tlar emiition is not always consistent with
trite perspiective. and that it is not logical
to infer than the man who has honestly
and fully enrnedl our admiration for the
qualities of a great naval commander is
necessarily admirable in everything. It may
occur to us that in our sincere zeal over
the solid and splendid achievements of our
great sailor, we lost our heads a little.
anid foir this generous error it is hardly
fair to hold him exclusively accountable.
1'nque-sioinably, the "break" he has made
ini regard to the home given him by poputarsubscription wIll change the attitude of the
general public toward him in some degree.
That ma' not hee an entirety regrettable
thing, for it may save the American people
from graver mistakes than supposing that
gallantry and pirowess and the utmost fidel-
ity to duty necessarily "conniote," as the
logicians have it, unfailing delicacy in mat-
ters of taste.
But it would be pretty mean in us if we

let this slip blind us in the least to the
great debt we owe the admiral for nctualservice tdebt that can only be partially
discharged by the most cordial and intelli-
gent appreciation.
