STRPLUS OF 213,000,000,

Government Reeceipis and Expenses
for the Present Fiseal Year.
Today's treasury statement shows that
the recelpts for the month wera $46,945,672
and expenditurea $40,769,847, a surplus for
the month of over $6,000,000. For the
month of November, 1838, the total re-
celpts were $38.000,015: This gives an ldea
of the constantly increasing receipts of the

Eovernment.

The expenses for the same month a year
ago were §49,000,980, bur during that month
the war expenses were $20.301.8748, The
war expenditures are still large enough,
the total for this month being $11,455,102.
This is many mililons above what was the
normal expenditures prior to the war with
Spain.

The receipts during the past month were
from the following sources: Customs, $1%,-
200417; internal revenue, 323,690,254 mis-
cellansnus, $LU4TOX. In round numbers
there is an increase of $.000,000 over the
sume month last vear, and In internal rev-
enue nearly 2 o000 (K1),

For the five monihs of the fiscal year
the receipts have been $2S004,390, and ex-
penditures §224.6821,m0, a surplus of about
15,5000 00N,

The recent bond purchases are not in-
cluded in the monthly expenditures. The
payments are deducted from the eash bal-
ance, and go to reduce that, although the
constantly plling up of surplus will seon
restore the eash balance to where it was
when the offer to purchase honds was
muide. The yearly Interest which was an-
ticipated under an offer of the treasury
was placed In the expenditures, however.

Wea got through safely ae far as Elands-
laagte, but at thizs point the s=ignal was
dead agalnst us and the driver pulled uop.

Australinn Whaling,
From the Portnightly Review,

I'n 1K, the heyday of the whaling trade,
when the smoky glare of the whale ships’
try-works Heghted up the darkness of the
ocean night, there wers forty-one vessels,
of a total tonpage of 9,207 tons, registered
In New South Wales, employed in the fish-
ery. In the same year twenty-two vessels
arrived in Sydney from the various grounds,
their cargoes of whale bone, seal skins, and
sperm  and black oil valuing altogether
about {150,060, Now the whaling trade in
suuthern seas Is represented by two or
three small and poorly equipped ships from
Haobart, though the whales—sperm, right,
and humpback—are again as plentiful as
they were in the flrst vears of the fishery.
One of the present writers, less than three
Years ago, counted over 300 humpbacks
pass to the northward in two days on the
Coust of New South Wales, while there
were probably double that number of the
swift and dangerous “fin-back” whales

London’s Buying Helped Stocks on
This Side.

ACTIVITY TN PACIFIC  SHARES

Bear Pressure on Sugar and Some
of the Industrials.

GENERAL MARKET REPOR1S

NEW YORK, December 1.—Yesterday's
advance in the Bank of England’'s mini-
mum rate of discount-and the subsequent
vielding of prices at that center resulted in
a hesitating and irregular openilng on this
side this morning. The ¢ per cent rate now
In force in London has; not been equaled in
¥ears, and shows the determination to pre-

vent a depletion af the gold supply in Eng-
land.

In spite of thess avidences of a desire to
discourage new undertakings which might
force a drain on the country's resources,
the London market for American securities
is quite as good as our own. Some profit-
taking was In progress for a time, but the
buying of the Paeific shares was good, and
gave every evidence of being well founded.

In consequence of the encouraging atti-
tude the local market developed unexpected
strength  Union Pacific and Northern Pa-
citic were the features of the trading, some
unusually large individual purchases being
made in both the ecommon and preferred
shares. Tha annual report of the former is
about due and it Is expected will show
very handsome earnings, applicable to
dividends on the common shares.

Northern Pacific common is relied upon
to show earnings equally as good, and re-
cent profite from land sales will go to
swell the dividend fond. The range of
Mices for these issues s attracting the at-
tention of the street, because of the rela-
tively low Interest charges and the assist-
ance of the dividends in meeting them.

Sugar and Brooklyn Rapid Transit were
under pressure for a time and this weak-
ness diseouraged traders from buying other
{ssues. Standard Ofl brokers were reported
to have borrowed upward of 253,000 shares
of Leather, and rumors of this character
served to hold the price of stock.

Traders were disposed 10 be extremely
skeptical of this borrowing, however, and
Wers very cautious in advanciog the price.
Fears of another avalanche of long stock
and the memory of recent events served 1o
check any general buying demand.

Some buying of Colorade Midland, pre-
sumibly for Inside Interests, attracted at-
tention along with the geoneral improvement
in western shares,

The assembling of Congress and the
l-r‘l-i'::i'frls_- measures 1o be reported are be-

ng discussed on all eldes. Something of
importance relative to currencey reform i=
expected, and the subgidy bl is almost
generally relied wpon to pass into law.

This latter measure {5 relied upon to bring
out such an array of facts relutive to the
profits to be derived from the recently ae-
quired insular poesessions as to give new
arguments for coafidence In the general
situation.

Tomorrow’s baak statement 13 expected
to show a further strengihening of bank-
ing reserves, but predictions are more
vitgue than last week.

The present mpnth {s ona of unusual
activity In the money market, ani the
yvearly settiements will almost certainly re-
sult in further erratic fluctvations In the
call money rate. Except for the speclalties,
auy rize following the proeldential message
next week Is Hkely to mark the high level
fur the month.
