Historical Sketeh,

The church was originally organized in
1940, and the congregation worshiped In &
smul! frame bullding erected on land given
to the society by Mr W. D. C. Murduck,
near the corner of River and Murdeck Mill
roads.  Subsequently the church bought
additlonal land, so that since 1570 the so-
riety has had a lot of about one-half acre
in area. fronting on one of the maln
strests In the historic suburb. In 1868 the

TO CURE DEFECTS IN LAW.

Suggestion Iin Regard to Persons of
- Evil Repuate.

In view of the recent decision of Justice
Bradley of the District Bupreme Court, that
the charge of “suspicious character’” can-
nuot be sustalned under existing law, Ma).
Syivester,, the chief of police, belleves it 1s
important to his department that such leg-
islution may¥ be had as will permit the ar-
rest wof, and {ssuance of information
againat, strangers and others who may
come under the surveillance of the police,
if there are reasonable grounds for the be-
lef that they have committed, or about

to commif, some act In vio'ation of law.
Muj. Bylvester has, therefore, recommended

Lo the Commissioners that the matter be
considered by them in order that the de-
fect, i any exists in the prevailing law,
wiy be presented to Congress for proper

legislation whereby the police may ba sus-
tuined in thelr efforts 1o prevent the com-
mission of ecrime.

“When persons of \\'u-il-kuuwn avil re-
pute” soys Maj. Sylvester, “those having
criminal records, and kindred subjects come
within this jurisdiction, it is of the utmost
Importance that the authoritics may be
prepured to investigate and arrcst them if
stch course 1s warranted by facts, to the
end that they may he prevented from prac-
teing upon the persons and property of
our citizens,  Upon  investigation it will
be found that the anthorities in all large
cities are sustained by the courts In thelr
effurts in this direction. and the pub e wel-
fare demands that such a safeguard be
provided “here."

The matter hag been referred by the Com-
missioners to their attorney that he may
prepare an amwuinwm to the lxmlng law,

defining what a  “suspiclous” or ‘‘sus-
pected ' person is.
