HORTON'S LAST RESORT

Appeal to the President in Behalf of Con-
demned Kurdem

But Little Hope That Exceutton Will

Be Interfered With-Prisoner's

Life in Jail.

Ex-Policeman George W. Horton, who is
condemned to die on the scaffold next Fri-
day for the murder of Jane Nicholson in
June last. has only one hope left. He seems

to fully appreciate the move made by his
friends for executive clemency, but he feels
that the President will not Interfere. The
condemned man regards tomorrow as his
last Sunday on earth.

It is believed that he will attend the ser-
vices held in the prison rotunda tomorrow
morning, as he did the Sunday before the
Friday set for his execution last month,
and that perhaps he will make some re-

marks. as he did on that occasion. Horton
has seemed particularly impressed with the
services conducted by the colored people,
and has held many conferences with the
Rev. John Roberts, the colored mission
worker. This missionary has paid Horton
a number of visits, and has talked with him
on religious matters.
At the meeting referred to last month

Horton appeared particularly happy. He
was so greatly affected that it was with
difficulty he was able to make himself un-
derstood.
"This is the last Sunday that I'll be with

you," said the condemned man on that oc-

casion. "Next Sunday I'll be on the other
shore."

Reception of Reprieve,
When the message came that the Presi-

dent had postponed the execution for one
week Horton was not made joyous. He
said he saw no reason why he should not
go then, for he knew the result would be
the same.
The Rev. Mr. Maydwell of Waugh Cha-

pel. and the Rev. John W. Matchett, who
preaches at Pennsylvania avenue and 7th
street northwest, have visited Horton dur-
ing recent weeks, and it is probable that
one of them, as well as the colored mis-
sionary, will accompany the condemned
man on his march to the scaffold. Horton
has a great many callers. His wife has
been faithful in her attentions to him. Not
only has she visited him several times each
week, but she has kept him supplied withdelicaeies. Jail officials say that they never
before saw a case of such devotion to a
husband under such circumstances.
The condemned man is spending his last

days on earth reading, writing and praying.He has already finished a long statement
that is to he turned olver to his wife after
his execution, and it is his desire that she
shall make the statement public. He has
rot advised the jail offiials of its purport.
He is now copying the sayings of Christ.

and this task he expects to finish hy Fri-
day morning. Recently he reinarked that
he did not mind death, as he wis prepared
to go, but he did object to meeting death on
the scaffold. because of his family. He
would welcome death, he says, ir. any other

Not many weeks after he was tried he in-tirnatori that he woull tak,' his own life,eleclaring he would never dile on the seaf-
fold. tc-auSeP of these assertions the jail,ffir la!s were warned to watch him. He now
seems to have give n up any sutch notion
and says he wvill valk to the sraffold with-
out flinching.

REOPENING OF Sr. ALOYSIUS

The Church Building Thorougbly Renovated
and Greatly Improved,

Archbishoe Martinelli to Omcate at

Services Tomorrow-Monsignor
Conaty to Preach Sermon.

For several months past St. Aloysius
Church, North Capitol and I streets, has
been undergoing extensive and elaborate
retiovation in the interior, and tomorrow
it win be reopened for divine service. There
will be a solemn high mass in the morning
at 11 o'clock, at which the papal delegate.
Archbishop Martinelli, will be celebrant
and Monsignor Conaty, rector of the Cath-
olic University, will preach the sermon,
and there will be solemn vespers at 7
o'clock in the evening, with Father Par-
dow, S. J., is preacher, when an opportuni-
ty will be given to witness the illumination
of the church by the new electric-lighting
arrangement. On both occasions a musical
treat may be expected from the excellent
choir of the church, under the direction
of Mr. Kubel. Not all the work, however,
will be complete by that date, as the main
altar Is to be yet reconstructed, a new side
altar of marble to be erected, and two
frescoes are to be placed in circular spaces
high above the side altars.
The painting and decoration have been

directed and partly executed by Brother
Schroen. S. J.. an artist of very considera-
ble merit; and the electric illuminating ar-
rangement, including about 700 lights, has
been set in place by Brother Daly, S. J., a
skilled electrician. Mr. Niepold of Fred-
erick, Md., has done the gilding. The ceil-
ing and walls have been painted and gildedin exquisite taste, while handsome nold-
ings have been placed in the centers of the
panels of the ceiling, and all around the
church on the space under the cornice.
The pews look bright in their new dress of
paint, with handsome patented straps in
place of the doors.

