Operations of the Department During the
Past Fiscal Year.

The Establilament of Hospital for

Inebriaten Reconamended-Sta-

timtieal Data Supplied.

Major Sylvester has received from the
printer a numlwr of copies of his annual
report for the last fiscal year. Included in
the report is a statement showing the work
of Sanitary Officer Frank. His report em-
braces an account of the work d]one in be-
half of-the sick and otherwise unfortunate
people whose cases called for official action.
The question of transportation is lisp sed
of as follows:
While this part of the work consumes

much time and requires thorough investiga-
tion, it is the least important of any of the
duties assigned to this office. Much good,
however, has been accomplished and suffer-
Ing alleviated by sending worthy persons to
their homes or friends.
While I have earnestly endeavored to

separate the worthy applicants from the
impostors, great difficulty has been experi-enced in doing so.
More than the usual number of pretend-

ers have sought aid in the way of free
railroad rides to other cities. While cranks
and demented persons continue to visit this
District for the purpose of having their
grievances, which are purely imaginary,righted, but eight unfortunate individuals
of this character have made their presenceknown. a decrease of four as comparedwith the preceding year.

Furnished With Transportation.
During the year R99 persons were fur-

nished with transportation to their homs.
or as near thereto as practicable, at an ex-
penditure of $1.797.97, a decrease of thirty-
six persons as compared with 189H, but an
increase in expenditure of $.7,!4- The in-
crease was caised by a number of personsbeing sent long distances.
The S.ill thus aided are classified as fol-lows: Males. fX7; females. 262: white. 75!:colored. 1441; native born, 718; fori-ign b8,n,151. Of those transported, sixty were tx-soldiers and sailors, twenty-two less than

in 1898.

41. My attention is frequently called
to cases of temporary insanity. not sub-
j ecta for the ordinary hospital, but whose
cendition would scarcely justify their being
sent to the Government Hospital for the
Insane. There should be for siuch case-s a
houtse or pla5ce of detentioin other than a
station house. I woulid riespec'tfully renew
my former ri'commendatioin that a suiltabl,'
place be privided for such persons at the
Washington Asyluim. My experience frinm
year to year has ciinvincedl me that thiis is
a very iport ant r'emrmendlatiiin. and one
that shoulid meet with favorable cotisidera-
tiion.

The Ambulance Service.
The work of this brantch of the police

sErvice continues to increase, the number of
calls responded to during the year being
:1,079, an Increase of 278. Of the 1,1179 runs
n abl 254 were uninecessary, or nio service
re-nderedl, thirty-seven motre than last year,
I am sure that much of this unnecessary
work could be avoidedl If proper discretion
was usted by those makir~g the calls,

I again commend the faithfulness and
piomptness of the drivers, and respectfully
ricimmend an increase in their comapensa-
tion from $4510 to $600) per annum. These
mien greatly appreciate your efforts in their
behalf, and hot)- for your recommendation
for the desired advance in their salary.

I also recommend the purchasing of two
ambulances, similar to Nos. 2 and :3 now in
the service, atnd the appointment of an adi-
ditional driver, so that there may be at
least one man in the ambulanv-e barn at all
times during the day, subject to emergency
calls.

PUBLIC DEBT DECREASED.

Bonds Amounting to $0.712,S51
Bought During Last Month.

The monthly treasury statement of the
public debt shows that at the close of
business November 29, 1899, the debt.
less cash In the treasury, amounted to $1,-
140,1,831~h:, a decrease for the month of
$6457,7501. During the month the bonded in-
debtedness of the government was d~e-
creased by the purchase of bonds
amounting to about $9,'712,851. During
the same time there was a de-
crease in the cash on hand of $3,175,10l0,
which was used in bond purchases. The
debt is recapitulated as follows:
Interest bearing debt, $1,037,049,000., Debt

on whieh interest has ceased since matur-
ity, $1,209,820. Debt bearing no interest,
$388',048,700., Total $1,426,iI08,270. This, how-
ever, does not include $6178,260,90i3 in cer-
tificates and treasury notes outstanding,
which are offset by an equal amount of
cash in the treasury.
The cash in the treasury Is classified as

follows:
Gold, $390,653,107.
Silver, $496,728.872.
Paper, St1,888,542.
Bonds deposited in national bank deposi-

tories, disbursing officers' balances, etc.,
$00,857,666.
Total, $1.043,128,288, against which there

were demand liabilities outstanding
amounting to $756,9)11,848, which leaves a
net cash balance on hand of $286,216,4390.
