NO NEWS FROM GEN. BULLER.

Iadysmith Was All Right as Late as
November 29.

LONDON. December 5.-Although the re-
pairing of the cable between Aden and
Zanzibar has restored the route "via
Aden" to South Africa, and thereby re-
lieved quite a budget of belated dispatches,
there is nothing at hand throwing light on
General Buller's preparations for the relief
of Ladysmith or the movements of the
other British columns.

siege of Mafeking, although coming from
various qia rte.s, ai not confirm d. Ap-parently Gen. Cronji left there a force
suffie nt t, hold tho garrison In elv'ek.
A delay-l dipatch from Cape Town. re-

celved today, descrias the departure of the
Canalian contingent o: troops for the
front. The streets were decorated, and
dense. enthusiastic crowds ined the prin-ctal thorughfaries. Gov. Milner hade theCariations farewell at the railroad station.
All the officers. individually, were pre-sented to the governer. who was heartilycheored by the Canadian soldiers. Theyalso sang the national anthem.
A party of thirty-nine ('anadians re-

mained at Cape Town. as the men had not
passed the meJical inspection.

Boer Losses at Modder River.
The war office today received the follow-

ing dispatch from Gen. Forestler-Walker,
under date of December 5:
"Gen. Methuen reported that at Modder

river he found twenty-three bodies and that
twenty-seven bodies have since floated to
the surface of the river. The people say
that some bodies were hurled and that
others were taken on mules to Jacobsdal,
where the Enslin wounded were also taken.
Commandant Albrecht's wagon, perfectlyditted up as a pharmacy and surgery, was
captured. The enemy's loss was more than
ours and their morale has been much
shaken."

THEY CIJEATED THE GOVERNMENT.

illicIt Oleo Manufacturing Plant Un-
earthed In Chcago.

CHICAGO. December 5.-In a basement
at 282-284 East 63d street government offi-
cers and pollee unearthed a complete out-
fit for manufacturing oleomargarine, and
arrested Philemon Berry and Hugh B.
Cameron. who were at work In the Illicit
plant. The two men were held to the fed-
eral grand jury in $,040 bonds each.
As manufacturers of oleomargarine they

were liable to a revenue tax of $f6) a year,
which had not been paid. It is said that
the factory has beeni in operation a year
and a halt, and that in thi.s city the men
did a large business.

American Book (omnpany Take. Cona-
pany'. Entire School Series.

CHICAGO, December 5.-The Tribtune to-
day says:
The American Book Company of New

York an<L Chicago completed negotiations
yesterday by which the entire publication
of the Harper Bros.' College and High
School text books is transferred. The list
of these publications comprises 450) works,
and Includes the complete classical series
tof Greek and Roman literature, grammars
and dictionaries. The deal will go into ef-
feet 'at once, and the American Company
expects to be turning out the books frotn
their own presses by January 1. Chas. J.
Barnes. Chicago representative of the firm.
said that he had not heard the magnitude
of the purchase, but that it undoubtedly
would he covered by an amount of five fig-
ures. Books in stock, plates and the con-
tracts for books yet unwritten are in-
ctluded.

FRIELAND FOULS THE LASSELL.

Latter Steamer Beached and Fur-
naces Under Water.

NEW YORK. December 5.-At tjuaran-
tino 'today the Red Star line steamer Fries-
land, from Antwerp, fouled with the British
r-teamer Lassell, one of the Santos coffee
steamers, held in quarantine.
The Friesland carried away her bowsprit

and rnay have suffered other damage. The
L~assell had a good-sized hole made In her
port side, through which the water poured.
and she was In danger of sinking. Two
tugs went alongside of her, and, after rais-
ing her anchor, the Lassell was beached
about a quarter of a mile above the quar-
antine station.
There was five feet of water in the hold

of the Lasseli before she could be beached.
The work of the tugs was hindered by the
fact that the deputy health officer in
charge of the Lasseil would allow no one to
go on board that vessel, which was being
held in quarantine as a precaution against
possible infection by the bubonic plague.
When the steamer was finally beached near
Clifton. Staten Island. the water was over
her furnace doors, and she continued to set-
tle for some time,

Autobiographim iN the Oongressional

Interestlnr (a Temat Many of Them
Contain Uij aaual Amount of

Peru naI nformation.

The autobiograples of newly elected1
United Statea'penatdrs which are published
in the Congressiona, Directory are always
subjects of interest. In the directory
which has Just appared autobiographies
of ten of these new senators appear. They
are especially interestiug because of the
fact that many 3f them contain an unusual
amount of personal information regarding
the family lineage and the Immediate fam-
ilies of senators besides rather more per-
sonal information regarding the writers
than has beni customary to give in the
past.

