Constitutionnl Qualifications.

He contended that the language of the Con-
stitution with respeet to the gualifications
of members of the House was negative in
Its character, and that with Congress was
left the rght to add to those qualitications.

“Mr. Speaker., we are told that this will
make an unhappy precedent. Precedent!
Why, what we do here we do before the
upen and gazing «yes of the world, and wo
are at once drageed Lo the bar of history to
answer fur our deeds. We are in no clois-
ter court., We are no statute-bound tri-
bunal. We are the servants of ithe people,
empowered, thank God, under the Consti-
tution, to do the right as we see the right.

In
thitt presence and before such a judge we
can do no wrong if we but obey IL" (Ap-
plause on the republican side.)

Mr. Richardson Heplies.

Mr. Richardson, the minority leader, fol-
lowed Mr. Tayler. He did not intend, he
said, to discuss the merits of the case. The
auestion In Issue was as to whether the
representative-elect (Roberts) had a prima-
fiucle right to his seat. He was not willlng
to reject a représentative-clect who ap-
peared at the bar of the House with his
credentlals In due form. If he was denled
admisston, a precedent would be created
which would rise to plague the House in
years to come. The only constitutional ob-
Jection raised against the member-elect re-
lated to his naturalization, and that, Mr.
Richardson asserted, would not hold. He
defied the other side to produce a single
precedent where gbiection was ralsed to the
administration of the cath except on con-
stitutional grounds. The precedents cited
were made during the war, and were not to
be relled upon. [n those days the Consti-
tution was written with the sword. They
had all been since overruled, after the pas-
stone that followed the war had subsided.

Mr. Richardson declured.that the minor-
ity was in no wise bound by his position.
He spoke for himselfi alone, He was will-
ing to say that if the charges against the
member-elect were prgven he should favor
his expulsion. *“If there is one thing the
American people are a unit upon,” said he,
“it 13 that the American home shall be pre-
served in all its loveliness, sweetness and
purliy.” (Applause.) :

“Hut,"” he proceeded, “it i not wise to per-
mit our judgment te be warped by publie
clamor. To do so amounted to condemna-
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Hon without trial.”’ Mr. Richardzon then
brought forward several precedents In sup-
port of his position. The first was the case
of George Q. Cannon, who appeared in the
House as a delegate-elect from Utah in
INTL Mr. Cannon was a republican.  Al-
most  fdentically the same charges now
made agalnst Mr. Roberts were made
against Mr. Cannon. He read from the
speeches of 8 8. Cox of New York and
other prominent democrats opposing the
dental of a seat 1o Mr. Cannon, on the
ground that it would establish a dangerous
precedent and produce chaos in the future.
“"Those democrats,' sald he, *“‘rose above
party prejudice and stood by the Constitu-
tion and the right.” (Democratic applause.)

He also cited the case of Ramy, a colored
republican  from South Carelina, in the
Forty-fifth Congress, where the democrats
had insisted that he should have the oath
administered to him. He also quoted the
late Presldent James A, Gartield In support
of hiz contentlon that where the credentials
presented are regular In form there i no
power in the House to exclude him.

Mr. Rlchardson read the words of Mr.
Garfield, which concluded: “There are no
personal objections."

“But there are personal objectiogs in the
case before the House," interposed Mr.
Tayler amid laughter and applause.

Not personal objections to the member-
elect,” =aid Mr. Richardson: “personal dis-
qualificationg only are alleged.”

“Yes, personal objections,”” shouted a
memhber on the republican side amid an-
other ontburst,

Mr. Richard=on read from alleged inter-
views with Mr. Dalzell of Pennsylvania,
Mr. Steele of Indiana and Mr. Cannon of
Tlinois, in which they were alleged to have
stated that Mr. Roberts was entitled to
take the oath upon the prima facle evi-
dence of his credentials,

Mr. Dalzell and Mr, Steele denied the in-
terviews. Mr. Cannon asserted that in his
opinion If charges of ineligibility were
made it was competent for the House to
receive them now or hereafter.

Mr. Roberts Defends Himnelf,

Mr. Roberts took the floor In his own
defense after Mr. Richardson had  con-
cluded.

He occupled a conspicuous place
Immediately In front of the clerk’s desk.
Several legal volumes were plled up In
front of him and a bouquet of carnations
lay upon his desk. The most intense in-
terest was manifested as he aroge. Mem-
bers erowded about, but were compelled
to retire to their seats. The galleries were
hushed. The oeccupants leaned over to
listen, eager to let no word escape.

Mr. Roberts first sent to the clerk’s desk
and had read his naturalization papers. He
then began to speak. His voice was soft
and low, but his enunciation was distinet,
amnd In the stillness could be heard to the
farthest corner of the hall. As he got Into
his argument, however, hils wvolee Erew
louder until on several oeccasions [t rang
out until the fretted ceiling overhead gave
back the echo. Mr. Roberts began, as
stated, by sending to the clerk’s desk and
having read a copy of his naturalization
papers in order, as he said, thai all the
documents I this extraordinary case
should be before the House. He then read
a paragraph from McCreary on electlons
containing & general caution against hasty
procedure In election contests,

“Now, gentlemen,” contlnued Mr. Raob-
erts, “that is the statement of one whose
bouvk has authority In this country. And
if it Is the rule of the House of Represen-
titives In cases that arise to the dignity
of a contest how Infinitely more should
that rule be uhserved when only a mere

protest I8 made against a member who
presents himself to take the ocath of of-
fice.

“I next proceed to the consideration of
the charges that are supposed to Jjustify
what the gentleman from Ohlo (Mr. Tay-
ler) himself concedes to be an unusual pro-
creding, and which my friend on this side
(Mr. Richardson of Tennessee) has demon-
Strited to be an unprecedented proceed-
ing. The gentleman from Ohio bases his
charges upon a court record: that some
twelve years ago in the midst of our con-
flict in the then territory of Utah over the
subject of polygamy that 1 pleaded guilty
to the charge of a misdemeanor. The gen-
tleman seems to be oblivious to the fact
that since the date of his court record on
this subject we have had two presidential
amnesties proclaimed that have been ap-
plied to men disqualified by the Edmunds-
Tucker act. [ understand geutlemen wha
were lawyers to admit this fact, and they
