Reducing theGrade.
The cutting down of the steep hill was

done ic the "olumbia Railway Company.it being allowed by Capt. Beach to use the
earth removed inl cutting down the hill for
tillirg in the roadway required by the co.m-
pany's extension of its line alongside theHenning r,.ad to the Eastern branch. Intis way the District was saved the ex-pense of grading the hill. which wouldhave amounted to jtlte a considerable fig-ttre. Of course, it became necesary forthe District to make a large fill. and by anagreement made by Capt. Beach with theowners of the thouglass property abuttingthe road on the north. the District obtainedthe required earth by removing it fromthis proeperty. The till made by the Districtamounted to 55.4010 cubic yards. and thelarger part of till. work was done by thechain gang. it being necessary to employthe work house prisoners there because ofShe limited amount of the appropriation.which would not have permitted the Dix-trict to employ outside labor. The deepestfill is fifteen feet, and in no instance is thelevel of the new roadway less than sixfeet above that of the marsh grounds oneither Side. This height is believed to beample to prevent the roadway from beingoverflowed at any time.
From 16th street east to the Cool Springroad the new roadway is paved with sheetasphalt and granite block, the asphalt oc-eup'ying the center of the roadway an.d thegranite blocks being laid on either side ofit. The middle strip of asphalt Is ten feetwide. while the space occupied by thegranite block is 71i feet wide on either side.From the Cool Spring road tip the bridgeacross the Eastern branch the roadway is

twenty-five feet wide, and the asphalt andgranite blocks give way to macadam. A
much wider roadway is. in fact, available
along this latter distance, owing to the
fact that the new roadway connects with
that of the Columbia Railway Company.This additional width of the roadway will.however, only be passable in good weather.
as it Is simply filled ground.

Other Improvements in View.
As he has improved the Benning road. so

it is the intention of Captain Beach to
improve other main and extensively used
county roads, and upon his recommenda-
tion the Commissioners have asked in their
estimates for the coming fiscal year for
authority to remove the granite-block pave-
ments on certain streets in the city. such
pavements to he replaced with asphalt.
and the granite blocks to be utilized in Im-
proving the 7th street and Tenleytown
roads. It has been found that it costs
about 8 cents a square yard to keep mac-
adam roadways in repair a year. while a
road composed of a middle strip of asphalt
with side strips of granite blocks can be
kept in good condition for about I cent a
square yard annually. Therefore, it will
be the policy of Captain Beach to remove
the granite blocks within the city limits
and use them for improving the county
roads. Congress has approved the policy
of removing granite block pavements in the
city limits to a certain extent, having a
year or so ago authorized the Commission-
ers to replace the block pavement on 7th
street between E and G with asphalt, its
action being based on complaints made by
the Interior and Post Ofice Departmentsof the annoyance caused the employes in
those departments by the noise resulting
from vehicles traveling on the block pave-
ment on 7th street.

Substitatom of Asphalt.
Captain Beach believes the granite block

pavement on 7th street from Pennsylvania
avenue northward should be replaced by
an asphalt pavement. He also believes that
the block pavement should be removed
rrom P street between Rock creek and
:ith street. as well as from C street be-tween 1st and Stanton Square northeast.
the same, of course, to be replaced with
isphalt. To do this the Comsmissioners
oave, upon his recommendation, asked au-thority and funds of Congress. and if Con-
tress acts favorably In the matter. the
blocks will. aa above stated, be utilised
n Improving the 7th street and Tenley-town roads. In time, he hopes to be able
.0 receive authority to remove all granite

lock pavements from the ciy wherever
