AT CONVENTION HALL
Memorial Exeroises to Be Held the

Evening of December 14.

8ABRIIGYOWS DEATH AINI RSART

Solemn Services at Mount-Vernon
in the Afternoon.

UNDER RED MEN'S AUSPICES

The arrangements made under the direc-
tion of the great chiefs of the Great Council
of the United States of the Improved Order
of Red Men for the commemoration of the
one hundredth anniversary of Washington's
death, December 14, are nearly concluded.
They embrace appropriate exercises at
Mount Vernon, the time for which has been
arranged so as not to conflict with the ser-
vices of the Masonic fraternity, and a more
elaborate program to be carried out at Con-
vention Hall.
The exercises will begin promptly at 7

p.m. by appropriate selections given by the
United States Marine Band, under the lead-
ership of Lieut. Santelmann. At 7:30
o'clock the ceremony arranged for the oc-
casion will begin by an invocation to the
Great Spirit. Then will follow an addrees
by the great Incohonee, George E. Green of
New York, who will preside. Short talks
will be made by Past Great Incohonee Rob-
ert T. Daniel of Georgia, speaking for the
south, and Past Great Incohonee Charles H.
Litchman of Massachusetts, speaking for
the north, and the principal oration will be
delivered by Senator Chauncey M. Depewof New York. Appropriate vocal music, to
be participated In by the audience, has been
provided for on the program. including'Nearer, My God, to Thee," "The Battle
Hymn of the Renpblie." "America" and
"The Star Spangled Banner," the singingbeing led by the Arion Singing Society, un-
der the direction of Emil Holer. Recita-
tions. including "The American Flag," will
be given by Mr. W. W. Millan.

It is expected that a large delegation will
attend from Philadelphia. Baltimore and
Alexandria and other intervening places,composed of members of the order andtheir invited guests, the railroads converg-ing at Washington having arranged for an
excursion rate of one fare and one-thirdfrom all points In the United States to thecapital and return. Tickets at this ratewill be placed on sale December 11 to 14,and will be good returning as late as De-cember 18, 189M.

President and Cabinet Invited.
Invitations have been extended to the

President and his cabinet, the members of
both houses of Congress and all the lead-
ing officials of the city, and the acceptances
already received Insure the attendance of a
large audience. These Invitations have
been extended in the name of the Great
Council of the United States of the im-
proved Order of Red Men, officially attest-
ed by the great incohonee and great chief
of records, Charles C. Conley of Philadel-phia.
The arrangements made by the Red Menfor a general observance of this anniver-

sary throughout the t'nited States areprobably the most elaborate made by anyfrat-rnal organization. The order num'-hers 22m.4ho members In the tribes and
councils and is represented in (very stateand territory of the Union. A beautiful
and appropilate' ceremonial has ben Pre-pared an] issued to every tribe in the
order, under the direction of the Great
Council of the United States, and a procla-
mation sent therewith calling up,n all
tribes to use the ceremonial at a gathering<,f the members of the tribes and councils
in their respective localities, to which
sho uld Ile invited their paleface friends.
Each tribe is expected to provide a pic-

ture of Washington, and a feature of the
ceremotlal is the draping of this picture
with the American flag and a wreath of
evergreen. Patriotic music is provided for,
including "America," "The Battle Hymn of
the Republic" and "The Star Spangled
Banner." Short talks will be made boy the
officiating chiefs and an oration on the life
and character of Washington will be deliv-
ered by an orator selected by the tribe. As
at the Washington gathering, the poems
"The American Flag" and "Old Glory" will
be recited. Thus, while the great chiefs of
the order are observing this solemn anni-
versary so appropriately at the capital of
the nation, the members of the tribes and
councils of the order from one end of the
land to the other will join in unison with
them in the some commemoration.

Society's Origin.
The Improved Order of Red Men traces

its origin back through varying names to
the Sons of Liberty of 1765. By this name
it was known for the most part during the
war of the revolution, although as early
as 1771 one of the societies of the Sons of
biberty at Annapolis, Md., had transformed
itself into the Saint Tamina Society. This
action seems to have been generally fol-
lowed in Pennsylvania and Maryland. and
it will be recalled that the famous Saint
Tamina Society of New York was organ-
ized about the year 1781) by William Mou-
ney, who had been one of the leaders and
active members of the Sons of Lib,'rty.
The Sons of Liberty largely merged into

the Saint Tamina Societies. whieh. in their
turn. found-d the Society of R1i Mo'n f
ISM1 at Fort Mifflin, on thei Delaware river.
near Philadelphia. The order flourished in
this form for just a score (if years. and
its written records, preserve'l in the' ar-
chiv,s of the order, show the prominent
part it played In the events Of thlSe years.
not th'e least of which was in the grand
welcomo given to Gen. Lafayette in 1824.
In 133, by the elimination of the convivial
ele-mnttt, which had proved the bane of so
many fraternal and social organizations oif
that time, the order was reorganized as a

purely benevolent and fraternal institution.
under its present name, "The Improved Or-
der of Red Men," and has held an un-
broken existence as such for nearly sixty-
seven years. It still looks back with just
prid., to the patriotic origin of the order in
the Sons of Liberty of 1705, its real found-
ers, and finds there among his illustrious
peers the honored name of George Wash-
ington. It is for this reason that the great
council set tapart this date for the appro-
grnate commemoration of the one hun-
dredth anniversary, of his death that it
might recount his deeds of duty done that
gem with jewels our nation's life.

