AMERICA'S CROOKEDEST RIVER.

Notable ‘l-‘euturen_fl_iw White River
of Arkansas and Missonri.
From the 8t. Louis Globe-Demoernt.

From {ts four heads in the Boston moun-
tains to Batesville, where it leaves the
Ozarks and enters the Arkansas lowlands,
White river is a succession of astonizhing
curves. No other river on the contlnent so
nearly and sec frequently doubles upon
Itself. From, the source to the flat country
is a distance on a stralght line of perfaps
150 miles. White river between these points
has a course of over G0 miles; some esti-
mates make it 1O miles.

Tha beginning is near the Indian territory
border on the eastern part of Avkansas. The
water runs toward all points of the com-

ass in quick succession many times before
t adepts a comparatively direet course to
the Mississlppl. From the Boston moun-
talns the general course with many a bend
and ecure is northward and northeastward
into Missourl. Probably the highest peint
in this direction is Forsyth, near the center
of Taney county. From this place the
White wriggles its way back into Arkansas
and down through Marion county, to where
the Buffalo joins it. But not until the Mis-
souri- as border has been ecrossed
seven times does the uncertain stream
finally bear away to the southeastward to
slay.

Adding to the marvels of White river's ec-

which tower from 200 to 500 feet often from
the water's edge.

The Buffalo, the
Crooked and the North Fork in like man-
ner grow from the springs along their
courses, and add to the White their con-
tributions of the same, ‘clear sparkling

Only when heavy rainfall occurs in the
watershed of the White does the water lose
its distinetive character. Even then, whiie
the rocky surface sends to the river a con-
sidlerable portion of the rainfall stalned by
the vegetation and the =soll, the greater part
sink=s into underground reservoirs and
cour=es, and, slowly filtering and settiing,
reaches the rivér through the springs,
which defy the longest drouth periods.
White river booms for a few days with a
mighty flow after protracted rains. A for-
ty-foot rise is not extraordinary in the con-
tracted parts of the valley, The water as-
sumes a dirty whitish look. But the flood
subsldes quickly, the current clarifies even
more rapidly, and the river runs steadily
during the dry seasoun. It i£ not want of
water which causes the unnavigable stage.
It is the character of the channel, a series
of long levels and of short rapids. I the
current was evenly diztributed there would
be depth encugh for the light-draught
stern-wheelers all the year.
