Gen. Buller Partially Retrieves His
Loss at Colenso.

BOERS DID NOT CROSS RIVER

London Times Has Scathing Criti-
cism of the War Office.

MESSAGE SENT BY SHELL

LONDON, December X.—A special dis-
patch from Durban, Natal, dated Saturday,
December 18, says It Is rumored General
Hullar called for veolunteers to recover the
abandoned guns and that a party issued
from the camp after midnight and brought
in the guns, which were uninjured.

According to the dispatch to the Assocl-
ated Press sent off on the evening of the
battle and which has just been recelved
here, the guns remained where they were
left by the British troops and were cov-
erad by the heavy guns of General Hild-
yard's brigade, occupying an intrenched po-
mition. The dispatch adds that the Boers
had not attempted to cross the river and
carTy off the guns, whi'e advices to the As-
sociated Press from Pretoria, under the
same dJdate, say that an officlal Boer dis-
patch reports that two guns, thirteen wag-
ons and a guantity of ammunition were
captured, besides 208 prisoners.

Izgmorance of Boer Posltion.

Further accounts of the Tugela river bat-
tle emphasize the lgmorance of the British
intelligence department in regard to the
disposition of the Boer forces. The British
Wwere not aware that the Boers were in-
trenched along a series of low-iying hills
immediataly northward of Colenso bridge
untll a =taggering fire compelied them to
retreat when the attack seemed about to
succeed. The Boers were al2o in greater
sirengtih than anticipated.

It becomes clearer also that the British
guns wers lost In attempting to get within
effective range of the Boer artillery, show-
Ing that the latter outranged the British
ordnance, which, in spite of numerical su-
periority, was wholly inadequate to reply
to the long-range Boer guns.

Revised lists of the Britlesh casualties at
the battle of Colenso show that 137 non-
commissioned officers and men were killed.

The British war office comes in for scath-
ing denunciation from the Times today for

QHICAGO, December 20.—“So far as 1
bave been able to observe the Ertshmen in
the different parts of this country are in
entire sympathy with the Boers in the
war with England. This sympathy, they
Bave chosen—and I think the mMovement
will g0 no further than this—to manifest
by passing resolutions and providing money
for the i nt for h ital, ambulance
and surgical department.” ’
This is the s=tatement of John Keating,
president of the Ancient Order of Hiber-
nians. The united societies of this eity
have determined to hold a mass meeting
on January 5, at which time there will be
& general expression of feeling of the Irish-

men of Chicago toward the people of the
Transvaal. In additlon, the “national offi-
cers of the Anclent Order of Hibernians
are arranging for a special meecting short-
Iy after the beginning of the year, and
probably just prior to the Chicago mass
meeting. It is predicted by Mr. heating
that plans will be set on foot by this con-
ference looking toward a united expres-
slon of sentiment and a co-operation in the J
raising of funds among Irishmen every-
where in the United States and Canada.

“The Irish in America took a#-.xgaﬂ"
stand on this war question at e very
start,” said Mr. Keating, “and they have
made thelr position so plain that there iIs
no gquestioning their attitude. ;l‘hey look
upon the peopie of the Transvaal as a race
euprr\’:ggllngwfog the sort of liberty for which
the Irish race had been fighting and work-
ing for =0 many years. In my opinion ‘the
expressions given thus far, both by the Chl-
cago =ociety and by the 8t. Louls Hibern-
tans, are criterfons of the trend which the
final and united action will take. Evidently
the Boers have men enough, and good men
enough, and ammunition enough: what
they might use Is aid for the wounded.

“We do not want to come Into confliet
with the laws of the country, and it is not
desired that there should be a conflict
with the federal authorities, and ego it has
been deemed best that aild be furnished
upnder the banner of the Red Cross. Nelther
England nor the United States can refuse
to pass this emblem beyond the llnes and,
undoubtedly, the Irish-American sentiment
will spend itzelf in this way.”

WILL GO TO THE GRAND JURY,

Charges Against Senator Gallinger of
New Hampshire.

LACONIA. N. H., December 20.—The
charges brought by ex-Gov. C. A. Busicl
and Senator W. E. Chandler against Sena-
tor J. H. Gallinger, alleging violatlon of the
eivil service laws, will be taken before the
grand jury next week.

REMAINS LIE IN STATE.

Lieut. Brumby's Funeral Took Place
at 3 0'Clock Today.

ATLANTA, Ga., December 20.—The re-
mains of Lieut. T. H. Brumby arrived from
Washington at B5:10 o'clock thils morning,
and were escorted to the state capitol by a
milltary guard. Between 10 and 12 o'clock
thousands of people viewed the remains,
The funeral will take place from the ca-
thedral at 3 o'clock this afternoon, and will
be conducted with military honors.

A PECULIAR PARDON CASE

Burial Exercises of the Maine Vic-
tims Next Week.

