general Improvement Included dress in its
scope. For many centuries in the regionimmediately surrounding the birthplace of
man, long-flowing garments were In use, to
he changed later on by the enterprisingRomans to the graceful tunic, toga andpeplus. These changes, in the course of
time, penetrated into the northern coun-
tries, and gradually displaced the rough
garments of hides and loin-cloths which
were at first typical of the Inhabitants.
So has the mode of dresa changed andimproved itself with the passage of time,and by the aid of that same potent factor.its importance hau, Increased and perhapshas not yet assumed its destined propor-tions. There can be no doubt int the mind

of the average reasoning man that the
matter of dress does exert a vital influence

man of today. A well and neatly attdredman everywhere has the advantage of onewho takes no pains with his apparel and

There are a great many men who decryIbis tendency to personal adornment inIothers, and whose lips take a scornfulIcurve when they refer to the "dude" or hisequally frivolous sister. 1salt a crime oriautto acnutDesalbeauty, orneutralize the effect of natural homeliness

by tastiness of apparel? Is there any rea-
son to censure the man who wears lighter-colored or some more fashionably shapedgarments than ours because we prefer for
ourselves the more somber and conventionalgarments? To be sure, there is a distinctionbetween the man who dresses for love of
dress and the one who does so from prin-ctple or from business reasons. But it Is adistinction with which the average critic
of the well-dressed man seldom bothershimself. We are always taught to look atthe brightest side of life. Then why ridi-cule those little niceties of dress which cer-. inly please the eye, and which much
more certainly give a man a feeling of self-possession and satisfaction, which, too, isfar removed from the ever-to-be-condemnedfault .of conceIt or' dandyism.

PROPOSED 9ARD SYSTEM

Draft df Bill for Ittreduo It to the
DOfiuea

Appropriation of r__hWbousand Del-

lars Provided Z-*osessior Dar-

neille's Opia i n of Measure.

Mr.H. H. Darnetli , the assessor of the
District, today forwrdel to the Commis-
sioners the draft of a'bl1 designed to enable
them to place in soperationk in the ofmees of
the assessor and colleetor of taxes what
is known as thecar'4 system. Mr. Dar-
neille, in the event. of-the Commissioners'
approval of the proposed measure, requests
them to transmitthe draft-prepared by him
to Congress at an early date for passage,
either as a separate act, or to be included
in one of the deficiency appropriation bills
now pending or nearly ready to be present-
ed to that body.
"As this appropriation," said Mr. Dar-

nellle; in a letter to the Commissioners, "in
my humble judgment. s absolutely neces-
sary to install the card system in- the of-
fices of assessor and collector of taxes.
District of Columbia, and, will obviate the
necessity for hereafter asking Congress for
an appropriation of $3.01t every three years
for a numerical. book, and will enable us
to keep an absolutely up-to-date system of
accounts, or, in other words, a live record.

ment, I earnestly recommend its approval
by the board."

Draft of the Bill.
The proposed bill reads as follows.
"Be it enacted by the Senate and H-ouse

of Representatives of the Un-ited States of
America in Congress assembled, That, in
order to enable the Commissioners of the
District of Columbia to enlarge the rooms

now occupied by the assessor and collector
of taxes of the District of Columbia and to
rearrange the space so as to better accom-
modate the public who have occasion to
transact business with those offices, and to
provide fixtures and pay other necessary
expenses incident thereto, and to put in
operation the card system for the improve-
ment of the business methods of those of-
tices, including the temporary hire of
clerks, the sum of $4,0M, or so much there-
of as may be needed. Is hereby appropriat-
ed. half out of any money In the treasury
of the United States not otherwise appro-
priated and the other half out of the rev-
enues of the District, to be immediately
available."

Q1 ESTION OF LICENSE.

Liverymen Who Keep Teams in Front
of Hotels.

Judge Kimbill rendered a decision In the
Poli- Court today affecting the rights of
keepers of livery stables who keep teams
in front of hotels. For a number of years
it has been the custom of hotel proprietors
to have. one or more vehicles standing in
front r, their places. They are kept there
for the acconmoelation cf guests of the ho-
tels, although some of the drivers do a

regular public vehicle business. Such ve-

hicles have never been licensed.
The question of requiring owners of such

vwhicl-s to take out licenses was raised
some time ago. Drivers who had been I-
eensed complained that it was unfair to
them to allow unlicensed vehicles to per-
form a service in opposition to them. The
owners of the vehicles do not object to the
payment of the license tax. but they do ob-
ject to changing the character of the ve-
hieles. for when they are licensed they
have to take their places on the public
stands.
Peter J. Clark was defendant in the case

brought today to test the question. For
several years he has driven a team, and
has been in the habit of standing in front
of the flotel Lawrence. Judge Kimball said
he could tind no provision of law under
which the vehiclts in question are relieved
of li;censes. Clark was held to be guilty,and the court gave him until tomorrow to
get his license.

HEALTH OFFICE REPORT.

Deaths and Disease in District the
Past Week.

The number of deaths In the District of
Columbia during the last week was 114,thetsame as in the week previous. Of the
decedents 66 were white, death rate, 17.29;
and 48 colored, death rate, 28.35. For the
whole population the annual death rale
was 20.58 per I.("0. Of deaths from dis-
orders of the brain and nervous system
there was an increase from 11 to 14. as
compared with the last report, and of heart
diseases from 11 to 13. On the other hand,
mortality from affections of the kidneys
decreased from 9 to 3, and from acute lungdiseases from 16 to' 14. There were 4fatal cases of diphtheria. 5 of typhoid feverand 2 each of whooping cough and measles.
At the close of last report there were 70

eases of diphtheria In quarantine. During
the week 37 new cases were reported, and
27 were discharged, leaving 80 cases in
isolation in 5'8 premises.
Of scarlet fever there were 74 cases un-

der treatment at the close of last report.
During the week 16 new cases 90urred and
23 were discharged, leaving 67cases with
warning cards in 53 premises.
Of smallpox there were 7 cases, all In

hospI-tal, at the close of last report. Nanew cases developed during the week and 3
were discharged, leaving 4 cases under
treatment in tihe smallpox hospital.

Alleged Careiess Practice.
Mr. H. I. Hood of 1127 Park place re-

cently complained to the District Commis-
sioners of tihe alleged careless practice of
spreading grease on the rails of the curves
on the Metropolitan street railroad. Mr.
Hood said the tracks are greased twice
each day, and that the cars spread the lu-
bricants over the rails in such a manner
as to make it almost impossible to stop the
cars at some portions of the road. He also
stated that the brakes are not effective,
claiming that one man cannot stop the car
and the trailer combined.
The complaint was investigated by order

of the CommIssIoners, and it was reported
to them that an inspector examined the
curves of all the company's rails and has
found no instance of grease being applied
in a careless manner. The Commissiogera
were also informed that brakes on the cars
have been tested and found to be the best
type of hand brake now in use on street
cars in this country.

Poloeman= on Trial.
Policeman 3. C. Helde of the 9th pre-

cinct was given a hearing before Trial Of-
fleer Pugh today on a charge of neglect of
duty. Bicycle Sergts. Duvall and Robert-
son appearei against him. They charged
that the omeere' remsained in the station at
Langdon for more than an hour when he
should have been on duty. The policeman
admitted that he was in the station, and
told of th6 movement. made by the ser-
geants while they were watching him. A
diapatch, he-rsaid, had been received giving
the descriptions of alleged burglars, who
were wanted..
