is confined in name only, and the American
colony is convinced that unless something-
is done he will never be punished.

talked the killing over thoroughly prior to

Anks the Cubnns to Support Gen.
Wood's Adinlaliilstration.

A dispatch from Havana last tight says:

transfer to my successor. Maj. Gen. Leon-
art Wood. the dutis anti responsibilities of
the offiee of miliary g vterinor, bespeaking
for him that supi-rt and confidence which
you have ,rne to accord me. To those
who have beun ass.-iated with me in the
performante of the dificult task of reor-

ganizing and placing' it 'peratiotn the civil
government of the isan I hereby tender
this expression of applfr-cirtion and thanks
for their loyal and patriotic support and
assistance.
"A year ago I found the country most

thoroughly devastated. its resources and
coinnerce destroy,,d, and its rural popula-
tion gatIered into towns, withouit food an1d
without shelter, and dying of starvation
anti expsure. The government of the
United States imnt-diately supplied work
and food.
*In a short time this condition passed

away. and now the ceuntrvis rapidly press-ing forward to a prospcrity hitherto un
known In its history.
"Look about and see how true this is.

The various steps that have led to the pre:-.
ent condition are wd1 known to you, and
need not be mentioned here. The change is
truly marvelous. Without the semblance
of civil government then, you have now a
complete organization. Your municipal and
provincial governments are all in the hands
of your own citizens. The military control
is purely advisory and supervisory. Manlyof your laws have benI moditied and
changed to suit the times in which youlive, as well as the interests of good gov-
ernment. Your courts have been reorgan-ized and are in operatiion. Peace reigns.Law and order rule.
"By your own Industry al by a careful

observance of these conditions the full
restoration of your social affairs and pros-perity is assured. WIth tlhe feeling that
the future is in your hands, to make or to
mar, andi trusting that wise counsels mayprevail among you, I say to you farewell."

THE. RGHT OF SUFFRAGE

Elective Franoldse fbr the District id-
vooted by Seator Nam.

Address Before Business Men's Associa-

tion-Resolution Adopted Request-
ig Test of Smoke Consumers.

The monthly meeting of the Business
Men's Association, which was held last
evening at the headquarters, in the Postal
Telegraph building, on Pennsylvania ave-
nue near 14th street, was addressed by
Senator Mason of Illinois, who told a num-
ber of stories, which amused the audience,
and also said that the one thing which was

lacking in the District was the exercise on
the part of the people of the right to gov-
ern themselves. He said a government by
commission was un-American, however
well it might be administered, and for that
reason, he thought, there should be here a

government by the people.
He believed that if the people were in

earnest about the patter they could enjoy
the political rights which their fellow citi-
zens in other sections of the country pos-
sessed. He expressed the opinion that the
citizens have not enough nerve to assert
themselves and get the right to vote. lie
believed if he lived here permanently he
would move to make a change in the form
of government. The speaker said If the
residents of the District could and did run
their own legislature and manage their own
governmental affairs they would not have
to beg for their political rights. While he
tthought ths city the handsomest in the
world, and, on the whole, well managed, he
believed the local conditions would be still
*better if the people had their say in the
management of their own affairs. He said
this city is row, and destined to be
still more in the future, the literary center
of the country. and that also manufactur-
ing interesks would be developed here. In
fact, he added, there is only one thing lack-
ing. and this is the peop'e should assert
their American manhood. He went on to
say that if the pfople of the District had
a man In Congress to represent them-me
who depended on them for his job-then it
might he expected that District affairs
would be given more thorough attention.
As it is the members of Congress have
their own affairs to look after. and it is
necessary every time a change is made in
the membership of the District committees
to educate the new men to understand the
needs of the District and to appreciate its
relations to the general government.
In concluson Senator Mason said he

would be glad to render any assistance inl
his power to the association and to the
citizests of the District, and that they might
call upon him at any time.
The atdress was warmly applauded, and

a'vote of thanks was extended to the speak-
er and he was made an honorary mem'uer
of the association.

