ABOUT THE PHARMACISTS

Detective Proctor Reports the Result o
His Investigations,

Ly
Drug Stores Without Registered Pro-
prictors and Clerks Not

Hegistered.

Deteciive €, W. Proctor, who was re-
cently detalled to enforce the laws regu-
lating the praciice of medicine in the Dis-
trict, has submitted to Major Sylvester, the
chief of police, a report of the drug firms
he found to be without registered proprie-
TGrs.

The total number of pharmaciea in the
Distriet, reports Mr. Proctor, s 192, 17 of
them heing located in the county. There
are MW proprietors, 31 of whom, says the
detective, ara not registered pharmacists.
Of the 12 drug stores, 22 are sald by
Petective Proctor to be without registered
proprietors,

Fifteen out of the twenty-Lwo have reg-
{gtered clerks, and seven have not, leaving
=cven without a reglstered person in them,
Flve of them are allopathic and two of
them homeopathic =tores. The proprietor
of one of the allopathic and of one of the
homeapathic  establishments have made
furmal application for registration, as has
atso the clerk in the other homeopathic
slore.

Clerks Employed.

In all the drug stores, states Detective
Proctor, there are employed 152 regular
clerks, thirty-nine of whom are not regis-
tered pharmacists, Alsp employed at times
are fifiy-seven clerks, all of whom are
1egistered except one, and he has made ap-
plleation for registration. Many of these
relief clerks alternately work for several
different tirms.

In «lil the stores there ars 106 apprentices,
iearning the business, who, of course, are
not reglstered, although several of them
expect to take the required examination
next month, Ineluding the proprietors,
there are employed in the drug business
here 521 persons.

Sinece he was detailed Mr. Proctor states
that seventeen clerks have made applica-
tlon for registration, several of whom wera
given certificates on their college diplomas,
He =ays that he found four men who were
acting as regular clerks who were not reg-
fstersd, and required them to make applica-
tion at once. He also found two men who
were acting as relief clerks who were not
registered. He notified them to cease work-
ing until after they shall have gualitied, in-
forming the proprietors of the stores em-
ploving them that It is unlawfal to do so.

Mr. Proctor states that he ascertained
that 182 of the firms keep the required res-
fster of sales of poisons, and that ten do
not. Six of the ten who do not claim that
they do not sell poisons, 1wo stating that
they do not keep them at all, and the other
two promising to keep the register. DBut
forty-eight of the {irms, declares Mr. Pruc-
tor. Keep these registers in full, as requlred
Ly lnw, the others omitting in one or mora
particulars to make the entries in full. Al
have promised, however, to keep them in
full hereafter,

LONDON, December 22.—The only news
from South Africa of the slightest import-
ance up to & pom. today is the report of
Ladysmith's ability to hold out for some
time to come, and the message from Gen.
Methuen, published last evening, though
unidated, permits the assumption that his
communications have not been cut.

Gen. Methuen's complaint about the rude-
nesa of his opponent is the latest surprize
of this surprising war. and, judging from
the tone of gome of the comment, Gen.
Methuen's peeviehness is more distasteful
to many peopla in Greal Britaln than his
ccntinued silenca would have heen.

There is no diminution of the enthu-
slasm among the volunteers. All kinds of
offers are reaching Lord Chesham, who is
to command the mounted volunteer force.
Members of the stock exchange have al-
ready promised one hundred horses from
their stables, and an offer of an Ilrish con-
tingent of 115 hunting men was aceepted
ihis morning.

“If England acts thus with regard to Dal-
agoa Bay the war will be over In three
months, If she leaves things as they are
now the war will last for at least a year."

“You have read In the papers,” [ sald,
“that Germany would not brook England
touching Delagoa Bay, and that the kalser
ga\l'e that to be understood in his recent
visit,"

My iInformant snapped at the idea, say-
Ing: “Look upeon that report as one of
those originating from Dr. Leyds’ news bu-
reai.

“If England takes Delagoa Bay she will
have nothing to fear, France will not move
without Russia, and if Russia moved she
waould have Japan on top of her.

“Giermany has been paid.”

“What do you mean by that?' I asked.

KNOWS OF NO OBJECTION.

Attormey Duvall's Opinion of a Bill
for Relief.

The attorney for éhe District today ad-
vised the Commissioners that he knows of
no objection to & favorable recommendation

A. Narjes, the chject of the hill being to
relieve the real estate of Mr. Narjes from
the operation of tha act of Congress ap-
Pproved March 3, 1887, prohiblting aliens
from acquiring real estate in the territorles
or the District of Columbia.