Stations of the Cross.
The fourteen stations of the cross hang-

ing along the walls, which are all meritori-
ous oil paintings, made by order in Rome
in the past, have been brightened and the
gilt of their frames renewed.
St. Aloystus is the oldest Catholic church

in the national capital, after the old St.
Matthew's, on H street, and Holy Trinity
in Georgetown. It was dedicated and
opened for divine service in October, 1859.
on which occasion Archbishop Hughes of
New York preached the sermon In the
morning, and the preacher in the evening
was Rev. James Ryder. S. J., one of the
most eminent presidents of Georgetown
College. then within a few months of his
death, who had been justly reputed one of
the very first pulpit orators in the United
States, and of whom cultivated people of
Washington have said that they heard him
with more pleasure than they would listen
to Webster, Clay or Calhoun, coeval with
him in the Capitol. President Buchanan
was a witness to the opening services forty
years ago.

Its Pastors.
Many eminent priests have officiated as

pasto's or assistants. Rev. Charles Stone-
street, an ex-provincial of the Jesuits in
this region, was a rector when the church
was opened. After him, at different times,
Rev. Bernard Maguire, S. J., a distinguish-
ed ex-president of Georgetown College,
acted as pastor. During the civil war and
for some years afterward Rev. Bernadine
Wigit, S. J., was the rector. Exercising the
sacred ministry in the church at the same
time with Father Wigit was Rev. Alex-
ander Hitselberger, S. J. He had been a
student and then professor at Mount St.
Mary's College, Emmitsburg, Md., in its
tirst years, and counted among the pupils
instructed by him there Cardinal McClos-
key of New York, the first American cardi-
nal; and, after many y-ars in the sacred
ministry in Norfolk. Va., he entered the
Society of Jesus in middle age.
Connected with St. Aloysius Church is

Gonzaga College, conducted by members of
the Society of Jesus, for imparting to youth
a liberal higher education. It was former-
ly located on F street between 9th and 10th
streets, and dates back more than three-
quarters of a century. It was transferred
from F street to its present location near
the church during the term of rectorship of
church and college, from 1I6 to 1875, of
Rev. James Clark. S. J., who was previ-
ously president of Holy Cross College, Wor-
cester. Mass.. and in his earlier life an of-
ficer in the United States army. having
graduated in the same class at West Point
with Gen. R. E. Leo. The residence of the
fathers adjoining the church was erected
ten or twelve years ago by Father Mc-
Gurk, S. J.. then rector, seconded by the
generosity of the congregation.
Many notable religious ceremonies have

taken place in St. Aloysius Church during
the forty years of its existence. In Octo-
her. 1874. when Gen. W. T. Sherman lived
on I street between 2d and 3d, the church
was the scene of the wedding of his daugh-
ter Minnie and Mr. Fitch of St. Louis, one
of the most brilliant and impressive cere-
monies ever witnessed in the capital. Arch-
bishop Purcell of Cincinnati came east to
perform the marriage; President Grant and
members of his cabinet were witnesses.

The Church Name.
The church has been named to honor the

memory of St. Aloysius Gonzaga. a youth-
ful Jesuit saint. who is proposed by the
Catholic Church everywhere as a model
for the young. le was the son of an Ital-
ian marquis three hundred years ago, and
at the age of eighteen voluntarily aban-
doned all his worldly advantages to enter
the Society of Je.sus. lie diet six years
afterward while a student of dlivinity, and
later. .n account of his heroic virtues, he
was judged by the Roman rpontiff as worthy
of the honor of canonization. The large
altarpiece, a beaut iful oit painting by liru-
midi, represents the saint receiving as a
boy his tirst communion from th.e hands of
another saint.

Tried for Assault.
Policeman W. H. Gover was today tried

before Judge Pugh on the charge of as-
saulting W. H. Thomas. a colored engineer
in the first precinct station, November 2.
Gover admitted striking Thomas in the
face, hut said he did not do so until after
Thomas took hold of his arm, after he had
been arrested by Gover on charges of driv-
ing on the wrong side of the street and dis-
orderly conduct. The evidence in the case
will be referred to laajor Sylvester. super-
intendent of police, for final disposition.

Condition Much Better.
Mr. Warner Stutler. superintendent of

the District street cleaning department,
who is suftering from an attack of typhoid
fever, and whose condition has been quite
serious, was reported today to be much
better.