Mr. Beveridge of Indiana.
The shortest of these autcbiographies was

written by he youpngest of the United
States senatorz, except Senator Marion
Butler, who is a year his junior, being that
of Albert Jere'miah Beverldge, and as fol-
lows:
"Republican; was born on a farm in

Highind county, Ohio, October 6, 1MIS2; his
father and brothers were. soldiers in the
Union army; he was married to Miss Kath-
erine Maude Langsdale en November 4.
187; was elected to the Senate of the
United States by the sixty-first g'neral as-

sembly of the state of Indiana January 17,
1899. His term of service will expire Jan-
uary 3, I05."
A peculiar mistake in the above is in the

statement that the term uf oitice will ex-
pire January 3 fnstead of March 3.

Mr. Clark of Montana.
Mr. William Andrews Clark of Montana

says that he was defeated for Congress in
188S because of a schism in his own party,
and was elected to the United States Sen-
ate by the democratic legislature in 1890,
but was not seated, "owing to the muddle
growing out of the organization of two
legislatures in the state, the republican
senators being seated." le says he has
always been a consistent and active demo-
crat.

Mr. Depew of New York.
Senator Chauncey Mitchell Depew of New

York has the longest of the biographies.
though the incidents of his career are

tersely stated. He recounts his railroad
connections at length. le states he was
married November (), 1871, to Elise Hege-
man, and has one son.

Mr. Culberson of Texas.
Senator Charles A. Culberson of Texas

says he is the eldest son of David B. Cut-
berson, for twenty-two years a member of
the House of Representatives from Texas,
and Eugenia Kimbal Culberson, daughter
of the late Dr. Allen Kimbal of Alabama.

Mr. Foster of Washington.
Senator Addison G. Foster of Washington

says he is a descendant of Reginald Foster,
who landed at Ipswieh in liS, his parents
being amorg the pioneers of Wisconsin.
le settled in Minnesota, and "there his
friends prevailed upon him to accept his
first and last publi,: otffie until elected to
the United States geniat."' He says he
"has always been a republivan and active
in naintaining party ornaiiization."

Mr. Quarles of WIsconsin.
Senator Joseph Very Quarles of Wiscon-

sin states i.e is the so of Joseph V.
Quarles, who married Caroline Bullen. "In
the United States senatorial contest of 1"I
received a very flattering vote, but in-
:tsted upon having his name withdrawn."
"Married Miss Czrrie A. Saundters of Chi-
cego in l108. and has three sons, Win. C.,
Joseph H. aad Edward L."

Mr. Taliaterro of Florida.
Senator James Piper Taili ferro of Florida

says that he "is a descendant of Robert
Taliaferro, who came from England about
165v and settled in Essex county. Va., of
the Ilenheim branch of what has since be-
come a numerous family."

MURDERED FOR HIS MONEY.

Postmaster Fellows at Scarsdale Shot
Down by Assassin.

NEW YORK, December 5.-Postmaster
and Express Agent H. B. Fellows of Scars-
dale, on the line of the Harlem railroad,
died today from a pistol shot wound in-
flicted by an unknown assassin.

A satchel in which he carried the
express money and the receipts of the post
office was missing and is supposed to have
been carried off by the murderer.

Dr. Hitchcock Attended Mrs. Adami

When She Died.

GOT SOME OF THE DRUG HIMSELF

Physician Describes All the Inci-
dents Attending Her Death.

WITNESS CROSS-EXAMINED

NEW YORK, December 5.-The first wit-
ness to b? called to testify in the case of
Roland B. Molineux. who is charged with
causing the death of Mrs. Katherine J.
Adams. was Dr. Edward F. Hitchcock, who
attended Mrs. Adams immediately after she
had taken the poison which caused her
death. In answer to questions by Mr. Os-
borne, Dr. Hitchcock said that when called
to attend Mrs. Adams he took with him an
"'mergency outfit." Reaching the house.
he saw at the top of the second flight of
stairs a number of persons, among whom
was Harry S. Vornish. He had no convsr-
sation with Cornish. Mrs. Adams was
given a hypodermic injection for a heart
simulant. and other means to save her life
were tried, but she died while he was work-
ing over her. There were two glasses on
the dining room table. The witness said
lie heard some one retching in a nearbyroom, and on asking who it was, was told
it was Mr. Cornish.
Beyond question, witness said. Mr.