Held in Veneration.
There is another and perhaps more poetic

reason why the order joins so universally
in commemorating the death of Washing-
ton. The name of Washington was held in
hIghest veneration among the primitive
red men, upon whose manners, traditIons
and customs the ritual of the order is
founded. They recognized and respected
his sterling integrity and In their religious
teachings they assigned a special resting
place to him in the happy hunting grounds
above, as the only paleihce ever permitted
to enter the home of the Great Spirit.
The government of the order is divided

into tribes and coutncils locolly, a great
council governing the state and the su-
preme body being~known. as the Great
Council of the Uni-bd Sta~tes. The councils
of the Degree of Pocahontas are composed
mostly of women, and any woman of good
moral character over eighteen years of age
is eligible to membership.
Special arrangements have been made to

insure the convenience of guests coming in
carriages. The great chiefs have estab-
lished headquarters at the Ebbitt House.
The steamers will leave the wharf at the

foot of 7th street at 12:80 p.m. sharp the
14th instant to convey the members of the
order and othere to Mount Vernon.

THU CLIFF- D LERS.

Result of Reest Kil@ ous in the
Basta Clara Canyon.

The report of the governor of New Mex-
ico says regarding the falgous cliff dwell-
era:
"Very important e:Ioras have lately

been made In the Santa Clara canyon in
regard to the famous -cliff idwellers, which
are visited every yea by dreds of peo-
ple. This party of e3%lor# measured the
communal building of the ancient and
abandoned cliff dwelters, and found it to
be 300 by 400 feet, th stqries high, and
containing approximat y 2)00 rooms. They
excavated two rooms and found the walls
in good state of prqtrvatpn, with some
evidende of building skill. They discovered
onsiderable pottery, beautifully decorated

with geometrical designs and partly glazed,
something unusual, as the pottery hereto-
fore found was generally unglazed. Many
turkey bones gav4 evidence that the an-
cient occupants knew the good points of
the national bird; the turkey corrals were
found to be small, and connected with the
living rooms by a low archway only high
enough for a turkey to slip through.
"In the two rooms pipes of an unusual

shape were found. One was In imitation
of a prickly pear, and the other of a cac-
tus. There were evidences that the cliff
dwellers grew tobacco, and- the charred
corn found proves that they also grew
corn. There was evidence that the build-
ing had been deserted in haste, and that
the cliff dwellers had left nearly every-
thing behind them.
"The most important discovery, however,

was that of nine skeletons almost com-
plete. The skulls show that the cliff dwell-
ers were not Indians, but were allied to
the Caucasion race. The back of the skull
is flat, but the forehead is well developed.
The chin is strong, and the appearance of
the face must have been long, slim and
intellectual. They had beautiful teeth,
but. strange to say, instead of in-
cisors they had grinders, which, according
to the theory of evolution, Is proof that
they were vegetarians for many ages be-
fore being driven out by invaders or by
some calamity. One of the skulls had been
pierced by an arrow on one side, while on
the other it was fractured as if by a toma-
hawk. The man to whom it belonged had
perhaps fallen while repelling an attack
by the Indians. One femur measured 19t!inchee, and the skeleton to which it be-
longed must have been between seven and
eight feet high.
"The burying places at Santa Clara have

not been discovered yet, but it is known
that the cliff dwellers were buried in a
stooping position, with their heads between
their knees and the feet pointing to a com-
mon center. Skulls were found with long
red hair by this exploring party, and also
monuments with inscriptions that resem-
ble Chinese characters, while on the Gila
river monuments were found that seemed
to be of Egyptian origin. One well-known
scientist In the party has made a study of
the subject, and feels positive that the cliff
dwellers belonged to another race than the
Indian.
"It Is believed that the cliff dwellings are

from 1,1500 to 2.90 years old, and that the
Santa Clara settlement was abandoned on
account of the eruptions of the crater, not
far from here, which threw out the im-
mense lava fields that cover large areas to
the west of the city of Santa Fe. The
relics found include instruments used for
dressing hides; pottery, some of the pot-
tery being very large: skeletons, and other
remains of the cliff dwellers.
"These discoverlis prove that long be-