SOME OF TODAY'’S CALLERS

Secretary Root, on leaving the White
Houses sald that he would soon Issue an
announcement to the army about the death
of Gen. Lawtdh. This is not an unusual
proceeding, but has been taken only in the
case= of distinguished soldiers, among them
being Gen. Sherman and Gen. Terry. The
announcement will recite the brilllant work
of the dead soldier, and his record will be
held up as one worthy of emulation by the
soldiers of the armf

Becretary Root and the President dis-
cussed the question of whether to send to
the Senate the nomination of Gen. Lawton
as a brigadier general in the regular army.
On the day before he was killed there was
put in the desk of Adjutant General Cor-
bin the commission of Gen. Lawton as a
brigadier general in the regular army. This
commission would have been signed by the
President and sent to the Senate in a few
days. Upon investigation at the War De-
partment it was found that in several cases
where nominations had been made durlng
& recess of Congress and the nominee had
died before the regular meeting of the Sen-
ate his name had been sent to the Senate
anvhow, merely as a record, however, of
hig recess appointment. 1t was deemed
unwise to send the nomination of Gen.
Lawton to the Senate at this time, and the
matter will be held In abeyvance,

A Presidential Pardon.

President McKinley has granted a pardon
to James H. Bacon, who was convicted In
Utah In 1898 of making fraudulent returns
to the controller of the curreney, and was
sentenced to seven yvears In prison. None
of the sentence has been served, however,
&3 Bacon has been on ball pending court
proceedings. The case is one of general In-
terest, as the former and the present con-
troller and the Attorney General all think
the accused man was innocent of Inten-
tional fraud, the last named officer con-
cluding his recommendation to the Presi-
dent as follows:

“It would be most unjust to visit upon
the petitioner the severe penalty pronounced
by the statute upcn offenders agalnst the
natlonal banking laws. for a mere failure
to follow with strict legal accuracy the de-
batable requirements of the department of
the ecurrency in a purely technical detall
such as this was. I advise that the pe-
titioner be granted a pardon.”

Gen. Nicanor BDolet-Peraza to Hepre-
sent That Country.

Word has been received here that Gen.
Castro, who was elected president of Ven-
ezuela as a result of the recent revolution
In that country, has selected Gen, Nicanor
Bolet-Peraza as the minister plenipotentiary
and smbassador extraordinary of Venezue-
la to the United States.

Gen. Pernza Is well known in this city
as a distinguished diplomat and lterateur.
He was born in the clty of Caracas jn
June, 1888, and whils stilll & young man
took an active part in the political affdirs
of that country, rising to the rank of gen-
eral on account of distingulshed military
services. He was also one of the foremost
newspaper men of Venezuela and has
achleved considerable reputation as an
oritor. He has always been affiliated with
the liberal party, and has been assistant
secrelary of the Interior and attorney gen-
eral. He served in the Veneguelan congress
for eight years from 1870. In 1880 he came
to this eountry and established “La Rivata
Illusirade™  (Illustrated Review) and
“Laa Tres Americas"” (The Three Ameri-
cas). These publications were printed in
8panish, and thelr main purpose was to ece-
ment the friendly relations between the
United States and the BSpanish-Ameriean
ecuntries. They wera published in New
York city for flve years. In 1889 Gen. Pe-
raza represented Veaezuela at the Pan-
American congress, held in this eity, and
at the close of its sesslona was appointed
minister plenipotentiary to the United
States. Subsequenily he was consul gen-
eral of the republic of Salvador at New
York, and later represented the Greater Ro-
public of Central Ameriea in the same
capacity. His next officlal vislt to Wash-
ington was in 1807, when he came here as
4 delegate from Venezuela to the universal
postal congress. About a Year ago he re-
turned to Venezuela and took an active
part In the revolution, which resulted in
the establishment of the present Castro
government.

Government Transport Has a Tem-
pestucus: Trip From Manila,

HELPLESS FOR NEARLY TWO DAYS

Details of the Insurgent Attempt
to Capture Cavite.

SOLDIERS BRING HOME LOOT

CHICAGO, December 20.—A speelal to the
Record from San Franclsco says:

After a most tempestuous voyage Across
the Pacific, the United Btates transport
Sikh arrived here today, threc days over-
due. The trip from Manila waeg one of the
stormiest vet encountered by the Bikh, and
ehe came into port badly battered by the
waves and wind. On December 6 the boat
was struck by a storm thit continued to
rage for many days. The gale tore the fun-
nel loose, broke the cables that support the
aftermast, and the foremast was half torn
from its stays. As a last resort the Sikh
was headed into the wind for safety.

For forty-four hours the ship lay help-
less, with engines going at half speed, with-
out gaining a mile. At last the funnel was
made fast durlng the gale; being secured
by guy ropes. The masts were made fast
In the same manner, and the vessel made
fts way to port.

The Attnck on Cavite.

By the transport Rlo Janelro were receiv-
ed the first detalls of the recent Filipino at-
teck on the Cavite navy yard. The insur-
gents planned an attack on Fort Rice, and
under cover of this, which they thought
would draw all the American troops to that
point, they proposed to steal over from
Cavite Vlejo In a fleet of boats and capture
the navy ward and arsengl, Everything
proceeded as planned, and the rebels In
small boats were only a lttle way from
shore, when they enconnteged danger from
an unexpected guarter.