The Speech Approved.
In the comments which followed the

speech, Mr. John l.eetch said he thought
the speaker had struck the keynote of the
success of the issoclation. He said the
peo-ple of Washington have no rigats that
"thers are bound to respect, and he h,-,id
the young men would assert their rilits
and gain for the city what was righti:; is
due, politically.

knew the children of Louisa Smith Roi
erts, five or six in number. Celia Dibble
Roberts also has six chilhren. If he remn-
bhred correctly. lie kr.ew that on the
morning of August 11, 1 ,17. it was ur-

rently reported abc.ut Centerville that 13
H. Roberts had a pair of twins born to himi
by Celia Dibb-le Roberts. lie had teen thinm
frequently since then. lie also avv cir-
cumstantial details of other ciildret of
Cclia Dibble Roberts. who. he said. were

church.

change between the witness and Roberts.
"Do you not know." asked Roberts, "that

the Mormon Church does not pay those
ministering for it?"
"I know," replied Mr. Brandon. "that the

rank and file are not paid, but that the
higher ones are paid."
"And is not B, H. Roberts in the rank

and fie?"
"No, sir; you are considered as one of

the influential ones, and at the time you
were called down it was stated that you re-
ceived $100s per month from the church."
"Did not Roberts deny it publicly?"
"I know," said the witness, "that the

bishop says he sends a part of the tithing
up there (Centserville) to pay you."

"YelEow" Car Servie.
To the Editor orf The Evening Star:
Will you allow me to protest. through the

columns of The Star. against the manner
in which the Metropolitan railroad treats
its patrons who live north of Dupront Ircle
and are so unfortunate as to be crimpelled
t.r ride on the yellow cars? Since the elec-
tric cars first began running out Crolumbia
road to Isth street that section of the Dis-
trict has grown with wonderful rapidity,
the population being of a sort that can af-
ford to patronize the cars liberally. and, In
fact, must do so .witng to the diEtance from
the business scetion; yet it is true' that the
car service is not nearly as good as it was
at first. It Is not at all unusual for pas-
s-ngers going north on F street or Con-
nricticut avenue to wait for three, four or
even ive-green cars to) go by beforre a yel-
low car comes in sight. And then. as I
have, seen myself, the yellow car is often so
packed that the motorman decline.- tio stop
for hnother passenger. Within the tast two
nonths I have frequet.tly waited as long as
fifteen minutes for a yellow car. Two werks
ago. when this happened, I rode on the
bottom step as far as Q street before I was
able even to get standing room on the
platform.
If this had happened once or twiee I

should not eoniplain. but such a c.mdlion
tof affairs has come to be the rule and not
the executIon. This is a statement which
every patron of the line will agree to. In
other words. the service is entirely inade-
quate to the demands made upon it. I am
riot referring to this particular season of
the year. when, of course, travel is un-
usually heavy, but this condition of affairs
has continued ftr months. A fortnight ago
a conductor told me that last summer the
officials of the road had taken off seven
crs, three from the green line and fout
from the yellow, and that none had been
put back. Two. other conductors cnfirmed
this statement. Now, if that is not a
''penny-wise, pound-fooliah" policy I do not
know what is. I gasve up riding my bicycle
to and from my once when the electric
rrad was Installed. but I must go back to It
if things keep on getting worse. I know of
a number of men who have already done
that very thIng.
Yesterday afternoon during the busiest

tIme of day-between 5 and 6 o'clock-the
condition of affairs was mnore than exasper-
ating. I took a Georgetown car on F street
Intending to transfer at Dupont Circle.
When I got there I learned from people in
the waiting crowd that two ether green
cars had already passed. Six others went
by. making nine in auccesaton, before a
yellow car came. That was so packed and
jammed that If any poanger aboard had
attempted to draw a full breath the car
must needs have burst. It was raining and
a large crowd of people, many of them
ladles were compelled to stand In the cold and
wet for periods ranging from five to more
than twenty-five minute.. Then, to pile on
the agony, when we finally got aboard we
learned that there had not been a "break-
dewn" or a "burn-up." but that tire yellow
ears had sImply been "held up" at the
Capitol, for some resnwhich the con..
ductors and motormen tere unable to fath-
om.
Were I the owner of much property ron

Washington Heights I should like to pre-
sent handsome homes to a few influenitial
senators and representative. who do nat
keep carriages, and I warrant you the M..t-
ropolitan Railroad Company would quic'kiy
wake to a realizing sense of the duty it

owes to a long-suffering community in re-
turn for its use of some of the leading
thoroughfares of Washington.