Cornish was in a most distressing condi-
tion. This was objected to by Mr. Weeksand was stricken from the record. Con-
tinuing. Dr. Hitchcock said he was asked
by Cornish if he had any idea what stuff it
was they had taken, but he could not de-
termine the nature of the contents of thebottle from which the dose had been taken.

Detected a Dead4y Poison.
He tasted the contents of the bottle, and

as soon as it touched his tongue he de-
tected the odor of almonds and prussic
acid, and knew he was in contact with the
cyanic root, one of the most deadly poi-
sons.

Mr. Osborne asked the witness to de-
scribe the symptoms of such poisoning.Mr. Weeks objected, but was overruled.
The poison caused general paralysis, Dr.

Hitchcock said. He detected the mercurial
taste in the preparation.
In describing the bottle containing the

stuff the witness said it was a little smaller
and of a darker color than a bromo-seltzer
bottle. Tihe label Aas soiled and gave the
bottle a seon.l-hand appearance, Dr.
Hitchcock identified the bottle when it was
shown him oy Mr. Osborne, and it was
offered in evi lence.
The bottle was then pased to Dr. Allen

McLain Hamilton. the medical adviser for
the Jefenae, who weighed and measured it.
The bottle ws eriered Ls an exhibit.
Dr. Hitcha :k continued and told that the

bottle h'.der was hanio' to him by Cor-
nish. This was given to the witness for
identifleation. He i~ientifIid it positively as
the ame he saw in the Adams fiat. It was
a:so passed to tha tiefense for examination
and receivti the same close serutiny and
careful measurenint that was given the
bottle. The holder became "exhibit 2."
Bottle's Wrapper AlIo in Evidence.
The wrapler which Cornish told Dr.
-litcheock w ts alout the bottle was next

offered the witness and ideintiftd by him.
The wrappe-, bearing the handwriting.
which is to play so great a part in the
trial. was frimed undr a heavy glass. It
was examined by the defense. Mr. Weeks
passed it back to the witness, saying:"1-would ask lhe detor to examine it
carefully, to be certain that It was the
same."
This was done by the witness and the

wrapper was offered in evidence as "Ex-
hibit A." It was then passed around the
jury box and examine,, by each in turn.
The defense then asked that Dr. Hitchcock
should weigh the bottle and bottle holder.
He did so, and they were each passed
about for the inspection of the jurors.
Continuing. Dr. Hitchcock told of askingCornish where lie bought the bottle, and

of being told' that it wvas sent as a Christ-
mas present. The witness asked Cornish
if he knew anybody who spelled the
numbers 40 "fourty." Cornish said he did
not. The doctor said he then began to
feel ill himself, saying the "poison began
to get In its line work on me." -He told of
the conversation between himself and Cor-
nish and described hi feelings. He said
he kept Cornish on the move all the time,thus keeping him from becoming more ill.

Sent Cornish for Dr. Potter.
He sent Cornish for Dr. Potter. thus get-

ting him out in the fresh air. Dr. Potter
came about 10:05 o'clock, Mrs. Adams hav-
ing been dead for some time, every one
having been sent out of the room, so that
he anu Dr. Potter could carry out their
plans. He said that at that time there
were more than two glasses on the table,
as he had used some himself.
There were two tumblers, he said, one ofwhich contained about two inches of sedi-

ment, which was very slightly effervescent,the other contained clear water. He said
he took home with him a specimen of the
handwriting and the bottle and bottle
holder, locking them in his desk. They
were later delivered to the police. Dr.
Hitchcock next told of the v'isit he and
Cornish made to the undErtaker's office.
Mr. Weeks then began the cross-examina-

tion. He was told by the witness that he
had made a most minute and careful ex-
anination of his patient. Comning to the
qtuestion of the bottle and bottle holder, the
witness said he could not say that certain
little blue marks oin the wrapper were
there when he examined the exhibits in the
fltlie told Mr. Weeks he could not re-
nmember very diistinctly, as he had paid no
particular attention to the matt'er and had
not studied the case.
The witness testified before the coroner

that the patient had a peculiar pailor. In
his testimony today lie characterized it as
a peculiar "bluish color."
The bottle which contained the poison,

witness said, was not in the dining room
when he entered, but was brought in from
the bed room by Mr. Cornish, who also
brught In the bottle holder and the wrap-
per. He said he thought the bottle was in
the holder when it was brought in.

NOT THERE BY HIS ORDER.