fore Columbus set foot on the shores of the
new world the valleys and plains of New
Mexico were the seat of a civilization
which has been the wonder of scientists
and explorers; for ages unknown people
contended for the possession of the lands
and streams. Nation after nation of
strange beings followed each other in con-
quest, and today. as above stated, evi-
dences are to be found in the ancient set-
tIements of their unknown Inhabitants.
Th' olfi pueblos in New Mexico are the
homes of the Iesc.-ndants of the cliff dwell-
ers, and the antiquarian will find enough
of what is, old byomd tradition, yet new
to the nineteenth century, to keep him
occupiled for years in patient research. It
is not necessary to go to Egypt or Persia
to find ruins and relics of people who have
passed from the face of the earth; they can
be found right here in New Mexico ar-1
within easy reach of comfortable nomes
and hotels."

DEATH OF GREGORY ENNIS

A NW e-Bon Washingtonian Who Wall
Highly Enteemed.

Possessed of a Disposition Which En-

&eared Hin to a Large Cirlee-

Fpsneral Wednesday.

Gregory Ennis, one of the oldest and
most highly esteemed citizens of the Dis-
trict, died yesterday at his residence, No.
1136 8th street northwest, after a brief
illness. Mr. Ennis, who was nearly seven-

ty years old, but remarkably well pre-
served and active- for one of his age, was

seized with a chill last Monday morning
while at the breakfast table, and went to
bed, from which he never arose.
He was born in Washington and was

prominent in its business affairs until he
retired something over thirty years ago.
His last active participation in business
was as a member of the grocery firm of
SioussA & Ennis, which flourishe4 for quite
a period on the south side of Pennsylvania
avenue between 6th and 7th streets. He
was a man of most lovable disposition, and
his amiable qualities endeared him to a

large number. He was retiring in his ra-
ture, but in his immediate circle he was

extremely popular, and his charity was
unbounded. His brother, the late John F.
Ennis, who occupied a leading place in the
ranks of lawyers for many years, was
more active in local affairs than himsell.
but he kept a very warm Interest in every-
thing that promised to be of advantage to
the progress and welfare of his native city
and helped it both by influence and sub-
stance.
For over forty years Mr. Ennis occupied

a large brick residence on the north side
of F street bet:ween 12th and 13th streets,
and was the last of the residents on that
portion of the now busy thoroughfare to
give up a home there on account of the
increasing hustle of the passing life. Mr.
Ennis was one, f the most zealous promo-
ters of the Carroll Institute and, fromits
foundation was ever earnest in behalf of
its advancement.

Funeral Wednesday Morning.
The funeral will take place Wednesday

morning, and solemn requiem mass will be
celebrated at St. Patrick's Church at 10
o'clock.

In speaking of Mr. Ennis today, an old

friend, who had known him intimately for
over a third oi a century, gave a striking
illustration of his character.
"He was the only man I ever knew," he

When he would hear that some one
he knew or knew of had lapsed from the
proper path ,he would remark, 'Well. I de-

IRRIGATING ARID LANDS.

Data to Be Gathered by the Census
Bureau.

A special effort will be made by the di-
vision of agriculture of the twelfth census
of the United States to collect and tabulate
important data relating to irrigation in the
arid and semi-humid regions of the United
States. A preliminary schedule has been
prepared and will soon be sent out to ob-
tain the names of corporations and indi-
viduals owning canals or ditches. A re-
quest Is made also for the names of the
Principa.1 canals or ditches In their order
down stream.
These various inquiries of the census of-

fice In no way contlict with or duplicatethe work with reference to irrigation which
Is being conducted by any other department
of state. The most nearly related in-
quiry is that of the geological survey.
which, like that of the census, is under the
more immediate direction of Mr. F. H.
Newell, the special agent for irrigation in
the eleventh census and hydrographer of
the geological survey,

OVER THREE HUNDRED MILLIONS.

Estimated Value of Last Year's Cot-
ton Crop.

The final report of the statistician of the
Department of Agriculture on the produc-
tion of cotton in the United States for the
year ended August 31, 18W9, shows the pro-
duction to have been 11.189,24Y5 bales, an in-
crease of 201,348 bales over the preceding
year. Of the total crop, 11,121414 bales
were upland, averaging 515 pounds per bale,
gross weight, and 67.7191 were Sea Island,
averaging 30 pounds per bale, gross
weight. The average production per acre
was .448 of a bale.
The estimate of production is based

mainly on official statements as to the
movement of cotton from the plantation to
points of shilynent or consumption, on re-
turns made by officials of cotton mills and
on reports of special agents. The total
value of the crop, estimated on the basis
of the average prices during the irst six
months of the cotton year at the various
large markets nearest to the different cen-
ters of production was $305,4437,041, the
average price per pound being 5.27 oents
for upland and 14 cents for Sea Island.