The searchlight of tha gunboat Petrel
beamed upon them. Then well-uaimed shots
fiom the Petrel causzed the rebels to turn
about In hot haste and paddle desperately to
reach shore. One six-pound shell from the
Petrel struck an insurgent boat amidships,
knocked It to =plinters and killed every
rebel on beoard. The others were beached
rear the mouth of a creek, and the Fili-
pines scattered inland.

Soldlers Bring Much Loot.

Bill in Preparation to Stir Up Penn-
sylvanig Rogd.

HIS DEATH ANNOUNCED T0 THE ARMY

Proposed Fund to Clear His Home

Nearly all of President McKinley's eall-
ers today expressed to him their profound
sorrow at the news of the death of General
Lawton, and the President likewise re-
ferred to the great loss the army and the
country had sustained.

He wiil join In
whatever Mrs. Lawton desires as to bring-
ing the remains to this country. The sena-
tor said that he would at once introduce a
bill granting an appropriate pension to Mrs,
Lawton.

The senator suggesied that the funeral
ceremonies be given sorgething of a nation-
al character.

Senator Sewell also called on the Presi-
dent to express his deep regret. Benator
Sewell’s son, Captain Sewell, i= 4 member
of General Lawton's staff, and the senator
desired to know whether there were others
killed or wounded. Senator SBewell received
a letter from Captain Sewell a few days
ago, In which the young officer referred to
the daring and exposure of Genergl Law-
ton. He =aid that al the battle o Zapotg
river bullets fell around Lawton from evt:n
direction, and that it was a great wonder
he had not been killed. Captaln Sewell
said that General Lawton had been in oven
sixiy fights in the Philippines to that time
and had behaved with the same gallantry
each time.

Secretary Root ealled on the President
ahout nonn and they talked about Philip-
pine affairs, the President directing the
Secretary to send suitable telegrams to
Mrs. Lawton and General Otis.

Death Announced by General Order.

The confirmation of the report of the
death of Gen. Lawton, which was received
at the War Department last night, left a
feeling of oppression among the officers on
duty there, many of whom had secretly
cherished a hope that the first report might
have been erraneous.

Under the condltic of hiz death and the
remoteness from Washington of the sceéne
of the tragedy there is little that can be
done by the officials here to honor the
memory of the brave soldier. A general or-
der was issued today announcing the death
to the whole army, officially, and paying a
proper tribute to Gen. Lawton’'s worth.

The funeral arrangements must, of
eourse, be entirely left to Gen. Otls, and it
s not doubted that there will be an impos-
ing demonpstration at Manila, It s the In-
tention of the officlals to have the remalng
brought to the United States for final in-
terment, but it is not known when that can
be done, and Gen. Otis’ reports must be
awaited on that point.

Appenl of His Friends.

Gen. Lawton died a poor man, but so
self-contained and modest was he that few
beyond his circle of Immediate friends knew
of the small pecuniary return that had
come to him from his life work In behalf of
his  ecountry. Therefore some of these
friends have thought proper now to come
to the aid of his family, as is shown by the
following statement, addressed to the
American people, issued today:
“WASHINGTON, D. C., December 20, 1899,

“Maj. Gen. Henry W. Lawton, United
Btates Volunteers, whose death cecurred at
San Mateo, Island of Luzon, on December
10, 1889, has left little but his good name
as a legacy to his wife and children. A

Tribute of Asnoclates.

Adjutant General Corbin sald:

“Lawton was one of the best officers in
the army, a great fighter and a thorough
gentleman. He appeared to be a born sol-
dier and was never found wanting when he
was cailed upon. He was popular with the
officers and adored by his men. His loss
will be severely felt by all who knew him,
and the army has lost a falthful, capable
and brilliant officer.”’

Commissary General Weston sald:

“Lawton was a fighter without a superi-
or. He had a knack of winning the confi-
dence of his men, and they were ready to
die for him. He knew how to fight his men
and get the best results. He showed the
Spaniards at Santiago what fighting was,
and his record agalnst the Insurgents in the
Philippines has few equals In any war.
When the Insurgents killed Lawton they
killed one of the best fighters that ever
waore the uniform of our army."”

The Tribute of the Navy.

Secretary Long of the Navy Department
sald:

“Lawton was, In many respects, an ldeal
goldier; single minded, devoled to his dutry
and of ungualified courage. He belongs to
that class whom the world designates as
the bravest of the brave. He made lis
reputation on the field and not through the
paragraphers or in the streetz of Wasl:-
Ington. He wanted no soft place. There
was no fuss nor feathers about him. [ saw
a good deal of him during the President's
trip to. Atlanta last winter, and was Im-
pressed by his quiet, unassuming manner..
When called upon to speak In public he
answered with but a word. But, somehow,
as you heard that word and looked in his
fice and saw the man, yon felt that if any-
thing was to be done he was the man te
do it."

FTo Pension Mrs. Lawton.