Got'. Bradley Makes Announcemnent
Regarding Soldiers at Frankfort.
FRANKFORT, Ky., December 5.-The

members of the board of election commis-
sioners, as well as some of-the attorneys
interested in the canvassing of the votes.
extpressed the opinion this morning that the
canvass of the remaining counties would
be completed today in time for the contest-
ing board to hear arguments on the dis-
puted counties.
There wsre, however, still sixty-eight

counties to be canvsassed, and the work
seemed certain to take the entire day. The
board met at 1):30 pursuen-t to last night's
adjournment.
Several counties were passed during the

morning, owing to incomplete returns, or
objections, and the votes of these counties
showed little change frorn the unofficial re-
turns. During the proceedings GoY. Brad-
ley walked into the room, saying:
"I wish to make a statement for the

benefit of lying correspondents. I wish to
say that there are no soldiers here in citi-
zens' clothes by any order of mine.

SENATOR HAYWARD IS DEAD

Pased Away at BH Home in Nebraska
Thi anmng.

me Was Fifty-Nine Years Old-Veteram

of Civil War and Successful

business man.

NEBRASKA CITY, Neb., December S.-
United States Senator Hayward died at 6:'N
a.m. today.

United States Senator Monroe L. Hay-
ward was fifty-nine years old, and has
lived in Nebraska City for thirty-two years.
Although a lawyer by profession. he made

his wealth largely through investments in
lands in Nebraska and Kansas. As the re-
publican nominee. he was defeated for gov-
ernor by Poynter two years ago. reducing
the fusion majority from 18.000 to 3,i1O.
and was elected to the United States Sen-
ate by the last legislature. Soon afterward
he was stricken with paralysis while ad.
dressing a political meeting, and since then
his death has been daily expected.
Senator Hayward was a veteran of the

civil war. serving in the =2d Regiment of
New York Volunteers, and later in the 5th
Cavalry. He married Miss Jennie Pelton of
Putnam county, N. Y.. in 1870, and his
widow and two sons survive him.

ADMIRAL TAKES A PEW.

Denial of Story That He Rented One
in Catholic Church.Admiral Dewey has rented a pew in St.

John's Episcopal Church. of which Rev.
Mackay-Smith is pastor. He has also
been chosen a trustee of the Episcopal
Temple on the Tenleytown road.
Father Mackin, the pastor of St. Paul's

Catholic Church, 15th and V streets north-
west, voluntarily denied today emphatically
the story printed in a New York paper in
which Admiral Dewey is reported to have
rented a oew in his church.
"Admiral Dew y has rented no pew In

my church." said Father Mackin. "le is
a vestryman In the Episcopal Church. Mrs.
Dewey owned a pew in the church prior to
her recent marriage, and when we made
up our annual statements we naturally sub-
stituted the name of Dewey for ]Hazen,
and also removed the name of Hazen from
the pew, substituting that by which she
is now known. Out of this, probably, came
the story that the admiral owns the pew.
It is not true."

TAXATION OF INHERITANuES.

Argument Begun in the Supreme
Court.

Argument was begun today in the United
States Supreme Court in the cases involv-
ing the constitutionality of provision in the
war revenue act for the taxation of in-
heritances. There are five of the cases, as
follows: High against Coyne, collector of
Internal revenue at Chicago; Knowlton's
executors against Moore, collector at
Brooklyn; the Fidelity Insurance, Trust and
Safe Deposit Company against McClain,
collector at Philadelphia; Murdock, execu-

tor, against Ward, collector at New York
c!ty; Sherman against the United States,
from Albany, New York.
By agreement the hearing is to consume

eight hours, of which time the government
is to take only two hours.
The first hearing was given to Mr. A. M.

Pence, representing the High estate, and
he was followed by Mr. Wheeler H. Peck-
ham of the Knowlton case. Other attor-
neys to be heard in the case are Richard
C. Dale, Charles H. Otis, Charles E. Pat-
terson and John G. Carlisle, all of whom
represent the appellants. Solicitor General
Richards will appear for the government,
speaking before Mr. Carlisle, who will
close the hearing-.
Ex-Speaker Reed Is counsel in two of the

ca'.es, and it was expected that he would
b. heard, but he contented himself with
fi Ing a brief in opposition to the law.
The appellants attack the law on the

ground that it provides for a direct tax
which is not apportioned among the states
according to population, as required by the
Constitution; that even If not a direct tax
it is unconstItutIonal because it is not uni-
form in its operation, exempting as it does
legacies under $10,000; that if inheritances
are taxable at ail the power to impose such
a tax rests with the state. exclusively,
